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RUSSIAN ADVANCE IS 
SUCCESS EVERYWHERE

Enemy Forced to Retreat at Many Points 
Drawing Reinforcements From Lines in 
France—Concentrating in Poland From 
Four Directions.

Potrogrnd. Oct. 2.—The general staff 
has given out the following official 
communication:

The Russian troops have continued to 
repulse the enemy from the boundaries 
of the governments of Suwalki and 
Lomza. The engagement has been fierce 
west of Symino.

The German troops who have been 
meanwhile attacking Ossowitz are re­
treating hastily to the north. Consid­
erable forces of the enemy, of which 
the bulk arrived from France, are con­
centrating in the districts west of the 
governments of Piotiokow and Kielce.

The Russian cavalry and vanguard 
are reconnoitering energetically through 
oil that region, impending, through 
vigorous attacks, the movement of the 
enemy. The Germans always endeavor 
to use the highways in Russian terri- 
ory because, the ordinary country

An attaek by the Russian- cavalry 
against the German vanguard in front 
of And re jew and marching on Kielce 
was crowned with great success. The 
German infantry was caught unawares 
-and' was retreating in disorder pursued 
b yRualan cavalry. The bombardment 
of Ossowitz did damage to only a few 
f.rivahto dwellings, as the garrison was 
sheltered by conbrete walls.

The offensive by the Russian troops 
inarching through the forest of Augus- 

was not covered by the artillery. 
South of Augustowo a hand-to-hand 
F.jgageniont took place. It was par­
ticularly fierce in the semi-circle be­
tween the Bialobrnzeg basin, which was 
crossed by a Russian column, and the 
Augustowo canal near the Borkl basin. 
The issue of this engagement was de- 
cided liy an attack from Augustowo.

Northwest of the forest of Augtu- 
towo, the Russians were compelled to

attack the rear guard of the Germans 
through numerous defiles in fortified 
positions, where the Russian infantry 
received great help from its heavy ar­
tillery, which caused great losses to the 
enemy, who were dislodged from the 
entrenchments and retired under our

The battle is proceeding o-ver an ex­
tensive front, the Germans occupying 
positions near Mariatnpol and south 
of St. Hutshin.

The third army Is trying to proceed 
from Niedenburg. in East Prussia, 
southeast in the direction of Warsaw', 
but apparently without success. Simul­
taneously the main German forces, 
starting from Posen, are proceeding 
eastward with Cracow as their objec­
tive. The southern division of the Ger­
man army already has joined the Aus­
trians at Cracow.

Von der Goltz was furious 
and let it be knowrn that nobody was 
entitled to publish a manifesto except 
himself.

He ordered that all Max's manifestos 
be covered with white paper, but the 
next morning revealed that all the cov­
ering sheets had been oiled and were 
thereby rendered transparent.

EARLY EVACUATION OF 
BRUSSELS RUMORED

Germans Said to Be Moving 
Wounded From Belgian Cap­

ital; Food is Scarce

London, Oct. 2. 5.05 p. m.—In a dis­
patch from Amsterdam, the corre­
spondent of the Central News says ad­
vices reaching there to-day from Brus­
sels set forth that there is every rea­
son to anticipate the early withdrawal 
of the Germans from the Belgian cap­
ital.

Wounded men are being sent back to 
Germany, he says, and the German of­
ficial documents are being packed up.

The correspondent says he has learn­
ed from a good source that the Ger­
man general staff has left Luxemburg 
In eighty motor cars for Mainz.

Seven hundred thousand persons in 
Brussels are facing starvation, accord­
ing to Hugh Gibson. secretary of the 
American embassy there, who Is in this 
city. The last apportionment of Soùr 
to the citizens of Brussels will be given 
out this afternoon, and other staples 
are virtually all consumed.

Efforts to get food from Antwerp 
have failed. Inasmuch as Brussels is 
in charge of the Germans, it is In effect 
German territory. Neutral nations 
could not undertake to supply food to 
Brussels, even If transportation facili­
ties were normal.

It is reported in Amsterdam, tele­
graphs the correspondent of the Cen­
tral News in that city, that 800 tier- 
man troops on the line between Brus­
sels and Antwerp are suffering from 
typhoid fever.

Portion of German Right Wing 
Finds Itself in Great Danger

Lines Are Bent Back­
ward-Shortage of 
Horses—Commiss­
ariat Fails

London. Oct. 2, 2.20 a.in.—A corres­
pondent of the Central News at Calais, 
who has returned from a tour near the 
allies left, says:

Landing of Indian Troops at 
Marseilles a Striking Sight

London, Oct. 2. 3.20 a.m.—The correspondent of the Daily Mail at Marseilles, 
in a dispatch- dated last Sunday, but which was delayed by the censor, describes 
the landing of the Indian troops who. he says, are all ardent for the cause for 
which the King and his allies are fighting. He says:

“To see fully a score of transports glide from the bay into the dock and 
moor at their appointed stations was an imposing sight, and at the same time 
a splendid tribute to the perfection of the British organization. But the grand 
spectacle was yet to come.

"In almost as short a space of time as it takes to tell it. the decks of this 
wonderful fleet of ships were alive with soldiers, and in a matter of a few hours 
the trying work of disembarkation had been completed without slip or accident.

“The French officers were amazed at the remarkable smoothness with 
which the operations proceeded.

“Never has the port of Marseilles, used as it is to cosmopolitan crow'ds and 
the multi-colored hahilaments of Africa, witnessed a scene so kaleidescoptc 
as that presented to-day by the defiling thousands after thousands of soldiers, 
passing down seemingly numberless gangways and along and up quays lit by 
brilliant sunshine.

“The white officers who are in command are of the highest type of soldier, 
and there was something noble and delightful In the officers walking through 
Marseilles with their troops, en route to the rest camps, when they might well 
have ridden.

"One very important fact that must not be lost sight of is that this great 
expeditionary force from the Orient Is thoroughly trained according to most 
modern ideas, and equipped with first-class machinery of war. Everything has 
been brought from India, cannons, rifles, entrenching implements, sleeping rugs, 
tents and the hundred-and-one necessaries of an Indian army, down to the 
praying mat.

“By evening they were all encamped in a picturesque park with rocky 
heights, reminiscent of their far-away hills. Around them and in the moon­
light groups of Marseilles citizens stood on all adjacent roads watching with 
unflagging interest the strange eastern rites of these magnificent fighting men 
from Britain's great Indian empire."

“It lias been apparent throughout 
that Gen. von Kluck’s right was made 
more precarious by the crowding on 
him of reinforcements from the centre 
and left by the German general staff. 

This might 
have been avoided if tlie Germans had 
been prepared to sacrifice their carefully 
selected positions In the Noyon region, 
but they staked everything, holding 
that the peril of an envelopment was 
becoming more imminent daily.”

The Germans, have suffered heav­
ily everywhere under well-directed 
machine gun fire of the Belgians, ac­
cording to a statement cabled from 
Antwerp by the correspondent of the 
Central News. “At the Waevre and 
St. Catherine forts alone (outside Ant­
werp) the German dead may be 
counted by the-thousands. At several 
points the corpses lie In heaps. En­
tire companies have been extermin­
ated, while the other troops were 
driven back at the point of the bay­
onet."

Paris, Oct. 2. 5.35 a. m.—Laconic 
statements of the war department give 
but little idea of the furious battle be­
ing waged In the north of France. In 
pursuance of the effort the great body 
of Germans Is making to force the 
allies' line. The left continues to be 
the storm centre, and from there the 
word is that the British and French 
continue to gain.

Whatever the Germans seek and 
whatèver their hopes are, It appears 
necessary that the interminable battle 
of the Aisne must soon have an end, 
says Lieut.-Colonel Rousset, the mil­
itary critic of the Petit Parisien, com­
menting on the two last official com­
munications.

“The tw'o armies,” said Rousset, 
“have fought for many days with fury 
on an enormous front, but while we 
have made progress dally on two 
wings, to the north of the river Somme 
and to the south of Woevre, the army 
of the enemy is exhausting itself In 
vain efforts to check our advance, after 
having uselessly tried to break through 
somewhere.

“This situation, which can still last 
some time, must inevitably end by the 
definite retreaf of our adversaries. The 
besieged in any lines, the experts of 
battle teach one, cannot indefinitely 
preserve the defensive.”

