Witehraft, or kahungism, ss il io
kaown in the MHawalian Islapds,
writes s Hopolulu correspondent of
the Philadelphia Press, ln for from
beling obliterated by the progress and
snlightenment of Americans since an-
nexatiop, nearly five yoars ago.
Though the sttempt of the last home
ruls legislatare tu legalize the prac-
tice of kahunas failed, it has pot
@iminished to any appreciable extent
the contihusnce of that practice
among the simple-minded natives,
even in the most enlightened com-
mupities. Even at this late day im
Honolulu cases of witchraft are se-
ported to the suthorities by newcom-
ers, to whom the biack art hae very
much the sppearance of crime. Not
long ago the police were notified of
a murder at Walkiki, which upon ja-
vestigation, turned out to be nothing
more than the act of a highly-re-
spected kahuna. He bad been driv-
ing off the evil spirits by burying the
pstient in the sands of the beach, and
the simple-minded stranger thoughs
murder had been committed and the
murdersr was tryiag to hide the ovi-
dences of his crime.

The Hawalian is unusually super-
stitious and & Arm believer in witch-
craft, carrying with it the belief that
the witch or kabuoa has power {o re-
lisvs him of the attacks of the spir
fte. In eommonm with many other
races the native belleves that the
body has two spirite—while the body
sleeps one of the spirits leaves M
in charge of ite fellow and wandesw
at large, often, timed causing consid-
erable mischief to overcome which
the services of the kahuna are called.
The Hawalisn still believes that this

. habit which their aspirit has of
wandering around in ihe dark leads
to their destruction. The kabuma
paisuhane, as he is called, is looked
to for relief, tor the natives have firm
belfet in his power to destroy and
capture the spirits. The kahuna is
peid for his work, and the Hawaiian
saw no reason why his profession
was uot entitied to legalization by
Jegislative enactment.

The kabuns, of which there are
still many in the islands, makgs his

1| utters the dread prayer with which
' he compels their sttendance. These
messengers soon bring together @
group of wandering spirits among
which is that of the intended vic-
tim and some of his friends to disarm
suspicion. Three cocoanut cups are
then filled with awa and placed side
by side in the open doorway of the
bouse behind which the kahuna is
seated, his client being hidden frim
view in & corner. In the meantime
the spiritual messengers are return-
fing, bringing with them spirits from
different homes, which have been in-
‘vited to the social spree. The ke
huna depcribes the members of the
party as they approach, until finally
his Jescription fita the body of the
spirit whom his client is seeking to
have destroyed. '

Then the old awa drinkers incline
their heads to imbibe their favorite
beverage, and finally the vietim fol-
lows their example, and bows his head
to the cup in drinking. Quick as &
#ash the kahuna seizes him in bis
right hand and efushes him between
his bands. A faint squeak is heard
and the Hawailan believes the trouble-
pome apirit to be dead. The kabune
opens his hand and discovers a drop
of blood, whick is mixed with potatces
or poi and swallowed by the kehuna
and his client. The next day the na-
tive whose splrit was 50 destroyed s
10ld of the fact by the kahuna.

An fnteresting case of witcheraft
practiced has come to lght. A native
asmed Keola, employed by W. D. A)-
exander, who vouchea for the truth of
the story, felt the grasp of s hand
upon his throat one night, and, after a
desperste siruggle secured his release,
recognlzing the witeh as the wife of
Pele, lving near by, who had consid-
erable reputation ae a kahuna. 1t was
admitted that the body of the woman
was asledp st the time, but the native
went to Pele and boldly accused the
wahioa of attempting his Yife. The
kahune, husband of the accused, was
called upon to try the case, and using
a pack of cards, pronounced bis wife
guilty. Beeing she had a fair trial. she
accepted the verdit in silence. It,
therefore, remained for the kmhuna 1o
K1l the spirlt and thus prevent fur-
ther Injury.

That the color-line would be drawn
by some Americans who had to do
with affairs in the Philippines could
readily have been predicted, says
James LeRoy,”if the Atlantic. The
extent to which it has been held in
veneration is, however, far from com-
plimentary either to the intelligence
sdd general information or to the
breadth and charity of Americans.
This tendency Lo shy at s darker akin,
po matter who or what the wearer, is
doubtless & minor reason for English
synicism at our talk of Philippine self-

overnment. But we need not go to

ndis, nor learn that there are darke
skinned branches of the Caucasiam
femily, to appreciate bow small is the
significance of color alone in connece
tion with mankind.

for illuminating purposes by confining
a number of them in smail wicker
cages, are soon to be a novelty in
the pet line in Washlogton, repurts
the Poet. o

This is one of the results of a de-
mand for somethiog new that is con-

" stant on the part of the public and
competition among bird and pet eni-
mal dealers. The cocoyos are very
large, though perfectly harmless, and
in many of the South American cities
and in Havana the young girls and
married ladies wear them in their hair
at night. the effect of which is singu-
larly striking and beautiful. especlal-
ly when the lady wearing them hap-
pens to be blessed with more than the
ususal share of feminine pulchritude.

The cocoyos thus worn illuminate
the wearer's countenance and hair
ju a perfect halo of light. Whether
they will be used in this way by local
belles remains to be seen. The co-
ecoyos are very hardy, and will live
for months with little or no attention.
Local pet dealers are of the opinion
that if kept indoors and in warm
places during the winier in the same
manper that parrots and canaries are
kept, the cocoyos can be domesticated
ard made to increase and multiply in
thix country. This has proved suc-
cessful in the case of the little green
chameleon lizards of Flcrida that lay
eggs and hatch dut breeds s long as
they are properly attended to. L

years prior tq his application and uot
in public use or on sale in the United
‘States for more than two years prior
to his application unless the same i»
proved to have been abandumed, upon
payment of the fees required by law
and other due proceedings had.
“A patent may also be obtiised by
