Special Mine Damage Rehgabilitation Tem-
porary Measures Law Enforcement
Regulations

(Definition of Terminology)

Article 1. ‘““An owner of mining zight” in this
Ministerial Ordinance shall mean an owner of
mining right in Article 2 paragraph 1 of the
Special Coal Mine Damage Rehabilitation Tem-
porary Measu;'es Law (Law No. 176 of 1950;
hereinafter refered to as ‘“‘the Law’’), ‘‘special
mine damages’’ mean special mine damages In
paragraph 2 of the said Article.

““The competent Minister’’ in the Law and this
Ministerial Ordinance shall mean the Ministers
enumerated in the following:

(1) With respect to rehabilitation works relating
to rivers, road, shore and sand-guards, the
Minister of Constructions;

(2) With respect to rehabilitation works relating
to agrarian land, forests and fields, the Minister
of Agriculture and Forestry;
