TO GRAFT HEARTS IN MEN

Chicago Surgeons Tell of Experiments
. Which Produce Really Won-
derful Results.

“Chirago.—Experiments which may

result in knowledge permitting graft
ing of the vital organ of one anima!
upon another have been made by Dr
Guthrie and Dr. Carrell at the TUuai
versity of Chicago. Hearts of dogs
have been successfully moved up intc
the animals’ necks and there per
formed rheir fuoctions.

Circulation of blood in canines, im-
voluntary victims of science, has been
reversed without killlng the animal
Many new things about heart action
have been learned, according to Dr.
Carrell. )

“%What we have learned,” gaid he,
“gives us hope that some day: we may
replace a wounded or worn-out heart
in a human being with the healthy,
youthful and sJon°' one from a living
monkey.”

In his laboratory Dr. Carrell has
awitehod the ecivelation of hls dogza
from some arteries, leaving them dry
for a time, thus opening poasibilities
tor new methods of surgery in cases
of violent tnjuries.

Ope of the dogs selected for  ex-
perimenting was lacking in the usual
amount of hair. His circulation was
switched to cure a goitre with suc-
cess, and, according to Dr. Carrell,
hair began to grow in pla.r&s apparent-
ly -permanently bald.

In another experiment the surgeon
gawed a doz's leg off and then grafted
It on again without doirg the ammal
permanent infury.

LEARNS HOW STORM FORMS

Scieniist Makes Discovery in the
G"eat American Desert with
_ Wonder!ul Result.

St Loms.«—Dr. w. J \m(}ee who
was tead of the anthropologiral de-
partment of the world’s fair, has been
in S:. Louis on his way back to Wash-
ington, after a remarkabla four
months' experiment in the Great Amer-
«~an :leser:, Arizona, in which be says
né discovered how storms are bred in

“A reservoir of aqueous vapor is
tarmed over the Pacific coast and the
Juif of California,” tre said, “and this
ww'ngs over the ‘storm-breeding belt.
The ground here is perfectly level,
ind the radiation from the earth's
surface is consequently regular and
sven. The heat radiation from the
{esert is, of course, very great. This
strong radiation by {ts regularity keeps'
‘he aquecus vapor high above the earth
1 a stable condition.

“When the vapor moves eastward
sver the mountains, and meets the ir-
sagular radiation that comes from the
ineven surface of the earth, a precipi-
‘ation of the vapor results, causing
rain and storms.”

specimen of the extinct bird.

Only five collections in this country
contaln specimens—the Smithsonlan,
.he New York Museum of Natural His-
tory. the Philadelphia Academy of Nat-
ural Sciences, the Thayer museum at
L.ancaster and Vassar college.

There are only 5 known specimens
extant. Qreat Britain and Germany
tave 20 each, the United States six,
Switzerland three. Belginm two and
Runsin and Portugal each one.

Even the egg of a great auk confers
distinction upon a museum, the price of
an auk's egg being quoted at $1.000 to
$1.600, and they are not to be picked up

ILLINOIS GETS NEW: BANKS

State Has 146 More National Inati-
tutions Now Than in March,
" 1800—Capital Increases.

Washin&ton.—A bulletin just issued

by the comptroller of the currency
shows that remarkable ~strides have
been made im organizing new banks ia
Illinois during the last five vears.
Since Ma.ooh 14, 1900, there have been
organized in Illinois 146 national banks,
with a total capital of $§8.A75.000. Ot
these 100 have a capital of less than $50,-
000 each. and the remaining 46 more
than $50.000 each. Eight more banks
have been established in [llinois thanin

. all of the- Pacific states (Washington,

Oregon. California, idaho, Utah. K Ne-
vada. Arizona and Alaska), and [14
more than in all of the New England
states. The total capital of the national
banks organized in [llinois since March
14, 1900. is $3.590.000 greater than tha
combined capital of all of the national
banks organized in New England dur-
ing that time.

Twuere are only three Siher states {a
the urinn which show 1more national.
banks established during the last five
yvears than Illinois. | They are Texas,
with 285 new banks. representing a total
capital of $12.480.000, Pennsylvania.
with 277 new banks and a total capiral
of $21.6837.000, and Minnesota. with 166
new banks and a total eapital amounun,
to $3.611.000,

in the United States 2,631 nahonal
banks have been created since March 14,
1900, and the amount which they rep-
resent. in capital is $154.982.800.

PLUMAGE OF THE os*rmcm '

Infinite Care and a ’Ihorough Knowle
edge Requisites to Perfect
Prouuctlon ‘ ]

"The domesticat‘.on of the ostrich In
South Africa for the sake of its
plumage took place less than 30 years
ago. To-day the capital invested runs
into millions.

‘Ostriches are curious birds. The
male bird sits on the eggs during the
night (5 p. m. to 9 a. m.). the hen
takes up sentry duty during the day,
apd the curious thing is that the pair
are punctual to a minute. Eggs left
unprotected for a single night wiil
be useless next morning. The incu-

‘bation lasts from 42 to 45 days. When

eight days old the chicks are removed
from their parent birds and pnt in a
inciosure with an otd boy or
woman in charge to tame them: unless
this is done they will, when zrown up,
retain a great deal of their wiid na-
ture. ’

When the feathers are required &
cap is placed over the head of the
bird, which i3 then put into a box.
The feathers are not cut unlieas prop-
erly matured; that is to say, when the
blood vein running in the quill ias
sufficiently dried un =0 as to prevent
bleeding. The lonz wing feathers are
cut about one inch from the flesh.
The short ones are drawn.

SOME ARE BORN BLEEDERS

Peculiar Sickness Which Has Beea
Brought to Public Notice
of Late.

The rare peculiarity kpown as
haemophily or “bleeding sickness’ has
been brought to notice anew by Dr.
Boehme., a Germin ‘physician. It
continues for generation after genera-
tion in certain families’ and s char-
acterized by an extraordinary ten-
dency to hemorrhage, making the ex-
traction of a tooth a dangerous opera-
tion, while even a pin prick may lead
to severe or fatal bleeding. The cause
seems ‘o exist in an unexplained fail-
ure of the blood to coagulate like nore
mal blood. The disease has been
studied in more than 60 European
familles and in the Mampel family
has been followed for more than - a°
century. Johan Peter Mampe! and
wife were not "bleeders" Of their
eleven-children three sons were affecte
ed and from observations on 212 mems-
dbers of these and subsequent genera-
tions of the family a most singular
law of heredity is deduced. This law
is that, while the disease is practically,
confined to maies, it is never trans h
ted by these males to their sons, but

depends upon the preszrvation of the
forests, says Recreation.

To illustrate this relationship be-
tween forests and water, mmake a cou-
ple of troughs. line oue with clay to
represent the country denuded of trees
the opposite trough lined with sods of
grass or mwo6s to represent the forest-
clad mountain side, sct them on an
incline and counect their upper ends
with a rough reservoir. Pour a pail
of water [nto this reservoir and there
will be & wild rush of water down the
clay-lined trough, while ‘the moss and
grass-lined ove will drip for hours.

[t only neexds a liitle imagination
to convert this machine into a forest-
clad mountain and one denuded of tim-
ber.
