With regard to the subject, the suspension of
business activity of the general area freight
cafrier business, which had been submitted to
this Council by “Ji-Ryo” No. 1577, dated No-
vember 29, 1951, the following report is hereby
given, as a result of deliberation at the hearing
which was held at the conference room of this
Council on December 5:

Text

It is judged proper that the order to suspend
the business activity for two months shall be
given to the Tenryu Truck Co., Etd.

‘ Reason

The Tenryu Truck Co., Ltd. (Representative
Promoter: MATSUSHIMA Kaoru) was licenced
the general freight motor carrier business with
the capital of ¥4,900,000, head office in Iida-shi,
place of business in Iida-shi and at Wada-mura
and with the business program of operating 23
vehicles and completed the procedures for the
registration for its establishment with the capital
of %¥3.000,000 on June 20, 1951. On July 7, the
company commenced its operation with 13 vehi-
cles (11 standard vehicles and 2 small-sized vehi-
cles). |

Since then, 8 motor vehicles (7 standard and 1
small) had been registered for three times Sepa-

rately.

However, among 21 vehicles abovementioned,
some of them were eyed with a suspicion that
they might be utilized by other persons. The
Nagano Land Transportation Bureau had often
ociven warnings about it and 12 vehicles were
excladed from their operation during the period
from September 3 to October 13.

On erounds that operation of the business had
not been in proper order since the commencement

of its business and facilities offthe head office

and places of business had not also been pre-
pared, the Nagano Land Transportation Bureau
had time to time given warnings for their full
preparation.

The investigation on the state of its business
which was conducted by the Nagano Land Trans-
portation Bureau on September 17 showed the
following resulfts:

(a) By whom the responsibilities to carry out

businesses should be assumed, were not clear.

(b) The facilities of the head office and busi-
ness places were not prepared.

(¢) Various books to be prepared Iin compliance
with laws and orders were not prepared,

(d) The number of vehicles in operation was
only 14 (standard 11 and small 3):

The Nagano Land Transportation Bureau once
again carried out their inspection upon the head
office and Wada business place and found that
there was no trace of improvements thereaiter
as compared with the results shown in the pre-
vious time.

On November 6, the Niigata Land Transporta-
tion Bureau also carried out an investigation
on the business of the company and the results
were shown folloygs:

(a) The vehicles in operation were 11 (standard

8 and small 3).

(b) The actdal state of business was not at
211 clear and no data serve to testiiy the
practical results were filed 1n although the
considerable length of time had elapsed since
to commencement of its operation.

(¢) Various book in complidnce with laws and
orders were prepared only formally but their
contents were not put in satisfactory order.

The abovementioned facts were recognized by
reviewing the applications for licence submitted
by the promoter of the said company together
with the investigation reports made by the Nii-
gata Land Transportation Bureau and also hear-
ing the opinions of the competent officials of the
Niigata and Nagano Land Transportation Bu-
reau and personnel of the said company attended
this Council.
