DISTRICT COURT OF PEKING,

This court is consituted according to ““The Law

of Organisation of the Judiciary®’, ‘and other
regulations and ordinances relating thereto,
This Court has two civil divis'ons; iwo criminal
divisicns; a division for eivil ard criminal cases
in summary preeeedirgss an office for execution
in civil cases; an office for registration of land;
and a registrar's office,
The office hours of this Ceurt are preseribed
by an order of the Ministry of Justice Ne. 221,
1913 as follows:

From Sept. 1. to Oct. 81,

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From Nov, 1. io Feb. 2°,

10.30- 12.30 A. M. 1.30-5.00 P. M.
From March to June 30,

. This Court has Jurisdiction over civil and
crimiral cases, and bporconientious matiers as
follows:

a, Jurisdiction over muatters for frials of first
and second instances as prescribed by “The
Regulatiors Relsting to Givil Procedare’’
and "“The Regulations Relating to Criminal
Procedure’’,

b, Jurisdietion over the Metropolitan Gity and

the two magistracies of Tal-Hsin and
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Whua-Ping for trials of first and second
instarces and jurisdiction over the other
111§gistracies within the Metropolitan prefec—
ture for trials of secind instance as .pres—
cribed by the crder of the Ministry of
Justice,

The President dirests the general affairs of the

Conrt and supervises all the branches of adminis—

tration,

Each civil division consists of one senior- judge

and five associate judges and conducts its business

in the following manner:

a, When cases have been filed in the division,
the senior jundge assigns them to his asso—
ciates according to a schedule,

b, The senior judge then fixes the order for
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trial and lists the cases to be tried seven
days in advance ard shall post the list ata
cunspicuons place,

e, The jndgment to De delivered shall De
written out one day before its pronouncement,
When a case hasbeen tried before a number
of judges, the decision shall be arrived at
by a conference of the judges two days
befcre its proncuncement.

7. The Crim'nal Division consists of one senior
judge and four as ociate judges. Tleir duties
are similar to those of the judges of the Ciril
Divisi.n as described above.

8, The Summ ry Divi-on for Civil and Ci‘iminal

Cases consists of a senior judge ard thirieen

associate judges. Cases coming wunder this
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category are triel bafore a sinzle judge in

accordance with a simplified procedure.

The Office of Execution in Civil Cases is en-

trusted to one senior and two associate judges,

assistel by jidges on probation, Their duties
are as follows:

. When an application for execution is re-
ceived by the execution judge, he shall give
the necessary direations in aczordancs with
law,

b, Whenever in respect of the matters under
execut'on, the execition judge thinks it
nezessary to ¢mnfer with the sen‘or judge or
the judge in charge of the summary divi-
sion or the trial jadge, he may do so,

The Office for Regzistration of Land consists of
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one judge, one senior Registrar, and a namber

of registrars and surveyort, Their duties are as

follows:

The Judge in charge shall, subject to the
direction of the President of the court condnet
and supervise the business of this office.
The Registrar and assistant Registrars make
entries of registration, keep records, files,
seals etc., and attend to enquiry for infor-
mation and inspection of documents.

The surveyors shall be responsible for
surveying, preparing plans and other mis-

cellaneous matzers,

The Registrar Office con-irts of a Registrar-

General and a number of Registrars assigned to

the following sections:
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The Secretarial Section, which is respensible
fcr drafting, and making copies of, receiv—
ing, and preserving documents; keeps the
officizl seal, and attends to all other matiers
not assigned to other departments.

The Civil Section, which keeps the records
of all cases of the civil dirision, files docu~
menis, attends to cther duties pertaining to
the office of a Registrar of a civil division.
The Criminal Section, which keeps the
records of all cases of the criminal division,
files documents, ard attends to other duiies
periaining to the office of a Registrar of a
eriminal division.

The Statistical Section, which compiles the

statisties of both civil and criminal cases,
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and other statistic?,
e, The Treasury Section, which keeps the
funds, takes charge of all accounts, and
prepares budgets and financial reports.
The Miscellaneous Affairs Section, which
atiends to the gereral affairs of the Court.
Tivery section has a Registrar in charge and a
number of associate Registrars sceording to th;:
needs and volume of business,
The Registrars of each tection shall in the dis-
charge of their duties t:ke orders from the
Registrar- General, and the Registrars of the civil
ard criminal sections ul:c {ake orders frem  the
senior judge of the division, or the judge in
charge, as the case may be.

The Ccurt Las one sheriff :1d forty-cone bailiffs
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and process-servers, who, under the direction of
their superior, serve processes, levy executiuns,
and sttend to other duties.

The Court has a number of attendants who
conduct the litigants and others ccncerned to the
court for trial.

The Court has seventy~three judicial pculicemen
who »shall under the order of their superior
of ficer, carry out the directions of the presiding
judges, and execute warranis.

The dates of sittings of the Court and the
arrangements fer judges to act-for cne anotler
are determined at an apnual conference culled
by the President of the Court at the end of the
preceeding year.

Tle records snd foims used in all divisicns of
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the Court are prescribed by the Ministry of
Justice.
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
