O. F. BRAND and A. 31. BRAND.
We wish to say a few words about those varieties

of the Peony originated by the Brands, father and
son.

3fr. O. F, Brand planted his first Peony seed in

the fall of 1899. That same fall, just a few weeks
before this first planting of seed was made. A. 31.

Brand, the son, returned from his youthful wan-
derings and entered into business with his father.

At this time the nursery firm of O. F. Brand and
Son wc.s formed, and father and sou worked to-

gether in bringing out new peonies for a period of

eleven years. It was during these years that this

list ol peonies was produced that has made the

name of the Brands as Peony originators known
throughout the world. It was during these j^ears

that the Brand Varieties, Brand’s 3Iagnificent. Chas.

3IcKellip, Chestine Gowdy, David Harum. Desire. E.

B. Browning, Frances Willard. .Judge Berry. Long-
fellow. Lora Dexheimer. Luetta Pfeiffer, 3Iartha

Bulloch. 3Iary Brand. 3Irs. A. G. Buggies. 3Irs. Jen-

nie B. Gowdy. Phoebe Cary. Richard Carvel, and
Winifred Domme were originated.
