NOTE—In the index of railway stations there will in some in¬ 
stances be shown a slight variation in name of the railway due to 
the fact that in Peru the railways are in many instances known 
under several names; for example, the corporate name is unknown 
to the natives while the origin and destination is more commonly 
used than the legal name. The publisher has endeavored to over¬ 
come this as much as possible, but as this guide is to be used all 
over South America it is necessary to follow the customs of the 
countries in some instances. 

The above list gives a complete list of lines now in operation, 
there are several short lines at present under construction, details 
of which will appear in future supplements of Guide, or in 1921 
Annual. 

The publisher of this guide has to thank Mr. Morkel, General Man¬ 
ager of the Peruvian Corporation, and his able Managers for the 
greater portion of the data in this guide relative to the railways 

of Peru. It is hoped that in the 1921 Annual that the various in¬ 
dependent and state railways will furnish the guide with more 
complete data relative to their companies. Readers of this guide 
must bear in mind that this is the first time any one has attempted 
a publication of this character, not even in Peru is there a similar 
guide, and that it is very difficult to interest every railway in a 
new publication of this character, but the guide has an excellent 
future and will prove more valuable with each issue. 

In regard to Iquitos this port can only be reached through port 
of Para Brazil and Amazon River steamers or via Booth Line direct 
from London or New York. Brazil assesses a duty on both im¬ 
ports and exports passing through Brazil to Peru. 

All railways in Peru with exception of F. C. Iquitos and a few 
small agricultural and mining railways which connect with various 
Pacific Ports. The Cerro de Pasco Railway has its connection at 
lines leading to ports of the Pacific, are reached directly by 
Oroya with the Central Railway of Peru to Port of Callao.

Steamer Connections.—There are three 
regular lines of mail steamers, the Pacific 
Steam Navigation Company (Br) ; the Com¬ 
pania Peruana de Vapores (P), and the Com¬ 
pania Sud-Americana de Vapores. 

The P. S. N. Co. and the C. S. A. V. ply 
between Panama and Valparaiso, calling 
at all the principal intermediate ports, with 
the exception for the C. S. A. V. of Guaya¬ 
quil. These latter connect with the sailings 
of the United Fruit boats from Colon for 
New York. 

The Compania Peruana de Vapores ply be¬ 
tween Panama and Callao, with occasional 
sailings for Baltimore, U. S. A. 

C. S. A. V. boats going north usually call 
at Paita on Saturdays and going south on 
Fridays. 

P. S. N. Co. and Cia. P. de V. arrivals 
very irregular. 

Paita Bay is probably the best natural 
harbor on the West Coast of South America, 
with safe anchorage for steamers up to any 
draught, mole and launch services in con¬ 
nection with the railway, oil, fuel station, 
cable and telegraph stations, telephone and 
water services. Climate, dry and healthy. 
Temperature rarely rises above 90 degrees 
F. in the shade in full summer or below 68 
degrees in winter. Good hotel accommodation. 

Sullana is an important town in the centre 
of the cotton district of the river Chira. 
Broad river with permanent supply. Dis¬ 
trict very fertile and capable of considerable 
development. 

Piura is the capital of the Department 
and the first town of Piura founded by 
Pizarro. Good hotel accommodation. Con¬ 
nected by narrow gauge railway with Cata- 
caos, the center of a fertile cotton district 
and famous for the manufacture of “Pana¬ 
ma” hats. 

The Paita to Piura railway (standard 
gauge track) serves both the China and 
Piura valleys, noted for the quality of the 
cotton they produce. The algarrobo forests 

supply the coast with charcoal, and produce 
especially durable railway ties. Considerable 
progress has been made in agriculture dur¬ 
ing the last three years, but there are still 
large tracts of land awaiting irrigation. 

Sullana is the principal town in connec¬ 
tion with the eastern districts along the 
Piura river, the principal towns being Tam- 
bogrande, Chulucanas and Morropon. Agri¬ 
culture in this district is still in a very 
backward state, owing to want of facilities 
of transport. Efforts are being made to 
connect this part of the country with roads 
from Sullana and Piura capable of being 
used by motor trucks. Traffic at present is 
handled by mules and donkeys, the river be¬ 
ing dry part of the year and not navigable 
at any time. Merchandise should be packed 
accordingly. For points on the railway pack¬ 
ages up to ten tons weight can be handled. 

Paita is the main port for the petroleum 
fields at Talara and Lobitos, controlled by 
the London & Pacific Petroleum Co. and 
The Lobitos Oilfields, Ltd., respectively. Pas¬ 
sengers for the places mentioned should book 
for Paita. The company’s motor boats call 
at Paita regularly for mails and passengers 
for the oil fields. Merchandise should be 
consigned to Paifa, from whence it is trans¬ 
ferred by sea to the oil field ports. 

Freight and passenger tariff and freight 
classification. (See accompanying booklet.) 

