The grov/th and influience: of o.ur club has been remarkable. We be.gun as a 
very small baoid of five members, new in the wox’k and easily discouraged. However, 
with the wonderful assistants of our County Home Demonstration Agent and our par¬ 
ents, we finished the years work, gach year our club grows in nui-nbers as v/ell as in 
interest. At present there are twenty-five menbers in the girls section of the 
Humphries Community Club and almost that many boys. Our business meetings are 
held together and also our socials, but our projects being different, are, of 
course, carried on separately. 

( I believe our club is really carrying out our motto "To Make The Best 
Better". This motto has inspired me during all of my eight years of club work. I 
try to make each year mean more to me, and to my community, than the one preceding 
it. It is a pleasure to me to help encourage the other club members in doing the 
very best type of club work of which they are capable. Sometimes a friendly word 
inspires a younger club member to greater effort. 

"So much to do, so little done" expresses how we feel about our community 
club. But then you see we have sixch high aspirations for our community club. 
Ei^t here I'd like to tell about a few of the things we have accomplished thru 
Club Work. 

Our; beautiful club house stands as a monument to our efforts. It is well 
equipped and we are so happy that we have such a good place to meet together. Our 
meetings come regularly each week with cur sponsor or president, presiding. Here 
we work and play together. A social hour follows the meeting and dem.onstration by 
the Home Demonstration Agent, Sponsor or Club Girl. Parties are planned frequent¬ 
ly too. The entire comraunity comes and joins in the f-un. Often we reach people 
thru wholesome recreation that we could never reach otnerwise. 

At first the boys had no club, We talked with them about it and soon they 
called on the County Agent to help them organize. Last year we combined the Boys 
and Girls 4-H Clubs into a Community Club. We find that it works much better this 
way. We are justly proud of our club charter. It makes me so very happy to know 
my name is dovm as a charter member. 

Our club does not forget these less fortunate ones in our midst. We pro¬ 
vide well filled baskets of groceries at Thanksgiving and Christmas for the poor. 
We repair and distribute toys to the little children who could not otherwise have 
pl.ay things at Christmas. If there could be another H in our 4-H Club it should 
mean Happiness, which comes thru serving others. 
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Very often we plan activities to raise money for our clul. There are so 
many things we plan and conduct -/ Hallov;e'en festivals, Ice Cr-eam Suppers, Cake 
VJalks, Box Suppers, Measuring P; rties, etc. But whatever we plan our Agent and 
Sponsor only help us. VJe areii/charge of ■ the different activities. Yle want to 
he real leaders, not merely friil-fowers, Our money is....used to finance those girls 
in our cluh not able to buy necfessary materials, to.help the poor in our commu¬ 
nity, to equip our club house md to aid in securing a better library for our 
club and school. ' 

Our community club hopes to continue its policy of.making our community 
a better place in which to live. We feel that as 4-E'Club leaders and members 
we must do our bit in [promoting club -work, Yle want to encourage all boys and 
girls of club age, to.join a 4-H club for this splendid training will help them 
live more fully.
