The resources that the photographic art places at the disposal of the heliograph and chromo- 
graph processes—processes which have developed enormously since the publication of “THE LIFE 
OF OUR LORD JESUS CHRIST’’—enable us to reproduce M. Tissot’s originals with faithful 
exactness; thus giving to the two volumes now in course of preparation an altogether exceptional 
artistic character, one indeed, we may say, quite unknown to the present day.

gaining in excellence from the experience acquired in the publication of “THE LIFE OF OUR

“also renounced the ‘BONAPARTE INTIME,’ this would have been very interesting to 

“reconstruct, but when one has passed ten years of his life on the most sacred subject that exists 

“all else appears puerile and commonplace. Even the most extraordinary adventures of mere human 

“beings then leave you cold and indifferent, and further I believe in ‘Inner Voices.’ Do not smile, I 

“pray you, I believe in the irresistible destiny which urges one to act in one way or another, and at 

“the time that I am now speaking to you, I am under the influence of this obsession of thought which 

“T know will not abandon me. It is necessary for me to advance, and go forward, and I will!” 

It was in these terms that J. James Tissor announced to me his resolution to illustrate the 

“OLD TESTAMENT.” The honor and the joy of having been his friend and associate will 

remain with me as a cherished possession for life. 

On the morrow he set to work, giving himself neither rest nor peace, until the day when rather 

more than four hundred compositions had been completed with their local coloring; pictures 

so realistic and true that they give one the impression of actually seeing the scenes and objects 

depicted. 

No one was better qualified than he to undertake this gigantic work. His vast knowledge 

of the Bible, the enormous mass of documents accumulated for the “LIFE OF OUR LORD 

JESUS CHRIST,” his frequent journeys in Egypt, Judea and Palestine, his exceptional ability and 

the fulness of his talent rendered his enterprise, if not easy, at least possible. 

The wish which he had the satisfaction of realizing was to give to the whole of the Bible a sort 

of artistic commentary, proceeding from a profound personal acquaintance with the sacred East. 

This project fascinated him all the more, because the realistic character, the dramatic and_ poetical 

scenes of the “OLD TESTAMENT ®” enable those who study them to comprehend more fully those 

of the Gospels. 

Toward the close of his life, as though he had a foreboding of his approaching end, M. Tissor 

worked with feverish ardor, rising in the early morn and bending over his work-table until sunset. 
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He left his brush or his pencil only to seek documents or to trace the places mentioned in the 

text as he needed them for the building up of his great work. 

It is the result of this splendid endeavor that we now present especially to those who appre- 

ciated the two volumes of the ‘‘ LIFE OF OUR LORD JESUS CHRIST,” under the title of 

“THE OLD TESTAMENT.” 

Although the artist was not with us personally to direct the execution of this work, he has left 

numerous and precise instructions; to which we had only to adhere. 

It would have been both impractical and unnecessary to print all of the text of the Bible, for 

many parts thereof are not open to illustration. How could any one illustrate Ecclesiastes or the 

larger part of the didactic teachings of the prophets? In the edition of the New ‘TEsTaMENT in which 

the Tissot paintings appeared the text was a “Harmony of the Gospels,” and as these two volumes 

form a companion work to that, a “Harmony of the Historic Old Testament” was what was needed. 

The text therefore contains all of Genesis, Exodus, some of Leviticus, all of Numbers, Deuter- 

onomy, Joshua, Judges, I and Il Samuel, I and II Kings, selections from Chronicles supplement- 

ing Kings, Ruth, Esther, Nehemiah, much of Daniel, a part of Job, some of the Psalms, and typical 

extracts from all the prophetical writings. 

The Authorized, or King James, version, has been used because that is the classical English 

version, the one which is endeared to all English-speaking peoples by long usage, and accepted as the 

great well of Anglo-Saxon English pure and undefiled. 

Here and there the exigencies of arrangement obliged J. James ‘Tissot to place the illustrations 

at some distance from the text to which they belong. On this account, each one of them is 

accompanied by the verse (with book and chapter given) of which it is the graphic commentary. 

Thus, the reader need not look for the explanation, which is at hand. ‘To-day we present this 

posthumous work to the friends and admirers of the great and true artist with complete confidence, 

but with deep regret that he was not able to aid in the completing of this book, and that he was not 

here to give us his clear and judicial advice on numerous technical details; and with what sadness 

are we moved that he can not turn these pages, which are the crown of the tremendous labor 

undertaken and consummated by that noble soul! 

But I like to think that, although he has disappeared, something of that soul, so noble, so true, 

so strongly religious and pure, has aided us in our efforts and accompanies these pages!

All 
these were the children of Keturah. 

5. § And Abraham gave all that he had unto 
Isaac. 

6. But unto the sons of the concubines, which 
Abraham had, Abraham gave gifts, and sent 
them away from Isaac his son, while he yet lived, 
eastward, unto the east country. 

7. And these are the days of the years of 
Abraham’s life which he lived, a hundred three- 
score and fifteen years. 

8. Then Abraham gave up the ghost, and 
died in a good old age, an old man, and full of 
years; and was gathered to his people. 

9. And his sons Isaac and Ishmael buried 
him in the cave of Machpelah, in the field of 
Ephron the son of Zohar the Hittite, which is 
before Mamre; 

10. The field which Abraham purchased of 
the sons of Heth: there was Abraham buried, and 
Sarah his wife. 

11. { And it came to pass after the death of 
Abraham, that God blessed his son Isaac; and 
Isaac dwelt by the well Lahai-roi. 

12. §€ Now these are the generations of Ish- 
mael, Abraham’s son, whom Hagar the Egyptian, 
Sarah’s handmaid, bare unto Abraham: 

13. And these are the names of the sons of 
Ishmael, by their names, according to their 
generations: the firstborn of Ishmael, Nebajoth; 
and Kedar, and Adbeel, and Mibsam,

15. Hadar, and Tema, Jetur, Naphish, and 

Kedemah: 
16. These are the sons of Ishmael, and these 
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are their names, by their towns, and by their 
castles; twelve princes according to their nations. 

17. And these are the years of the life of 
Ishmael, a hundred and thirty and seven years: 
and he gave up the ghost and died, and was 
gathered unto his people. 

18. And they dwelt from Havilah unto Shur, 
that is before Egypt, as thou goest toward 
Assyria: and he died in the presence of all his 
brethren.

23. And the Lorp said unto her, Two na- 
tions are in thy womb, and two manner of people 
shall be separated from thy bowels; and the one 
people shall be stronger than the other people;

24. § And when her days to be delivered 
were fulfilled, behold, there were twins in her 
womb. 

25. And the first came out red, all over like 
a hairy garment; and they called his name Esau.

3. And, behold, seven other kine came up 
after them out of the river, ill favoured and 
leanfleshed; and stood by the other kine upon the 
brink of the river. 

4. And the il! favoured and leanfleshed kine 
did eat up the seven well favoured and fat kine.

And Pharaoh awoke, 
and, behold, 7 was a dream. 

8. And it came to pass in the morning that 
his spirit was troubled; and he sent and called 
for all the magicians of Egypt, and all the wise 
men thereof: and Pharaoh told them his dream;

unto Pharaoh; What God is about to do he 
sheweth unto Pharaoh. 

29. Behold, there come seven years of great 
plenty throughout all the land of Egypt: 

30. And there shall arise after them seven 
years of famine; and all the plenty shall be for- 
gotten in the land of Egypt; and the famine shall 
consume the land; 

31. And the plenty shall not be known in 
the land by reason of that famine following; for 
it shall be very grievous. 

32. And for that the dream was doubled 
unto Pharaoh twice; zt 7s because the thing 2s 
established by God, and God will shortly bring 
it to pass.

42. And Pharaoh took off his ring from his 
hand, and put it upon Joseph’s hand, and arrayed 
him in vestures of fine linen, and put a gold chain 
about his neck; 

43. And he made him to ride in the second 
chariot which he had; and they cried before him, 
Bow the knee: and he made him ruler over all 
the land of Egypt. 

44. And Pharaoh said unto Joseph, I am 
Pharaoh, and without thee shall no man lift up 
his hand or foot in all the land of Egypt. 

45. And Pharaoh called Joseph’s name Zaph- 
nath-paaneah; and he gave him to wife Asenath 
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the daughter of Poti-pherah priest of On. And 
Joseph went out over all the land of Egypt. 

46. { And Joseph was thirty years old when 
he stood before Pharach king of Egypt.

the rod which was turned to a serpent shalt thou 
take in thine hand. 

16. And thou shalt say unto him, The Lor 
God of the Hebrews hath sent me unto thee, say- 
ing, Let my people go, that they may serve me 
in the wilderness: and, behold, hitherto thou 
wouldest not hear. 

17. Thus saith the Lorn, In this thou shalt 
know that I am the Lorp: behold, I will smite 
with the rod that 7s in mine hand upon the waters 
which are in the river, and they shall be turned 
to blood. 

18. And the fish that zs in the river shall die, 
and the river shall stink; and the Egyptians shall 
loathe to drink of the water of the river. 

19. § And the Lorp spake unto Moses, Say 
unto Aaron, Take thy rod, and stretch out thine 
hand upon the waters of Egypt, upon their 
streams, upon their rivers, and upon their ponds, 
and upon all their pools of water, that they may 
become blood; and that there may be blood 
throughout all the land of Egypt, both in vessels 
of wood, and in vessels of stone. 

20. And Moses and Aaron did so, as the Lorp 
commanded; and he lifted up the rod, and smote 
the waters that were in the river, in the sight of 
Pharaoh, and in the sight of his servants; and all 
the waters that were in the river were turned to 
blood. 

21. And the fish that was in the river died; 
and the river stank, and the Egyptians could not 
drink of the water of the river: and there was 
blood throughout all the land of Egypt. 

22. And the magicians of Egypt did so with 
their enchantments: and Pharaoh’s heart was 
hardened, neither did he hearken unto them; as 
the Lorp had said. 

23. And Pharaoh turned and went into his 
house, neither did he set his heart to this 
also. 

24. And all the Egyptians digged round about 
the river for water to drink; for they could not 
drink of the water of the river. 

25. And seven days were fulfilled, after that 
the Lorp had smitten the river. 

CHAPTER VIII 

ND the Lorp spake unto Moses, 
Go unto Pharaoh, and say unto 
him, Thus saith the Lorp, Let 
my people go, that they may 
serve me. 

2. And if thou refuse to 
let them go, behold, I will smite 

all thy borders with frogs: 
3. And the river shall bring forth frogs 

abundantly, which shall go up and come into 
thine house, and into thy bedchamber, and upon 
thy bed, and into the house of thy servants, 
and upon thy people, and into thine ovens, and 
into thy kneadingtroughs: 

4. And the frogs shall come up both on thee, 
and upon thy people, and upon all thy servants. 

5. | And the Lorp spake unto Moses, Say 
unto Aaron, Stretch forth thine hand with thy 
rod over the streams, over the rivers, and over 
the ponds, and cause frogs to come up upon the 
land of Egypt. 

6. And Aaron stretched out his hand over 
the waters of Egypt; and the frogs came up, and 
covered the land of Egypt. 

7. And the magicians did so with their 
enchantments, and brought up frogs upon the 
land of Egypt. 

8. § Then Pharaoh called for Moses and 
Aaron, and said, Entreat the Lorp, that he 
may take away the frogs from me, and from my 
people; and I will let the people go, that they 
may do sacrifice unto the Lorn. 

9. And Moses said unto Pharaoh, Glory 
over me: when shall I entreat for thee, and for 
thy servants, and for thy people, to destroy the 
frogs from thee and thy houses, that they may 
remain in the river only? 

10. And he said, ‘lo morrow. And he said, 
Be it according to thy word; that thou mayest 
know that there is none like unto the Lorp our 
God. 

11. And the frogs shall depart from thee, 
and from thy houses, and from thy servants, 
and from thy people; they shall remain in the 
river only. 

12. And Moses and Aaron went out from 
Pharaoh: and Moses cried unto the Lorp because 
of the frogs which he had brought against 
Pharaoh. 

13. And the Lorp did according to the word 
of Moses; and the frogs died out of the houses, 
out of the villages, and out of the fields. 

14. And they gathered them together upon 
heaps; and the land stank. 

15. But when Pharaoh saw that there was 
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respite, he hardened his heart, and hearkened 
not unto them; as the Lorp had said. 

16. §{ And the Lorp said unto Moses, Say 
unto Aaron, Stretch out thy rod, and smite the 
dust of the land, that it may become lice through- 
out all the land of Egypt. 

17. And they did so; for Aaron stretched out 
his hand with his rod, and smote the dust of the 
earth, and it became lice in man, and in beast; 
all the dust of the land became lice throughout 
all the land of Egypt. 

18. And the magicians did so with their 
enchantments to bring forth lice, but they could 
not: so there were lice upon man, and upon beast. 

19. ‘Then the magicians said unto Pharaoh, 
This zs the finger of God: and Pharaoh’s heart 
was hardened, and he hearkened not unto them; 
as the Lorp had said. 

20. § And the Lorp said unto Moses, Rise 
up early in the morning, and stand before Pha- 
raoh; lo, he cometh forth to the water; and say 
unto him, Thus saith the Lorp, Let my people 
go, that they may serve me. 

21. Else, if thou wilt not let my people go, 
behold, I will send swarms of flies upon thee, 
and upon thy servants, and upon thy people, and 
into thy houses: and the houses of the Egyptians 
shall be full of swarms of flies, and also the ground 
whereon they are. 

22. And I will sever in that day the land of 
Goshen, in which my people dwell, that no 
swarms of flies shall be there; to the end thou 
mayest know that I am the Lorp in the midst 
of the earth. 

23. And I will put a division between my 
people and thy people: to morrow shall this 
sign be. 

24. And the Lorp did so; and there came a 
grievous swarm of flies into the house of Pharaoh, 
and into his servants’ houses, and into all the 
land of Egypt: the land was corrupted by reason 
of the swarm of flies. 

25. § And Pharaoh called for Moses and for 
Aaron, and said, Go ye, sacrifice to your God 
in the land. 

26. And Moses said, It is not meet so to do; 
for we shall sacrifice the abomination of the 
Egyptians to the Lorp our God: lo, shall we 
sacrifice the abomination of the Egyptians 
before their eyes, and will they not stone us? 

27. We will go three days’ journey into the 
wilderness, and sacrifice to the Lorp our God, 
as he shall command us. 

28. And Pharaoh said, I will let you go, 
that ye may sacrifice to the Lorp your God in 
the wilderness; only ye shall not go very far away: 
entreat for me.

29. And Moses said, Behold, I go out from 
thee, and I will entreat the Lorp that the swarms 
of flies may depart from Pharaoh, from his 
servants, and from his people, to morrow: but 
let not Pharaoh deal deceitfully any more in not 
letting the people go to sacrifice to the Lorn. 

30. And Moses went out from Pharaoh, and 
entreated the Lorp. 

31. And the Lorp did according to the 
word of Moses; and he removed the swarms of 
flies from Pharaoh, from his servants, and from 
his people; there remained not one. 

32. And Pharaoh hardened his heart at this 
time also, neither would he let the people go.

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Moses because of the boils; for the boil was upon 
the magicians, and upon all the Egyptians. 

12. And the Lorp hardened the heart of 
Pharaoh, and he hearkened not unto them; as 
the Lorp had spoken unto Moses. 

13. § And the Lorp said unto Moses, Rise 
up early in the morning, and stand before Pha- 
raoh, and say unto him, Thus saith the Lorp 
God of the Hebrews, Let my people go, that 
they may serve me.

28. Entreat the Lorp (for it is enough) 
that there be no more mighty thunderings and 
hail; and I will let you go, and ye shall stay 
no longer. 

29. And Moses said unto him, As soon as I 
am gone out of the city, I will spread abroad 
my hands unto the Lorn; and the thunder shall 
cease, neither shall there be any more hail;

4. And if the household be too little for the 
lamb, let him and his neighbour next unto his 
house take 7 according to the number of the 
souls; every man according to his eating shall 
make your count for the lamb. 

5. Your lamb shall be without blemish, a 
male of the first year: ye shall take zt out from 
the sheep, or from the goats: 

6. And ye shall keep it up until the fourteenth 
day of the same month: and the whole assembly 
of the congregation of Israel shall kill it in the 
evening. 
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7. And they shall take of the blood, and 
strike 2t on the two side posts and on the upper 
door post of the houses, wherein they shall eat it. 

