Cplonel Klotz 
and General von Seharfensteiii; who 
are -barged with having ordered a 
systematic pillage -of tit Quentin as 
soon as they entered the' city.

Officers, with soldiers to do the heavy 
work, v ent about the city. It is stated, 
and carried off furniture,. silverware, 
Pianos and valuable pictures, and ship­
ped them to Germany. They even took 
safes tilled with valuables and did It 
openly, piling them on vans In mid­
day. • tlflivrs and a number of soldiers 
were observed. It Is said, as they at­
tempted vj steal strong boxes from a 
bank.

The pillaging troops worked under 
orders to establish a depot for loot on 
the route to Cambrai, where “finds” 
from various towns were concentrated: 
The soldiers revived Instructions to 
take anything they pleased or that 
l-oked valuable, ami in -consequence 
have “cleared out” the city of tit. 
Quentin as well as countless smaller 
p|ae,-s. Numtierless men on furlough 
are said to hav» gone back to their 
homes laden with loot.

German Centres in

AMERICANS URGED 
TO CONSERVE COAL

Every Family Can Assist; In- 
. dustrial Plants Also 

Owe Duty
_____ !

Washington. Sept.- 13.—Through the 
Chamber nt Commerce of the United 
.States. Dr H. A. Garfield, the fuel ad­
ministrator, has appealed to American 
business to assist in the conservation 
•if coal. The appeal follows:

“It is the duty of every American to 
save coal this winter. If even- family 
will’ save a ton of coal. If every indus­
trial plant will save 10 per cent, of the 
coal it uses, which 10 per cent. Is now 
wasted, the coal problem will be large­
ly solved. There Is plenty of coal in 
the ground, but theFe fa a shortage of 
cars and of lalw»r at the mines.

“If every family wtU reduce the 
temperature "of lts__house at ffast five 
degrees It Will mean tjiat millions of 
tons of ooal will be saved and the 
heatth of the imtb»n will be Improved. 
This is not a hardship—it is-a health 
measure, for most Americans live Ih 
super-heated houses.

"The solution of the coal problem 
He# largely with the American people. 
The Government can, not save coal for 
them; they must save It for them­
selves. They must not'fel)f wholly up­
on price-fixing ndir upon the already 
overtaxed transportation systems of 
the country, nor upon the effort to ln- 
rnUne production, nor upon the ap­
portionment of coal, nor upon the en 
forcement of the law. All must 
operate. The consumer of coal In 
house and factory cun co-operate most 
effectively by the economies sug- 
gested." ^

BOURASSA ATTACKS 
FRANCHISE MEASURE

Says Country Has Reached an 
Advanced Decree of 

Aberration

Montreal. Sept. 18 —Henri Bauçassa, 
the Nationalist chief. In the course of 
nn article In Le Devoir on the fran­
chise measure, says:

“The British warréd on the Boers in 
South Africa because the latter would 
not giro the franchise to foreigners 
who had not lived in the country for 
more than 14 years after Kruger had 
offered to reduce the term to five years. 
Here our own Bosches take the vote 
awsy from thousands of settlers who 
have come here in good fiQfh.”

Bourassa deals with Sir Robert Bor­
den's statement that the foreigners 
thus disfranchised are not compelled 
to serve In the army by -asking -that 
If that Is the case, "what about the 
thousands of women, relatives of sol­
diers, who are going to he given the 
vote? They do not serve/*

Bourassa also contends:
“We have reached that degree of 

aberraliun that glorification and mili­
tarism may be Imposed upon ns with­
out the slightest regard for social or- 
aler and for the honor of the army It-

ALEXIEFF DIRECTS 
FORCES OF RUSSIA

Kerensky's Chief of Staff; 
Hopeful Feelings Entertained 

at Washington

Washington, Sept. 13.—Two develop­
ments In the Russian situation which 
caused officials here to regard It ipore 
hopefully to-day were the abandon- 
ffraLal-fiCMTAL Kjornlloff by 
tr-'MipM and other professional fighters 
on whom Korniloff probably had 
placed much reliance in his advance 
on Petrograd, and the appointment of 
General Alexieff, former Commander- 
In-Chief, as chief of staff under Pre­
mier Kerensky, who has assumed the 
rank of Coinmander-in-CUief,

The first was interpreted as an In­
dication that the-revolt was fast facing 
collapse unless new help came from 
st-urces yet undisclosed in unofficial ad­
vice;.* reaching here.