London. Oct. 2.—Major-General Ed­

win Alfred Harvey Alderson, C. B., has 
been given command of the Canadian 
overseas contingent, • and will take 
charge of the force upon its arrival

General Alderson, who Is well known 
to several Canadians, is spoken of as 
one of the most popular officers in 
this country.

He is fifty-five years old and has 
seen much active service, including 
the South African war, in which he 
commanded the mounted infantry.

SERVIANS BREAKING A 
STUBBORN RESISTANCE

Have Occupied Several Bos­
nian Towns; They and Mon­
tenegrins Threaten Sarajevo

Paris, Get. 2.—After twenty days of 
the offensive, says a Nish, flervia, dis­
patch to the Havas agency, the Aus­
trian forces have stopped twelve miles 
from the Drina. on the Bosnian fron­
tier.

While these forces are awaiting re­
inforcements before they will be able 
to resume the offensive, their troops 
at the north hax'e been trying desper­
ately to advance over the plains be­
tween the Drina and the Save to get 
at the right flank of the Servians. All 
their efforts there were defeated in 
bloody battles.

Meanwhile the Servians and Monte­
negrins advance slowly but surely 
Bosnia, breaking the stubborn resist­
ance. They occupied, on September 30. 
Romania and several other towns in 
the vicinity and are now advancing on 
Sarajevo.

Rome, Oct. 2, 5.55 a.m., via Paris, 7.40 
a.m. News from Bosnia says that Gen. 
Haalla. the Austrian commander at 
Sarajevo, has executed citizens accused 
of signalling to the Servian*, who oc­
cupy the mountains around the town. 
As a result nobod}' now dares even to 
light the lamps Inside their houses at 
night.

London. Oct. 2, 7.25 a.m.—A dispatch

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GERMANS PREPARE 
TO HEAR OF THEIR 

CRUSHING DEFEAT
London, Oct. 2,11.10 a.m.—Unless all signs are wrong 

the German armies in France, or at any rate most of them, 
are nearing the completion of their round trip.

This, it is held here, is the only conclusion—hinted at 
even by the Berlin papers—to be drawn from the reports, 
both official or unofficial, of those on or near the scene of 
action.

It is evident that the progress of the allies on their left 
is considerable, their turning movement bringing them at 
one point within thirty miles of the Belgian frontier, while 
the hole through which the Germans might have pierced 
the line of French fortresses on the Meuse river had been 
stopped.

The fierce battling around the heights of Roye, to the 
northwest of Noyon, seems to have ended in favor of the 
French. The heights were captured by General von 
Kluck’s men on Wednesday, but on Friday, according to a 
French report, the allies gained control of the position. 
The cryptic wording of last night’s official German state­
ment is taken as corroboration of this.

Antwerp, temporarily the Belgian capital, ought to be 
capable of maintaining a long defence. King Albert is a 
romantic figure of the war in this quarter. He constantly 
goes into the danger sone ami his determination, fearless­
ness and activity recall Stadtholder William in the his­
toric siege of Leiden.

Whether the forts have fallen near Antwerp, as the Germans in­
sist, or whether the Belgians have so far repulsed the artillery on­
slaught is a matter of conjecture here.

From the east, through various sources, comes news of the 
Russian assault on Cracow and its vicinity, where two and a half 
million Germans and Austrians are said to be concentrated. This 
battle will be one of the most colossal engagements of the war.

Movement of Indian Troops.
The London papers, both editorially and in their news columns, 

embellished with pictures, make a feature of the landing of the Indian 
troops and congratulates the war office on the successful feat of mov­
ing many transports from Indian without a single loss.

Editorially the press emphasizes the spirit of patriotism of the 
East Indians, which answers once for all, they say, all foreign critics 
who maintained that in time of stress these subjects would prove un­
faithful.

Only guesses can be paraded on the strength of the Indian forces 
and their disposition, but of course, whatever has been done, has 
taken place long before the censor lifted the veil.

Nothing definite has been heard in the last twenty-four hours of 
the whereabouts of the German emperor, but Petrograd dispatches 
say he is undoubtedly present at the engagements on the East Prus­
sian frontier, where, the Russians insist, the German troops have met 
reverse and are being driven back.

The plight of the Belgians as an incident of the bombardment of 
Antwerp, Termonde and other points is becoming even more pitiable 
than it was after the first advance of the Germans through their 
country. Doubtless within a short time London will again be tho 
haven of thousands of homeless and penniless refugees. \

No confirmation has been received of the report that the allied 
fleet has begun operations before Pola, the chief Austrian base.

French Official Statement.
Paris, Oct. 2. 3.12 p.m.—An official statement issued by the war office this 

afternoon says that terrific fighting continues incessantly near Roye. where the 
Germans have been strongly reinforced. The statement says:

“On our left wing the battle continues with terrific fighting, notably in th4 
region of Roye, where the Germans, appear to have concentrated important re­
inforcements. The action extends more and more toward the north.

“The front of the battle line is now extended into the region of Arras.
"On the Meuse, the Germans attempted at night to throw a bridge across 

the river near St. Mihiel. The bridge was destroyed by our guns.
“In the Woevre district our offensive continues and progresses step by 

step, notably in the region between Apremont and St. Mihiel.
“On the remainder of the front there have been attempted only parti?.!

"Official messages ask that judgment be suspended If news should arrive 
that the German troops have been compelled to abandon certain positions.

"The British troops are mentioned as pushing on by the sheer weight of 
their masses, and the French are admitted to have taught a severe lesson. A 
week ago such statements would have meant the suppression of the newspaper 
printing them."

London, Oct. 2.—J. H. Whitehouse, 
member of parliament from Lanark 
shire, who has returned from a tour 
around Antwerp to assist in relief 
measures, bi$igs a graphic picture of 
the desolation of Belgium.

To supplement the defences of Ant­
werp, he said to-day. hundreds of thou­
sands of trees had been cut down and 
houses destroyed, so that the enemy 
would find no cover for attack. An­
other part of the country had been 
flooded, the damage of these precau­
tionary measures totaling $50,000,000. 
Termonde, a city of 16.000, has been 
systematically destroyed, he raid. A 
blind woman and her daughter, groping 

•rnnient I amonS the ruins, were the only per­
sons remaining fh the once beautiful 
town. The remainder of the popula­
tion, he was tobK had fled in all direc­
tions. Some had reached Antwerp, but 
a great number were wandering about 
the country, panic-stricken and starv­
ing. Many were already dead.

What had happened at Termonde," 
he went on, "was similar to what had 
happened in other parts of Belgium un­
der the military occupation of Ger­
mans. The result is that conditions 
have been set up for the .civilian popu­
lation throughout the occupied terri­
tory of unexampled misery/-"

Sometimes when a town lias been 
bombarded the Germans Jlmve with­
drawn and the civilian^ have returned 
to their homes, only to flee again at 
the renewed attack. A case in point is 
Malines, which, on Sunday last, as 1 
was .about to try to reach It, was again 
bombarded.

"The inhabitants were then unable to 
leave, as the town was surrounded, but 
when the bombardment ceased there 
was a great exodus.

"The whole life of the nation lias 
been arrested. Food supplies which 
would ordinarily reach the civilian 
population are being taken by the Ger­
man troops for their own support. The 
peasants and poor are without the 
necessities of life, and conditions of 
starvation grow more acute every day. 
Even where there is a supply of wheat 
available the peasants are not allowed 
to use their windmills owing to the 
German fear that they will send signals 
to the Belgian army.

"We are, therefore, face to face with 
a. fact which has rarely, if ever, oc­
curred in the history of the world—an 
entire. nation is in a state of famine, 
and that within a half day's journey of 

ur own shores.
"The"completeness of the destruction 

in each Individual case was explained 
to me later by the Belgian minister, 
describing numerous appliances which 
the German soldiers carried for de­
stroying property. Not only were hand 
bombs of various sizes and descriptions 
carried, but each soldier was supplied 
with a quantity of small black discs, 
a little bigger than a sixpenny piece.

"1 saw some of these discs, which 
had been taken from German soldiers 
on the field of battle. These were de­
scribed to me ns composed of com­
pressed benzine. When dighted they 
burn- brilliantly for a few minutes, and 
are sufficient to start whatever fire is 
necessary after the explosion of a 
bomb.

"To the condition of famine and 
homelessness which exists on such a 
stupendous scale, there must be added 
one which is as had the mental panic 
in which many survivors remain. 1 
understand how inevitable this was 
when 1 saw and heard what the> 
passed through. Eyewitnesses of unim 
penchable character described thé. suf­
ferings of the women and children at 
,iege. As they lied from their houses, 
iinging to their husbands and fathers, 
they were violently pulled away from 
the latter and saw them shot a few 
yards from them.