Mole Service.—There are two moles, one 
at the western end and the other at the 
eastern end of the town. The former is 
the property of the Peruvian Government, 
but is administered by the railway. It has 
a hand crane of two tons capacity. The 
bulk of the cargo is handled by hand direst 
from lighter to mole by means of planks. 
Owing to permanent calmness of the sea, 
operations can be carried out at all times. 
The railway mole at the eastern end of the 
town connects with the railway with a dou¬ 
ble track. It is supplied with a hand crane 
of ten tons and a steam crane of three 
tons. Iron pier.

The principal produce of this district is 

sugar, which, during the year 1916-1917— 
July to June—was approximately 129,000 
tons. 

The minerals exported during the same 
period were approximately 5,000 tons, prin¬ 
cipally in raw material. As regards the min¬ 
ing industry this is on the increase, but 
great difficulty is experienced in the trans¬ 
portation to the nearest railway station. 

The principal points of interest to tourists 
are: Firstly, the town of Trujillo, capital of 
the Departamento of La Libertad, and one 
of the university cities of Peru. There are 
to be found many interesting old buildings 
of Spanish architecture. The town was 
founded by Francisco Pizarro in 1535. Be¬ 
sides the points of interest in Trujillo, about 
a 15-minute automobile ride to the north of 
this town are to be found the pre-Inca ruins 
of “Chanchan,” of great interest to tourists 
and well worth a visit. The area of these 
ruins is about fifteen square miles. 

From the port of supply (Salaverry), the 
principal distributing centers are Trujillo, for 
the surrounding district and estates, and 
also for the hill towns; and Ascope for ad¬ 
joining estates and hill towns, principally 
the latter, as the town of Ascope is situated 
at the base of the hills. All freighting for 
the hill towns is dore by mule and donkey. 
Ascope and Menocucbo being the ends of our 
line in the Chicama and Santa Catalina Val¬ 
leys, respectively, and leading towards the 
hill country.

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THE CENTRAL RAILWAY OF 

PERU 

One of the most striking features 
of advanced civilization met with at 
the time of the Conquest was un¬ 
doubtedly the marvellous system of 
roads which traversed the country 
from one end to the other. Nowhere 
else in the universe had Nature laid 
such colossal difficulties in the way; 
never were difficulties more stoutly 
combatted and overcome. Now cut¬ 
ting through gigantic masses of rock, 
now scaling precipitous heights, now 
crossing abysmal ravines and roar¬ 
ing torrents, the great military thor¬ 
oughfares constructed in Peru under 
the Inca dynasty challenged compari¬ 
son with the proudest achievements 
of the Old World. 

Peru is still the country of won¬ 
derful highways, but they are today 
roads of steel, and the engineering 
triumphs which so amazed the discov¬ 
erers of the country are eclipsed by 
the modern railway man. The 
map of Central Peru appearing in 
this Guide indicates the course of 
the railways which pierce the moun¬ 
tains from various points up and 
down the coast; all of them well- 
constructed roads, over which the

passenger is borne in comfortable 
coaches as smoothly and safely as if 
he were travelling on one of the 
leading trunk lines of Great Britain 
or the United States. 

The Central Railway is a standard 
gauge line running from Callao to 
Huancayo, 217 miles distant, on the 
Atlantic side of the Andes, with 
branches to Morococha (9 miles) and 
to Ancon (24 miles). 

Commenced in the year 1870 by 
Henry Meiggs, the line was opened 
as far as Chicla (a distance of 88 
miles) in 1876, and completed to 
Oroya in 1893, the extension of 78 
miles to Huancayo being opened in 
1908. In the course of just over 106 
miles the main line rises steadily 
from sea-level, with an average grade 
of about four per cent, clinging to 
or boring through solid rock through¬ 
out almost the entire distance, to its 
highest point at Ticlio (15,665 feet). 

Here are some interesting statis¬ 
tics: There are sixty-five tunnels 
and sixty-seven bridges — many of 
them perfect marvels of construction. 
Sixteen “switch-backs” are located at 
various points where the steepness of 
the mountain sides permits of no 
other means of ascent. Chosica, a 
favorite winter resort near Lima, 

stands at an elevation of 2,800 feet; 
Matucana, where there is a good ho¬ 
tel, at 7,788 feet; Tamboraque, Rio 
Blanco and Casapalca, all important 
smelting centers, at 9,826, 11,500 and 
13,606 feet, respectively; Oroya, the 
junction of a railway leading to 
Cerro de Pasco, where are the larg¬ 
est copper mines in the world, at 
12,178 feet. 

From Oroya the Huancayo section 
branches off to the town of that 
name, the center of a flourishing 
grain and livestock district, and the 
point of departure for the Huancave- 
lica and other mining regions. The 
town of Jauja, on this part of the 
line, has a wide and growing reputa¬ 
tion as a resort for consumptives. 
The short branch from Ticlio to the 
mining camp of Morococha, beauti¬ 
ful with its many lakes and glaciers, 
crosses the range at the stupendous 
altitude of 15,865 feet above sea 
level, which is somewhat higher than 
the summit of Mont Blanc. The 
Central Railway of Peru is therefore, 
the highest railway in the world. 