8. And they shall eat the flesh in that night, 
roast with fire, and unleavened bread; and with 
bitter herbs they shall eat it. 

9. Eat not of it raw, nor sodden at all with 
water, but roast with fire; his head with his legs, 
and with the purtenance thereof. 

10. And ye shall let nothing of it remain until 
the morning; and that which remaineth of it 
until the morning ye shall burn with fire. 

11. § And thus shall ye eat it; with your loins 
girded, your shoes on your feet, and your staff in 
your hand; and ye shall eat it in haste: it 7s the 
Lorp’s passover. 

12. For I will pass through the land of Egypt 
this night, and will smite all the firstborn in the 
land of Egypt, both man and beast; and against 
all the gods of Egypt I will execute judgment: I 
am the Lorp, 

13. And the blood shall be to you for a token 
upon the houses where ye are: and when I see the 
blood, I will pass over you, and the plague shall 
not be upon you to destroy you, when I smite the 
land of Egypt. 

14. And this day shall be unto you for a 
memorial; and ye shall keep it a feast to the Lorp 
throughout your generations: ye shall keep it a 
feast by an ordinance for ever. 

15. Seven days shall ye eat unleavened bread; 
even the first day ye shall put away leaven out of 
your houses: for whosoever eateth leavened bread 
from the first day until the seventh day, that soul 
shall be cut off from Israel. 

16. And in the first day there shall be a holy 
convocation, and in the seventh day there shall 
be a holy convocation to you; no manner of work 
shall be done in them, save that which every man 
must eat, that only may be done of you. 

17. And ye shall observe the feast of unleav- 
ened bread; for in this selfsame day have I 
brought your armies out of the land of Egypt; 
therefore shall ye observe this day in your gene- 
rations by an ordinance for ever. 

18. {| In the first month, on the fourteenth day 
of the month at even, ye shall eat unleavened 
bread, until the one and twentieth day of the 
month at even. 

19. Seven days shall there be no leaven found 
in your houses: for whosoever eateth that which 
is leavened, even that soul shall be cut off from 
the congregation of Israel, whether he be a 
stranger, or born in the land. 

20. Ye shall eat nothing leavened; in all your 
habitations shall ye eat unleavened bread. 

21. § Then Moses called for all the elders of 

Israel, and said unto them, Draw out and take 
you a lamb according to your families, and kill 
the passover. 

22. And ye shall take a bunch of hyssop, and 
dip zt in the blood that zs in the basin, and strike 
the lintel and the two side posts with the blood 
that zs in the basin; and none of you shall go out 
at the door of his house until the morning. 

23. For the Lorp will pass through to smite 
the Egyptians; and when he seeth the blood upon 
the lintel, and on the two side posts, the Lorp 
wil pass over the door, and will not suffer the 
destroyer to come in unto your houses to smite 
you. 

24. And ye shall observe this thing for an 
ordinance to thee and to thy sons for ever. 

25. And it shall come to pass, when ye be 
come to the land which the Lorn will give you, 
according as he hath promised, that ye shall keep 
this service. 

26. And it shall come to pass, when your 
children shall say unto you, What mean ye by 
this service? 

27. That ye shall say, It 2s the sacrifice of the 
Lorp’s passover, who passed over the houses of 
the children of Israel in Egypt, when he smote 
the Egyptians, and delivered our houses. And 
the people bowed the head and worshipped. 

28. And the children of Israel went away, 
and did as the Lorp had commanded Moses and 
Aaron, so did they. 

29. § And it came to pass, that at midnight 
the Lorp smote all the firstborn in the land of 
Egypt, from the firstborn of Pharaoh that sat 
on his throne unto the firstborn of the captive 
that was in the dungeon; and all the firstborn 
of cattle. 

30. And Pharaoh rose up in the night, he, 
and all his servants, and all the Egyptians; and 
there was a great cry in Egypt: for there was not 
a house where there was not one dead. 

31. § And he called for Moses and Aaron by 
night, and said, Rise up, and get you forth from 
among my people, both ye and the children of 
Israel; and go, serve the Lorp, as ye have said. 

32. Also take your flocks and your herds, as 
ye have said, and be gone; and bless me also. 

33. And the Egyptians were urgent upon the 
Bes that they might send them out of the 
and in haste; for they said, We be all dead men. 

34. And the people took their dough before 
it was leavened, their kneadingtroughs being 
bound up in their clothes upon their shoulders. 

35. And the children of Israel did according 
to the word of Moses; and they borrowed of the 
Egyptians jewels of silver, and jewels of gold, 
and raiment: 
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36. And the Lorp gave the people favour in 
the sight of the Egyptians, so that they lent unto 
them such things as they required: and they spoiled 
the Egyptians. 

37. § And the children of Israel journeyed 
from Rameses to Succoth, about six hun- 
dred thousand on foot that were men, beside 
children. 

38. And a mixed multitude went up also 
with them; and flocks, and herds, even very 
much cattle. 

39. And they baked unleavened cakes of 
the dough which they brought forth out of 
Egypt, for it was not leavened; because they 
were thrust out of Egypt, and could not tarry, 
neither had they prepared for themselves any 
victual. 

40. § Now the sojourning of the children of 
Israel, who dwelt in Egypt, was four hundred 
and thirty years. 

41. And it came to pass at the end of the 
four hundred and thirty years, even the selfsame 
day it came to pass, that all the hosts of the Lorp 
went out from the land of Egypt. 

42. It is a night to be much observed unto 
the Lorp for bringing them out from the land 
of Egypt: this 2s that night of the Lorp to be 
observed of all the children of Israel in their 
generations. 

43. § And the Lorp said unto Moses and 
Aaron, This ts the ordinance of the passover: 
There shall no stranger eat thereof: 

44. But every man’s servant that is bought 
for money, when thou hast circumcised him, 
then shall he eat thereof. 

45. A foreigner and a hired servant shall not 
eat thereof. 

46. In one house shall it be eaten; thou shalt 
not carry forth aught of the flesh abroad out 
of the house; neither shall ye break a bone 
thereof. 

47. All the congregation of Israel shall keep it. 
48. And when a stranger shall sojourn with 

thee, and.will keep the passover to the Lorp, let 
all his males be circumcised, and then let him 
come near and keep it; and he shall be as one that 
is born in the land: for no uncircumcised person 
shall eat thereof. 

49. One law shall be to him that is home- 
born, and unto the stranger that sojourneth 
among you. 

50. ‘Thus did all the children of Israel; as 
the Lorp commanded Moses and Aaron, so did 
they. 

51. And it came to pass the selfsame day, 
that the Lorp did bring the children of Israel 
out of the land of Egypt by their armies. 

CHAPTER XIII 

ND the Lorp spake unto Moses, 
7 W)| saying, 

4 2. Sanctify unto me all the 
firstborn, whatsoever openeth 
the womb among the children 
of Israel, both of man and of 
beast: it 7s mine. 

3. § And Moses said unto the people, Remem- 
ber this day, in which ye came out from Egypt, 
out of the house of bondage; for by strength of 
hand the Lorp brought you out from this place: 
there shall no leavened bread be eaten. 

4. This day came ye out in the month 
Abib. 

5. § And it shall be when the Lorp shall bring 
thee into the land of the Canaanites, and the 
Hittites, and the Amorites, and the Hivites, 
and the Jebusites, which he sware unto thy 
father to give thee, a land flowing with milk and 
honey, that thou shalt keep this service in this 
month. 

6. Seven days thou shalt eat unleavened 
bread, and in the seventh day shall be a feast 
to the Lorp. 

7.. Unleavened bread shall be eaten seven 
days; and there shall no leavened bread be seen 
with thee, neither shall there be leaven seen with 
thee in all thy quarters. 

8. § And thou shalt shew thy son in that day, 
saying, This 1s done because of that which the 
Lorp did unto me when I came forth out of 

Egypt. 
9. And it shall be for a sign unto thee upon 

thine hand, and for a memorial between thine 
eyes, that the Lorp’s law may be in thy mouth: 
for with a strong hand hath the Lorp brought 
thee out of Egypt. 

10. Thou shalt therefore keep this ordinance 
in his season from year to year. 

11. § And it shall be when the Lorp shall 
bring thee into the land of the Canaanites, as he 
sware unto thee and to thy fathers, and shall 
give it thee, 

12. That thou shalt set apart unto the Lorp 
all that openeth the matrix, and every firstling 
that cometh of a beast which thou hast; the 
males shall be the Lorp’s. 

13. And every firstling of an ass thou shalt 
redeem with a lamb; and if thou wilt not redeem 
it, then thou shalt break his neck: and all the 
firstborn of man among thy children shalt thou 
redeem. 

14. § And it shall be when thy son asketh 
thee in time to come, saying, What is this? that 
thou shalt say unto him, By strength of hand 
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the Lorp brought us out from Egypt, from the 
house of bondage: 

15. And it came to pass, when Pharaoh 
would hardly let us go, that the Lorp slew all 
the firstborn in the land of Egypt, both the first- 
born of man, and the firstborn of beast: there- 
fore I sacrifice to the Lorp all that openeth 
the matrix, being males; but all the firstborn of 
my children I redeem. 

16. And it shall be for a token upon thine 
hand, and for frontlets between thine eyes: for 
by strength of hand the Lorp brought us forth 
out of Egypt: 

17. § And it came to pass, when Pharaoh had 
let the people go, that God led them not through 
the way of the land of the Philistines, although 
that was near; for God said, Lest peradventure 
the people repent when they see war, and they 
return to Egypt: 

18. But God led the people about, through 
the way of the wilderness of the Red sea: and 
the children of Israel went up harnessed out of 
the land of Egypt. 

19. And Moses took the bones of Joseph 
with him: for he had straitly sworn the children 
of Israel, saying, God will surely visit you; 
and ye shall carry up my bones away hence 
with you. 

20. ¢ And they took their journey from 
Succoth, and encamped in Etham, in the edge 
of the wilderness. ; 

21. And the Lorp went before them by day 
in a pillar of a cloud, to lead them the way; and 
by night in a pillar of fire, to give them light; to 
go by day and night. 

22. He took not away the pillar of the cloud 
by day, nor the pillar of fire by night, from before 
the people. 

CHAPTER XIV 

zee ND the Lorp spake unto Moses, 
(V7) saying, 

S¥| 2. Speak unto the children 
N/of Israel, that they turn and 
encamp before Pi-hahiroth, 

y| between Migdol and the sea, 
= 3| over against Baal-zephon: before 

it shall ye encamp by the sea. 
3. For Pharaoh will say of the children of 

Israel, They are entangled in the land, the 
wilderness hath shut them in. 

4. And I will harden Pharaoh’s heart, that 
he shall follow after them; and I will be honoured 
upon Pharaoh, and upon all his host; that the 
Egyptians may know that I am the Lorp. 
And they did so. 

5. § And it was told the king of Egypt that 
the people fled: and the heart of Pharaoh and 
of his servants was turned against the people, 
and they said, Why have we done this, that we 
have let Israel go from serving us? 

6. And he made ready his chariot, and took 
his people with him: 

7. And he took six hundred chosen chariots, 
and all the chariots of Egypt, and captains over 
every one of them. 

8. And the Lorp hardened the heart of 
Pharaoh king of Egypt, and he pursued after 

the children of Israel: and the children of Israel 
went out with a high hand. 

9. But the Egyptians pursued after them, 
all the horses and chariots of Pharaoh, and his 
horsemen, and his army, and overtook them 
encamping by the sea, beside Pi-hahiroth, before 
Baal-zephon. 

10. § And when Pharaoh drew nigh, the 
children of Israel lifted up their eyes, and, behold, 
the Egyptians marched after them; and they were 
sore afraid: and the children of Israel cried out 
unto the Lorp. 

11. And they said unto Moses, Because 
there were no graves in Egypt, hast thou taken 
us away to die in the wilderness? wherefore 
hast thou dealt thus with us, to carry us forth 
out of Egypt? 

12. Js not this the word that we did tell thee 
in Egypt, saying, Let us alone, that we may 
serve the Egyptians? For zt had been better for 
us to serve the Egyptians, than that we should 
die in the wilderness. 

13. §{ And Moses said unto the people, Fear 
ye not, stand still, and see the salvation of the 
Lorp, which he will shew to you to day: for 
the Egyptians whom ye have seen to day, 
ye shall see them again no more for ever. 

14. The Lorp shall fight for you, and ye shall 
hold your peace. 

15. § And the Lorp said unto Moses, Where- 
fore criest thou unto me? speak unto the children 
of Israel, that they go forward: 

16. But lift thou up thy rod, and stretch out 
thine hand over the sea, and divide it: and the 
children of Israel shall go on dry ground through 
the midst of the sea. 

17. And I, behold, I will harden the hearts 
of the Egyptians, and they shall follow them: 
and I will get me honour upon Pharaoh, and upon 
all his host, upon his shaoiet and upon his 
horsemen. 

18. And the Egyptians shall know that I am 
the Lorp, when I have gotten me honour upon 
Pharaoh, upon his chariots, and upon his horse- 
men. 
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19. § And the Angel of God, which went 
before the camp of Israel, removed and went 
behind them; and the pillar of the cloud went 
from before their face, and stood behind them: 

20. And it came between the camp of the 

midst of the sea upon the dry ground: and the 
waters were a wall unto them on their right 
hand, and on their left. 

23. § And the Egyptians pursued, and went 
in after them to the midst of the sea, even all

a ‘And Esau said to Jacob, Feed me, I pray thee, with that same 

red pottage; for I am faint: therefore was his name called Edom.” 

Egyptians and the camp of Israel; and it was a 
cloud and darkness to them, but it gave light by 
night to these: so that the one came not near the 
other all the night. 

21. And Moses stretched out his hand over 
the sea; and the Lorp caused the sea to go 
back by a strong east wind all that night, 
and made the sea dry land, and the waters were 
divided. 

22, And the children of Israel went into the 

Pharaoh’s horses, his chariots, and his horse- 
men. 

24. And it came to pass, that in the morn- 
ing watch the Lorp looked unto the host 
of the Egyptians through the pillar of fire 
and of the cloud, and troubled the host of the 
Egyptians, 

25. And took off their chariot wheels, that 
they drave them heavily: so that the Egyptians 
said, Let us flee from the face of Israel; for the 
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JACOB. Gen. xxv. 27. 

“And Jacob was a plain man, dwelling in tents.” 
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ISAAC SENDS ESAU TO HUNT. Gen. xxvii. 1. 

“And it came to pass, that when Isaac was old, and his eyes were dim, so that he could not see, he 

called Esau his eldest son, and said unto him, My son: and he said unto him, Behold, here am I.” 

Lorp fighteth for them against the Egyptians. 
26. § And the Lorp said unto Moses, Stretch 

out thine hand over the sea, that the waters 
may come again upon the Egyptians, upon their 
chariots, and upon their horsemen. 

27. And Moses stretched forth his hand over 
the sea, and the sea returned to his strength when 
the morning appeared; and the Egyptians fled 
against it; and the Lorp overthrew the Egyptians 
in the midst of the sea. 

28. And the waters returned, and covered the 
chariots, and the horsemen, and all the host of 
Pharaoh that came into the sea after them; 
there remained not so much as one of them. 

29. But the children of Israel walked upon 
dry land in the midst of the sea; and the waters 
were a wall unto them on their right hand, and 
on their left. 

30. ‘Thus the Lorp saved Israel that day 
out of the hand of the Egyptians; and Israel saw 
the Egyptians dead upon the sea shore. 

31. And Israel saw that great work which

the Lorp did upon the Egyptians: and the people 
feared the Lorp, and believed the Lorp, and 
his servant Moses. . 

CHAPTER XV 

moa |HEN sang Moses and the chil- 
X m Wj| dren of Israel this song unto the 

Lorp, and spake, saying, I will 
| sing unto the Lorp, for he hath 
triumphed gloriously: the horse 
and his rider hath he thrown 

OO DOBORO S| into the sea. 
2. The Lorp is my strength and song, and 

he is become my salvation: he is my God, and I 
will prepare him a habitation; my father’s God, 
and [ will exalt him. 

3. The Lorp is a man of war: the Lorp is 
his name. 

4. Pharaoh’s chariots and his host hath he 
cast into the sea: his chosen captains also are 
drowned in the Red sea. 
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5. The depths have covered them: they sank 
into the bottom as a stone. 