The second was taken to mean that 
General Alexieff, as chief of stuff, vir­
tually will be commander, since Kefen- 
skv is not a military man and his as­
sumption of the chief command prob­
ably Is for the psychological effect and 
inspiration of hi# personality upon a 
nervous country. Alexieff probably 
can be counted nn to carry out the re 
forms in army discipline which Korn 
Hoff sought by his coup. Out of the 
.threatened division there" may develop 
dements of better organisation than 
the country had before.

General Alexieff. it was recalled here 
to-day, was largely responsible for ad­
herence of the army to the revolution 
which deposed the Romanoffs. He as­
sumed command of the new armies 
under the Provisional-Government and 
was replaced recently by Korniloff be­
cause the inevitable army disorgani­
zation followed the revolution demand­
ed à change. At the Moscow confer­
ence he made a speech <1.-nonliving ad­
vocates of loose dlwtpttiTF and pre­
dicted Serious consequences if reforms 
did not come soon.

Collapse Indicated.
London. Hept. 13 —Dispatches re­

ceived to-day from Petrograd indicate 
that General KurnilofTs rebellion haa 
collapsed.

Up to a late hour lust night there 
had been no collision between the 
Korniloff forces and those of the Gov­
ernment, according to an official state­
ment, which added that there was no 
longer reason to expect a clash.

This news was preceded b& dis­
patches announcing that Korniloff wae 
rapidly being deserted by his adher­
ents, Including a division of Moslem 
troops which had advanced to within 
16 miles from ivtrograd and which <-n 
hearing the Government’s Wpll—fiOM 
of the situation, asked to be sent home 
to the Caucasus.

Via Sweden.
On the other hand reports through 

Sweden tell of further advances of the 
Korniloff forces toward Petrograd and 
•van that fighting^ ot cursed in whMt 
the general’s troops were successful, 
near Lu go.

The Russian army at the front evi­
dently le In-a.state of acute belliger­
ency. aa a German official statement 
reports an enforced withdrawal of Uer- 
nviti rivalry pasts south of the Riga- 
Wenden road, on the Northern Russian 
front, because of strong Russian pres­
sure. Russian army headquarters haa, 
however, apparently, for some unknown 
reason, not been in touch with Petro­
grad. for a statement given out by the 
Petrograd War Office to-day an­
nounced there was no communication 
from the field headquarters.

Back to Caucasus.
Petrograd, Sept. 18.—A division of 

General Kortliloff’e forces composed 
of Moslem troops has reached Tsar- 
skope-Selo, 15 mile# south of Petro­
grad. Kugusheff, a loyal Mohamme­
dan officer, was sent to treat with 
them and they agreed to abandon re­
sistance to the Provisional Govern­
ment on condition that they be sent 
home to the Caucasus, where they 
must not be employed against the 
Turks, their co-reltglonlsts. Premier 
Kerensky agreed to the proposal.

According to official statements, the
-called “savage division’’ composed

lion of -Europe by the Napoleonic wars 
In 1914 and whose schème of education 
gwee hand in hand with the practical 
needs and the natural resource* of the 
country was most like that of this 
province, only described as much more 
perfect. In 1*14 its rulers had taken 
In band a country with a soil so poor 
Di.-u h was hard to epuro a bore Mtiai 
and through its scientific education 
had made it one of the most prosper­
ous agricultural countries of Europe

After the war this coast would be 
in a better position than Denmark be­
cause its natural resources Were so 
rich.-but it would be through the edu­
cation of the young people that they 
would be utilized to the full. The 
question always was as to whether the 
province could afford it. That was a 
matter of allotment to the, various de­
partments of public work and It was 
for the women to study finance and 
the present educational system and to 
find out If the province could afford 
not to develop its education along a 
practical and scientific plan and along 
the line of it* nntural resources.

The Htudy of history should be mod­
ernized and should be the means of 

YeSidiihg patriotism and cttlxenshtn. 
The status of the teachers should he 
raised. In France a three-years' 
training was required and in that^coun­
try there was no girl im tho poorest 
sehcol who was not taught to sew 
well. The ordinary ttitefier also was 
qualified to give lectures on the ordin­
ary laws of health and sanitation and 
in domestic science. The pupils In the 
smaller schools were told or shown 
how in'.du .various, things an«l bring 
samples of their cooking or other work 
which they had done at home for in 
spect ion.

Centralisation.
In British Columbia the *i>eaker ad­

vocated the centralisation of schools in 
rural districts where this was pos­
sible and to. tonny.. i»Uw’cs the small, 
cheap motor car would be the solu­
tion. The economy in running ex 
penses yon id make the employment 
skilled and technical teachers possible.