‘I should supplement what T have 
said regarding the condition of Belgium 
with some reference to Antwerp itself, 
where the exiled government now sits. 
It is a wonderful contrast to the rest 
of the country, and the first impres­
sion Is that there is little change be­
tween its life now and in the days of 
peace. I approached it by water/ and 
in the early morning it rose before me 
like a fairy .city. Its skyline was beau­
tifully broken by the spires and towers 
-f its churches, including the incom­

parable gothic, cathedral.
When I entered its shops were open, 

its streets were crowded and every­
where there was eager activity. By 
midday the streets became congested. 
Gariy editions of the papers were 
agerly bought, and great crowds as­

sembled wherever a telegram giving 
news could be read. This continued 
until early evening, but by R o’clock 
most extraordinary change had fallen 
upon the city.

Not a light of any kind in house or 
In shop was to be seen. No lamps were 
lit In the streets, and the city was 
plunged in absolute darkness. Not i 
soul remained in the streets. To th 
darkness there was added profound 
silence. It was as though this amazing 
city had been suddenly blotted out."

SECURITY WOULD BE GONE
Creditor of Krupps Does Not Think 

Much of Firm's Future.

London. Oct. 2 —The high court de­
nied yesterday the application made 
on behalf of a British creditor of the 
German gunmaking firm of Krupp to 
appoint a receiver for the firm's as­
sets in England, which are estimated 
at more than $1,000,000.

The court pointed out that the cred­
itor was safe, as this Krupp money 
could not at the present time be trans­
ferred to Germany. Counsel for the 
plaintiff argued that shares might be 
transferred to some American firm un­
til after the war and then retrans­
ferred to the Krupp company.

"After the war you could sue the 
Krupp company," remarked the jus­
tice.

"But the security would then be 
gone," rejoined the lawyer.

The court denied the motion, but 
gave leave to appeal.

Berlin, via The Hague and London, 
Oct. 2.—Exports for the third quarter

London. Oct. 2.—A dispatch to the 
Standard from Antwerp says:

The Lokal Anzieger, the leading 
newspaper of Berlin, says the Russian 
field artillery merits universal recogni­
tion.

Youngest Member of Whitney 
Cabinet Succeeds His 

Former Leader

» Toronto. Oct. 2.—Hon. W. H. Hearst, 
]the youngest minister m the Whitney 
Cabinet, succeeds the late Sir James 
Whitney as premier of Ontario He 
vas summoned to government house 
ast night aiid entrusted with the re- 
irganization of the provincial cabinet.

Premier Hearst has appointed Find­
lay G. McDlarmld, member for West 
Elgin, and a resident of the city of 
•it. Thomas, to succeed the Hon. Dr. 
-tvaume as minister of public works, 
thus maintaining the western Ontario 
cabinet representation. No minister 
without portfolio is appointed to suc­
ceed Hon. J. ti. Hendrle. who has just 
become lieutenant-governor of On­
tario, but the provincial treasurer, 
Hon: I. B. Lucas, takes Mr. Hendrie’s 
Place on the hydro-electric yommis-

Mr. Hearst will continue to hold the 
portfolio of lands, f of es ta and mines/

Sir Adam Beck is no longer a mem­
ber of the government without port­
folio, his dropping out being at his own 
request on the reorganization of the 
government, his wish for a long time 
having been to devote his whole atten­
tion to the hydro-electric development, 
with which his name is prominently 
associated

The other ministers have been asked 
by the new premier to continue in 
their positions. All were sworn In this 
morning.

The new premier is the youngest 
member of the cabinet in point, of ser- 
' ice. His selection is manifestly a 
compromise between the reactionary 
and progressive factions of the Con­
servative party led by Hon. W. J 
Hanna and Sir Adam Beck, respec­
tively. He entered the provincial 
house first in. 1908, to represent Sautt 
Ste Marie, and became minister of 
lands, forests-and mines at the time of 
the federal election in 1911, when the 
Hon. Frank Cochrane, then holding 
that position, became a member of the 
Borden cabinet.

EXPORTS TO HOLLAND 
ALLOWED ON CONDITION

Washington, Oct. 2.—Ambassador 
Page teegraphed the state department 
From London that the British govern­
ment intends to treat as conditional 
contraband of war. in addition to com­
modities already announced, copper 
(vnwroughl). lead (pig. sheet, or pipe), 
glycerine, ferrochrome. haematite iron 
ore. magnetic iron ore. rubber, hides 
and skins, raw or rough-tanned (not 
dressed) leather.

Great Britain also has agreed to re­
lease any seized cargoes so soon as It 
is established that their destination <s 
Holland. It Is understood that Great 
Britain impressed on Holland that, ac­
cording to her duties as a neutral 
state, she must not i>ermit foodstuffs 
or other cargoes destined for the Ger­
man army to pass her borders.

The practical effect of the arrange­
ment is expected to be that foodstuffs 
may possibly pass into Germany if it 
is clearly established that their use 
is to be confined tu civilians, as in noti­
fying the United States of its action 
the British stipulated no restrictions 
on destinations.

The understanding, however, applies 
only to the status rif shipments in 
transit between the United States and 
HoHand or any other neutral country.

Announcement of the exemption of 
American foodstuff^, from seizure or 
diversion is considered only one step 
toward the solution fif the |whole diffi­
cult question under the new regulation 
in the Declaration of London.

President Wilson telles callers that 
the British government has been most 
friendly In its attitude on -shipments of 
possible unneutral character in Amer­
ican Vessels, and has shown a willing­
ness to discuss the question. He de­
clares he has no doubt that a satis­
factory arrangement will be reached.

SHE HAD BETTER WAIT.

London, Oct. 2.—In a dispatch from 
Berlin, sent by way of The Hague, the 
correspondent of the Exchange Tele­
graph company says that Cecile, the 
German crown princess, accompanied 
by her two eldest sons, has left Ber­
lin to Join the crown prince at his 
headquarters in France. She proposes 
personally to _bestow decorations on 
officers of her dragoon regiment.

RAILWAY NOT LEAVING.

London, Oct. 2.—News of the confis­
cation of the Canadian Pacific Rail­
way company's Austrian property 
caused amusement here, as, seeing 
that dividends are being withheld 
from hostile countries, the company 
will in the long run be able to recover 
possession of Its property on its own 
terms, which are unlikely to be a figure 
agreeable to the enemy.

GERMAN CASUALTY LIST.

Berlin, via The Hague and London, 
oct. 2—The thirty-eighth German 
casualty list made public contains 
about 8,000 names. It includes three 
major-generals, one killed and two 
wounded. Major-General Schoernben- 
ing was killed, while Major-General 
Emil Henigst wa.j slightly and Major 
General Oskar Reuter was dangerous­
ly wounded.

UPTON'S YACHT A HOSPITAL.

Havre, via Paris, Oct. 2.- Sir Thos. 
Lipton’s yacht Erin, which has been 
transformed into a hospital ship, has 
arrived here. On hoard the Erin were 
the Duchess of Westminster and a 
number of nurses.

Ottawa. Oct. 2.—In an interview last 
evening on the appointment which, .h'* 
has accepted from the Rockefeller in­
titule, Hon. W. L. Mackenzie King, 
orinvr minister of labor, said :
"In accepting the appointment as 

director of the investigation into in­
dustrial relations, instituted by the 
trustees of the Rockefeller Foundation.
I have done so in the belief that no 
field of human endeavor offers greater 
opportunities for service to mankind. 
Conducted on the scale and with the 
facilities which the Foundation affords, 
the work will be international rather 
than national in character. It will not 
relate itself to any particular country, 
and has nothing to do with any exi:4- ! 
ing controversies or the business of any 
corpora lion.

"In tile words of the charter govern­
ing the Foundation it ‘is for the well- 
being of mankind throughout the 
world,' and the investigations will be 
made in accordance with the spirit and 
purpose thus expressed.

“It is too soon to outline the prob­
able scope of such a vast Inquiry. Its 
objective, may. however, be made 
plainer if I mention that It will in­
clude a study of existing means and 
agencies throughout the world for im­
proving the relations of capital and 
labor, and for bettering the conditions 
under which modern industry is car­
ried on and Industrial workers live.