From Oroya station is reached the 
Perene Colony, an important agri¬ 
cultural settlement controlled by the 
Peruvian Corporation.

Gardens, and the Berlin—round the corner from 
the Maury—are justly famous for their cuisine, the 
first two having high-class orchestras from Vienna, 
and the last, the attraction of German home cooking. 
... CARRIAGE RATES are low and the vehicles 
clean and comfortable. TRIP FARES in the city 
limits (see printed tariff displayed in each vehicle) 
from 6 a. m. to 12 midnight arc: one or two 
passengers, 40 cts.; three, 50 cts.; four, 60 cts. 
Each child under 7 with adult, 10 cts. BY THE 
HOUR; S. 1.50 the first hour and 30 cts. each 
additional quarter. Double fares from midnight to 
2 a. m. and quadruple fares from 2 a. m. to 
6 a. m.

THE PLAZA DE ARMAS: a tropical garden 
surrounded by portales or arcades, having the 
Cathedral and the Government Palace, both founded 
by Pizarro, the Municipal Building, several Clubs, 
and one entrance to the Hotel Maury fronting upon 
it, and the new Post Office Building but a half 
square away, forms a natural starting point for 
the stranger. Military band concerts are a regular 
feature. Zoological Garden; a splendid and ever 
growing collection, in one of the most charming 
parks in South America. Admission, 10 cts. 
Military band concerts Sunday afternoons and 
holidays. Al fresco restaurant operated by the 
Hotel Maury management, the finest resort of its 
kind in South America. Botanical Garden; contains 
specimens of every tree and plant in Peru. Admis¬ 
sion by card from the Faculty of Medicine. Parque 
Colon; fronting upon the favorite drive popularly 
known as the Paseo Colon (otherwise, Avenida g de 
Diciembre) which leads from Bolognesi Circle to 

Exposition Park, forming a link in the system of 
wide boulevards encircling the city, now being 
connected across the centre by the new Avenida 
de la Colmena, similar to the famous Avemda 
Central of Rio de Janeiro. Parque de la Inquisi¬ 
tion; upon which the Senate stands. Alameda de 
los Descalzos, across the River Rimac, noted for 
its statuary; and Alameda de Acho, the tree-lined 
drive of olden times leading to the Cerro de Sad 
Cristobal, 400 metres high, from which a splendid 
view of the Capital and suburbs may be obtained. 

: MONUMENTS': Notable among the monuments 
are the splendid equestrian statue of Bolivar in 
the Inquisicion Park; the Dos de Mayo monument 
with its four figures grouped _ about the base 
representing Peru, Ecuador, Bolivia and Chile, the 
Bolognesi Column in the Circle; the San Martin 
and Columbus statues in the Avenue 9th of 

December. 

PUBLIC BUILDINGS; Government Palace; 
Senate; Exposition Palace, housing the Chamber 
of Deputies and Ministry of Fomento; Museum of 
Art; Historical and Anthropological Museums; 
Post Office; City Hall; National Library; Mint; 
Palace of Justice; Prefecture; great Dos de Mayo 
and other Hospitals; Municipal Theatre; Univer¬ 
sity of San Marcos, oldest by 100 years in 

all America; Municipal Theatre; National 
College of Guadalupe; School of Medicine; School 
of Engineers; Agricultural and Veterinary^School; 
Unanue Observatory; Institute of Hygiene; 
Pantheon of Heroes in the General Cementery; 
Four great Market buildings; Model Penitentiary; 
House of the Marquis of Tone Tagle housing 
the famous Ortiz de Ceballos collection of paint¬ 
ings, and other interesting Spanish and Colonial 

buildings; the second largest Bull Ring in the 
World; Pavilion of the Jockey Club; the splendid 
new banking and commercial buildings, etc., etc. 

CHURCHES: There are 67 churches in Lima 
alone. First in interest stands the famous Cathedral, 
reminiscent of Seville and next to that of Mexico 
acknowledged the finest in South America. Founded 
in 1535 by Francisco Pizarro, whose mummified 
body is shown, sealed with relics in a f glass 
vault. Wonderful carved pulpit and Canons stalls 
of mahogany and cedar. Splendid organ. La 
Veronica” by Murillo, a Rembrandt copy, portraits 
of all the Archbishops, and an unique font in 
the sacristy. San Pedro; the Jesuit church, well 
worth a visit for its magnificent wood carvings, 
notably a massive altar and the entrance doorway, 
its burnished gold scroll work, quaint tiled 

wainscot, and rare paintings and carvings, in the 
sacristy. This church is much favored by the 
devotional women of Lima. La Merced; also a 
very large and fashionable church. The front of 
the high altar is of silver, artistically worked. 
Carvings on some of the side altars are excellent, 
as are paintings in the sacristy. San Francisco; In 
the cloisters' are especially notable the paneled 
ceilings with exquisitely carved beams resting on 
stone pillars. Carved stalls in the gallery. A 
valuable collection of paintings, veritable jewels, 
in the sacristy. Santo Domingo; a fine modern 
church, containing the beautiful marble statue of 
St. Rose of Lima, Patroness of Lima and the 
Indians, mounted on a silver pedestal studded with 
jewels. Silver altar of Our Lady of the Rosary, 
an exquisite Madonna having a rosary of large 
pearls. San Agustin; wonderful statue of Death 

■carved by an Augustinian monk whose own death 
marked its completion. Fine carvings in choir and 
sacristy. Descalzos; a celebrated monastery whose 
paintings and manuscripts are treasures. 