6. Thy right hand, O Lorp, is become 
glorious in power: thy right hand, O Lorn, hath 
dashed in pieces the enemy. 

7. And in the greatness of thine excellency 
thou hast overthrown them that rose up against 
thee: thou sentest forth thy wrath, which con- 
sumed them as stubble. 

8. And with the blast of thy nostrils the 
waters were gathered together, the floods stood 
upright as a heap, and the depths were con- 
gealed in the heart of the sea. 

9. The enemy said, I will pursue, I will over- 
take, I will divide the spoil; my lust shall be 
satisfied upon them; I sal draw my sword, my 
hand shall destroy them. 

10. Thou didst blow with thy wind, the sea 
covered them: they sank as lead in the mighty 
waters. 

11. Who zs like unto thee, O Lorp, among 
the gods? who 7s like thee, glorious in holiness, 
fearful 7 praises, doing wonders? 

12. Thou stretchedst out thy right hand, 
the earth swallowed them. 

13. Thou in thy mercy hast led forth the 
people which thou hast redeemed: thou hast 
guided them in thy strength unto thy holy habi- 
tation. 

14. The people shall hear, and be afraid: 
sorrow shall take hold on the inhabitants of 
Palestina. 

15. Then the dukes of Edom shall be amazed; 
the mighty men of Moab, trembling shall take 
hold upon them; all the inhabitants of Canaan 
shall melt away. 3 

16. Fear and dread shall fall upon them; 
by the greatness of thine arm they shall be as 
still as a stone; till thy people pass over, O Lorp, 
till the people pass over, which thou hast pur- 
chased. 

17. Thou shalt bring them in, and plant them 
in the mountain of thine inheritance, 7n the 
place, O Lorp, which thou hast made for thee 
to dwell.in; in the Sanctuary, O Lorp, which 
thy hands have established. 

18. ‘The Lorp shall reign for ever and ever. 
19. For the horse of Pharaoh went in with 

his chariots and with his horsemen into the sea, 
and the Lorp brought again the waters of the 
sea upon them; but the children of Israel went on 
dry land in the midst of the sea. 

20. 4 And Miriam the prophetess, the sister 
of Aaron, took a timbrel in her hand; and all 
the women went out after her with timbrels and 
with dances. 

21. And Miriam answered them, Sing ye to 

the Lorp, for he hath triumphed gloriously: the 
horse and his rider hath he thrown into the sea. 

22. So Moses brought Israel from the Red 
sea, and they went out into the wilderness of 
Shur; and they went three days in the wilder- 
ness, and found no water. 

23. § And when they came to Marah, they 
could not drink of the waters of Marah, for 
they were bitter: therefore the name of it was 
called Marah. 

24. And the people murmured against Moses, 
saying, What shall we drink? 

25. And he cried unto the Lorp; and the 
Lorp shewed him a tree, which when he had cast 
into the waters, the waters were made sweet: 
there he made for them a statute and an ordi- 
nance, and there he proved them, 

26. And said, If thou wilt diligently hearken 
to the voice of the Lorp thy God, and wilt do that 
which is right in his sight, and wilt give ear to his 
commandments, and keep all his statutes, I will 
put none of these diseases upon thee, which I 
have brought upon the Egyptians: for I am 
the Lorn that healeth thee. | 

27. § And they came to Elim, where were 
twelve wells of water, and threescore and ten 
palm trees: and they encamped there by the 
waters. 

CHAPTER XVI 

m| ND they took their journey from 
4e}i| Elim, and all the congregation 

of the children of Israel came 
unto the wilderness of Sin, 
which ts between Elim and Sinai, 

Yon the fifteenth day of ‘the 
K}second month after their 

departing out of the land of Egypt. 
2. And the whole congregation of the children 

of Israel murmured against Moses and Aaron in 
the wilderness: 

3. And the children of Israel said unto them, 
Would to God we had died by the hand of the 
Lorp in the land of Egypt, when we sat by the 
flesh pots, and when we did eat bread to the full; 
for ye have brought us forth into this wilderness, 
to kill this whole assembly with hunger. 

4. § Then said the Lorp unto Moses, Behold, 
I will rain bread from heaven for you; and the 
people shall go out and gather a certain rate 
every day, that I may prove them, whether they 
will walk in my law, or no. 

5. And it shall come to pass, that on the 
sixth day they shall prepare that which they 
bring in; and it shall be twice as much as they 
gather daily. 
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JACOB DECEIVES ISAAC. Gen. xxvii. 21. 

**And Isaac said unto Jacob, Come near, I pray thee, that I may 

feel thee, my son, whether thou be my very son Esau or not.” 

6. And Moses and Aaron said unto all the 
children of Israel, At even, then ye shall know 
that the Lorp hath brought you out from the 
land of Egypt: 

7. And in the morning, then ye shall see the 
glory of the Lorp; for that he heareth your 
murmurings against the Lorp: and what are we, 
that ye murmur against us? 

8. And Moses said, This shall be, when the 
Lorp shall give you in the evening flesh to eat, 
and in the morning bread to the full; for that 
the Lorp heareth your murmurings which ye 
murmur against him: and what are we? your 
murmurings are not against us, but against the 
Lorp. 

9. 4 And Moses spake unto Aaron, Say unto 
all the congregation of the children of Israel, 
Come near before the Lorp: for he hath heard 
your murmurings. 

10. And it came to pass, as Aaron spake 

(14*) 

unto the whole congregation of the children of 
Israel, that they looked toward the wilderness, 
and, behold, the glory of the Lorp appeared in 
the cloud. 

11. § And the Lorp spake unto Moses, 
saying, 

12. I have heard the murmurings of the 
children of Israel: speak unto them, saying, At 
even ye shall eat flesh, and in the morning ye 
shall be filled with bread; and ye shall know 
that I am the Lorp your God. 

13. And it came to pass, that at even the 
quails came up, and covered the camp: and in 
the morning the dew lay round about the host. 

14. And when the dew that lay was gone 
up, behold, upon the face of the wilderness there 
lay a small round thing, as small as the hoar frost 
on the ground. 

15. And when the children of Israel saw %, 
they said one to another, It 7s manna: for they 
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wist not what it was. And Moses said unto 
them, This 7s the bread which the Lorp hath 
given you to eat. 

16. § This 2s the thing which the Lorp 
hath commanded, Gather of it every man 
according to his eating, an omer for every 
man, according to the number of your persons; 
take ye every man for them which are in his 
tents. ; 

17. And the children of Israel did so, and 
gathered, some more, some less. 

18. And when they did mete 7 with an omer, 
he that gathered much had nothing over, 
and he that gathered little had no lack; they gath- 
ered every man according to his eating. 

19. And Moses said, Let no man leave of 
it till the morning. 

20. Notwithstanding they hearkened not unto 
Moses; but some of them left of it until the 
morning, and it bred worms, and stank: and 
Moses was wroth with them. 

21. And they gathered it every morning, 
every man according to his eating: and when 
the sun waxed hot, it melted. 

22. § And it came to pass, that on the sixth 
day they gathered twice as much bread, two 
omers for one man: and all the rulers of the 
congregation came and told Moses. 

23. And he said unto them, This zs that which 
the Lorp hath said, ‘To morrow is the rest of 
the holy sabbath unto the Lorn: bake that which 
ye will bake to day, and seethe that ye will seethe; 
and that which remaineth over lay up for you 
to be kept until the morning. 

24. And they laid it up till the morning, as 
Moses bade: and it did not stink, neither was 
there any worm therein. 

25. And Moses said, Eat that to day; for 
to day is a sabbath unto the Lorp: to day ye 
shall not find it in the field. 

26. Six days we shall gather it; but on the 
seventh day, which is the sabbath, in it there 
shall be none. 

27. § And it came to pass, that there went out 
some of the people on the seventh day for to 
gather, and they found none. 

28. And the Lorp said unto Moses, How 
long refuse ye to keep my commandments and 
my laws? 

29. See, for that the Lorp hath given you the 
sabbath, therefore he giveth you on the sixth day 
the bread of two days: abide ye every man in his 
place, let no man go out of his place on the 
seventh day. 

30. So the people rested on the seventh day. 
31. And the house of Israel called the name 

thereof Manna: and it was like coriander seed, 

white; and the taste of it was like wafers made 
with honey. 

32. § And Moses said, This 2s the thing which 
the Lorp commandeth, Fill an omer of it to be 
kept for your generations; that they may see the 
bread wherewith I have fed you in the wilderness, 
when I brought you forth from the land of Egypt. 

33. And Moses said unto Aaron, Take a pot, 
and put an omer full of manna therein, and lay it 
up before the Lorp, to be kept for your genera- 
tions. 

34. As the Lorp commanded Moses, so Aaron 
laid it up before the Testimony, to be kept. 

35. And the children of Israel did eat manna 
forty years, until they came to a land inhabited: 
they did eat manna, until they came unto the 
borders of the land of Canaan. 

36. Now an omer is the tenth part of an 
ephah. 

CHAPTER XVII 

ZIND all the congregation of 
“4! the children of Israel journeyed 

from the wilderness of Sin, 
j| after their journeys, according 

(S41 to the commandment of the 
4) Lorn, and pitched in Rephidim: 

SAA and there was no water for 
the people to drink. 

2. Wherefore the people did chide with 
Moses, and said, Give us water that we may 
drink. And Moses said unto them, Why chide 
ye with me? wherefore do ye tempt the Lorp? 

3. And the people thirsted there for water; 
and the people murmured against Moses, and 
said, Wherefore zs this that thou hast brought us 
up out of Egypt, to kill us and our children and 
our cattle with thirst? 
_ 4, And Moses cried unto the Lorp, saying, 
What shall I do unto this people? they be almost 
ready to stone me. 

5. And the Lorp said unto Moses, Go on 
before the people, and take with thee of the elders 
of Israel; and thy rod, wherewith thou smotest 
the river, take in thine hand, and go. 

6. Behold, I will stand before thee there upon 
the rock in Horeb; and thou shalt smite the rock, 
and there shall come water out of it, that the 
people may drink. And Moses did so in the sight 
of the elders of Israel. 

7. And he called the name of the place 
Massah, and Meribah, because of the chiding of 
the children of Israel, and because they tempted 
the Lorp, saying, Is the LorpD among us, or not? 

8. § Then came Amalek, and fought with 
Israel in Rephidim. 
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9. And Moses said unto Joshua, Choose us 
out men, and go out, fight with Amalek: to 
morrow I will stand on the top of the hill with the 
rod of God in mine hand. 

10. So Joshua did as Moses had said to him, 
and fought with Amalek: and Moses, Aaron, and 
Hur went up to the top of the hill. 

11. And it came to pass, when Moses held up 
his hand, that Israel prevailed: and when he let 
down his hand, Amalek prevailed. 

12. But Moses’ hands were heavy; and they 
took a stone, and put t¢ under him, and he sat 
thereon; and Aaron and Hur stayed up his hands, 
the one on the one side, and the other on the other 
side; and his hands were steady until the going 
down of the sun. 

13. And Joshua discomfited Amalek and his 
people with the edge of the sword. 

14. And the Lorp said unto Moses, Write 
this for a memorial in a book, and rehearse 
i in the ears of Joshua: for I will utterly put 
out the remembrance of Amalek from under 
heaven. 

15. And Moses built an altar, and called the 
name of it JEHOVAH-niss1: 

16. For he said, Because the Lorp hath sworn 
that the Lorp will have war with Amalek from 
generation to generation. 

CHAPTER XVIII 

@y|HEN Jethro, the priest of Mid- 
«| ian, Moses’ father in law, heard 
4! of all that God had done for 

| Moses, and for Israel his people, 
\ KA FSi and that the Lorp had brought 
wis PAO) Mea) Israel out of Egypt; 

FRI RI TIN 2. Then Jethro, Moses’ 
father in law, took Zipporah, Moses’ wife, after 
he had sent her back, 

3. And her two sons; of which the name of the 
one was Gershom; for he said, I have been an 
alien in a strange land: 

4. And the name of the other was Eliezer; for 
the God of my father, said he, was mine help, and 
delivered me from the sword of Pharaoh: 

5. And Jethro, Moses’ father in law, came 
with his sons and his wife unto Moses into the 
wilderness, where he encamped at the mount of 
God: 

6. And he said unto Moses, I thy father in law 
Jethro am come unto thee, and thy wife, and her 
two sons with her. 

7. § And Moses went out to meet his father in 
law, and did obeisance, and kissed him; and they 
asked each other of their welfare; and they came 
into the tent. 

8. And Moses told his father in law all that 
the Lorp had done unto Pharaoh and to the 
Egyptians for Israel’s sake, and all the travail 
that had come upon them by the way, and how 
the Lorp delivered them. 

9. And Jethro rejoiced for all the goodness 
which the Lorp had done to Israel, whom he had 
delivered out of the hand of the Egyptians. 

10. And Jethro said, Blessed be the Lorp, 
who hath delivered you out of the hand of the 
Egyptians, and out of the hand of Pharaoh, who 
hath delivered the people from under the hand 
of the Egyptians. 

11. Now I know that the Lorp ¢ts greater 
than all gods: for in the thing wherein they dealt 
proudly he was above them. 

12. And Jethro, Moses’ father in law, took a 
burnt offering and sacrifices for God: and Aaron 
came, and all the elders of Israel, to eat bread 
with Moses’ father in law before God. 

13. § And it came to pass on the morrow, that 
Moses sat to judge the people: and the people 
stood by Moses from the morning unto the 
evening. 

14. And when Moses’ father in law saw all 
that he did to the people, he said, What 7s this 
thing that thou doest to the people? Why sittest 
thou thyself alone, and all the people stand by 
thee from morning unto even? 

15. And Moses said unto his father in law, 
Because the people come unto me to inquire of 
God:

25. And thou shalt receive them of their 
hands, and burn them upon the altar for a burnt 
offering, for a sweet savour before the Lorp: it 
is an offering made by fire unto the Lorp. 

26. And thou shalt take the breast of the ram 
of Aaron’s consecration, and wave it for a wave 
offering before the Lorv: and it shall be thy ie 

27. And thou shalt sanctify the breast of the 
wave offering, and the shoulder of the heave 
offering, which is waved, and which is heaved up, 
of the ram of the consecration, even of that which 
is for Aaron, and of that which is for his sons: 

28. And it shall be Aaron’s and his sons’ by 
a statute for ever from the children of Israel; for 
it is a heave offering: and it shall be a heave 
offering from the children of Israel of the sacrifice 
of their peace offerings, even their heave offering 
unto the Lorp. 

29. § And the holy garments of Aaron shall 
be his sons’ after him, to be anointed therein, and 
to be consecrated in them. 

30. And that son that is priest in his stead 
shall put them on seven days, when he cometh 
into the tabernacle of the congregation to minis- 
ter in the holy place. 

31. § And thou shalt take the ram of the con- 
secration, and seethe his flesh in the holy place. 

32. And Aaron and his sons shall eat the flesh 
of the ram, and the bread that zs in the basket, by 
the door of the tabernacle of the congregation. 

33. And they shall eat those things wherewith 
the atonement was made, to consecrate and to 

sanctify them: but a stranger shall not eat thereof, 
because they are holy. 

34. And if aught of the flesh of the consecra- 
tions, or of the bread, remain unto the morning, 
then thou shalt burn the remainder with fire: it 
shall not be eaten, because it zs holy. 

35. And thus shalt thou do unto Aaron, and 
to his sons, according to all things which I have 
commanded thee: seven days shalt thou conse- 
crate them. 

36. And thou shalt offer every day a bullock 
for a sin offering for atonement: and thou shalt 
cleanse the altar, when thou hast made an 
atonement for it, and thou shalt anoint it, to 
sanctify it. 

37. Seven days thou shalt make an atonement 
for the altar, and sanctify it; and it shall be an 
altar most holy: whatsoever toucheth the altar 
shall be holy. 

38. § Now this ts that which thou shalt offer 
‘upon the altar: two lambs of the first year day by 
day continually. 

39. The one lamb thou shalt offer in the 
morning; and the other lamb thou shalt offer at 
even: | 
40. And with the one lamb a tenth deal of 

flour mingled with the fourth part of a hin of 
beaten oil; and the fourth part of a hin of wine 
jor a drink offering. 

41. And the other lamb thou shalt offer at 
even, and shalt do thereto according to the 
meat offering of the morning, and according to 
the drink offering thereof, for a sweet savour, 
an offering made by fire unto the Lorp. 

42. This shall be a continual burnt offering 
throughout your generations at the door of the 
tabernacle of the congregation before the Lorp, 
where I will meet you, to speak there unto thee. 