The school act of the province sadly 
needed revision. It had been amended 
again and again until there was little 
of jt- ;m< !• nt fabric left. As things 
werp there was a mythical Council of 
Public Instruction. 6f whose meeting 
no one ever heard. There was a «De­
partment of Education whose Inspect-, 
or* visited 'the schools of the provide 
and reported to the Department. There 
were local trustees in each district and 
in the municipalities and cities whose 
dal Us seemed to, overlap one dnpiht r 
and who peemed lo be trending on one 
another’s heels and who had various 
troubles of their own with the Depart 
ment. Tlx- trustees employed the 
teacher* hut did not receive the report 
of Dir inspectors, on their work other 
than a word or two in the annual re­
port. The Education Department had 
ho auQmrity to dismiss a teacher ex 
cepting for gross neglect. There was 
a big "gap hi management there: Tlv re 
were several other equally pertinent 
deficiencies in the school management 
The remedy suggested was the appoint- 
ment of a Council of Public Instruc­
tion of men and a woman or two of 
standing from the varions activities— 
not all school masters and not from 
any one class. These would frame a 
plan of management with due regard 
to getting value for the money ex­
pended and would suggest lines of 
study suited to the province and sec 
to the arrangement of a he ft Or work­
ing school act. with probably greater 
scope for action and more power cen­
tralized In the Education Department, 
so that there might be greater ability 
to consolidate schools in cities, mu­
nicipalities and rural district* to en 
able the greatest economy In technical 
and vocational training.

RF ZEPPELIN RflMRS
Writer in ''‘Lancet" Says Brit­

ons’ Behavior Under Stress 
is Unimpeachable

One hears a great deal of varied de­
scription'of the periodical air raids on 
London. There Is the unhappy ac 
ompanlment of hideous toll In human 

fife and a very uncertain account of 
material damage. The well-knewn 
medical weekly. The Lancet, presents 
editorially another phase and deals 
with the psychology of the air raid. 
The writer bases hie belief that vari­
ous psychological factor* are Involved 
l>y reason of a study made by himself 
of recent happenings In ‘the metropo­
lis. Man. he says, is still guided 
largely fry Instinct and little by rea­
son; his Intelligence may point the 
better way. but Innate trends may pre 
vent his following It. From an exam­
ination of tho«Mt conflicting Influences 
he goes on to say:

Strength of Instinct.
Instincts have different strengths in 

different Individuals . and different 
races, yet probably the most general 
and. the most powerful is that of self 
preservation. This le called Into being 
!*>• the emotion of fear, and tends to 
express Itself either In flight or til con- 
.A-ilnumt, qf-both. The more - unusual, 
strange, unfamiliar the exciting sttinu 
lu*, the more overpowering Is the In 
tlnct likely to prove. When, there, 

fore, without warning, a bomb drops 
from the blue In a crowded thorough 
fare to dash for the nearest shelter Is 
as Instinctive an act as for the puppy 
to hunt the first rabbit that crosses Its 
path. Further, what le. strange also 
excites the Instinct of curiosity, which, 
once aroused, may come Into conflict 
with the othef Instinct; and recent ex­
periences undoubtedly go to prove that 
at Its bidding the Individual may brave 
the risk and Ignore the call of self 
preservation.

Anger Versus Fear.
"But other psychological factors, 

other psychical stimuli, come Into 
play and jostle each other for posses­
sion of the final common path that 
leads to action. With increasing 
knowle<lge our behavior becomes more 
and more rational; and, after the first 

omentary Instinct to flight, a glance 
: the sky may reveal the reassuring 

fact that the bomb-droppers are not 
directly overhead, and at once the 
stream of action Is determined In an­
other direction. Or the Individual may 
have run the gauntlet on a previous 
occasion and. profiting by his experi­
ence, Ignore both fear and curiosity. 
The cltlsen who hears the cry of 
Zeppelins?’ and turns over muttering, 

wiih they’d let me sleep.’ is not 
acting In e spirit of bravado, but ac­
cording to a psychological law. Fur­
ther, anger or pity Is an emotion thât 
may oust fear or curiosity and deter­
mine the Individual’s conduct. And 
yet again, what of such stimuli 
self-control *nd sense of duty.