“This naturally suggests the investi­
gation of such known agencies as pro­
fit-sharing, industrial co-partnership 
and co-operation in their various forms 
of garden cities, of housing conditions, 
of conciliation and arbitration, of in­
dustrial training and technical educa­
tion and of the profounder ethical 
economic considerations which lie at 
the base of calculations under our 
present-day civilization.

“I have been granted by the Founda­
tion a perfv •' ' rvx; hand in the shap­
ing of the v Necessarily it will in­
volve the givinx up of much of the 
work to which I have devoted most of 
my time since 1908, when I resigned 
the position of deputy minister of the 
department of labor to enter polities. 
It dues not. however, involve my giv­
ing up my residence in Canada or the 
continuance of my political affiliations 
t'> the extent I may think proper or 
desirable.

"In accepting the duty of directing 
this great work, I have expressly re-» 
served my right to run for parliament, 
and if elected to serve as a member, 
unless the Liberals of North York may 
desire another candidate.”

BRITISH ARMY MOUNTS.

THE WAR.

The battle of the Aisne, the greatest 
conflict in the annals of war, is now 

immediately near its end and all signs 

point to the early retreat of the Ger­
mans from French soil. In fact we are 

strongly of the opinion that this pro­
cess is now in progress and that the 
violent resistance of the invaders 
against the allies' formidable left wing 
is designed to cover the retirement 
from other sections of the battle front.
For some days a furious attempt has 
been made to hut* hack the French and 
British troops in the region of Roye, a 
point northwest of Noyon, in the hope 
that it would divert the French army 
operating farther north which has now 
driven the Germans as far as the 
neighborhood of Arras and which by a 
dash towards the east would be able to 
sever communications with Mons, 
Brussels and the line of the Sam hr e, 
where trenches were made for a further 
resistance. It is this tentacle which 
threatens the very life of a large portion 
of the German army and Its menacing 
progress accounts for von Kluck's des 
perate attacks at several^ points.

The German communications are 
threatened on their right at a number 
of points and their retirement will 
open them fo enormous losses. That 
the allies are preparing for a vigorous 
pursuit is shown by the call of the 
British war office for a thousand rail­
way men for service in France. Th 
evidently are to take the places of m« n 
transferred from other parts of the- re­
public to the northwest. Another sig 
nlflcant circumstance is the announce 
ment that France- has decided to revivi 
the military post of field marshal, no 
doubt as a partial reward for General 
joffre for his brilliant services. The 
extremely cautious authorities of the 
republic are not likely to discuss the 
question of rewarding their soldiers 
unless they are certain that victory is 
within reach. If the indications are 
borne out at all It is to be hoped that 
the most optimistic expectations will 
be realized; that the German armies in 
France will be so seriously Impaired 
that they will be unable to desecrate 
further the soil of Belgium by their 
presence there.

German newspapers received in Hol­
land and London show that the Berlin 
army staff is preparing the public for 
an announcement of the defeat. Fol­
lowing the flamboyant claims of vic­
tory after victory, predictions of the 
early fall of Paris and the "annexation" 
of Belgium as a German province, an 

y* admission of failure : er the enormous 
losses their armies have suffered would 
have first a stunning and then an an­
gering effect upon the populace. The 
people will begin to wonder if similar 
duplicity has not been practiced upon 
them all along; if. after all, their gov­
ernment has acted with decency and 
honor, and finally if the Kaiser’s assur­
ances that Providence is behind him 
are not the outpourings of a diseased 
imagination. They will begin to ponder 
over the eccentricities of the Hohen 
zollerri head during the last thirty years 
and recall in their true proportion i 
number of incidents which in the an 
ticipation of a .glorious triumph had 
escaped their memories.

In the east another great battle in 
Which millions of men are engaged is 
in progress o- the line extending from 
Cracow along the western frontier of 
Russian Poland. The German attempts 
to divert the march of the Czar’s host 
through Galicia and central Poland by 
an Incursion In the north from East 
Prussia to the Nie man have failed ant* 
their armies have been driven back to 
their own boundaries. On their main 
front in Poland they have formed 
junction with the remnants of the Aus­
trian forces who now are to all Intents 
and purposes a part of the German 
army.

A TRAGIC SEQUEL.

In violent-, 
ly resisting the order of the authorities 
to depart for the Punjab sixteen of 
them were killed and the remainder 
arrested, but not until In charging the 
police they had killed a European and 
native policeman and wounded a num­
ber of others. The incident will be a 
salutary lesson to other agitators who 
have been trying to stir up sedition in 
the great dependency during the last 

few years.
No more complications will arise from 

the occurrence in India than would 
occur if a similar outbreak of Euro­
peans against the law had happened in 
Canada or any other dominion or state 
The main population of the eastern 
empire have no sympathy with violent 
attacks against that law and order 
under which their rights and privileges 
are respected and protected. They and 
their native leaders know that under no 
other rule would their lot be as easy as 
it i8 under that of the King-Emperor. 
In this connection a pronouncement 
recently mad^by the head of the Mos­
lems of India is of special interest. He 
said that under no circumstances would 
the Mohammedans of the empire Join 
with the foes of Britain and that any 
attempt of the Sultan of Turkey to 
sway their allegiance would prove 
lamentable failure. He pointed out 
that enlightened Moslems in India-were 
familiar with the German system of 
colonial government; the experience of 
their breathren in the German African 
states had shown them what they 
might expect were India to pass under 
the rule of Berlin. Against such 
prospect they would fight to the bitter 
end. Britain has dealt fairly and just 

with India and the East Indians 
are ready to testify to their apprécia 
tion on the battlefields of Europe.

THE CASE OF THE BELGIANS.

It Is pleasing to note the generous 
response that Is being made here to the 
appeal of the Belgian consul for the 
relief of the people nf the gallant little 
state who through no fault of their 
own are being forced to drink to Its 
dregs the draught of woe and suffering.
A large part of the country is a wilder­
ness of ruins and thousands of helpless 
old men, women and children are wan­
dering aimlessly along the highways, 
half starved,. Ill-clad and with no other 
object in view than to fly from the 
agents of German "culture," no matter 
in what direction it may be. The able- 
bodied men are with the army and in 
>rder to put an end to their resistance 
the invaders are carrying out to the 
letter the injunction of Bismarck that 
the helpless people of an enemy’s coun­
try should be left with "nothing but 
their eyes to weep with.” Winter is 
approaching and unless the allies suc­
ceed in driving the Huns from Belgium 
the toll of privation and want among 
the afflicted people will be appalling.

Belgium so far has proved the deter­
mining factor of the military operations 
on the continent. But for the resist­
ance of her soldiers at Liege the Ger­
mans would have rolled into France 
like an engulfing flood before the 
French army was mobilized and before 
Gnat Britain could have placed one 
soldi* r on French soil. The daring on­
slaughts by the intrepid garrison of 
Antwerp menacing the German lines 
of communication have lightened the 
labors of the French and British on the 
Marne and along the Aisne. But for 
them the German army in France 
would be reinforced by several hundred 
thousand men. To Belgium the British 
Empire, France, and Russia owe a 
debt they can never adequately repay. 
They are confronted with the obliga­
tion to clear her territory of the enemy 
and exact the fullest compensation for 
her wrongs. The fervent prayer of 
nlightened humane people is that this 

may be soon ; that Antwerp and its 
heroic garrison will not fall a prey to 
the forces besieging it. We do not 
know what is actually transpiring in 
Belgium beyond the knowledge derived 
from brief official bulletins, but we be­
lieve the people of the British empire 
are ready to make any sacrifice even 
though it may conflict with considera­
tions of high military strategy to af­
ford prompt relief to the Belgian army 
and succor Its sorely afflicted de­
pendents. But no matter what this 
empire may accomplish in that direc 
tion, Belgium has done more for it 
than it can do for Belgium.

TO-DAY’S SUMMARY.

The turning movement of the allied 
armies in Northern France has brought 
thè* êXtreme of their left wing within 
about 30 miles of the Belgian frontier.

Belgian Fund Increasing Rap­
idly; Money Donations and 

Gifts in Kind Swell List

Tn the north of Europe the bitter 
Winter days are now drawing in and 
the plight of those unfortunate people 
who have been rendered homeless and 
bereaved through the mighty devasta­
tion of war each day becomes more 
parlous. Of all of these the condition 
of the Belgian refugees is probably the 
worst. Bereft of their breadwinners by 
the sudden and unwarranted advance 
>f the German host into their supposed 
eutral territory, their houses razed to, 

.ground by the bursting shells, and 
their food supplies entirely cut off. they 
appeal not only to the pity of all but to 
the piWetical help «if every man, woman 
and child in Canada.