THE PORT OF CALLAO has a fine and ex¬ 
tensive Bay with safe anchorage for any amount 

of shipping, fully protected from South „ winds* by 
the Peninsula of La Punta and the Islands of 
San Lorenzo and Fronton. The first buildings of 
the town Were erected In . 1537. The Docks, 
known as Muelle Darsena, cover an area of cfo.ooo 
square meters, serving also as Wharves. There is 
a modern Floating Dry Dock belonging to the 
Peruvian Steamship Co., capable of handling a 
steamer up to 7,500 ton§ in two hours. The 
Custom House, or Aduatia, picturesquely situated 
within the limits of an old fortress, is the principal 
one of Peru. The Market is spacious and well 
arranged. There are three Churches, the Parochial 
Church of La Matriz being the principal one. 
Squares; Plaza Grau, with the monument to the 
National hero, Admiral Miguel Grau; Plaza San 
Martin with the monument to General San Mar¬ 
tin, hero of the Independence; Dos de Mayo with 
the marble bust of Jose Galvez, killed in the 
fight on that date in the Bay of Callao. Clubs; 
E lglish, Italian, Centro Naval, Union Boat Club,

A RAILWAY IN THE CLOUDS. In no 
other way can the visitor to Peru view 6uch 
magnificent scenery or experience in a day such 
varied climatic conditions as by making a trip 
of 13S miles over the highest railtuay in the 110rid. 
The standard gauge Central Railway climbs 
without racks from sea level at Callao to pierce 
the Andes through the Galera tunnel at an eleva¬ 
tion of 15,665 feet, dropping thence to Oroya on 
the Atlantic slope at 12,180 feet. There are 

106 miles of steady 4 per cent gradient, 60 tuu- 
nels, 13 “switchbacks" and 67 bridges, including 
the Infiernillo (Little Hell) spanning a deep gorge 
between vertical faces, the train emerging from 
one tunnel only to dash into that opposite. The 
Morococha branch crosses the -tange at the great 
elevation of 15,865 feet. Fruit and market gardens, 
sugar plantations, Inca ruins, mines and smelters 
are passed en route. From Oroya the line stretches 
down a beautiful valley to Huancayo, whence it 

is being built toward Ayacucho, eventually intend¬ 
ed to be joined up with the proposed extension 
of the Southern Railways from Cuzco and form 
a link in the Pan American Railway. Connection 
also is made at Oroya with the Cerro de Pasco 
Railway to Junin, Cerro de Pasco and Goyllaris-

Ferrocarril Pisco a lea—Is forty-six miles 
long—it is the highway by means of which 
the products of the three Departments— 
lea, Ayacucho and Huancavelcia obtain, 
their coastal outlet at Pisco, one of the 
oldest of the Peruvian ports. After tra¬ 
versing the plain of Chunchanga, between 
the lea and Pisco rivers, the line changes 
its direction at the village of Guadalupe, 
where it crosses the lea Valley and 
reaches the city of that name (population 
10,000). 

(Note this a government line, general su¬ 
pervision under Administrador of Ferro- 
carriles—Lima, Peru, with Local agent at 
Pisco.)

El territorio de lea, extendiendose desde 
la falda de la cordillera occidental hasta el 
mar, comprende los hermosos vales de Pisco, 
lea, Chincha, Navca y otros, que riegan los 
rios de esos nombres que atraviesan el de¬ 
partamento de Este a Oeste. 

En esos valles extensos y rlos, se cultiva 
con exito el algodon, la vina y en pequena 
proporcion, la cana de azucar y menestras. Se 
emplea en la roturacion de las tierras, ele- 
mentos modernos, y el cultivo se hace de ma- 
nera intensiva. Por el desmote del algodon y 
para la fabricacion del aceite, que se extrae 
por medios modernos y maquinarias perfec- 
tas. En la elaboracion del vino y en las la- 
bores necesarias para su envase, etc., se usan 
los elementos ya anticuados, relativamente. 
En una y otra manifestaciones de la indus- 
tria agricola y sus derivados, se emplean va- 
rios miles de obreros y toman parte impor¬ 
tantes capitales. La ganaderla y minerla no 
se han desarrollado en lea en la proporcion 
de la gricultura, pero ellas tienen all! gran- 
des perspectivas. 