43. And there I will meet with the children 
of Israel, and the tabernacle shall be sanctified by 
my glory. 

44. And I will sanctify the tabernacle of the 
congregation, and the altar: I will sanctify also 
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both Aaron and his sons, to minister to me in the 
priest’s office. 

45. § And I will dwell among the children of 
Israel, and will be their God. 

46. And they shall know that I am the Lorp 
their God, that brought them forth out of the 
land of Egypt, that I may dwell among them: 
I am the Lorp their God. 

CHAPTER XXX

3. And thou shalt overlay it with pure gold, 
the top thereof, and the sides thereof round about, 
and the horns thereof; and thou shalt make unto 
it a crown of gold round about. 

4. And two golden rings shalt thou make to 
it under the crown of it, by the two corners 
thereof, upon the two sides of it shalt thou make 
it; and they shall be for places for the staves to 
bear it withal. 

5. And thou shalt make the staves of shittim 
wood, and overlay them with gold. 

6. And thou shalt put it before the vail that 
is by the ark of the testimony, before the mercy 
seat that vs over the testimony, where I will meet 
with thee. 

7. And Aaron shall burn thereon sweet 
incense every morning: when he dresseth the 
lamps, he shall burn incense upon it. 

8. And when Aaron lighteth the lamps at 
even, he shall burn incense upon it, a perpetual 
incense before the Lorp throughout your genera- 
tions. 

9. Ye shall offer no strange incense thereon, 
nor burnt sacrifice, nor meat offering; neither 
shall ye pour drink offering thereon. 

10. And Aaron shall make an atonement upon 
the horns of it once in a year with the blood of the 
sin offering of atonements; once in the year shall 
he make atonement upon it throughout your 
generations: it 7s most holy unto the Lorp. 

11. § And the Lorp spake unto Moses, saying, 
12. When thou takest the sum of the children 

of Israel after their number, then shall they give 
every man a ransom for his soul unto the Lorp, 
when thou numberest them; that there be no 
plague among them, when thou numberest them. 

13. This they shall give, every one that pass- 
eth among them that are numbered, half a shekel 

after the shekel of the sanctuary: (a shekel 7s 
twenty gerahs:) a half shekel shall be the offering 
of the Lorn. 

14. Every one that passeth among them that 
are numbered, from twenty years old and above, 
shall give an offering unto the Lorp.

21. So they shall wash their hands and their 
feet, that they die not: and it shall be a statute 
for ever to them, even to him and to his seed 
throughout their generations. 

22. § Moreover the Lorp spake unto Moses, 
saying, 

23. ‘Take thou also unto thee principal spices, 
of pure myrrh five hundred shekels, and of sweet 
cinnamon half so much, even two hundred and 
fifty shekels, and of sweet calamus two hundred 
and fifty shekels, 

24. And of cassia five hundred shekels, after 
the shekel of the sanctuary, and of oil olive a hin: 

25. And thou shalt make it an oil of holy 
ointment, an ointment compound after the art 
of the apothecary: it shall be a holy anointing oil. 

26. And thou shalt anoint the tabernacle of 
the congregation therewith, and the ark of the tes- 
timony, 

27. And the table and all his vessels, and the 
candlestick and his vessels, and the altar of

29. And thou shalt sanctify them, that they 
may be most holy: whatsoever toucheth them 
shall be holy.

Seven days thou shalt eat unleay- 
ened bread, as I commanded thee, in the time 
of the month Abib: for in the month Abib thou 
camest out from Egypt. 

19. All that openeth the matrix zs mine; 
and every firstling among thy cattle, whether 
ox or sheep, that 2s male. 

20. But the firstling of an ass thou shalt 
redeem with a lamb: and if thou redeem him not, 
then shalt thou break his neck.

28. And he was there with the Lorp forty 
days and forty nights; he did neither eat bread, 
nor drink water. And he wrote upon the tables

29. § And it came to pass, when Moses came 
down from mount Sinai with the two tables of 
testimony in Moses’ hand, when he came down 
from the mount, that Moses wist not that the 
skin of his face shone while he talked with him. 

30. And when Aaron and all the children 
of Israel saw Moses, behold, the skin of his 
face shone; and they were afraid to come nigh 
him. 

31. And Moses called unto them; and Aaron 
and all the rulers of the congregation returned 
unto him: and Moses talked with them. 

32. And afterward all the children of Israel 
came nigh: and he gave them in commandment 
all that the Lorp had spoken with him in mount 
Sinal. 

33. And till Moses had done speaking with 
them, he put a vail on his face. 

34. But when Moses went in before the Lorp 
to speak with him, he took the vail off, until he 
came out. And he came out, and spake unto the 
children of Israel that which he was commanded.

10. And every wise hearted among you shall 
come, and make all that the Lorp hath com- 
manded; 

11. The tabernacle, his tent, and his cover- 
ing, his taches, and his boards, his bars, his 
pillars, and his sockets; 

12. The ark, and the staves thereof, with 
the mercy seat, and the vail of the covering; 

13. The table, and his staves, and all his 
vessels, and the shewbread; 

14. The candlestick also for the light, and 
his furniture, and his lamps, with the oil for the 
light; 

15. And the incense altar, and his staves, 
and the anointing oil, and the sweet incense, 
and the hanging for the door at the entering in 
of the tabernacle; 

16. The altar of burnt offering, with his 
brazen grate, his staves, and all his vessels, the 
laver and his foot; 

17. The hangings of the court, his pillars, 
and their sockets, and the hanging for the door 
of the court; 

18. The pins of the tabernacle, and the pins 
of the court, and their cords; 

19. The cloths of service, to do service in 
the holy place, the holy garments for Aaron the 
priest, and the garments of his sons, to minister 
in the priest’s office. 

20. ¥ And all the congregation of the children 
of Israel departed from the presence of Moses. 

21. And they came, every one whose heart 
stirred him up, and every one whom his spirit 
made willing, and they brought the Lorp’s 
offering to the work of the tabernacle of the con- 
gregation, and for all his service, and for the holy 
garments. : 

22. And they came, both men and women, 
as many as were willing hearted, and brought 
bracelets, and earrings, and_ rings, and 
tablets, all jewels of gold: and every man 
that offered, offered an offering of gold unto the 
Lorp.

And all the women whose heart stirred 
them up in wisdom spun goats’ hair. 

27. And the rulers brought onyx stones, and 
stones to be set, for the ephod, and for the breast- 
plate; 

28. And spice, and oil for the light, and for 
the anointing oil, and for the sweet incense. 

29. The children of Israel brought a willing 
offering unto the Lorp, every man and woman, 
whose heart made them willing to bring for all 
manner of work, which the Lorp had commanded 
to be made by the hand of Moses. 

30. § And Moses said unto the children of 
Israel, See, the Lorp hath called by name Beza- 
leel the son of Uri, the son of Hur, of the tribe of 
Judah; 

31. And he hath filled him with the spirit of 
God, in wisdom, in understanding, and in 
knowledge, and in all manner of workmanship; 

32. And to devise curious works, to work in 
gold, and in silver, and in brass, 

33. And in the cutting of stones, to set them, 
and in carving of wood, to make any manner of 
cunning work. : 

34. And he hath put in his heart that he may 
teach, both he, and Aholiab, the son of Ahisamach, 
of the tribe of Dan. 

35. Them hath he filled with wisdom of heart, 
to work all manner of work, of the engraver, and 
of the cunning workman, and of the embroiderer, 
in blue, and in purple, in scarlet, and in fine linen, 
and of the weaver, even of them that do any work, 
and of those that devise cunning work.

21. ‘The length of a board was ten cubits, and 
the breadth of the board one cubit and a half. 

22. One board had two tenons, equally dis- 
tant one from another: thus did he make for all 
the boards of the tabernacle. 

23. And he made boards for the tabernacle; 
twenty boards for the south side southward: 

24. And forty sockets of silver he made under 
the twenty boards; two sockets under one board 
for his two tenons, and two sockets under another 
board for his two tenons. 

25. And for the other side of the tabernacle, 
which is toward the north corner, he made twenty 
boards, 

26. And their forty sockets of silver; two 
sockets under one board, and two sockets under 
another board.

5. And thou shalt set the altar of gold for 
the incense before the ark of the testimony, 
and put the hanging of the door to the taber- 
nacle. 

6. And thou shalt set the altar of the burnt

offering before the door of the tabernacle of 
the tent of the congregation. 

7. And thou shalt set the laver between the 
tent of the congregation and the altar, and shalt 
put water therein. 

8. And thou shalt set up the court round 
about, and hang up the hanging at the court 
ate. 

: 9. And thou shalt take the anointing oil, and 
anoint the tabernacle, and all that zs therein, 
and shalt hallow it, and all the vessels thereof: 
and it shall be holy. 

10. And thou shalt anoint the altar of the 
burnt offering, and all his vessels, and sanctify 
the altar: and it shall be an altar most holy. 

11. And thou shalt anoint the laver and his 
foot, and sanctify it. 

12. And thou shalt bring Aaron and his sons 
unto the door of the tabernacle of the congre- 
gation, and wash them with water. 
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13. And thou shalt put upon Aaron the holy 
garments, and anoint him, and sanctify him; 
that he may minister unto me in the priest’s 
office. 

14. And thou shalt bring his sons, and clothe 
them with coats: 

15. And thou shalt anoint them, as thou 
didst anoint their father, that they may minister 
unto me in the priest’s office: for their anointing 
shall surely be an everlasting priesthood through- 
out their generations. 

16, Thus did Moses: according to all that 
the Lorp commanded him, so did he.

28. § And he set up the hanging at the door 
of the tabernacle. 

29. And he put the altar of burnt offering 
by the door of the tabernacle of the tent of the 
congregation, and offered upon it the burnt 
offering and the meat offering; as the Lorp 
commanded Moses. 

30. § And he set the laver between the tent 
of the congregation and the altar, and put water 
there, to wash withal. 

31. And Moses and Aaron and his sons 
washed their hands and their feet thereat: 

32. When they went into the tent of the con- 
gregation, and when they came near unto the 
altar, they washed; as the Lorp commanded 
Moses. 

33. And he reared up the court round about 
the tabernacle and the altar, and set up the 
hanging of the court gate. So Moses finished 
the work. 

34. § Then a cloud covered the tent of the 
congregation, and the glory of the Lorp filled 
the tabernacle. 

35. And Moses was not able to enter into 
the tent of the congregation, because the cloud 
abode thereon, and the glory of the Lorp filled 
the tabernacle. 

36. And when the cloud was taken up from 
over the tabernacle, the children of Israel went 
onward in all their journeys: 

37. But if the cloud were not taken up, then 
they journeyed not till the day that it was taken 
up. 

38. For the cloud of the Lorp was upon the 
tabernacle by day, and fire was on it by night, 
in the sight of all the house of Israel, throughout 
all their journeys.

4. And he shall put his hand upon the head 
of the burnt offering; and it shall be accepted 
for him to make atonement for him. 

5. And he shall kill the bullock before the 
Lorp: and the priests, Aaron’s sons, shall bring 
the blood, and sprinkle the blood round about 
upon the altar that 7s by the door of the taber- 
nacle of the congregation. 

6. And he shall flay the burnt offering, and 
cut it into his pieces. 

7. And the sons of Aaron the priest shall put 
fire upon the altar, and lay the wood in order 
upon the fire: 

8. And the priests, Aaron’s sons, shall lay 
the parts, the head, and the fat, in order upon the 
wood that zs on the fire which 7s upon the altar: 

9. But his inwards and his legs shall he wash 
in water: and the priest shall burn all on the 
altar, to be a burnt sacrifice, an offering made by 
fire, of a sweet savour unto the Lorp. 

10. § And if his offering be of the flocks, 
namely, of the sheep, or of the goats, for a burnt 
sacrifice; he shall bring it a male without blemish. 

11. And he shall kill it on the side of the altar 
northward before the Lorp: and the priests, 
Aaron’s sons, shall sprinkle his blood round about 
upon the altar.

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him; and the assembly was gathered together 
unto the door of the tabernacle of the congrega- 
tion. 

5. And Moses said unto the congregation, 
This is the thing which the Lorp commanded 
to be done. 

6. And Moses brought Aaron and his sons, 
and washed them with water. 

7. And he put upon him the coat, and girded 
him with the girdle, and clothed him with the 
robe, and put the ephod upon him, and he girded 
him with the curious girdle of the ephod, and 
bound zt unto him therewith. 

8. And he put the breastplate upon him: 
also he put in the breastplate the Urim and the 
Thummim. 

9. And he put the mitre upon his head; also 
upon the mitre, even upon his forefront, did he 
put the golden plate, the holy crown; as the 
Lorp commanded Moses.

savour, and an offering made by fire unto the 
Lorp; as the Lorp commanded Moses. 

22. § And he brought the other ram, the ram 
of consecration: and Aaron and his sons laid their 
hands upon the head of the ram. 

23. And he slew it; and Moses took of the 
blood of it, and put 2 upon the tip of Aaron’s 
right ear, and upon the thumb of his right hand, 
and upon the great toe of his right foot. 

24. And he brought Aaron’s sons, and Moses 
put of the blood upon the tip of their right ear, 
and upon the thumbs of their right hands, and 
upon the great toes of their right feet: and Moses 
sprinkled the blood upon the altar round about. 

25. And he took the fat, and the rump, and 
all the fat that was upon the inwards, and the 
caul above the liver, and the two kidneys, and 
their fat, and the right shoulder:

12. And he slew the burnt offering; and 
Aaron’s sons presented unto him the blood, 
which he sprinkled round about upon the altar. 

13. And they presented the burnt offering 
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unto him, with the pieces thereof, and the head: 
and he burnt them upon the altar. 

14. And he did wash the inwards and the legs, 
and burnt them upon the burnt offering on the 
altar. 

15. § And he brought the people’s offering, 
and took the goat, which was the sin offering 
for the people, and slew it, and offered it for sin, 
as the first. 

16. And he brought the burnt offering, and 
offered it according to the manner. 

17. And he brought the meat offering, and 
took a handful thereof, and burnt 7t# upon 
the altar, besides the burnt sacrifice of the 
morning.

20. And they put the fat upon the breasts, 
and he burnt the fat upon the altar:

10. And that ye may put difference between 
holy and unholy, and between unclean and 
clean; 

11. And that ye may teach the children of 
Israel all the statutes which the Lorp hath 
spoken unto them by the hand of Moses. 

12. § And Moses spake unto Aaron, and unto 
Eleazar and unto Ithamar, his sons that were left, 
Take the meat offering that remaineth of the 
offerings of the Lorp made by fire, and eat it 
without leaven beside the altar: for it 2s most 
holy.

waters, in the seas, and in the rivers, them shall 
ye eat. : 

10. And all that have not fins and scales in 
the seas, and in the rivers, of all that move 

in the waters, and of any living thing which ¢s in 
the waters, they shall be an abomination unto 
you: 

11. They shall be even an abomination unto 
fous ye shall not eat of their flesh, but ye shall 
ave their carcasses in abomination.

27. And whatsoever goeth upon his paws, 
among all manner of beasts that go on all 
four, those are unclean unto you: whoso 
toucheth their careass shall be unclean until 
the even. 

28. And he that beareth the carcass of them 
shall wash his clothes, and be unclean until the 
even: they are unclean unto you. 

29. | These also shall be unclean unto you 
among the creeping things that creep upon the 
earth; the weasel, and the mouse, and the tor- 
toise after his kind, 

30. And the ferret, and the chameleon, and 
the lizard, and the snail, and the mole. 

31. ‘These are unclean to you among all that 
creep: whosoever doth touch them, when they 
be dead, shall be unclean until the even. 

32. And upon whatsoever any of them, when 
they are dead, doth fall, it shall be unclean; 
whether zt be any vessel of wood, or raiment, or 
skin, or sack, whatsoever vessel zt be, wherein 
any work is done, it must be put into water, and 
it shall be unclean until the even; so it shall be 
cleansed.

36. Nevertheless a fountain or pit, wherein 
there is plenty of water, shall be clean: but 
that which toucheth their carcass shall be 
unclean.

38. But if any water be put upon the seed, 
and any part of their carcass aT thereon, it shall 
be unclean unto you. 

39. And if any beast, of which ye may eat, 
die; he that toucheth the carcass thereof shall be 
unclean until the even. 

40. And he that eateth of the carcass of 
it shall wash his clothes, and be unclean until 
the even: he also that beareth the carcass of it 
shall wash his clothes, and be unclean until the 
even. 