Oysters Remain Calm.
’Above all, what has been regarded 
a fundamentally important factor, 

that of race, is seen par excellence In 
the response of the crowd to stimuli 

the character that we have become 
familiar • with since the outbreak of 
war. It may be remembered that at 
ter the raid of September 2. last year, 
when an enemy airship was brought 
down In flames, a daily paper next 
day described the sight as ’beyond 
doubt the greatest free show that Lon 
don has ever enjoyed.' ‘No doubt,’ the 
writer continues, ‘thousands who had 
satisfied themselves that they at least 
were safe positively ‘enjoyed’ the 
whole' thing, and forgot the acute 
mental distress and anguish of the 
actual sufferers of the raid.’ - Some 
times anger Is uppermost, as when t 
well-known writer declares the moth­
ers. of England ‘will not long consent 

sit silent with their arms tied be­
hind their backs.’ Another publicist. 
Irritated at the frequency with which 
the calm of the public Is Insisted on, 
candidly protests, It is only oysters 
who are not rather frightened when 
bombs are dropping round.’ There Is 
no Inconsistency in these varying 
commenta, all of which are fair.”

to the Board.

Trustee Deavllle sought Information 
on the policy of distributing the girls 
among neighboring schools.

Major Riddell said It was most, un­
desirable to. return the boys to the 
public schools, as the> had been g 
nuisance in the past. . f

. . .First Windjammer to Attempt 

Navigation of Narrow Chan­
nel in Many Years

The American schooner Wm. G.. -tr- 
wln which reached port last ewnlng 
twenty days out from ti.in Francise». 
Is the first offshore windjammer to 
enter the Inner Harbor under sail 
many years.

DRIFTED 1,000 MILES 
BEFORE MAKING COAST

Several of Party in Bad Physi­
cal State; All Had Been 

Given Up as Lost

Sept. 18.—A missing lifeboat contain­
ing the càptain and 16 men of the 
Japanese steamship Kotohira Maru 
arrived here yesterday afternoon. For 
nearly six weeks they had been toss­
ing about on the North Pacific and 
several of—the party were In a 
state physically.

The Kotohira Maru W'as wrecked on 
duly 27 on the coast of Amrhltka. one 
of the Aleutian Islands. There were 
fifty In the crew, all leaving the wreck 
in three lifeboats. All were well-pro­
visioned and it turns out that not a 
single man lost his life.

Two days ago the second officer 
with 32 men reached Seattle, while the 
captain was at the head of the party 
which arrived here yesterday .They 
traveled more tfian 1.000 miles along 
the coast before making port-' here. 
The party of seventeen will leave to­
morrow for Vancouver, where 
they will embark for home.

The Kotohira Maru was wrecked on 
Amchltka Island, one of the Aleutian 
group, on July 27 last While bound

close enough to shoot a torpedo which 
crashed through the steel plates near 
the engine room and put the turbines 
out of commislson.

The bad weather 
continued and we decided to alter our 
plans and head for Canada. We were 
at sea several days before we were able 
to take a bearing, but with the advent 
of sunshine <>n September 1 wo made 
an observation and dl»«covered we Were 
COO miles from the Straits of Juan de 
Fuca.

Pangs of Hunger.
By this time our provisions were 

exhausted and we were feeling the 
pangs of hunger. Our replenished stock 
of. water was also used up. but my 
men kept up a bold front and made no 
complaint.

“With stout hearts wre continued the 
voyage, and on Hepteml»er 8 we were 
overjoyed to see land ahead of gs.

"This was Cape St. James as we 
proved by the beams from the light­
house as darkness fell. We got some­
thing to cat there and then pushed on 
to Ikeda Bay, which we reached two 
days later. Here we were well received 
by 'Mr. Ikeda, whose hospitality was 
unbounded. Tho total course covered 
lh our small craft after leaving the 
wreck wa* 2.000 miles, most of It un­
dertaken in the heaviest of weather. 
We shall leave a* soon as possible for 
Prince RuiK'rt, and jfrom there we will

INTERPLEADER ORDER 
GRANTED TO SHERIFF

Executing a Distress on Furni­
ture While House is Rented 

to Tenants

The attention of Mr. Justice Mac­
donald was occupied for a consider­
able period this morning In Chambers 
with an application for an interpleader 
order under rather unusual circum­
stances. 1

As already stated an execution had 
been lev fed At 515 Fowl Ray Road on 
the furniture -of the debtor, 11 M. 
Trncksell, on August 10 by a sheriffs 
officer. An occupant of the house at 
the time of his arrival, Miss Taylor, 
had agreed to take over the articles 
as bailiff during the absence of th- 
t«mante of Mrs. Track** 11, whose own­
ership of the house was claimed by the 
legal representative, EL L. Tait. * This 
was done tjo avoid expense. Miss Tay­
lor, however, appears unwilling to be 
mixed up with the matter and shortly 
afterwards disassociated herself from 
t_hg transaction. Meanwhile, on A u 
gust 17, the tenants returned 558 i t - 
malned In the house till the expiry of 
their lease on August 31.