The Belgian relief fund of this city is 
doing a great work and its appeals to 
the citizens have met with a magnifi­
cent response. But one need has not 
yet been supplied, and all who van help 
in remedying this are being asked by 
those in charge to send their parcels to 
the Belgian Relief Fund headquarters 
at 742 Fort street. The particular need 
of the. organizers of the fund at the 
present time is women’s and children's 
clothing. Large parcels of men’s 
clothing have been received, but com­
paratively little in women's and chil­
dren’s garments, and In the coming 
w inter days, warm clothing will be in­
finitely appreciated by the wives anil 
mothers, sisters and daughters of those 
brave men who held the Germans at 
bay long enough for the forces of Brit­
ain and France to prepare their de-

Here Is the example set by a little 
girl from Metchosfn, who has sent to 
the fund all her savings, amounting to 
$3, with the little note:

“To tiTe little Belgian children from 
Minnie Hooper.”

Or again, another little girl at Mount 
Tolmie. who enclosed a little handker­
chief in a little case with the words: 
“From a little girl in Mount Tolmie to 
a little girl in Belgium.” 

s. Incidents like these serve to show 
that even the children of Canada are 
alive to Belgium's great need.

It is announced that the money will 
he chiefly spent in the purchase of 
salmon. Good eating salmon can be 
bought, for eight cents a pound, and a 
pound is practically enough for a 
meal for three people. The food values, 
too. are very high, and the■ organizers 
of the fund feel that in this way the 
money can be laid out to the best ad­
vantage. All contributions to the fund 
will be sent free over the Canadian Pa­
cific railway to Montreal, where a high­
ly competent committee will take 
« harge, and then pass them on to the 
Belgian government, which will ship it 
by way of the British Isles into Bel­
gium. There is no fear whatever that 
the goods will reach their destination 
safely and in good order. It has been 
decided to make several shipments, the 
first going probably next Monday. 
There will be many later shipments 
going.

VICTORIA'S OPPORTUNITY.

To the Editor:—The present actual crisis 
in the life history of Victoria, "with the 
Snerk, so to speak, at the door." that Is 

iy, with a more or less mythical 
German squadron hovering off the coast, 
seems to be the psychical moment for 

com- ller lo review |,er position ami to estab­
lish herself as a serious factor of the 
British imperial equation.

Hitherto she lias lived the life of the 
remittance man, and the remittances, 
which have flowed so freely-, she has 
squandered in gambling, In high living 
and in gaudy finery. I will not develop 
this side of the question, for the facts 

:ommo:i knowledge to every thinking 
man and woman that seeks the truth.

It is to the future and not th<° past to 
hich I wish to draw attention. The 

past only serves to show that there lias 
been something .radically wrong in the 
administration of a land which is glft»*d 
by- nature beyond all lands—a land which 
is decked with a gold-embroidered mantle 
of timber. Whose soil Is everywhere pro­
ductive, and whose subsoil conceals un­
told hoards of mineral wealth. A land 
favored hy a temperate climate and un­
touched by meteorological cataclysms or 

i- violent geogonlc upheavals.
Why. then, does this country Import 

the necessaries of life9 Why is the cost 
of living enormously high? Why Is It 
not in a position to make some # ffectlve 
defence of its shores in case of attack 
from wit «.out?

Briefly let me attempt to answer these 
questions. The country Is In difficulties 
because it has been mortgaging its capi­
tal and % living on the proceeds; it Im­
ports the necessaries of life because. In­
stead of developing its resources, it has 
been gambling with. Its principal, the 
counters taking the form of little rect­
angular plots <»f land Imbued with a fic­
titious value which prohibits their use as 
productive factors of tlie commonwealth ; 
the cost of living Is high, partly on .ac­
count of the extravagant municipal ex­
penditure in unproductive .directions and 
partly because prices must rule high in 
unproductive * communities where gam­
bling is the sole source of Individual for­
tunes; the country is in a defenceless 
condition because It has deliberately 
closed Its eyes to the possible advent of 
war to its shores—partly blinded by the 
unbalanced utterlngs of organised social­
ism, partly flattering itself that its ad­
vanced state of civilization will protect 
it from foreign aggression. The present 
war In Europe may serve for an object 
lesson on the value of socialistic doc­
trines; the pages of history afford In­
numerable instances of advanced Civiliza­
tions over-run and extinguished, by more 
primitive races, when not armed for de­
fence hy a sturdy and organized man­

ia Victoria, then, suffering from some 
systemic, endemic or epidemic disease? 
Not-at all, sue is merely passing through 
that stage of development known as 
youth—the age of aggressive buoyancy, 
of undisciplined rejoicing, of the con­
fidence of inexperience which rebels at 
parental authority while looking for 
parental support and protection, also the 
age of promise.
~Th ohe~ôf Selon Thompson's popular 
works on animals, that charming writer 
describe» how the parents of young 
families devote a great part of their 
energies to the instruction of their young 
in the way they should go and how, 
they depart from it. they fall Into harm’s 
way. How pertinent doe$ this teaching, 
become when applied to young men and 
young nations!

Victoria, having given herself up tc 
high living during the past few years, is 
now suddenly brought face to face with 
the realities of life for the first time. 
Site Is aware of a danger, more or less 
veal, and she feels herself unprepared to 
meet It. This danger Is not a great one 
to her and will, no doubt, serve to bring 
her to a sense of her responsibilities 
There is a danger, however, awaiting lier, 
which she disregards, either from lack 
of foresight or because it seems remote, 
but It Is real, and the present crisis 
should mark the beginnings of organiza­
tion for the defence of her coast line.

How Is she to set about the task? Let 
me first sound a note of warning, sug­
gested hy a recent pag* from the history 
of Europe.

How did the Emperor William initiate 
Lite organization of his resources in order 
to carry out the aggressive policy 
which the world is now witnessing the 
d'bâcle?

He deliberately withdrew the peasant 
from th" ploughshare and - sent him 
the workshop in order that the. nation 
might accumulate and hoard up the 
sinews of war, gold. His synthetic mind 
foiled to recognize the one fatal flaw in 
the working out of the problem, viz., that 
tins proceeding would inevitably tend to 
impair the vigor of his country's man 
hood. Through all ages the strength of 
the nation, tlie flower of the army, lias 
invariably been drawn from the soil, and 
the Emperor William, with God as his 
right hand man. didn’t know it.

Among the ships which engaged in 
the transporting of native troops 
from India to Marseilles were the C. 
P. R. trans-Pacific liners Empress of 
Japan, Capt. Hope raft, and Empress 
of India. Capt. Halley. This news was 
brought to Victoria to-day by the of­
ficers of the Blue Funnel liner Talthy- 
bius, which has completed a voyage 

nrom Liverpool via the Orient.
Shortly after the outbreak of the 

war the admiralty ‘ requlstloned the 
liner Empress of Asia and at Hong­
kong she was given a coat of war 
paint and 6-inch guns were mounted 
on her decks Then the Empress of 
Japan was taken, followed by the re­
quisitioning of the Empress of Rus­
sia. The Empress of India and Mont-' 
eagle were the last taken.

Saw Russia at Hongkong.
The officers of the Talthyblus say 

they saw the Empress of Russia, (’apt. 
Wellesley Davison, at Hongkong. She 
was painted grey from the waterline 
to the trucks of her masts and they 
say she made a handsome spectacle. 
The Russia carries the same arma­
ment as the Asia and she is working 
as an auxiliary cruiser. When the Tai- 
thybius was at Hongkong the Russia 
was preparing for a lengthy cruise 
and her saloons were filled with coal. 
It Is understood that the Munteagle 
is being used for transport purposes.

The official bureau announced a few 
days ago that Indian troops had land­
ed in France and they are now at the 
battle front. A large fleet of vessels 
was used in transporting the forces, 
including besides the India and Japan, 
the Royal Mail liner Carnarvonshire, 
which was en route from Victoria to 
the I'nited Kingdorh when she was 
commandeered in the Orient l>y the 
British authorities.

TROOPS FIRED TO CHECK

Formed Dramatic Climax to 
Most Sensational Voyage 

Ever Made Here

London. Oct. 2.—In a dispatch from 
Calcutta, the correspondent of Reuter's 
Telegram company describes a mutiny 
of Sikhs, brought back to India after 
being refused admission to British Co­
lumbia. Sixteen of the Indians were 
killed.