Las ciudades de lea, Chincha Alta y Pisco, 
son las mas importantes del departamento. 
La primera es la capital y la mas poblada 
de las tres, estimandose que tiene alrededor 
de 10,000 habitantes. En ella residen las 
autoridades departamentales, funciona un co- 
legio nacional, y existen importantes nego- 
ciaciones agricolas e industriales. Dos ban- 
cos de Lima tienen sucursales all! y hay Ca¬ 
mara de Comercio. Se comunica con Pisco, su 
Puerto, por medio de Tambo de Mora, que 
es su puerto. Chincha Alta es una pobla- 
eion moderna de gran movimiento e impor- 
tancia comercial. Tiene dos oficinas banca- 
rias y un ferrocarril que le a Tambo de Mora 
a traves de 8 kilometros, por telegrafo esta 
unida con toda la republica, y por telefono 
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con las haciendas de su valle. Pisco es el 
Puerto principal del departamento y ciudad 
importante. 

El departamento de lea esta compuesto de 
3 provincias que son las siguientes: Chincha, 
lea y Pisco. 

The department of lea is one of the most 
important of the Southern portion of the 
Republic. The total area of the depart¬ 
ment is estimated at 8.721 square miles and 
the population in 1906, date of last census, 
was 68,220, but at present time it is esti¬ 
mated at 100,000. The Department of lea 
extends where the fault or break occurs in 
w esiern Cordillera Range to the ocean. It 
is composed of beautiful valleys such as 
the Valleys of Pisco, lea, Chincha, Navca 
and others. The department is well wa¬ 
tered with rivers traversing the department 
from the East to the west and flowing into 
the Pacific Ocean. 

In these extensive valleys tributary to 
the rivers there exist extensive cultivation 
of cotton, wine grapes, sugar cane, etc. 
Modern methods are employed in the culti¬ 
vation caring for the land. Intensive culti¬ 
vation has been the means of producing ex¬ 
cellent crops in these valleys. The cotton 
after being ginned the seed is sent to cot¬ 
ton seed oil mill, where modern machinery- 
produces an excellent cotton seed oil which 
is much in demand. The elaboration of the 
vine has not been as intensive or modern 
like that of cotton and sugav, although the 
soil is admirably adapted for cultivation of 
same. 

DEPARTAMENTO DE ICA 

At present natives use the ancient meth¬ 
ods of preparing the grapes, and in crush¬ 
ing the grapes in preparing same for the 
wine. With modern methods the grape cul¬ 
tivation would prove a very profitable in¬ 
vestment and the wines can be sold all over 
the Republic. 

Mining has not received the attention 
that agriculture has, but there is little doubt 
but what there is valuable mineral deposits 
in the mountain ranges. 

The Cities of lea, Chinca Alta are the 
most important of the Department. The 
first is the capital, with 10,000 population. 
In the city resides the authorities of this 
department. There is also a National Col¬ 
lege, and there exists important business 
houses whom are connected with the agri¬ 
cultural and industries of the Department. 

Two banks of Lima have branches in lea. 
Ica is connected with the Port of Tambo de 
Mora by a radlroad. Tambo de Mora is 
principal port of the Department. Chincha 
Alta has a modern population and of recent 
growth and is becoming a city of commer¬ 
cial importance. It has two banks, is lo¬ 
cated on the railroad which connects with 
Port of Tambo de Mora, which is 8 kilo- 
metros distant. It is connected with the 
balance of Republic by telegraph. There is 
also a telephone company which connects 
up with the principal plantations. Pisco is 
also one of the leading ports and a city of 
importance in the Department. 

The Department of Ica is composed of 
three Provinces, namely, Chincha, Ica, Pisco.

There is not a line of trade in the direc¬ 
tories but what uses something that is 
manufactured in foreign countries. This 
business is worth your efforts. Germany 
has never overlooked it; why the United 
States and English manufacturers should I 
could never understand.— (Editor.)

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THE SOUTHERN RAILWAYS OF PERU. 

This system extends from the port of Mollendo to 
Puno, on Lake Titicaca, from whence a connection is 
made by the steamers of the Peruvian Corporation 
with the Guaqui to La Paz Railway, which, as its name 
implies, links up the town of Guaqui with the Bolivian 
capital. A trip over the line is sfrongl3r recommended 
to the visitor to Peru as an almost indispensable item 
of his itinerary, covering as it does some of the most 
interesting and historical ground in the whole of South 
America. It was from Lake Titicaca, according to 
ancient tradition, that came the first children of the 
Sun, charged with their celestial mission to the scat¬ 
tered and miserable beings who originally occupied 
the country. It was at Cuzco that the wedge of gold 
which they bore sank miraculously into the earth, 
denoting that here they had reached the spot where 
their work was to be founded. Thus grew up a mighty 
city, which, with its magnificent golden temple of the 
Sun, its spacious dwellings of the Inca nobility, its 
evidences of supreme wealth and luxury on every 
hand, its splendour dazzling to the imagination, 
remained the metropolis of Peru until the rude tread 
of the invader shook and overturned one of the noblest 

of fabrics of human government, and the glory of 
Cuzco departed for ever. On that glory, and the mar¬ 
vellous degree of skill and understanding attained by 
a remote generation, the traveller muses to-day as he 
stands before the titanic masses of stone which still 
remain as the relics of that wonderful fortress which 
guarded the city, and in the erection of which, so 
report runs, no less than twenty thousand workers 
were employed over a period of fifty years. 