41. And every creeping thing that creepeth 
upon the earth shall be an abomination; it shall 
not be eaten.

4. And these were their names: Of the tribe 
of Reuben, Shammua the son of Zaccur. 

5. Of the tribe of Simeon, Shaphat the son 
of Hori. 

6. Of the tribe of Judah, Caleb the son of 
Jephunneh. 

7. Of the tribe of Issachar, Igal the son of 
Joseph. 

10. Of the tribe of Zebulun, Gaddiel the son 
of Sodi. 

11. Of the tribe of Joseph, namely, of the 
tribe of Manasseh, Gaddi the son of Susi. 

12. Of the tribe of Dan, Ammiel the son of 
Gemalli. 

13. Of the tribe of Asher, Sethur the son of 
Michael. 
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14. Of the tribe of Naphtali, Nahbi the son 
of Vophsi. 

15. Of the tribe of Gad, Geuel the son of

16. These are the names of the men which 
Moses sent to spy out the land. And Moses 
called Oshea the son of Nun, Jehoshua. 

17. § And Moses sent them to spy out the 
land of Canaan, and said unto them, Get you 
up this way southward, and go up into the 
mountain: 

18. And see the land, what it zs; and the 
people that dwelleth therein, whether they be 
strong or weak, few or many; 

19. And what the land is that they dwell in, 
whether it be good or bad; and what cities they 
be that they dwell in, whether in tents, or in 
strong holds; 

20. And what the land zs, whether it be fat or 
lean, whether there be wood therein, or not. 
And be ye of good courage, and bring of the 
fruit of the land. Now the time was the time 
of the first ripe grapes. 

21. § So they went up, and searched the land 
from the wilderness of Zin unto Rehob, as men 
come to Hamath.

32. And they brought up an evil report of 
the land which they had searched unto the 
children of Israel, saying, The land, through 
which we have gone to search it, is a land 
that eateth up the inhabitants thereof; and 
all the people that we saw in it are men of 
a great stature.

5. Then Moses and Aaron fell on their faces 
before all the assembly of the congregation of 
the children of Israel. 

6. € And Joshua the son of Nun, and Caleb 
the son of Jephunneh, which were of them that 
searched the land, rent their clothes: 

7. And they spake unto all the company of 
the children of Israel, saying, The land, which 
we passed through to search it, 7s an exceeding 
good land. 

8. If the Lorp delight in us, then he will 
bring us into this land, and give it us; a land 
which floweth with milk and honey.

7. And for a drink offering thou shalt offer 
the third part of a hin of wine, for a sweet savour 
unto the Lorp. 

8. And when thou preparest a bullock jor 
a burnt offering, or for a sacrifice in performing 
a vow, or peace offerings unto the Lorp; 

9. Then shall he bring with a bullock a meat 
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offering of three tenth deals of flour, mingled 
with half a hin of oil. . 

10. And thou shalt bring for a drink offering 
half a hin of wine, for an offering made by fire, 
of a sweet savour unto the Lorp. 

11. Thus shall it be done for one bullock, 
or for one ram, or for a lamb, or a kid.

7. Therefore thou and thy sons with thee 
shall keep your priest’s office for every thing of 
the altar, and within the vail; and ye shall serve: 
I have given your priest’s office unto you as a 
service of gift: and the stranger that cometh nigh 
shall be put to death. 

8. § And the Lorp spake unto Aaron, Behold, 
I also have given thee the charge of mine heave 
offerings of all the hallowed things of the chil- 
dren of Israel; unto thee have I given them by 

reason of the anointing, and to thy sons, by an

9. This shall be thine of the most holy things, 

reserved from the fire: every oblation of theirs, 
every meat offering of theirs, and every sin offer- 
ing of theirs, and every trespass offering of theirs, 
which they shall render unto me, shall be most 
holy for thee and for thy sons. 

10. In the most holy place shalt thou eat 
it; every male shall eat it: it shall be holy 
unto thee.

16. And those that are to be redeemed from 
a month old shalt thou redeem, according to 
thine estimation, for the money of five shekels, 
after the shekel of the sanctuary, which ds 
twenty gerahs, 

17. But the firstling of a cow, or the firstling 
of a sheep, or the firstling of a goat, thou shalt 
not redeem; they are holy: thou shalt sprinkle 
their blood upon the altar, and shalt burn their 
fat for an offering made by fire, for a sweet savour 
unto the Lorp. 

18. And the flesh of them shall be thine, 
as the wave breast and as the right shoulder 
are thine. 

19. All the heave offerings of the holy things, 
which the children of Israel offer unto the Lorp, 
have I given thee, and thy sons and thy daugh- 
ters with thee, by a statute for ever: it w a 
covenant of salt for ever before the Lorp unto 
thee and to thy seed with thee.

7. And he took up his parable, and _ said, 
Balak, the king of Moab hath brought me from 
Aram, out of the mountains of the east, 
saying, Come, curse me Jacob, and come, defy 
Israel. 

8. How shall I curse, whom God hath not 
cursed? or how shall I defy, whom the Lorp hath 
not defied? 

9. For from the top of the rocks I see him, and 
from the hills I behold him: lo, the people shall 
dwell alone, and shall not be enone among 
the nations. 

10. Who can count the dust of Jacob, and the 
number of the fourth part of Israel? Let me die 
the death of the righteous, and let my last end be 
like his! ; 

11. And Balak said unto Balaam, What hast 
thou done unto me? I took thee to curse mine 
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enemies, and, behold, thou hast blessed them 
altogether. 

12. And he answered and said, Must I not 
take heed to speak that which the Lorp hath put 
in my mouth? 

13. And Balak said unto him, Come, I pray 
thee, with me unto another place, from whence 
thou mayest see them: thou shalt see but the 
utmost part of them, and shalt not see them all:

Jt is a continual burnt offering, which 
was ordained in mount Sinai for a sweet savour, 
a sacrifice made by fire unto the Lorp. 

7. And the drink offering thereof shall be 
the fourth part of a hin for the one lamb: in the 
holy place shalt thou cause the strong wine to 
be poured unto the Lorp jor a drink offering. 

8. And the other lamb shalt thou offer at 
even: as the meat offering of the morning, and 
as the drink offering thereof, thou shalt offer 2t, 
a sacrifice made by fire, of a sweet savour unto 
the Lorp. 

9. € And on the sabbath day two lambs of 
the first year without spot, and two tenth deals 
of flour for a meat offering, mingled with oil, 
and the drink offering thereof: 

10. This rs the burnt offering of every sab- 
bath, beside the continual burnt offering, and 
his drink offering. 

11. § And in the beginnings of your months 
ye shall offer a burnt offering unto the Lorp; 
two young bullocks, and one ram, seven lambs 
of the first year without spot;

3. And it came to pass in the fortieth year, 
in the eleventh month, on the first day of the 
month, that Moses spake unto the children of 
Israel, according unto all that the Lorp had 
given him in commandment unto them; 

4. After he had slain Sihon the king of the 
Amorites, which dwelt in Heshbon, and Og the 
king of Bashan, which dwelt at Astaroth in 
Edrei: 

5. On this side Jordan, in the land of Moab, 
began Moses to declare this law, saying, 

6. ‘The Lorp our God spake unto us in 
Horeb, saying, Ye have dwelt long enough 
in this mount: 

7. ‘Turn you, and take your journey, and 
go to the mount of the Amorites, and unto all 
the places nigh thereunto, in the plain, in the hills, 
and in the vale, and in the south, and by the 
sea side, to the land of the Canaanites, and 
unto Lebanon, unto the great river, the river 
Euphrates. 

8. Behold, I have set the land before you: 
go in and possess the land which the Lorp sware 
unto your fathers, Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob, 
to give unto them and to their seed after 
them. 

9. § And I spake unto you at that time, 
saying, | am not able to bear you myself alone: 

10. The Lorp your God hath multiplied 
you, and, behold, ye are this day as the stars of 
heaven for multitude. 

11. (The Lorp God of your fathers make

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you a thousand times so many more as ye are, 
and bless you, as he hath promised you!) 

12. How can I myself alone bear your 
cumbrance, and your burden, and your strife? 

13. ‘Take you wise men, and understanding, 
and known among your tribes, and I will make 
them rulers over you. 

14. And ye answered me, and said, The 
thing which thou hast spoken zs good for us 
to do. 

15. So I took the chief of your tribes, wise 
men, and known, and. made them heads over 
you, captains over thousands, and captains over 
hundreds, and captains over fifties, and captains 
over tens, and officers among your tribes.

27. Let me pass through thy land: I will go 
along by the high way, I will neither turn unto 
the night hand nor to the left. 

28. ‘Thou shalt sell me meat for money, that 
I may eat; and give me water for money, that I 
may drink: only I will pass through on my feet: 

29. (As the children of Esau which dwell in 
Seir, and the Moabites which dwell in Ar, did unto 
me:) until I shall pass over Jordan into the land 
which the Lorp our God giveth us. 

30. But Sihon king of Heshbon would not let 
us pass by him: for the Lorp thy God hardened 
his spirit, and made his heart obstinate, that he 
might deliver him into thy hand, as appeareth 
this day. 

31. And the Lorp said unto me, Behold, I 
have begun to give Sihon and his land before 
thee: begin to possess, that thou mayest inherit 
his land. 

32. Then Sihon came out against us, he and 
all his people, to fight at Jahaz. 

33. And the Lorp our God delivered him 
before us; and we smote him, and his sons, and all 
his people. 

34. And we took all his cities at that time, 
and utterly destroyed the men, and the women, 
and the little ones, of every city, we left none to 
remain: 

35. Only the cattle we took for a prey unto 
ourselves, and the spoil of the cities which we 
took. 

36. From Aroer, which zs by the brink of the 
river of Arnon, and from the city that is by the 
river, even unto Gilead, there was not one city 
too strong for us: the Lorp our God delivered all 
unto us: 

37. Only unto the land of the children of 
Ammon thou camest not, nor unto any place of 
the river Jabbok, nor unto the cities in the moun- 
tains, nor unto whatsoever the Lorp our God 
forbade us. 

CHAPTER III 

1, Then we turned, and went up the way 
to Bashan: and Og the king of Bashan came 
out against us, he and all his people, to battle 
at Edrei. 

2. And the Lorp said unto me, Fear him 

not: for I will deliver him, and all his people, and 
his land, into thy hand; and thou shalt do unto 
him as thou didst unto Sihon king of the 
Amorites, which dwelt at Heshbon. 

3. So the Lorp our God delivered into our 
hands Og also, the king of Bashan, and all his 
people: and we smote him until none was left to 
him remaining. 

4. And we took all his cities at that time, 
there was not a city which we took not from 
them, threescore cities, all the region of Argob, 
the kingdom of Og in Bashan. 

5. All these cities were fenced with high walls, 
gates, and bars; beside unwalled towns a great 
many. 

6. And we utterly destroyed them, as we did 
unto Sihon king of Heshbon, utterly destroying 
the men, women, and children, of every city. 

7. But all the cattle, and the spoil of the cities, 
we took for a prey to ourselves. 

8. And we took at that time out of the hand 
of the two kings of the Amorites the land that was 
on this side Jordan, from the river of Arnon 
unto mount Hermon; 

9. (Which Hermon the Sidonians call Sirion; 
and the Amorites call it Shenir;) 

10. All the cities of the plain, and all Gilead, 
and all Bashan, unto Salchah and Edrei, cities of 
the kingdom of Og in Bashan. 

11. For only Og king of Bashan remained of 
the remnant of giants; behold, his bedstead was 
a bedstead of iron; is it not in Rabbath of the 
children of Ammon? nine cubits was the length 
thereof, and four cubits the breadth of it, after 
the cubit of a man. 

12. And this land, which we possessed at that 
time, from Aroer, which is by the river Arnon, 
and half mount Gilead, and the cities thereof, 
gave I unto the Reubenites and to the Gadites. 

13. And the rest of Gilead, and all Bashan, 
being the kingdom of Og, gave I unto the half 
tribe of Manasseh; all the region of Argob, with 
all Bashan, which was called the land of giants. 

14. Jair the son of Manasseh took all the coun- 
try of Argob unto the coasts of Geshuri and 

aachathi; and called them after his own name, 
Bashan-havoth-jair, unto this day. 

15. And I gave Gilead unto Machir. 
16. And unto the Reubenites and unto the 

Gadites I gave from Gilead even unto the river 
Arnon half the valley, and the border even unto 
the river Jabbok, which is the border of the 
children of Ammon; 

17. The plain also, and Jordan, and the coast 
thereof, from Chinnereth even unto the sea of the 
plain, even the salt sea, under Ashdoth-pisgah 
eastward. 
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18. § And I commanded you at that time, say- 
ing, The Lorp your God hath given you this land 
to possess it: ye shall pass over armed before your 
brethren the children of Israel, all that are meet 
for the war. 

19. But your wives, and your little ones, and

lift up thine eyes westward, and northward, 
and southward, and eastward, and behold i 
with thine eyes: for thou shalt not go over this 
Jordan. 

28. But charge Joshua, and encourage him, 
and strengthen him: for he shall go over before

your cattle, (for I know that ye have much cattle,) 
shall abide in your cities which I have given you; 

20. Until the Lorp have given rest unto your 
brethren, as well as unto you, and until they also 
possess the land which the Lorp your God hath 
given them beyond Jordan: and then shall ye 
return every man unto his possession, which I 
have given you. 

21. § And I commanded Joshua at that time, 
saying, Thine eyes have seen all that the Lorp 
your God hath done unto these two kings: so 
shall the Lorp do unto all the kingdoms whither 
thou passest. 

22. Ye shall not fear them: for the Lorp your 
God he shall fight for you. 

23. And I besought the Lorp at that time, 
saying, 

24. O Lord Gop, thou hast begun to shew 
thy servant thy greatness, and thy mighty hand: 
for what God ts there in heaven or in earth, that 
can do according to thy works, and according to 
thy might? 

25. I pray thee, let me go over, and see the 
good land that is beyond Jordan, that goodly 
mountain, and Lebanon. 

26. But the Lorp was wroth with me for 
your sakes, and would not hear me: and the Lorp 
said unto me, Let it suffice thee; speak no more 
unto me of this matter. 

27. Get thee up into the top of Pisgah, and

29. So we abode in the valley over against 
Beth-peor. 

CHAPTER IV 

JJOW therefore hearken, O Israel, 
| unto the statutes and unto the

4} fathers giveth you. 
not add unto the word which I 

command you, neither shall ye diminish aught 
from it, that ye may keep the commandments of 
the Lorp your God which I command you. 

3. Your eyes have seen what the Lorp did 
because of Baal-peor: for all the men that fol- 
lowed Baal-peor, the Lorp thy God _ hath 
destroyed them from among you. 

4. But ye that did cleave unto the Lorp 
your God are alive every one of you this day. 

5. Behold, I have taught you statutes and 
judgments, even as the ann my God com- 
manded me, that ye should do so in the land 
whither ye go to possess it. 

6. Keep therefore and do them; for this is 
your wisdom and your understanding in the 
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sight of the nations, which shall hear all these 
statutes, and say, Surely this great nation 7s a 
wise and understanding people. 

7. For what nation ts there so great, who 
hath God so nigh unto them, as the Lorp our 
God is in all things that we call upon him jor ? 

8. And what nation is there so great, that 
hath statutes and judgments so righteous as all 
this law, which.I set before you this day? 

9. Only take heed to thyself, and keep thy 
soul diligently, lest thou forget the things which 
thine eyes have seen, and lest they depart from 
thy heart all the days of thy life: but teach them 
thy sons, and thy sons’ sons; 

10. Specially the day that thou stoodest 
before the Lorp thy God in Horeb, when the 
Lorp said unto me, Gather me the people 
together, and I will make them hear my words, 
that they may learn to fear me all the days that 
they shall live upon the earth, and that they may 
teach their children. 

11. And ye came near and stood under the 
mountain; and the mountain burned with fire 
unto the midst of heaven, with darkness, clouds, 
and thick darkness. 

12. And the Lorp spake unto you out of the 
midst of the fire: ye heard the voice of the words, 
but saw no similitude; only ye heard a voice. 

13. And he declared unto you his covenant, 
which he commanded you to perform, even ten 
commandments; and he wrote them upon two 
tables of stone. 

14. § And the Lorp commanded me at that 
time to teach you statutes and judgments, that 
ye might do them in the land whither ye go over 
to possess it. 