The sheriff made an examination and 
Valuation on September 2, and locked 
up the premises, which were empty by 
that date, and on Septemlxer 5 formal 
ly took possession by putting in an

Meanwhile, the furniture, which 
Sheriff Richards hud valued at $3,500, 
was claimed by Mrs, Tracksell in vir­
tue «if ifti arrangement executed on 
October 3, 1916.

NOTABLE MINING 
CASE

Bullion Mines in Cariboo Dis­
trict to Pass to Hopp and 

Associates '

Mr Justice Macdonald spoke for an 
hour and a half yesterday afternoon in 
giving Judgment for plaintiffs in the 
Bullion Mines case,' requiring the de­
fendants to give up possession uf the 
property, near Quesnel Forks after 
Novemlter 15, unless In the meantime 
an appeal has been lodged by defend-

_ The plaintiff company, the"Quesnel 
Forks Gold Mining Vum|mny, sought 
to ubtam a declaration that it was en­
titled to the possession, as against the 
defendants, of the lands' referred to In 
their leases issued by the proper de­
partments on behalf ef the Crown. It 
also sought an order for possession 
and an injunction and damages against 
the defendants, tlte Cariboo Gold Min­
ing Company.

The case had occupied several days, 
and the last two were spent in argu­
ment, H. A. Maclean, K.V , appearing 
for the plaintiffs and 8. 8. Taylor, 
K.C., for the defendants.

Special lYivileges.
His lordship first gave reasons why 

he considered tne plaintiff company 
was ei^tWled to seek to recover pos­
session, in virtue of Its lease» from the 
Crown. He took up the question 
whether the predecessors of the de­
fendant company were bound under 
the lease of 1894 executed as a se­
quence to the Company's Act of that 
year to hold free miners' certificates, 
and to what extent they were bound 
by the ordinary placer mining law of 
the province. The special privileges 
given In the Acts of 1894 and 1896 
must las accompanied . by whatever 
burdens were attached to such leases. 
1.1e found that subsequently to the 31st 

■t May. ' TSn2, When tire' free- -mining, 
certificates ceased, the Cariboo Com­
pany was exercising rights under the 

‘lacer fining Act, in other words was 
carrying on mining operations. There­
fore the issue arose, unless special 
legislation exempted the com|>any. that 
It must have a free miner's certificate 
in order to continue to operate. The 
lessees who had sjuked the ground In 
November, 1919, And later assigned 
their interests to the plaintiff company 
had assumed that the defendant com­
pany must have such certificate, but 
had no longer taken out the license, 
and that therefore the lands were 
vacant. Such had l*een the argument 
of the plaintiffs in the appearances be 
fore the Kxecutive Council early In 
UU4.

From the case In the Kngllsh courts 
e had quoted to counsel that morning, 

affecting a liquor dealer who had taken 
advantage of a statute of 1816 exempt 
Ing war veterans, and had neglected 
to take out the ordinary licensee, he 
considered that the view then taken 
by the courts that a general law must 
prevail over special legislation should 
l»e applied to the Cariboo Company, 
and that if placer law required free 
miner’s certificates, a company operat­
ing such an industry must he assumed 
to respect that regulation.

Power of Waiver.
His Lordahip then went Into the 

question of abandonment, and held 
that complete abandonment did not 
take place. He then considered the 
right of the Government to Interfere 
between the lessee and his holdings, 
and pointed out that the warning of 
1912 from officials synchronized with 
the date of the expiry of the free min­
ing certificates. In other words the 
officers of the Crown recognized that 
the company Jeopardized its interests 
by omitting to continue the license. It 
had been contended that the Crown 
valvered forfeiture. He doubted if the 
Crown had power under the terms of 
the lease to waiver any penalty, as­
suming that such power existed.

Appeal Allowed.
In ordering the defendant company 

to give up possession of the property, 
and to account for any moneys as a 
result of working the properties, he 
gave a period till November IS for de­
fendants to appeal if they so thought 
fit If at that time an appeal had been 
properly lodged from this Judgment, an 
oppltcatlon could be made for exten­
sion of time.

Mr. Taylor thanked his lordship for 
the Intimation, saying he would have 
applied for such privilege If the court 
l ad not mentioned It.