The correspondent transmits a com­
munication on tilts subject issued by 
the Bengal government ns follows :

“The Sikh passengers on the steamer 
Komagata Marti, refused permission to 
land at Vancouver. B. C., arrived at 
Baj Baj last Saturday. Some of them 
n fused to board a train fur the Pun­
jab and opened fire with their revol­
vers. One European was kfiled a 
several others, including the commis­
sioner of police, were wounded. One 
Punjab policeman was killed and sev­
eral were wounded. Troops were com­
pelled to fire to check the rushes of the 
Sikhs and sixteen of the rioters were 
killed. The remainder xvere scattered 
to surrounding villages and later were 
rounded upt"

The Seattle Maru was bound from 

Hongkong to Japanese ports when the 
great storm hurled itself upon her. 
The sea was* running at a terrible 
height and as the ship rose on the 
crest of a comber and headed down in­
to the sickening hollow she would sub­
merge the whole of her forecastle. For 
two days the steamship fought against 
the tempestuous weather and then the 
break came. 'he storm abated some­
what and the vessel proceeded on her 
voyage, arriving at Kobe two days 
late. The Seattle was one day late 
leaving Yokohama for Victoria and 
arrived here 24 hours behind time. 
The officers report a favorable passage 
across the Pacific.

Brings Full Cargo.
The cargo aboard the Seattle Maru 

amounted to about 6,000 tons and 260 
tuns was discharged at this port this 
morning. She carried 1,564 bales of 
silk for New York, the shipment being 
worth $750,000.

Seven Japanese and 30 Chinese dis- 
embarbed at this port and four first- 
class Japanese passengers and 27 
steerage passengers ar.* booked through 
to Tacoma.

The officers of the Seattle Maru say 
that they did not sight any foreign 
warships during the voyage, although 
the weather was clear most of the 
time.

Typhoons interfered considerably with 
the schedule of the Blue Funnel liner 
Talthyblus, Capt. Cullum, while she 
was in Oriental waters, and account 
for her arrival here this morning six 
days behind time. The big ship met 
with a five-day delay at Manila and at 
Hongkong typhoon weather kept her in 
port three days longer than lier 
schedule called for. On' gthe voyage 
from Hongkong to Kutchinotzu. Japan, 
another typhoon was encountered and 
the Talthyblus lost 36 hours.

Capt. Cullum this morning told of the 
outward trip from Liverpool, which 
was the first he has ever made to this 
coast. The weather in the Bay of 
Biscay, Mediterranean sea and Indian 
ocean was very good. It took a turn 
for the worse at Singapore., where 
heavy rains set in. Proceeding to 
Manila the Talthyblus got her first 
taste of typhoon weather. The winds 
whistled and the sea was stirred up to 
u mountainous height. So severe was 
tiie weather outside that the skipper 
decided to remain in port. After a de­
lay of five days the weather moderated 
and the Talthyblus put to sea. The 
weather was dirty on the run to Hong­
kong. but did not delay the ship. At 
Hongkong the typhoon season was 
in earnest and the Blue Funnel liner 
had to take refuge in Typhoon Bay. 
three-day delay was suffered at that 
port.

Worst Typhoon of All.
The Talthyblus cleared Hongkong 

for Kutchinotzu. where she was to coal. 
It was on this leg of the voyage that 
she received the hardest buffetting. and 
Chief Engineer Christie, who has been 
through many rousing typhoons in the 
orient, says that It was the worst 
storm he has ever seen. The great Blu3 
Funnel liner was caught right in the 
centre of the typhoon. The sea was 
running the height of the bridge and 
the wind was howling its weird tunes 
The ship was slowed down but still she 
burled her decks under great ava 
1 anches of water. Only sufficient head 
way was kep; on the vessel to keep her 

"head into the gigantic seas. As the 
water came thundering over the bows 
it swept clear aft and everything that 
was not doubly lashed was carried 

board. The vessel did not suffer 
any material damage. For many hours 
she labored and strained heavily in the 
grip of the terrific storm.

Thirty-six hours late 
the Talthyblus steamed into the coaling 
port after weathering one of the se­
verest typhoons which ever ravaged 
Oriental seas.

Good Run on Pad fit*.
Capt. Cullum reports a good trans­

pacific passage for this time of the 
year. The ship was twelve an a half 
days crossing the pond and averaged 
13V* knots an hour. For three days 
light fogs wore encountered and on 
Wednesday last a strong southerly gale 
a spoiled the ship. When making the 
Swiftsure Lightship yesterday the 
weather was misty. The Talthybiu 
reached William Head at 12.40 o’clock 
this morning and at daylight was pass­
ed by the quarantine officer anil cam 
to the outer docks.

Four hundred and seventy-five Chi­
nese. all returned men, disembarked at 
this port from the Talthyblus.

The Blue Funnel liner brought In 
full cargo of general merchandise and 
lias a silk shipment valued at $1,260.000. 
She proceeded frflm here to Tacoma 
shortly before noon and will return to 
discharge her Victoria cargo early n*xt

SEAMEN VOLUNTEERED 
EUR SERVILE IN NAVY

Britishers Left Talthybius at 
Hongkong; Chinese Now in 

Forecastle

When the Blue Funnel liner Talthy­
bius steamed into port this morning 
she had Chinese sailors In her fore 
castle, an unprecedented state of 
affairs in the history of this line. The 
change from white seamen occurred at 
Hongkong as a result of all the hands 
forward volunteering for service in' 
the British navy. Capt. Cullum signed 
on Chinese because he could not get 
riny Britishers. Every man on British 
ships is anxious to get into the navy 
and all ships flying the Union Jack 
which# previously carried white hands 
in the forecastle, have to ship substi-

Why, on the Titan at Hongkong, 
every mother's son of them volunteer­
ed.” said Capt. Cullum this morning. 
Capt. Read of the Titan, was forced to 
sign on Chinese hands, despite the fact 
that. Alfred Holt & Co. always shows 
preference to the Britisher. The Blue 
Funnel boats have carried Chinese 
stokers for some time, but these are 
the first occasions when Chinese have 
found their way into the forecastle.

Stopped by Cruisers.
Although the Talthyblus did not 

sight a single German cruiser on the 
long run, she was stopped twice by 
British warships. She first received j 
news of the entrance of Great Britain j 
into the titanic struggle In a radiogram ! 
flashed from the station at Aden. Off 
Ceylon the British cruiser Swiftsure! 
overhauled lier and instructed Capt. 
Cullum to lie cautious in his navigation ! 
and' to seek neutral waters if neces­
sary. off the Japanese coast the Blue 
Funnel liner was stopped by another 
British man-of-war and given instrue-

When the steamship tied up this j 
morning the officers were anxious to j 
learn the latest war news. Since leav- i 
ing Yokohama they had been unable to j 
get one word of news, and being shut 
off from the world for twelve and one- 
half days at present is a hardship for 
a Britisher.

Why California Players Win.
Probably tiie reason oftenest assigned, both in the east and the west, for

There is no question that this has been 
a wry potent factor in the rise of the coast players, though I question the 
popular idea that it is the most important one. From the first of May to the 
end of October it is an exceptional California season in which tennis cannot be 
played every day of the six months, while for the remaining half year of so- 
callcd rainy season it is very rarely indeed that an average of over one day a 
week is so inclement as to make practice impossible.

Tills makes it quite practicable for the player who so desires, providing 
only he has the time, to carry the form in which he ends one season over to 
the beginning of tiie next. Light onee-a-week practice is usually enough to 
allow one to "hold even,” and twice a week or oftener is not unlikely to work 
un improvement, especially in the game of a youngster. As a matter of fact, 
nearly all the California juniors play from three to five times a week, and not 
a few of them show great improvement the following spring as the result of 
the It- winter's work. The veterans usually average about once a week during

Driven to desperation by the stern 

suppression of the Hungarian revolu­
tionists and by the death of her son! 
she called down vengeance on the 
young emperor, saying:

“May heaven and hell blast his hap­
piness! May his family be exterminat­
ed! May he be smitten in the persons 
nl those he loves! May his life ne 
wrecked, and may his children be 
brought to ruin!”