As a general rule, steamers reach Mollendo at an 
early hour in the morning, allowing sufficient time to 
secure tickets, look about the place, and take lunch at 
the Hotel Ferrocarril before the departure of the daily 
train at 1 p. m. Porters meet all incoming steamers 
to conduct passengers ashore, and take charge of their 
luggage 

On the way to Arequipa, which marks the end of the 
first stage of the journey, a remarkable natural phenome¬ 
non is presented in the sand dunes, which stretch away 
on both sides of the line to the horizon. These are of cres¬ 
cent shape, and are in a state of continuous regular mo¬ 
tion, advancing, always in the direction of the horns of 
their crescents, at the rate of about one hundred feet in the 
course of a year. 

The city of AREQUIPA, situated 172 kilometers from 
the coast, stands in the midst of a beautiful valley, the 
verdure of which is particularly grateful to tne eye of 
the traveller by reason of its contrast with the arid desert 
through which he has just passed. He has now reached 
an elevation of 7,600 feet, and may here, if time permits, 
advantageously break his journey to the extent of a cou¬ 
ple of days, in order to guard against any possibility of 
experiencing physical discomfort on reaching higher alti¬ 
tudes. This, indeed, he will probably wish to do on other 
accounts, for Arequipa, with its many fine old buildings, 
its admirable climate, and its surrounding scenery, is in 
itself a spot worth going far to visit. It stands at the 
foot of the great mountain Misti, with Pichupichu and 
Charchani on either hand, and the three earth-giants, 
crowned with their perpetual snow peaks, form an ap¬ 
propriate background to a picture of surpassing charm. 
Near Arequipa is situated Harvard Obseivatory, a well- 
equipped institution where, thanks to the clearness of the 
atmosphere, much invaluable astronomical data is ob¬ 
tained. 

Crucero Alto, reached within a few hours ot leaving 
Arequipa. is the highest point of the line, standing 14,666, 
feet above the sea. Thenceforward the track marks a more 
or less continuous descent to the shores of the great Lake, 
threading its way through picturesque country dotted 

with herds of wild vicuna, as well as countless numbers 
of sheep, llamas and alpacas. 

A night stop is made at JULIACA, a junction where 
the line branches North and South. By the first route it 
crosses the plateau until, reaching the foot of the glaciers 
at La Raya (14,440 feet) it descends to Sicuani, and then 
runs parallel with the Vilcanota river along a beautiful 
valley showing many remains of the ancient Inca terraces 
on either side,still under cultivation, until it reaches Cuzco, 
its terminus. The South line from Juliaca ends at Puno 
which, as already mentioned, stands on the shores of 
Lake Titicaca. Across the body of this vast extent of water, 
four thousand square miles in area, which, at 12.450 feet 
above the sea, is the highest navigable lake in the world, 
passengers are carried to the Bolivian side in powerful 
steamships of one thousand tons register, equipped with 
every provision for their accommodation and comfort. 
Twelve hours are occupied in this part of the trip. 

Disembarking at Guaqui, the city of La Paz is reached 

after a journe}F of sixty-one miles, the last six miles of 
which are covered by means of electric traction. The first 
view obtained of La Paz when approaching from the 
surrounding heights is peculiarly impressive, the city lying 
in a natural basin some 1,500 feet deep. 

Between Guaqui and La Paz the train passes Tiahua- 
naco, which, on account of its ruined palace and many fine 
monoliths, is well worthy of a visit. 

After a rest at one of the comfortable hotels in La 
Paz. and an exploration ot the locality, the return journey 
to Mollendo can be made, by express trains leaving oq 
Mondays and Fridays, in the short space of twentj'-nine 
hours, a noteworthy example of modern railway »enter- 
prise. These trains connect at Mollendo with the boats 
of the Pacific Steam Navigation Company proceeding 
North and South. 

The fares from Mollendo are as follows: Arequipa, 6 
soles (12s.) Cuzco, 48.84 soles (£4.17.10), La Paz, 40 
soles (£4.) 

The CHIMBOTE RAILWAY. The port of Chimbote, 
situated on one of the most magnificent natural harbours 
in the world, is reached from Callao by steamers leaving 
every Thursday, arriving at Chimbote shortly after mid-day 
on Saturdays, while steamers for the return journey call at 
Chimbote at 8 a. m. on Sundays. The railway runs inland 
a distance of 57 kilometers to Tablones (fare 3.40 soles). 
The district is extremely fertile, the principal productions 
being sugar, grown at Tambo Real (Cambio Puente sta¬ 
tion), cotton and rice, grown at Suchiman and Vinzos, 
and grapes, grown at Tablones. 