15. Take ye therefore good heed unto your- 
selves; for ye saw no manner of similitude on the 
day that the Lorp spake unto you in Horeb out 
of the midst of the fire; 

16. Lest ye corrupt yourselves, and make you 
a graven image, the similitude of any figure, the 
likeness of male or female, 

17. . The likeness of any beast that 7s on the 
earth, the likeness of any winged fowl that flieth 
in the air, 

18. ‘The likeness of any thing that creepeth 
on the ground, the likeness of any fish that ds in 
the waters beneath the earth: 

19. And lest thou lift up thine eyes unto 
heaven, and when thou seest the sun, and the 
moon, and the stars, even all the host of heaven, 
shouldest be driven to worship them, and serve 
them, which the Lorp thy God hath divided unto 
all nations under the whole heaven. 

20. But the Lorp hath taken you, and 
brought you forth out of the iron furnace, even 

out of Egypt, to be unto him a people of inherit- 
ance, as ye are this day. 

21. Furthermore the Lorp was angry with 
me for your sakes, and sware that I should not go 
over Jordan, and that I should not go in unto 
that good land, which the Lorp thy God giveth 
thee jor an inheritance: 

22. But I must die in this land, I must not go 
over Jordan: but ye shall go over, and possess 
that good land. 

23. ‘Take heed unto yourselves, lest ye for- 
get the covenant of the Lorp your God, which he 
made with you, and make you a graven image, 
or the likeness of any thing, which the Lorp thy 
God hath forbidden thee. 

24. For the Lorp thy God ts a consuming 
fire, even a jealous God. 

25. § When thou shalt beget children, and 
children’s children, and ye shall have remained 
long in the land, and shall corrupt yourselves, 
and make a graven image, or the likeness of any 
thing, and shall do evil in the sight of the Lorp 
thy God, to provoke him to anger; 

26. I call heaven and earth to witness against 
you this day, that ye shall soon utterly perish 
trom off the land whereunto ye go over Jordan 
to possess it; ye shall not prolong your days upon 
it, but shall utterly be destroyed. 

27. And the Lorp shall scatter you among 
the nations, and ye shall be left few in num- 
ber among the heathen, whither the Lorp shall 
lead you. 

28. And there ye shall serve gods, the work 
of men’s hands, wood and stone, which neither 
see, nor hear, nor eat, nor smell. 

29. But if from thence thou shalt seek the 
Lorp thy God, thou shalt find him, if thou seek 
him with all thy heart and with all thy soul. 

30. When thou art in tribulation, and all 
these things are come upon thee, even in the latter 
days, if thou turn to the Lorp thy God, and 
shalt be obedient unto his voice; 

31. (For the Lorp thy God is a merciful 
God;) he will not forsake thee, neither destroy 
thee, nor forget the covenant of thy fathers, 
which he sware unto them. 

32. For ask now of the days that are past, 
which were before thee, since the day that God 
created man upon the earth, and ask from the one 
side of heaven unto the other, whether there hath 
been any such thing as this great thing ts, or hath 
been heard like it? 

33. Did ever people hear the voice of God 
speaking out of the midst of the fire, as thou hast 
heard, and live? 

34. Or hath God assayed to go and take him 
a nation from the midst of another nation, by 
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temptations, by signs, and by wonders, and 
by war, and by a mighty hand, and by a 
stretched out arm, and by great terrors, 
according to all that the Lorp your God 
did for you in Egypt before your eyes?

37. And because he loved thy fathers, there- 
fore he chose their seed after them, and brought 
thee out in his sight with his mighty power out 
of Egypt;

40. ‘Thou shalt keep therefore his statutes, 
and his commandments, which I command thee 
this day, that it may go well with thee, and with 
thy children after thee, and that thou mayest 
prolong thy days upon the earth, which the Lorp 
thy God giveth thee, for ever. 

41. § ‘Then Moses severed three cities on this 
side Jordan toward the sunrising;

43. Namely, Bezer in the wilderness, in the 
plain country, of the Reubenites; and Ramoth in 
Gilead, of the Gadites; and Golan in Bashan, of 
the Manassites. 

44, § And this 7s the law which Moses set 
before the children of Israel: 

45. ‘These are the testimonies, and the 
statutes, and the judgments, which Moses spake 
unto the children of Israel, after they came de 
out of Egypt, 

46. On this side Jordan, in the valley over 
against Beth-peor, in the land of Sihon king of 
the Amorites, who dwelt at Heshbon, whom 
Moses and the children of Israel smote, after 
they were come forth out of Egypt: 

47. And they possessed his land, and_ the 
land of Og king of Bashan, two kings of the 
Amorites, which were on this side Jordan toward 
the sunrising; 

48. From Aroer, which is by the bank of the 
river Arnon, even unto mount Sion, which 2s 
Hermon, 

49. And all the plain on this side Jordan 
eastward, even unto the sea of the plain, under 
the springs of Pisgah. 

CHAPTER V 

~lIND Moses called all Israel, and

7. ‘Thou shalt have none other gods before me. 
8. Thou shalt not make thee any graven 

image, or any likeness of any thing that a in 
heaven above, or that 7s in the earth beneath, or 
that 2s in the waters beneath the earth: 

9. ‘Thou shalt not bow down thyself unto 
them, nor serve them: for I the Lorp thy God 
am a jealous God, visiting the iniquity of the 
fathers upon the children unto the third and 
fourth generation of them that hate me, 

10. And shewing mercy unto thousands of 
them that love me and keep my commandments. 

11. ‘Thou shalt not take the name of the Lorp 
thy God in vain: for the Lorp will not hold him 
guiltless that taketh his name in vain. 

12. Keep the sabbath day to sanctify it, as 
the Lorp thy God hath commanded thee. 

13. Six days thou shalt labour, and do all 
thy work: 

14. But the seventh day 2s the sabbath of the 
Lorp thy God: in 2 thou shalt not do any work, 
thou, nor thy son, nor thy daughter, nor thy 
manservant, nor thy maidservant, nor thine ox, 
nor thine ass, nor any of thy cattle, nor thy 
stranger that 7s within thy gates; that thy man- 
servant and thy maidservant may rest as well 
as thou.

32. Ye shall observe to do therefore as 
_the Lorp your God hath commanded you: 
ye shall not turn aside to the right hand or to 
the left.

6. And he buried him in a valley in the land 
of Moab, over against Beth-peor: but no man 
knoweth of his sepulchre unto this day. 

7. § And Moses was a hundred and twenty:

years old when he died: his eye was not dim, nor 
his natural force abated. 

8. § And the children of Israel wept for Moses 
in the plains of Moab thirty days: so the days of 
weeping and mourning for Moses were ended. 

9. § And Joshua the son of Nun was full 
of the spirit of wisdom; for Moses had _ laid 
his hands upon him: and the children’ of 
Israel hearkened unto him, and did as_ the 
Lorp commanded Moses. 
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10. € And there arose not a prophet since in 
Israel like unto Moses, whom the Lorp knew 
face to face, 

11. In all the signs and the wonders which the 
Lorp sent him to do in the land of Egypt, to 
Pharaoh, and to all his servants, and to all 
his land, 

12. And in all that mighty hand, and in 
all the great terror which Moses shewed in 
the sight | of all Israel. 
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CHAPTER I 

WOW after the death of Moses the 
servant of the Lorp, it came to 
pass, that the Lorp spake unto 
Joshua the son of Nun, Moses’ 

9|| Minister, saying, 
2. Moses my servant is dead; 

GEORGI)! now therefore arise, go over this 
Jordan, thou, and all this people, unto the land 
which I do give to them, even to the children of 
Israel. 

3. Every place that the sole of your foot shall 
tread upon, that have I given unto you, as I said 
unto Moses. 

4. From the wilderness and this Lebanon even 
unto the great river, the river Euphrates, all the 
land of the Hittites, and unto the great sea 
toward the going down of the sun, shall be your 
coast. 

5. There shall not any man be able to stand 
before thee all the days of thy life: as I was with 
Moses, so I will be with thee: I will not fail thee, 
nor forsake thee. 

6. Be strong and of a good courage: for unto 
this people shalt thou divide for an inheritance 
the land, which I sware unto their fathers to give 
them. 

7. Only be thou strong and very courageous, 
that thou mayest observe to do according to all 
the law, which Moses my servant commanded 
thee: turn not from it fo the right hand or to the 
left, that thou mayest prosper whithersoever thou 
goest. 

8. This book of the law shall not depart out 
of thy mouth; but thou shalt meditate therein 
day and night, that thou mayest observe to do 
according to all that is written therein: for then 
thou shalt make thy way prosperous, and then 
thou shalt have good success. 

9. Have not I commanded thee? Be strong 
and of a good courage; be not afraid, neither be 

thou dismayed: for the Lorp thy God is with 
thee whithersoever thou goest. 

10. § Then Joshua commanded the cfficers. 
of the people, saying, 

11. Pass through the host, and command the 
people, saying, Prepare you victuals; for within 
three days ye shall pass over this Jordan, to go 
in to possess the land, which the Lorp your God 
giveth you to possess it. 

12. § And to the Reubenites, and to the Gad- 
ites, and to half the tribe of Manasseh, spake 
Joshua, saying, 

13. Remember the word which Moses the 
servant of the Lord commanded you, saying, 
The Lorp your God hath given you rest, and 
hath given you this land. 

14. Your wives, your little ones, and your 
cattle, shall remain in the land which Moses 
gave you on this side Jordan; but ye shall pass 
before your brethren armed, all the mighty men 
of valour, and help them; ; 

15. Until the Lorp have given your brethren 
rest, as he hath given you, and they also have 
possessed the land which the Lorp your God 
giveth them: then ye shall return unto the land 
of your possession, and enjoy it, which Moses the 
Lorp’s servant gave you on this side Jordan 
toward the sunrising. 

16. §| And they answered Joshua, saying, All 
that thou commandest us we will do, and whither- 
soever thou sendest us, we will go. 

17. According as we hearkened unto Moses in 
all things, so will we hearken unto thee: only the 
Lorp thy God be with thee, as he was with 
Moses. 

18. Whosoever he be that doth rebel against 
thy commandment, and will not hearken unto 
thy words in all that thou commandest him, he 
shall be put to death: only be strong and of a good 
courage. 
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CHAPTER II 

ND Joshua the son of Nun sent 
out of Shittim two men to spy 
secretly, saying, Go view the 
land, even Jericho. And they 
went, and came into a harlot’s 
house, named Rahab, and lodged

2. And it was told the king of Jericho, saying, 

Behold, there came men in hither to night of the 
children of Israel to search out the country. 

3. And the king of Jericho sent unto Rahab, 
saying, Bring forth the men that are come to 
thee, which are entered into thine house: for they 
be come to search out all the country. 

4. And the woman took the two men, and hid 
them, and said thus, There came men unto me, 
but I wist not whence they were: 

5. And it came to pass about the time of shut- 
ting of the gate, when it was dark, that the men 
went out; whither the men went, I wot not: pur- 
sue after them quickly; for ye shall overtake 
them. 

6. But she had brought them up to the roof 
of the house, and hid them with the stalks of flax, 
which she had laid in order upon the roof. 

7. And the men pursued after them the way 
to Jordan unto the fords: and as soon as they 
which pursued after them were gone out, they 
shut the gate. 

8. § And before they were laid down, she came 
up unto them upon the roof; 

9. And she said unto the men, I know that the 
Lorp hath given you the land, and that your 
terror is fallen upon us, and that all the inhab- 
itants of the land faint because of you. 

10. For we have heard how the Lorp dried up 
the water of the Red sea for you, when ye came 
out of Egypt; and what ye did unto the two kings 
of the Amorites, that were on the other side 
Jordan, Sihon and Og, whom ye_ utterly 
destroyed. 

‘11. And as soon as we had heard these things, 
our hearts did melt, neither did there remain any 
more courage in any man, because of you:for the 
Lorp your God, he 7s God in heaven above, and 
in earth beneath. 

12. Now therefore, I pray you, swear unto me 
by the Lorp, since I have shewed you kindness, 
that ye will also shew kindness unto my father’s 
house, and give me a true token: 

13. And that ye will save alive my father, and 
my mother, and my brethren, and my sisters, and 
all that they have, and deliver our lives from 
death. 

14. And the men answered her, Our life for 
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yours, if ye utter not this our business. And it 
shall be, when the Lorp hath given us the land, 
that we will deal kindly and truly with thee. 

15. ‘Then she let them down by a cord through 
the window: for her house was upon the town 
wall, and she dwelt upon the wall. 

16. And she said unto them, Get you to the 
mountain, lest the pursuers meet you; and 
hide yourselves there three days, until the pur- 
suers be returned: and afterward may ye go 
your way. 

17. And the men said unto her, We will be 
blameless of this thine oath which thou hast 
made us swear. 

18. Behold, when we come into the land, thou 
shalt bind this line of scarlet thread in the window 
which thou didst let us down by: and thou shalt 
bring thy father, and thy mother, and thy breth- 
ren, and all thy father’s household, home unto 
thee. 

19. And it shall be, that whosoever shall go 
out of the doors of thy house into the street, his 
blood shall be upon his head, and we will be 
guiltless: and whosoever shall be with thee in the 
house, his blood shall be on our head, if any hand 
be upon him. 

20. And if thou utter this our business, then 
we will be quit of thine oath which thou hast 
made us to swear. 

21. And she said, According unto your words, 
so be it. And she sent them away, and they 
departed: and she bound the scarlet line in 
the window. 

22. And they went, and came unto the moun- 
tain, and abode there three days, until the pur- 
suers were returned: and the pursuers sought 
them throughout all the way, but found them not.

@IND Joshua rose early in the

Shittim, and came to Jordan, he 
and all the children of Israel, and 
lodged there before they passed 
over. 

2. And it came to pass after III 

three days, that the officers went through the 
host; 
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3. And they commanded the people, saying, 
When ye see the ark of the covenant of the Lorp 
your God, and the priests the Levites bearing it, 
then ye shall remove from your place, and go 
after it. 

4. Yet there shall be a space between you and 
it, about two thousand cubits by measure: come 
not near unto it, that ye may know the way by 
which ye must go: for ye have not passed this way 
heretofore. 

5. And Joshua said unto the people, Sanctify 
yourselves: for to morrow the Lorp will do 
wonders among you. 

6. And Joshua spake unto the priests, saying, 
Take up the ark of the covenant, and pass over 
before the people. And they took up the ark of 
the covenant, and went before the people. 

7. § And the Lorp said unto Joshua, This day 
will I begin to magnify thee in the sight of all 
Israel, that they may know that, as I was with 
Moses, so I will be with thee. 

8. And thou shalt command the priests that 
bear the ark of the covenant, saying, When ye are 
come to the brink of the water of Jordan, ye shall 
stand still in Jordan. 

9. § And Joshua said unto the children of 
Israel, Come hither, and hear the words of the 
Lorp your God. 

10. And Joshua said, Hereby ye shall know 
that the living God 7s among you, and that he 
will without fail drive out from before you the 
Canaanites, and the Hittites, and the Hivites, 
and the Perizzites, and the Girgashites, and 
the Amorites, and the Jebusites. 

11. Behold, the ark of the covenant of the 
Lord of all the earth passeth over before you into 
Jordan. 

12. Now therefore take you twelve men out 
of the tribes of Israel, out of every tribe a man. 

13. And it shall come to pass, as soon as the 
soles of the feet of the priests that bear the ark 
of the Lorp, the Lord of all the earth, shall 
rest in the waters of Jordan, that the waters of 
Jordan shall be cut off from the waters that 
come down from above; and they shall stand 
upon a heap. 

14. § And it came to pass, when the people 
removed from their tents, to pass over Jordan, 
and the priests bearing the ark of the covenant 
before the people; 

15. And as they that bare the ark were come 
unto Jordan, and the feet of the priests that bare 
the ark were dipped in the brim of the water, (for 
Jordan overfloweth all his banks all the time of 
harvest, ) 

16. That the waters which came down from 
above stood and rose up upon a heap very far 

from the city Adam, that zs beside Zaretan; and 
those that came down toward the sea of the plain, 
even the salt sea, failed, and were cut off: and the 
people passed over right against Jericho. 

17. And the priests that bare the ark of the 
covenant of the Lorn stood firm on dry ground 
in the midst of Jordan, and all the Israelites 
passed over on dry ground, until all the people 
were passed clean over Jordan. 