Many people dwell on what they be­
lieve to he the fulfillment of this curse. 
They point to Austria's present posi­
tion, facing with her one ally the hos­
tile array of a large part of Europe. 
And they cite the assassination which 
preceded the war and was its immedi­
ate cause. They « numerate the other 
calamities that have overtaken the 
Hapsburgs since the Karoyli curse and 
v-hich were listed as follows hy a 
Vienna newspaper at the time of the 
assassination of the Empress Eliza­
beth, which itself was another of the 
gi'at Hapsburg tragedies :

CITY MARKET AGAIN 
MEETS 600D SUPPORT

4 -----
Produce Sent From Many Dis­
tricts Continues to Grow'in 
f Variety and Quantity

Again market day has mot with ex­
cellent support. By 10 o'clock this 
morning several of the stall-holders 
had completely sold qut their supplies, 
and their places were taken by others. 
Duncan and Cowichan were represent­
ed for the first time, and in »ll there 
were about forty-five producers sell­
ing during the morning on the square. 
In one or two Instances the stall­
holders handled produce for their 
neighbors as well as for themselves. 
In the case of Mr. Machin, of Cowich­
an. for instance, the Cowichan Station 
Producers’ association was represent­
ed through him, and such a wide range 
of produce as preserved fruits, live 
and dressed fowls, eggs, apples, cream 
and pork were to be seen at his stall.

Some commodities not hitherto seen 
at the market were on sale to-day, 
notably pork, at 12V4 cents per pound 
for the half or whole pig; locally 
grown beef, mushrooms, and one or 
two new varieties’ of garden veget­
ables. Rabbits were selling at 75 cents 
each, one very tame specimen! perched 
on a box in the centre of the market 
being a particular attraction to chil­
dren, and submitting contentedly to 
their petting. A litter of puppies wore 
also a great attraction and found favor 
with dog lovers.

The farmer from Mctchosin who last 
week found such a surprisingly good 
demand for home-grown lamb, started 
off for town this morning with eight, 
selling two on the way up. and the 
remaining six in a very short time 
after driving his machine Into the 
square, his prices being $2 for the 
hlndquarter and $1.50 for forequarter. 
Next week will probably be the last 
time he will be able to .bring this form of 
produce, although he will continue to 
attend the market with other com­
modities.

Shoppers were disappointed to find 
a shortage of fresh country eggs (which 
sold, to-day at 45 cents) and butter (at 
40 cents.) It is hoped that In the 
course of time poulterers will l*e en­
couraged through the market sufficient­
ly to produce eggs on a larger scale, as 
the demand would quite Justify an ef­
fort along these lines).

To-day many of the fruit-growers 
were delivering boxes of apples where 
the purchaser came unprepared to 
carry away his purchase. One lady 
front the country thought of a very 
convenient way of selling potatoes, 
having these put up in ten-pound bags 
ready for the customers, who readily 
bought the smaller quantity where they 
would not have thought for a moment 
of taking any greater supply.

The appearance of fresh country 
cream at so reasonable a price at 30 
cents per pint (bottle included) was 
welcomed with pleasure by customers, 
who soon bought out the supply. One 
looked in vain, however, for honey. It 
is hoped that in time this will find Its 
way to the market.

Farmers from a distance continue to 
bring their produce, and in addition to 
tht above-mentioned districts, Keating. 
Salt Spring Island, Gordon Head. Lake 
Hill, and Saanich were again represent­
ed. Ducks sold for 23 cents per pound, 
four months’ old chicken for 25 cents 
per pound ; and broilers from 20 cents 
upwards. Beets, cauliflower, celery, 
carrots, onions, tomatoes, potatoes and 
others oÇ the more common garden pro­
duce were seen in immense quantities 
at nearly every stall. The competition, 
one can already see. will raise the 
standard of excellence in produce, as 
the best in almost every instance sold 
the most rapidly.

The necessity of making provision 
for the proper housing, of., the stall­
holders at the market as the winter 
season comes on will compel the city 
to erect a more permanent covering 
than that of the frame and canvas 
stalls on the lot near the city hall. It 
Is expected that the market committee 
will recommend to the city council 
that the old market building be cleaned 
up, so that stallholders and custom­
ers may be sheltered from any inclem- 
enf weather.

It is understood that the Saanich 
council will offer the city the taxes It 
has paid on public parks within Saan­
ich. amounting to about $1,600, as a 
contribution towards fixing up the 
market building. ThU is the first 
year that Saanich has taxed city 
parks. The court of revision recently 
confirmed the assessment, but at that 
time an undertaking was given that 
the amount collected would be re­
turned to the çjty. On account of the 
pressure of other calls and the diffi­
culty of finding money to improve the 
market, this solution has been favor­
ably considered. The recommendation 
however, has not yet reached the city 
council so that it cannot be said to be 
ait accomplished fact. There Is, of 
course, the possibility that the ma­
jority of the aldermen may hold that 
the sum ought to be earmarked for 
improvements at Mount Douglas park 
and the Gorge park.

The question of forming a commit­
tee to regulate 4he price of commo­
dities sold at the public market has 
been before the general committee but 
it has not been found an easy mat­
ter to fix figures. It is pointed out 
that as the market is becoming more 
established the prices are showing a 
tendency to reach a common level.

Gifts to Funds.—Among the curious 
gifts presented to the Belgian Relief 
fund a pair of crutches figures as the 
most unique. A large number of par­
cels of groceries were included In the 
gifts this morning, while Mr. Hendry 
gave a ton of flour. The girls of Poplar 
street have sent?

HEAR DEPUTATION 
OF FILM OPERATORS

Aldermen Discuss Proposed 
By-law; Lower License Fee 

Suggested; Meetings

A committee composed of , Alderman 
Fullerton '(chairman), AItierthan Mc- 
Micklng, dit y Electrician' Hutchison, 
and Ft re Chief buvis, this morrilng met 
a deputation of moving picture opera­
tors and ,discussed the proposed by^ 
law, which is to set up an examination 
for the operators and apprentices. 
While some of the operators showed a 
disposition to question the necessity of 
a by-law under present conditions, the 
majority of the deputation of eight who 
attended agreed that the measure would 
give some protection, and would put 
experienced men In places of those who 
are inexperienced-

Objection was made against the pro­
posed $5 registration fee. The chair­
man said that no difficulty would arise, 

the council would doubtless reduce 
the .fee to $2, in conformity with the 
rule In other cities.

The principal discussion ranged 
round the question of the examination 
which is to be set up, the operators, led 
by F. Cane and F. W. Simmonds, ask­
ing information as to the character of 
the test. They desired an assurance 
that It would not be a barrier to the 
experienced operator being admitted to 
practice and suggested that the ques­
tions should be set rather for the pur­
pose of ascertaining the capacity to 
deal with practical points in the trade 
than to Indicate the possession of tech­
nical and scientific knowledge.

The city electrician stated that he 
did not lnt< nd to examine on anything 
but electrical knowledge. He wished" 
to learn whether they knew enough 
about electricity to leave it alone, and 
whether the candidates knew what tc 
do In case of an accident in the operat­
ing room. Chief Davis said the exam­
ination would be a practical one. Such 
a test would certainly be desirable in 
view of what had happened here.

The committee rose to report the by­
law as satisfactory, subject to an 
amendment that the license fee should 
be reduced.

This afternoon at the meeting of the 
streets comnilttee of the city council a 
deputation waited on the aldermen to 
discuss the proposed miniature rifle 
range for the burned area. The aider- 
men had objected to the character of 
the building proposed.

This evening the city council will re­
ceive a deputation from the Unemploy­
ment league of Victoria, when the city's 
share in providing work for those who 
need it will be talked over.

The city comptroller has received no 
report from the Dominion Securities 
company as to what rate of exchange 
will be paid the brokers for the treas­
ury bills which fell due to-day and art- 
being renewed.

TROOPS SAED IN 
THIRTY-ONE SHIPS

Eleven Warships Convoy the 
Canadian Contingent Across 

the Atlantic

Montreal, Oct. 2.—A correspondent of 
the Dally Mail has sent from Rimouski 
the following description of the depart­
ure of the Canadian troops from Que-

"Thirty-one ships were required to 
carry 31,300 men, the guns, the 8.000 
horses and the supplies of the overseas 
expeditionary force. To convoy that 
number of ships a fleet of eleven war­
ships were requisitioned, the whole 
movement being the largest and most 
important ever effected on the Atlantic.

“The movement from Valcartier 
started with the mustering of the left 
half of the 12th battalion, which was 
sent to Quebec to perform guard duty, 
and ended with the departure from 
camp eight days later of the right half 
of the same battalion. The troops that 
moved in took possession of the 
wharves and the breakwaters and when 
they disappeared one day the. red coats 
of the 87th regiment replaced the khaki 
suits of the men of the 12th battalion.