The PACASM AYO RAILWAY connects the port of that 
name with the towns of Guadalupe (42 kilometers) and 
Chilete (105 kilometers), traversing a productive district 
chiefly devoted to the cultivation of rice. The Mole shown 
in the above illustration is 775 meters long,and has a double 
line of rails communicating with the station yard and 
custom-house. 

There is a daily service of trains to Guadalupe, and 
a bi-weekly service to Chilete, the first-class fares being res¬ 
pectively 1.20 soles and 5 soles. From various points on 
the line easy horseback journeys can be made to other 
important centres, as, for instance, to Chocope, Chiclayo 
and Cajamarca. 

Port of Ilo. 

ILO TO MOQUEGUA RAILWAY. - This is a line of 
some 100 kilometers in length, linking up the fine 
port of Ilo with Moquegua, the capital of the province of 
that name. The district traversed is an agricultural one 
of great productiveness, its principal exports being wine, 
olives, and olive oil for domestic use. The Go’vernment of 

Peru has evinced an active iuterest in promoting the wine 

industry of the Moquegua Valley, having imported a large 

quantity of cuttings from the best French vineyards, and 

engaged an expert to instruct the growers as to the best 

methods of cultivation.

Mollendo.—Port of Southern Peru; ap¬ 
proximately 5,000 inhabitants. 

Arequipa.—Capital of Department; second 
largest city of Peru; also headquarters of 
railway administration; population of ap¬ 
proximately 40,000. 

Juliaca.—Junction point of railway with 
Cuzco; 3,000 inhabitants. 

Puno.—Peruvian Lake port with 8,000 in¬ 
habitants, mostly Indians. 

Sicuani.—Half-way station Cuzco Divi¬ 
sion; 5,000 inhabitants, mostly Indians. 

Cuzco.—Capital of Department and term¬ 
inus of railway; approximately 20,000 inhab¬ 
itants, mostly Indians. Cuzco is the ancient 
capital of the Incas and is noted for its 
Inca ruins and churches. 

Port of Mollendo.—At present two lines 
of steamers make regular calls. The South 
American S. S. Co. and the Pacific Steam 
Navigation Co. Also The American Line 
(W. R. Grace & Co.) make monthly calls 
by their direct steamers from and to New 
York. The Japanese S. S. Co. also calls at 
Mollendo on their trips from Japan to San 
Francisco and Valpariaso. The direct steam¬ 
ers of the South American S. S. Co. call at 
Mollendo going north for Panama on Tues • 
days and returning direct from Panama on 
Thursdays. 

Points of Interest to Tourists 

Arequipa is noted for its beautiful view 
of the three snow-capped peaks, "Cha- 
charni,” "Misti” and “Pichupichu”; also its 
continuous spring weather. Harvard Uni¬ 
versity maintains an observatory in Arequipa 
owing to its exceptionally clear atmosphere, 
and one of the largest, if not the largest, 
photographic telescopes is installed in said 
observatory. The scenery along the line of 
the Southern Railway is of the most inter¬ 
esting, passing as it does from the coast 
to the highlands. 

Cuzco.—This city is noted for its Inca 
ruins on the outskirts of the city, whereas 
within a short distance the old Inca ruins 
of Ollantaytambo and the Inca city of Ma- 
chupicchu are visible; this latter is the city 
discovered and opened up by the Yale- 
Peruvian Expedition, regarding which de¬ 
tailed account has been given in magazines 
and papers in the United States. The old 
ruins of Sacsahuaman, within half an hour 
from the Cuzco railway station, are most 
interesting, and here is where the Incas 
finally surrendered to the Spaniards and the 
chief of the Inca tribe threw himself from 
the ruins down the enbankment to the city 
to avoid being captured. Practically all of 
the churches in the city are very ancient 
and interesting and time can be passed in 
seeing the valuable curios of the time of the 
Incas which are on exhibit at museums. The 
trip going into Cuzco is through a fertile 
valley with beautiful hills on both sides cul¬ 
tivated to the very top, and offers a most 

interesting journey, especially the different 
types of Indians and their queer costumes. 

Mineral Resources 

The country through which the larger 
part of the line runs is mineralized and 
under normal conditions offer good pros¬ 
pects for development. Copper is the most 
abundant, whereas gold, silver, antimony and 
other metals are to be found. 

Agriculture 

With the use of more modern methods, 
this branch can be wonderfully improved and 
increased production obtained. At present 
agriculture is limited to the natural re-> 
sources of the land; no irrigation of any 
kind is done; very little fertilizer is used 
to assist the ground, and ploughing, etc., 
is done in the most primitive methods, al¬ 
though some foreign agricultural implements 
are being brought in. Irrigation schemes 
offer unlimitetd prospects for foreign capi¬ 
tal. The highlands now dedicated entirely 
to sheep farming can also be improved by 
proper farming methods ; mountain grass can 
be substituted with good pastures, stock 
improved and increased production of wool, 
hides and crops of different kinds obtained. 
On the other side of the divide, again in the 
tropical lands, offers good prospects for de¬ 
velopment; by building roads for trucks un¬ 
limited supply of valuable woods, mahog¬ 
any, cedar and others in a virgen forest can 
be shipped to market; also all sorts of crops 
can be cultivated in this section of the 
country; coffee, rubber and innumerable 
other commodities. 