CHAPTER IV 

yj] ND it came to pass, when all the 
people were clean passed over 

WAy)|| Jordan, that the Lorp spake 
unto Joshua, saying, 

2. ‘Take you twelve men out 
of the people, out of every tribe

7. Then ye shall answer them, That the 
waters of Jordan were cut off before the ark of the 
covenant of the Lorp; when it passed over 
Jordan, the waters of Jordan were cut off: and 
these stones shall be for a memorial unto the 
children of Israel for ever. 

8. And the children of Israel did so as Joshua 
commanded, and took up twelve stones out of 
the midst of Jordan, as the Lorp spake unto 
Joshua, according to the number of the tribes of 
the children of Israel, and carried them over 
with them unto the place where they lodged, 
and laid them down there. 

9. And Joshua set up twelve stones in the 
midst of Jordan, in the place where the feet of 
the priests which bare the ark of the covenant 
stood: and they are there unto this day. 

10. § For the priests which bare the ark stood 
in the midst of Jordan, until every thing was 

finished that the Lorp commanded Joshua to

speak unto the people, according to all that 
Moses commanded Joshua: and the people 
hasted and passed over. 

11. And it came to pass, when all the people 
were clean passed over, that the ark of the Lorp 
passed over, and the priests, in the presence of 
the people. 

12. And the children of Reuben, and the 
children of Gad, and half the tribe of Manasseh, 
passed over armed before the children of Israel, 
as Moses spake unto them: 

13. About forty thousand prepared for war 
passed over before the Lorp unto battle, to the 
plains of Jericho. 

14. | On that day the Lorp magnified Joshua 
in the sight of all Israel; and they feared him, 
as they feared Moses, all the days of his life. 

15. And the Lorp spake unto Joshua, 
saying, 

16. Command the priests that bear the ark 
of the testimony, that they come up out of 
Jordan. 

17. Joshua therefore commanded the priests, 
saying, Come ye up out of Jordan. 

18. And it came to pass, when the priests 

that bare the ark of the covenant of the Lorp 
were come up out of the midst of Jordan, and 
the soles of the priests’ feet were lifted up unto 
the dry land, that the waters of Jordan returned 
unto their place, and flowed over all his banks, 
as they did before. . 

19. § And the people came up out of Jordan 
on the tenth day of the first month, and en- 
camped in Gilgal, in the east border of Jericho. 

20. And those twelve stones, which they took 
out of Jordan, did Joshua pitch in Gilgal. 

21. And he spake unto the children of Israel, 
saying, When your children shall ask their fathers 
in time to come, saying, What mean these stones? 

22. Then ye shall let your children know, 
saying, Israel came over this Jordan on dry 
land. 

23. For the Lorp your God dried up the 
waters of Jordan from before you, until ye were 
passed over, as the Lorp your God did to the 
Red sea, which he dried up from before us, until 
we were gone over: 

24. That all the people of the earth might 
know the hand of the Lorn, that it is mighty: 
that ye might fear the Lorp your God for ever. 
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CHAPTER V 

a|ND it came to pass, when all the

S&S | that the Lorp had dried 
up the waters of Jordan from before 
the children of Israel, until we were 
passed over, that their heart melted, 
neither was there spirit in them any 
more, because of the children of Israel. 

2. § At that time the Lorp said 
unto Joshua, Make thee sharp knives, 
and circumcise again the children of 
Israel the second time. 

3. And Joshua made him sharp 
knives, and circumcised the children of 
Israel at the hill of the foreskins. 

4. And this its the cause why 
Joshua did circumcise: All the people 
that came out of Egypt, that were 
males, even all the men of war, died in 
the wilderness by the way, after they 
came out of Egypt. 

5. Now all the people that came 
out were circumcised; but all the people 
that were born in the wilderness by the 
way as they came forth out of Egypt, 
them they had not circumcised. 

6. For the children of Israel walked 
forty years in the wilderness, till all 
the people that were men of war, which 
came out of Egypt, were consumed, 
because they obeyed not the voice of 
the Lorp: unto whom the Lorp sware 
that he would not shew them the land, 
which the Lorp sware unto their fathers 
that he would give us, a land that 
floweth with milk and honey.

16. § So Joshua rose up early in the morning, 
and brought Israel by their tribes; and the tribe 
of Judah was taken: 

17. And he brought the family of Judah; and 
he took the family of the Zarhites: and he brought 
the family of the Zarhites man by man; and 
Zabdi was taken: 

18. And he brought his household man by 
man; and Achan, the son of Carmi, the son of 
Zabdi, the son of Zerah, of the tribe of Judah, was 
taken. 

19. And Joshua said unto Achan, My son, 
give, I pray thee, glory to the Lorp God of 
Israel, and make confession unto him; and tell me 
now what thou hast done; hide z¢ not from me. 
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20. And Achan answered Joshua, and said, 
Indeed I have sinned against the Lorp God of 
Israel, and thus and thus have I done: 

21. When I saw among the spoils a goodly 
Babylonish garment, and two hundred shek- 
els of silver, and a wedge of gold of fifty 
shekels weight, then I coveted them, and 
took them; and, behold, they are hid in the

4. And he commanded them, saying, Behold, 
ye shall lie in wait against the city, even behind 
the city: go not very far from the city, but be ye 
all ready: 

5. And I, and all the people that are with me, 
will approach unto the city: and it shall come to 
pass, when they come out against us, as at the 
first, that we will flee before them, 

6. (For they will come out after us,) till we 
have drawn them from the city; for they will say, 
They flee before us, as at the first: therefore we 
will flee before them. 

7. ‘Then ye shall rise up from the ambush, 
and seize upon the city: for the Lorp your God 
will deliver it into your hand. 

8. And it shall be, when ye have taken the 
city, that ye shall set the city on fire: according 
to the commandment of the Lorp shall ye do. 
See, I have commanded you. 

9. § Joshua therefore sent them forth; and 
they went to lie in ambush, and abode between 
Beth-el and Ai, on the west side of Ai: but Joshua 
lodged that night among the people. _ 

10. And Joshua rose up early in the morning, 
and numbered the people, and went up, he and 
the elders of Israel, before the people to Ai. 

11. And all the people, even the people of war 
that were with him, went up, and drew nigh, and 
came before the city, and pitched on the north 
side of Ai: now there was a valley between them 
and Ai. 

12. And he took about five thousand men, 
and set them to lie in ambush between Beth-el 
and Ai, on the west side of the city. 

13. And when they had set the people, even 
all the host that was on the north of the 
city, and their lers in wait on the west of the 
city, Joshua went that night into the midst of 
the valley. 

14. § And it came to pass, when the king of Ai 
saw it, that they hasted and rose up early, and 
the men of the city went out against Israel 
to battle, he and all his people, at a time 
appointed, before the plain; but he wist not 
that there were liers in ambush against him behind 
the city. 

15. And Joshua and all Israel made as if they 
were beaten before them, and fled by the way of 
the wilderness. 

16. And all the people that were in Ai were 
called together to pursue after them: and they 
pursued after Joshua, and were drawn away from 
the city. 

17. And there was not a man left in Ai or 
Beth-el, that went not out after Israel: and they 
left the city open, and pursued after Israel. 

18. And the Lorp said unto Joshua, Stretch 
out the spear that zs in thy hand toward Ai; for 
I will give it into thine hand. And Joshua 
stretched out the spear that he had in his hand 
toward the city. 

19. And the ambush arose quickly out of their 
place, and they ran as soon as he had stretched 
out his hand: and they entered into the city, and 
took it, and hasted and set the city on fire. 

20. And when the men of Ai looked behind 
them, they saw, and, behold, the smoke of the 
city ascended up to heaven, and they had 
no power to flee this way or that way: and the 
people that fled to the wilderness turned back 
upon the pursuers. 

21. And when Joshua and all Israel saw that 
the ambush had taken the city, and that the 
smoke of the city ascended, then they turned 
again, and slew the men of Ai. 

22. And the other issued out of the city 
against them; so they were in the midst of Israel, 
some on this side, and some on that side: and 
they smote them, so that they let none of them 
remain or escape. 

23. And the king of Ai they took alive, and 
brought him to Joshua. 

24. And it came to pass, when Israel had 
made an end of slaying all the inhabitants of Ai in 
the field, in the wilderness wherein they chased 
them, and when they were all fallen on the edge 
of the sword, until they were consumed, that all 
the Israelites returned unto Ai, aud smote it with 
the edge of the sword. 

25. And so it was, that all that fell that day, 
both of men and women, were twelve thousand, 
even all the men of Ai. 

26. For Joshua drew not his hand back, 
wherewith he stretched out the spear, until 
he had utterly destroyed all the imbhabitants 
of Ai. 
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27. Only the cattle and the spoil of that city 
Israel took for a prey unto themselves, according 
unto the word of the Lorp which he commanded 
Joshua. 

28. And Joshua burnt Ai, and made it a heap 
for ever, even a desolation unto this day. 

29. And the king of Ai he hanged on a tree 
until eventide: and as soon as the sun was down, 

33. And all Israel, and their elders, and

3. Wherefore Adoni-zedek king of Jerusalem 
sent unto Hoham king of Hebron, and unto 
Piram king of Jarmuth, and unto Japhia king of 
Lachish, and unto Debir king of Eglon, saying, 

4. Come up unto me, and help me, that we 
may smite Gibeon: for it hath made peace with 
Joshua and with the children of Israel. 

5. Therefore the five kings of the Amorites, 
the king of Jerusalem, the king of Hebron, the 
king of Jarmuth, the king of Lachish, the king of

Eglon, gathered themselves together, and went 
up, they and all their hosts, and encamped before 
Gibeon, and made war against it. 

6. § And the men of Gibeon sent unto Joshua 
to the camp to Gilgal, saying, Slack not thy hand 
from thy servants; come up to us quickly, and 
save us, and help us: for all the kings of the Amor- 
ites that dwell in the mountains are gathered 
together against us. 

7. So Joshua ascended from Gilgal, he, and 
all the people of war with him, and all the mighty 
men of valour. 

8. § And the Lorp said unto Joshua, Fear 
them not: for I have delivered them into thine 
pe there shall not a man of them stand before 
thee. :

16. But these five kings fled, and hid them- 
selves in a cave at Makkedah. 

17. And it was told Joshua, saying, The five 
kings are found hid in a cave at Makkedah. 

18. And Joshua said, Roll great stones upon 
the mouth of the cave, and set men by it for to 
keep them: 

19. And stay ye not, but pursue after your 
enemies, and smite the hindmost of them; suffer 
them not to enter into their cities: for the Lorp 
your God hath delivered them into your hand.

29. Then Joshua passed 
from Makkedah, and all Israel 
with him, unto Libnah, and 
fought against Libnah: 

30. And the Lorp delivered 
it also, and the king thereof, 
into the hand of Israel; and he 
smote it with the edge of the 
sword, and all the souls 

that were therein; he let none remain in it; but 
did unto the king thereof as he did unto the king 
of Jericho. 

31. § And Joshua passed from Libnah, and 
all Israel with him, unto Lachish, and encamped 
against it, and fought against it: 
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ACHAN AND JOSHUA. Joshua vii. 20. 

“And Achan answered Joshua, and said, Indeed I have sinned 

against the Lorp God of Israel, and thus and thus have I done.” 

32. And the Lorp delivered Lachish into the 
hand of Israel, which took it on the second day, 
and smote it with the edge of the sword, and all 
the souls that were therein, according to all that 
he had done to Libnah. 

33. § Then Horam king of Gezer came up to 
help Lachish; and Joshua smote him and his 
people, until he had left him none remaining. 

34. § And from Lachish Joshua passed unto 
Eglon, and all Israel with him; and_ they 
encamped against it, and fought against it: 

35. And they took it on that day and smote 
it with the edge of the sword, and all the souls 
that were therein he utterly destroyed that day, 
according to all that he had done to Lachish. 

36. And Joshua went up from Eglon, and all 
Israel with him, unto Hebron; and they fought 
against it: 

37. And they took it, and smote it with the 
edge of the sword, and the king thereof, and all 
the cities thereof, and all the souls that were

therein; he left none remaining, according to all 
that he had done to Eglon; but destroyed it 
utterly, and all the souls that were therein. 

38. § And Joshua returned, and all Israel 
with him, to Debir; and fought against it: . 

39. And he took it, and the king thereof, and 
all the cities thereof; and they smote them with 
the edge of the sword, and utterly destroyed all 
the souls that were therein; he left none remain- 
ing: as he had done to Hebron, so he did to Debir, 
and to the king thereof; as he had done also to 
Libnah, and to her king. 

40. § So Joshua smote all the country of the 
hills, and of the south, and of the vale, and of the 
springs, and all their kings: he left none remain- 
ing, but utterly destroyed all that breathed, as 
the Lorp God of Israel commanded. 

41. And Joshua smote them from Kadesh- 
barnea even unto Gaza, and all the country of 
Goshen, even unto Gibeon. 

42. And all these kings and their land did 
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Joshua take at one time, because the Lorp God 
of Israel fought for Israel. 

43. And Joshua returned, and all Israel with 
him, unto the camp to Gilgal. 

CHAPTER XI 

ND it came to pass, when Jabin 
king of Hazor had heard those

2. And to the kings that were 
on the north of the mountains, and of the plains 
south of Chinneroth, and in the valley, and in the 
borders of Dor on the west, 

3. And to the Canaanite on the east and on 
the west, and to the Amorite, and the Hittite, 
and the Perizzite, and the Jebusite in the moun- 
tains, and to the Hivite under Hermon in the 
land of Mizpeh. 

4. And they went out, they and all their hosts 
with them, much people, even as the sand that 2s 
upon the sea shore in multitude, with horses and 
chariots very many. 

5. And whenall these kings were met together, 
they came and pitched together at the waters of 
Merom, to fight against Israel. 

6. § And the Lorp said unto Joshua, Be not 
afraid because of them: for to morrow about this 
time will I deliver them up all slain before Israel: 
thou shalt hough their horses, and burn their 
chariots with fire. 

7. So Joshua came, and all the people of war 
with him, against them by the waters of Merom 
suddenly; and they fell upon them. 

8. And the Lorp delivered them into the 
hand of Israel, who smote them, and chased them 
unto great Zidon, and unto Misrephoth-maim, 
and unto the valley of Mizpeh eastward; and 
they smote them, until they left them none 
remaining. 

9> And Joshua did unto them as the Lorp 
bade him: he houghed their horses, and burnt 
their chariots with fire. 

10. § And Joshua at that time turned back, 
and took Hazor, and smote the king thereof with 
the sword: for Hazor beforetime was the head of 
all those kingdoms. 

11. And they smote all the souls that were 
therein with the edge of the sword, utterly 
destroying them: there was not any left to breathe: 
and he burnt Hazor with fire. 

12. And all the cities of those kings, and all 
the kings of them, did Joshua take, and smote 
them with the edge of the sword, and he utterly 

destroyed them, as Moses the servant of the 
Lorp commanded. 

13. But as jor the cities that stood still in 
their strength, Israel burned none of them, save 
Hazor only; that did Joshua burn. 

14. And all the spoil of these cities, and the 
cattle, the children of Israel took for a prey unto 
themselves; but every man they smote with the 
edge of the sword, until they had destroyed them, 
neither left they any to breathe. 

15. § As the Lorp commanded Moses his 
servant, so did Moses command Joshua, and so 
did Joshua; he left nothing undone of all that the 
Lorp commanded Moses. 

16. So Joshua took all that land, the hills, 
and all the south country, and all the land of 
Goshen, and the valley, and the plain, and the 
mountain of Israel, and the valley of the same; 

17. Even from the mount Halak, that goeth 
up to Seir, even unto Baal-gad in the valley of 
Lebanon under mount Hermon: and all their 
kings he took, and smote them, and slew them. 

18. Joshua made war a long time with all 
those kings. 

19. ‘There was not a city that made peace 
with the children of Israel, save the Hivites the 
inhabitants of Gibeon: all other they took in 
battle. 

20. For it was of the Lorp to harden their 
hearts, that they should come against Israel in 
battle, that he might destroy them utterly, and 
that they might have no favour, but that he 
might destroy them, as the Lorp commanded 
Moses. 

21. § And at that time came Joshua, and cut 
off the Anakim from the mountains, from Hebron, 
from Debir, from Anab, and from all the moun- 
tains of Judah, and from all the mountains of 
Israel: Joshua destroyed them utterly with their 
cities. 