In this eight days the division had 
moved out of Valcartier. Horses, «ar­
tillery and transport wagons came over 
the* eighteen miles of road while the 
troops were sent by train. It had been 
intended to march all the men to Que­
bec, but the weather was vile and plans 
were hastily made tor the movement 
by train.

"It required five days to transfer the 
various units, an average of ten tr.oops 
moving away from the camp each’"day. 
The trains ran directly to the break­
water and the transfer to the ships 
was made promptly. As the ships were 
filled they moved off and steamed down 
the river to anchorages previously 
agreed on and there met the naval con­
voy, and afterward the great fleet set 
out to sea.

"There was little of the picturesque 
in all this business. There was no 
cheering crowd; in fact, comparatively 
few people knew anything of what was 
going on."

HOLLAND PREVENTS
FOODSTUFF EXPORTS

London, Oct. 2, 1.45 p. n).—Holland 
has given assurances that it will pre­
vent the exportation of foodstuffs from 
Holland to Germany or to other coun­
tries now at war.

This action by the Dutch government 
greatly simplifies the difference which 
have arisen concerning cargoes of food 
destined to the Netherlands, and makes 
It possible for the British government 
to cease the seizure and investigation 
of cargoes of foodstuffs consigned to 
Dutch dealers.

The decision will eliminate also the 
friction caused by the seizure of food­
stuffs hound from the United States to 
Rotterdam. It is described as gratify­
ing both to the foreign secretary. Sir 
Edward Grey, and the American am­
bassador, Walter Hines Page, who have 
been conferring daily as to what ship­
ments may be properly considered con­
traband. A great percentage of the 
American exports to Holland is wheat 
and other foodstuffs.

ANTWERP SHELTERS
PEOPLE OF SUBURBS

Amsterdam, Oct. 2. via London, 4.46 
a. m.—A dispatch to the Tclegraai from 
Antwerp says: "The population of all 
the villages between the first and sec-

nd rings of forts surrounding the city 
are fleeing into Antwerp, but there is 
no panic. The inhabitants feql certain 
that help will come.

Fifteen thousand refugees have ar­
rived from Ghent, five thousand from 
Bruges, three thousand from Courtrai 
and two thousand from Ostend.

"Behind and in the enemy's lines in 
provinces of Brabant, Limburg and 
Hainaujt, Belgian volunteers have suc­
ceeded in blowing up the railroad track 
at ten places besides destroying bridges 
and viaducts."

ILLEGALLY EMPLOYED

Royal Commission on Fatal 
Gun-Running Riot Reports 

Against Authorities

Dublin, Oct. 2. The royal commis­
sion appointed to inquire Into the 
events of July 26 last, when four peo­
ple 'were killed and many were 
wounded by volleys find by soldiers, 
following the landing of guns by Na­
tionalist volunteers at Howth, nine 
miles from Dublin, yesterday reported 
that the employment of the police and 
military was not In accordance with 
the law.

The report says further that Assist­
ant Commissioner of Police Barrel 
was responsible for the calling out of 
the soldiers and for the orders issued 
to the police.

Ther Nationalist volunteers landed 
arms at Howth at noon on July 26> 
The police: were warned of the landing, 
and. reinforced by a detachment of 
the King's Own Scottish Borderers, in­
tercepted the gun-runners" at Clontarf 
with a view to taking the rifles from 
them. There was a clash between the 
volunteers and the authorities but not 
of a serious nature, and the volunteers 
got away with their rifles.

When the troops returned into the 
city and were passing along Bach­
elor's Walk they were jeered at by a 
crowd of youngsters and some stones 
thrown. There were no National Vol­
unteers in the vicinity at that time.

Major Haig drew twenty men up 
across the roadway and ordered them 
to load and be ready to fire when he 
gave the word. He then advanced to 
speak to the people, in warning, he 
has said, when suddenly the men be­
gan shooting without his order. There 
were thirty rounds fired.

'When the first German army was at 
Beaumont, southeast of Rheims. their 
second army suddenly « ntered the 
town from the town of Epernay. The 
German commander was talking to the 
mayor and other local officials on the 
steps of the town hall, arranging terms 
for the occupation, when the first Ger­
man army, not knowing of his pres­
ence, poured 150 shells into the city.

Tiie commander, suspecting a trap by 
the French officials, furiously threaten­
ed to shoot the mayor and the city 
councilmen. Subsequently it was dis­
covered that the shells were of German 
manufacture and he dispatched an au­
tomobile to the first army, requesting 
that they cease firing. Several Ger­
mans were killed before the firing 
ceased.

“One of the issues involved in the 
present war is the right of small na­
tions, to exist in the same hemisphere 
as the bigger ones." said A. L. Scott, a 
visitor here from Philadelphia, to tilt- 
Times this morning. "And in taking 
the little fellow’s part. Britain is earn­
ing not only the sympathy but the 
gratitude of all Christendom."

The United States was fully in. ac­
cord with the action of the British em­
pire. and feeling was widespread even 
in regions which in previous times had 
been somewhat anti-British in senti­
ment. The reason was that an essen­
tially democratic nation was and al­
ways would be strongly opposed to 
bureaucracy, bullying and the subver­
sion of the rights of the weaker, while 
the manner In which the Germans had 
broken almost every canon of civilized 
warfare had gone still further to bias 
popular feeling In neutral countries 
against them. This was perhaps the 
real reason why Greece and Italy even 
were against them. Roumania also 
refused to tight witb the Teuton be­
cause he had proved that his promise 
was not worth the paper it was writ-

Another issue involved in the war 
was the probity of internatl^at obli­
gations and treaties. Gernfany had 
clearly shown that she regarded no 
signed arrangement between herself 
and another nation as binding on her­
self. She was quite content If the 
other party stayed by his end of the 
contract but she was not prepared to 
do her part in It. At least that ap­
peared to be her attitude so far as the 
negotiations- leading up to the w'ar 
were disclosed, and there was no doubt 
that Great Britain had gained In in­
ternational prestige by her simple, re­
gard of a promise as a promise and in 
coming to the aid of Belgium and 
France in their hour of need.

Of course it was to Britain’s ad­
vantage to do so, because the presence 
of Germany so close, as for instance, 
the capture of Antwerp would, bring 
her, would be a continual and lasting 
menace which even a predominant 
fleet could never assuage, and which 
would involve such strict and perpet 
ual watchfulness that the position 
must have become intolerable. France’s 
fleet would probably have been over­
whelmed immediately, and there was 
little doubt that the operations of th 
German army in France would have 
been more instantly successful had it 
not been for the steadying Influence of 
the tried British troops on the more 
volatile French forces.

AN AMERICAN SOCIALIST’S 
TRIBUTE.

An American Socialist, Mr. Charles 
Edward Russell, has addressed the fol­
lowing letter to Mr. H. M. Hyndman, 
the chairman of the Socialist party in 
Great Britain. The letter was written 
at The Hague and dated August 23:

Dear Comrade Hyndman: I was de­
lighted to have your most kind fra 
ternal letter, and to see that your 
clear perception of things was not 
astray about the present situation, 
should have known it. Some of the 
comrades seem to be strangely mud 
died. The cause of Socialism, as well 
as the cause of political democracy, 
good faith, national honor, morality, 
and everything else that decent men 
care for, is at stake in this horrible 
conflict. If the principle should once 
be established that big nations should 
have no obligations to respect their 
solemn guarantees to small nations, 
there would come such a flood of reac 
tion and of the supremacy of mere 
brute strength as would overwhelm us 
for years. Socialism is true, right and 
moral; it can have no tolerance of in­
ternational brigandage such as Ger­
many practised on Belgium. If na­
tions may violate faith shall individu­
als be any better?

I am not fond of the government of 
Groat Britain, but l confess that I do 
not see, in the main, how it could have 
done otherwise. Let any doubter read 
the correspondence; that seems to me 
conclusive. I acknowledge also, that 
in times gone by I have been in error 
about the British armament. If It were 
not for the British navy to-day we 
should be at tlie mercy of the banditti

M., of Merritt, to he a deputy coroner 
for the province from September 1, 
during the absence of George H. Tu 
till, M. D. C. M.; Stephen Alfred Her­
mann Trumpler, of Vancouver,, solici­
tor, t* he a notary public; Herbert 
Douglas, of Vancouver, to he assistant 
Inspector of factories from September 
1; H. H. Carney, to be a deputy min­
ing recorder for the Skeena River 
mining division, with sub-recording 
office at Alice arm, from May 7.