Practically all importations for Southern 
Peru are destined to Mollendo where they 
are dispatched through the Customs House 
for Arequipa, Puno and Cuzco, and all other 
interior towns are supplied through the 
principal commercial houses in the three 
places mentioned. Bolivia is served through 
the port of Mollendo, freight being shipped 
to La Paz, Oruro, Cochabamba, Potosi, 
Uyuni and other points ‘in transit, via Mol¬ 
lendo.” The Southern Railway maintains an 
Aduanal Department for attending to the 
re-shipping of all imports to Bolivia, said 
shipments being consigned to Ferrocarriles 
del Sur del Peru, notify “so-and-so,” La 
Paz, Oruro, etc., as the case may be. Other 
shipments are consigned direct to the con¬ 
signees and documents endorsed to the rail¬ 
way for dispatch through Mollendo. 

Mollendo Division 

The Andes Exploration Co., which forms 
part of the Anaconda Mining Co. of New 
York, are developing large copper properties 
near Arequipa, and will in the future es¬ 
tablish a smelter at our Tiabaya station 
where which exports will be made. This 
property has prospects of becoming one of 
the largest copper deposits, although of low 
grade the ore exists in abundance. 

Puno Division 

The Caylloma Silver Mining Co. near our 
Sumbay station is carrying on serious de¬ 
velopment work, whereas their shipments of 
silver concentrates up to the present have 
not been large, it is expected they will be 
greatly increased with the new' methods 
now being put in practice. The Lamps Min¬ 
ing Co. for many years past have been 
working large copper deposits near our Santa 
Lucia station, having a small smelter in¬ 
stalled, which it is intended to replace by 
a more modern smelter and increased de¬ 
velopment carried on. At the present some. 
200 tons per month are being exported in 
copper matte. 

Cuzco Division 
The Inca Mining Co., which for many 

years have been exploiting a gold mine, are 
now installing new methods and expect to 
renew production. This property has given 
large shipments of machinery to the railway 
as gold is usually handled by special mes¬ 
sengers in its transportation. This same 
company, which is served by our Tirapata 
station, has changed its name to the Inca 
Mining and Development Co., and is also 
undertaking to develop oil fields as well as 
cultivate rubber and other artices. From 
our Santa Rosa station we are handling fair 
amount of antimony from a mine not far 
from said station and which offers good 
prospects of increasing. At several stations 
we handle small shipments of copper, anti¬ 
mony, etc., owing to the impossibility to 

develop the deposits on a large scale due to 
lack of capital on the part of their present 
owners. 

Special attention is called to Bolivia 
through tariff for points in Bolivia. 

In addition to the Southern Railway, which 
extends from the Port of Mollendo on the 
Pacific to Arequipa, Puno and Guzco, we 
have the through connection to Bolivia by 
the Lake Titicaca and the Guaqui La Paz 
Railway. On the lake, which is the highest 
navigable lake in the world, we have four 
steamers of 1000 tons capacity with accom¬ 
modations for fifty to sixty passengers. 
Meals and cabins on these steamers are in¬ 
cluded in the value of through tickets from 
any point on the line to La Paz or .Viacha, 
the latter being the junction with the Bo¬ 
livia and Antofagasta Railway for Oruro, 
Cochabamba, Potosi, Uyuni and other points 
which are served through the Port of Mol¬ 
lendo with better and quicker service than 
any other port; also port charges are much 
lower on all merchandise, and fares are 
equally lower. On the lake we have a night 
and day run. The day run allows two days 
of beautiful scenery on the lake, with over 
100 miles of snow-capped peaks in sight; 
also calls at the small lake ports where the 
different types of Indians are interesting. 
The famous historic Islands of the Sun and 
the Moon are also seen by the daylight trip, 
the the ruins of the Incas on said islands. 
The night run is made in ten hours, en¬ 
abling passengers to breakfast in La Paz, 
the capital of Bolivia, as the steamer con¬ 
nects at Puno with the train from Mollendo 
and Arequipa, and on the Bolivian side with 
the train from the Bolivian Port of Guaqui 
to La Paz. A daylight trip on the lake is 
exceedingly pleasant and allows passengers 
to carry away an impression which is never 
forgotten. The Guaqui La Paz Railway is 
97 kilometers long, connecting the lake with 
La Paz and the junction of the Bolivia and 
Antofagasta Railway. A short distance out 
from Guaqui the pre-Inca ruins of Tiahua- 
naco are in sight, being of a different style 
from the other Inca ruins. On the through 
trains from Mollendo and Puno the Southern 
Railway operate a buffet car, affording pas¬ 
sengers comfort and light meals and refresh¬ 
ments are served tn route.