22. 'There was none of the Anakim left in the 
land of the children of Israel: only in Gaza, in

23. So Joshua took the whole land, according 
to all that the Lorpb said unto Moses; and Joshua 
gave it for an inheritance unto Israel according 
to their divisions by their tribes.

2. This zs the land that yet 
Sek all the borders of the Philistines, and 
all Geshuri, 

3. From Sihor, which 7s before Egypt, even 
unto the borders of Ekron northward, which is 
counted to the Canaanite: five lords of the 
Philistines; the Gazathites, and the Ashdoth- 
ites, the Eshkalonites, the Gittites, and the 
Ekronites; also the Avites:

5. And the land of the Giblites, and all 
Lebanon toward the sunrising, from Baal-gad 
under mount Hermon unto the entering into 
Hamath. 

6. All the inhabitants of the hill country from 
Lebanon unto Misrephoth-maim, and all the 
Sidonians, them will I drive out from before the 
children of Israel: only divide thou it by lot 
unto the Israelites for an inheritance, as I 
have commanded thee. 

7. Now therefore divide this land for an 
inheritance unto the nine tribes, and the half 
tribe of Manasseh, 

8. With whom the Reubenites and _ the 
Gadites have received their inheritance, which 
Moses gave them, beyond Jordan eastward, even 
as Moses the servant of the Lorp gave them; 

9. From Aroer, that 7s upon the bank of the 
river Arnon, and the city that 2s in the midst 
of the river, and all the plain of Medeba unto 
Dibon; 
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10. And all the cities of Sihon king of the 
Amorites, which reigned in Heshbon, unto the 
border of the children of Ammon; 

11. And Gilead, and the border of the 
Geshurites and Maachathites, and all mount 
Hermon, and all Bashan unto Saleah; 

12. All the kingdom of Og in Bashan, which 
reigned in Ashtaroth and in Edrei, who remained 
of the remnant of the giants: for these did Moses 
smite, and cast them out. 

13. Nevertheless the children of Israel ex- 
pelled not the Geshurites, nor the Maachathites: 
but the Geshurites and the Maachathites dwell 
among the Israelites until this day 

14. Only unto the tribe of Levi he gave 
none inheritance; the sacrifices of the Lorp God 
of Israel made by fire are their inheritance, as he 
said unto them. 

15. § And Moses gave unto the tribe of the 
children of Reuben inheritance according to 
their families. 

16. And their coast was from Aroer, that 7s 
on the bank of the river Arnon, and the city 
that zs in the midst of the river, and all the plain 
by Medeba; 

17. Heshbon, and all her cities that are 
in the plain; Dibon, and Bamoth-baal, and 
Beth-baal-meon, 

18. And Jahaza, and Kedemoth, and Meph- 
aath, 

19. And Kirjathaim, and Sibmah, and Zareth- 
shahar in the mount of the valley, 

20. And Beth-peor, and Ashdoth-pisgah, and 
Beth-jeshimoth, 

21. And all the cities of the plain, and all 
the kingdom of Sihon king of the Amorites, 
which reigned in Heshbon, whom Moses smote 
with the princes of Midian, Evi, and Rekem, 
and Zur, and Hur, and Reba, which were dukes 
of Sihon, dwelling in the country. 

22. § Balaam also the son of Beor, the sooth- 
sayer, did the children of Israel slay with the 
sword among them that were slain by them. 

23. And the border of the children of Reuben 
was Jordan, and the border thereof. This was 
the inheritance of the children of Reuben after 
their families, the cities and the villages thereof. 

24. And Moses gave wheritance unto the 
tribe of Gad, even unto the children of Gad 
according to their families. 

25. And their coast was Jazer, and all the 
cities of Gilead, and half the land of the children 
of Ammon, unto Aroer that 7s before Rabbah; 

26. And from Heshbon unto Ramath-mizpeh, 
and Betonim; and from Mahanaim unto the 
border of Debir; 

27. And in the valley, Beth-aram, and Beth- 

nimrah, and Succoth, and Zaphon, the rest of 
the kingdom of Sihon king of Heshbon, Jordan 
and his border, even unto the edge of the sea of 
Chinnereth on the other side Jordan eastward. 

28. ‘This zs the inheritance of the children of 
Gad after their families, the cities, and their 
villages. 

29. §¢ And Moses gave inheritance unto the 
half tribe of Manasseh: and this was the pos- 
session of the half tribe of the children of 
Manasseh by their families. 

30. And their coast was from Mahanaim, 
all Bashan, all the kingdom of Og king of Bashan, 
and all the towns of Jair, which are in Bashan, 
threescore cities: 

31. And half Gilead, and Ashtaroth, and 
Edrei, cities of the kingdom of Og in Bashan, 
were pertaining unto the children of Machir 
the son of Manasseh, even to the one half of the 
children of Machir by their families. 

32. ‘These are the countries which Moses did 
distribute for inheritance in the plains of Moab, 
on the other side Jordan, by Jericho, eastward. 

33. But unto the tribe of Levi Moses gave 
not any inheritance: the Lorp God of Israel 
was their inheritance, as he said unto them. 

CHAPTER XIV

2. By lot was their inheritance, as the Lorp 
commanded by the hand of Moses, for the nine 
tribes, and for the half tribe. 

3. For Moses had given the inheritance of 
two tribes and a half tribe on the other side 
Jordan: but unto the Levites he gave none 
inheritance among them. 

4. For the children of Joseph were two tribes, 
Manasseh and Ephraim: therefore they gave no 
part unto the Levites in the land, save cities to 
dwell in, with their suburbs for their cattle and 
for their substance. 

5. As the Lorp commanded Moses, so the 
children of Israel did, and they divided the land. 

6. § Then the children of Judah came unto 
Joshua in Gilgal: and Caleb the son of Jephun- 
neh the Kenezite said unto him, Thou knowest 
the thing that the Lorp said unto Moses 
the man of God concerning me and thee in 
Kadesh-barnea. 
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7. Forty years old was I when Moses the 
servant of the Lorp sent me from Kadesh- 
barnea to espy out the land; and I brought him 
word again as it was in mine heart. 

8. Nevertheless my brethren that went up 
with me made the heart of the people melt: 
but I wholly followed the Lorp my God. 

9. And Moses sware on that day, saying, 
Surely the land whereon thy feet have trodden 
shall be thine inheritance, and thy children’s 
for ever, because thou hast wholly followed the 
Lorp my God. 

10. And now, behold, the Lorp hath kept 
me alive, as he said, these forty and five years, 
even since the Lorp spake this word unto Moses, 
while the children of Israel wandered in the wil- 
derness: and now, lo, I am this day fourscore 
and five years old. 

11. As yet I am as strong this day as I was 
in the day that Moses sent me: as my strength 
was then, even so is my strength now, for war, 
both to go out, and to come in. 

12. Now therefore give me this mountain, 
whereof the Lorp spake in that day; for thou 
heardest in that day how the Anakim were there, 
and that the cities were great and fenced: if so 
be the Lorp will be with me, then I shall be able 
to drive them out, as the Lorp said. 

13. And Joshua blessed him, and gave unto 
Caleb the son of Jephunneh Hebron for an 
inheritance.

“33]| was a man of war, therefore he 
had Gilead and Bashan. 

2. ‘There was also a lot for the rest of the 
children of Manasseh by their families; for the 
children of Abiezer, and for the children of Helek, 
and for the children of Asriel, and for the children 
of Shechem, and for the children of Hepher, and 
for the children of Shemida: these were the male 
children of Manasseh the son of Joseph by their 
families. 

3. § But Zelophehad, the son of Hepher, the 
son of Gilead, the son of Machir, the son of 
Manasseh, had no sons, but daughters: and these 
are the names of his daughters, Mahlah, and 
Noah, Hoglah, Mileah, and Tirzah. 

4. And they came near before Eleazar the 
priest, and before Joshua the son of Nun, and 
before the princes, saying, The Lorp commanded 
Moses to give us an inheritance among our 
brethren. ‘Therefore, according to the com- 
mandment of the Lorn, he gave them an inheri- 
tance among the brethren of their father. 

5. And there fell ten portions to Manasseh, 
besides the land of Gilead and Bashan, which 
were on the other side Jordan;

but Tappuah on the border of Manasseh belonged 
to the children of Ephraim: 

9. And the coast descended unto the river . 
Kanah, southward of the river: these cities of 
Ephraim are among the cities of Manasseh: the 
coast of Manasseh also was on 
the north side of the river, and the 
outgoings of it were at the sea: 

10. Southward tw was Eph- 
raim’s, and northward wd was 
Manasseh’s, and the sea is his 
border; and they met together in 
Asher on the north, and in Issachar 
on the east. 

11. And Manasseh had in 
Issachar and in Asher Beth-shean 
and her towns, and Ibleam and

Manasseh, have received their inheritance beyond 
Jordan on the east, which Moses the servant of 
the Lorp gave them. 

8. § And the men arose, and went away: and 
Joshua charged them that went to describe the 
land, saying, Go and walk through the land, and 
describe it, and come again to me, that I may 
here cast lots for you before the Lorp in Shiloh. 

9. And the men went and passed through the 
land, and described it by cities into seven parts 
in a book, and came again to Joshua to the host 
at Shiloh. 

10. § And Joshua cast lots for them in Shiloh 
before the Lorp: and there Joshua divided the 
land unto the children of Israel according to their 
divisions.

30. {| And when Phinehas the priest, and the 
princes of the congregation and heads of the 
thousands of Israel which were with him, heard 
the words that the children of Reuben and the 
children of Gad and the children of Manasseh 
spake, it pleased them. 

31. And Phinehas the son of Eleazar the 
priest said unto the children of Reuben, and to 
the children of Gad, and to the children of 
Manasseh, ‘This day we perceive that the Lorp

8. And ye have seen all that the Lorp your 
God hath done unto all these nations because 
of you; for the Lorp your God 2s he that hath 
fought for you. 

_ 4, Behold, I have divided unto you by lot 
these nations that remain, to be an inheritance 
for your tribes, from Jordan, with all the nations 
that I have cut off, even unto the great sea 
westward. 

5. And the Lorp your God, he shall expel 
them from before you, and drive them from 
out of your sight; and ye shall possess their 
land, as the Lorp your God hath promised 
unto you. 

6. Be ye therefore very courageous to keep 
and to do all that is written in the book of the 
law of Moses, that ye turn not aside therefrom 
to the right hand or to the left; 

7. That ye come not among these nations, 
these that remain among you; neither make 
mention of the name of their gods, nor cause to 
swear by them, neither serve them, nor bow 
yourselves unto them: 

8. But cleave unto the Lorp your God, as 
ye have done unto this day. 

9. For the Lorp hath driven out from before 
you great nations and strong: but as for you, no

to you: 

13. Know for a cer- 
tainty that the Lorp 
your God will no more 
drive out any of these 
nations from before you;

until ye perish from off 
this good land which the 
Lorp your God hath 
given you. 

14. And, behold, this

JOSHUA DESTROYS THE GIANTS. Joshua xi. 21. 

“And at that time came Joshua, and cut off the Anakim from the mountains, — 
from Hebron, from Debir, from Anab, and from all the mountains of Judah, and 
from all the mountains of Israel: Joshua destroyed them utterly with their cities.” 

Israel, and for their heads, and for their judges, 
and for their officers; and they presented 
themselves before God. 

2. And Joshua said unto all the people, 
Thus saith the Lorp God of Israel, Your fathers 
dwelt on the other side of the flood in old 
time, even Terah, the father of Abraham, and the 
father of Nachor: and they served other gods. 
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3. And I took your father Abraham from the 
other side of the flood, and led him throughout 
all the land of Canaan, and multiplied his seed, 
and gave him Isaac. 

4. And I gave unto Isaac Jacob and Esau: 
and I gave unto Esau mount Seir, to possess 
it; but Jacob and his children went down into 

Egypt. 
5. Isent Moses also and Aaron, and I plagued 

Egypt, according to that which I did among them: 
and afterward I brought you out. 

6. And I brought your fathers out of Egypt: 
and ye came unto the sea; and the Egyptians 
eee oe after your fathers with chariots and 
10orsemen unto the Red sea. 

7. And when they cried unto the Lorn, he 
put darkness between you and the Egyptians, 
and brought the sea upon them, and covered 
them; and your eyes have seen what I have 
done in Egypt: and ye dwelt in the wilderness 
a long season. 

8. And I brought you into the land of 
the Amorites, which dwelt on the other side 
Jordan; and they fought with you: and I 
gave them into your hand, that ye might 
etree their land; and I destroyed them from 
efore you. 
9. ‘Then Balak the son of Zippor, king of 

Moab, arose and warred against Israel, and 
sent and called Balaam the son of Beor to curse 
ou: 
10. But I would not hearken unto Balaam; 

therefore he blessed you still: so I delivered you 
out of his hand. 

11. And ye went over Jordan, and came 
unto Jericho: and the men of Jericho fought 
against you, the Amorites, and the Perizzites, 
and the Canaanites, and the Hittites, and the 
Girgashites, the Hivites, and the Jebusites; and 
I delivered them into your hand. 

12. And I sent the hornet before you, which 
drave them out from before you, even the two 
kings of the Amorites; but not with thy sword, 
nor with thy bow. 

13s And I have given you a land for which 
ye did not labour, and cities which ye built 
not, and ye dwell in them; of the vineyards 
and oliveyards which ye planted not do 
ye eat. 

14. § Now therefore fear the Lorp, and 
serve him in sincerity and in truth; and put away 
the gods which your fathers served on the other 
side of the flood, and in Egypt; and serve ye 
the Lorp. 

15. And if it seem evil unto you to serve the 
Lorp, choose you this day whom ye will serve; 
whether the gods which your fathers served 

that were on the other side of the flood, or the 
gods of the Amorites, in whose land ye dwell: 
but as for me and my house, we will serve the 
Lorp. 

16. And the people answered and said, God 
forbid that we should forsake the Lorp, to serve 
other gods; 

17. For the Lorp our God, he i its that 
brought us up and our fathers out of the land 
of Egypt, from the house of bondage, and 
which did those great signs in our sight, and 
preserved us in all the way wherein we went, 
and among all the people through whom we 
passed: 

18. And the Lorp drave out from before us 
all the people, even the Amorites which dwelt 
in the land: therefore will we also serve the Lorp; 
for he 7s our God. 

19. And Joshua said unto the people, Ye 
cannot serve the Lorp: for he is a holy God; 
he is a jealous God; he will not forgive your 
transgressions nor your sins. 

20. If ye forsake the Lorp, and _ serve 
strange gods, then he will turn and do you 
hurt, and consume you, after that he hath done 
you good. 

21. And the people said unto Joshua, Nay; 
but we will serve the Lorp. 

22. And Joshua said unto the people, Ye 
are witnesses against yourselves that ye have 
chosen you the Lorp, to serve him. And they 
said, We are witnesses. 

23. Now therefore put away, said he, the 
strange gods which are among you, and incline 
your heart unto the Lorp God of Israel. 

24. And the people said unto Joshua, The 
Lorp our God will we serve, and his voice will 
we obey. 

25. So Joshua made a covenant with the 
people that day, and set them a statute and an 
ordinance in Shechem. 

26. § And Joshua wrote these words in the 
book of the law of God, and took a great stone, 
and set it up there under an oak, that was by 
the sanctuary of the Lorp. 

27. And Joshua said unto all the people, 
Behold, this stone shall be a witness unto 
us; for it hath heard all the words of the 
Lorp which he spake unto us: it shall be 
therefore a witness unto you, lest ye deny 
your God. 

28. So Joshua let the people depart, every 
man unto his inheritance. 

29. § And it came to pass after these things, 
that Joshua the son of Nun, the servant of 
the Lorp, died, being a hundred and ten 
years old. 
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30. And they buried him in the border of 
his inheritance in Timnath-serah, which 7s in 
mount Ephraim, on the north side of the hill 
of Gaash. 

31. And Israel served the Lorp all the 
days of Joshua, and all the days of the elders 
that overlived Joshua, and which had known 
all the works of the Lorp, that he had done 
for Israel. 

32. § And the bones of Joseph, which the 

children of Israel brought up out of Egypt, 
buried they in Shechem, in a parcel of ground 
which Jacob bought of the sons of Hamor the 
father of Shechem for a hundred pieces of silver; 
and it became the inheritance of the children of 
Joseph. 

33. And Eleazar the son of Aaron died; 
and they buried him in a hill that pertained 
to Phinehas his son, which was given him in 
mount Ephraim. 
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
