AS a preface to my story let it be 
understood that the circus In its 
ma^ltude and perfection is an 

American institution. Some one has 
called it a bridge of dreama cover* 
ing the chasm between childhood and 
old age. It has also been likened to 
a land of enchantment, where real 
fairies dance on the backs of pran¬ 
cing steeds, where knights and ladies 
disport ..themselves in royal robes, 
where modern centaurs vie with 
each other for supremacy and those 
Hthd of limb—with thews and 
sinews of perfect mold to court the 
admiration of artists and sculptors 
—contend for the plaudits of fair 
hands or win laurels of fame by dar¬ 
ing deeds and skiilful achievements. 

To tell the simple tale of such a 
calling is no easy task. The author 
has long sought to find a coherent* 
connected literarj' thread to weave 
in the woof of a better fabric, but he 
has not found it. and the narrator 
has written down these events and 
epochs as they came to him thru the 
archives of history, thru records of 
the past, and by personal observation 
as many of the Incidents occurred, 
with no desire to make them other¬ 
wise than truthful. 

A circus is the Realm of Recre¬ 
ation for all cla.sses. Age cannot 
■Wither nor custom stale its infinite 
S^^riety. Wealth nor poverty cannot 
destroy Its grandeur. Neither can 

^ nhe raiment or homespun cloth miti¬ 
gate its joys. Seated side by side 
ine yo-ur.gsters of the rich are Just 
as delighted and ran obtain no more 
enjoyment than the poor orphan and 
those of humbler mien, and the feats 
of hor.semanship, thrilling midair 
acts and br.lliant humor of the 
clowns fall alike upon eager eyes 
and ears. It is strange, too, that such 
cn institution of pleasure to level all 
rank should have sprung from an 
arena of barbaric pastimes, where 
wild beasts were pitted against 
equally savage creatures In human 
forms, or meek and humble Chris- 

of Ells, nearly 8,000 years ago. These 
four-yearly festivals or Olympiads 
took place In a lovely valley, watered 
by the river Alpheus as It flowed 
past the city of Olympia, where were 
gathered the choicest treasures of 
Grecian art, monuments^ statues, 
temples, altars, sanctuaries for votive 
offerings, and other emblems of de¬ 
votion to the ancient gods whom the 
Greeks worshiped, and, in conse¬ 
quence, these games were sacred 
events, and by participation in them 
by the highest citisena they became 
an exalted national institution. To 
be a victor at Olympia was to attain 
fame and honor arjch as modern 
generatlcns can but partly imagine. 
By instinct, by training and'by the 
hope -f victory in the Olympian 
games the people were led to 
cultivate almost a religious pur¬ 
suit of every kind of athletic ex¬ 
ercise, and so highly did they value 
these sports that during their prog¬ 
ress all hostilities between rival 
states were suspended and the terri¬ 
tory of Elis was proclaimed Inviola¬ 
ble. The first days cf each Olympiad 
were given to preliminary ceremonies, 
processions, banquets, eta, while con¬ 
tests engaged in during the remafn- 
Ing period comprised foot races, wres¬ 
tling, boxing, horse races, standing 
races, races by men in heavy armor, 
leaping, throw’ing heavy weights and 
spears, casting qucits and chariot 
racing. In the last named contest 
even kings ccntended for honors 
Each victor in these games .was 
crowned with a garland of wild 
olive twigs and presented to the as¬ 
sembled multit'jde carrying a palm 
branch in his hand, while the her¬ 
alds proclaimed his name and the 
name of his father and his country. 
On his return' heme he was received 
with extraordinary distinction and 
feted In the most lavish manner. 
Songs were sung and p^^ems written 
in his honor. Statues were erected 
to him In his native state and also 
on the soenss of his success, and, 
should he be a native of Athens, he 
was perisioned and boarded for life. 
Therefore it is little wonder that 

these contests were the greatest events In the peace¬ 
ful history of ancient Greece.

Thus in my reverie do I recall the memory of 
the Colosseum as 1 saw it, its past, its ruins, its 
unwheeled and broken chariots, its crumbling 
walls, its profound impression and the recollec¬ 
tion that from this ungodly temple there arose, 
centuries later, a form of entertainment, of amuse¬ 
ment, of pomp, of power, of pleasure, commonly 
called the circus, to level all rank and perpetuate 
the peaceful pastime of which I am now writing. 

I NOBtLITY OF HORSEMANSHIP 

After the fail of Rome centuries elapsed be¬ 
fore we hear of the circus again, but previ¬ 
ous to this we read of the Centaurs of Mytho¬ 

logical fame—half man, half horse—who by 
reason of their prowess astounded the universe. 
Therefore it is not strange that the noble eruine 
and his manly master were “born to witch the 
w’orld with noble horsemanship,” and, as cen- 

one of the most honorable and noble accomplish¬ 
ments in the da>s of chivalry, and this distinction 
of a true gentleman has been handed down thru 
all the ages to our own picturesque, romantic he¬ 
roes of the plains and in the arena on horseback. 

JUST A LITTLE CHRONOLOGY 

The year 776 B. C. was reganded as the date of 
the first Olympian games created for amuse¬ 

ment by the Greeks, and the victors as a re¬ 
ward were crowned with wreaths of honor.

management have changedT, do you? If you don’t 

you have another guess coming. Possibly you, as an Individual, reading 
this article feel that your pathway and life is rtrewn with flowers, but pos¬ 
sibly your vision has become so clouded with your own Importance and 
egotism that you fail to realize the exact ratio of nonimportance of your ex¬ 
istence to society. 

Can’t you realize that if “those were the days” things have not changed? 
You have changed. Your business procedure has changed. You have wafted 
to the winds the cardinal virtues of other days, and have listened to the 
whisperings cf money-mad vampirea 

You realize'better than anyone else Just where the weak links lie In your 
organIzaGon, and you, better than anyone else, can remedy, in a measure, 
the damage«already done. It Is far better that you do it than Jjave others 
do it for you.

When you have made your organization a 
clearing house for good, wholesome, entertaining, 
educational amusement you will feet so selAshly 
Inclined toward secrecy that these cities want a 
return date you will not be in a hurry to so in¬ 
form your competitor. 

Personally, it is my fondest hope that the sur¬ 
reptitiously quiet, “In and out," loud-mouthed, 
noisy, "big I am" troui>er will see the mistake in 
his ways and try to live on terra Anna.

It can’t be done. The carnival operated and 
managed along strictly high-class lines, as in¬ 
dicated elsewhere in this article, offers to its owner 
a fair return of proAts on the investment whether 
the carnival be a large one or a. small one. The 
owner or manager who believes it necessary to 
"snatch and grab" may prosper for a few weeks 
or even a season, but the answer to the theory is 
best looked for among your business acquaint¬ 
ances. It will not be a difficult matter to call to 
mind many carnival owners who have fallen by 

and stand out in the limelight today only because 
of proper conduct. You who are following the 
footsteps of the “snatch" and “grab” owner (? > 
can elevate yourself immeasurably and doubtle>e 
become “big" also if you but concentrate youi 
efforts to right methods. Remember, any old 
Ash can Aoat down stream, but it takes a live 
one to swhn up, and since the "big" owners are 
the “live ones” it should be an incentive to you 
to copy their methoda 

It is the “big" owners of today who are really 
holding the business together. It will cost yo i 
nothing to adopt their standards, their principles, 
and much less to operate along the lines of moral¬ 
ity, decency and cleanliness. 

Since it will cost you nothing to effect these 
changes, suppose you try it. 

When you have a carnival consisting of edu¬ 
cational, moral and wholly decent, highly re¬ 
spectable attractions, void of the "peek ’em” 
stores and "knock ’em dead" Jointa then, and 
not until then, will you be entitled or JustlAed in 
your belief that you are a carnival owner and 
worthy the conAdence and respect of either the 
public or the men who aspire to loftier ideals in 
the making of reputations in this buslnesa to 
stand untarnished for all time to come. 

WHAT does the Chautauqua suggest? 
Clean, wholesome, entertaining, educa¬ 

tional amusement. Nothing more, noth¬ 
ing less. 

'The Chautauqua is brought together under one 
canvas and th^re offers a diversity of amuse¬ 
ment which has been sponsored weeks previously 
by the representative citizens of the town. 

You have no Chautauqua—you have a carnivaL 
But it lies within you to make your carnival live 
in an atmosphere equal to that of the Chautauqua. 

The answer is easy. It is so easy it is ridicu¬ 
lous to attempt to gainsay it. 

Why not eliminate the undesirables? It must 
be done. And if you of your own volition do 
not see At to do it I have Arst-Uand information 
that an authority higher—much higher—than 
yourself will see to it that it is done. There 
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is an old adage that when thieves fall out 
honest men get their Just dues. If you do not 
cease those practices, which have caused honest 
people to look at you askance, you, and you alone, 
will suffer, because all honorable and upright car¬ 
nival owners will get their Just dues and continue 
to live and prosper In the business whether you 
remain or have been removed. 

Upon the other hand with a l.ne of clean, 
moral, educational attractions appealing to the 
better class of people you need have no hesitancy 
in seeking the public schools to visit your showa 
Teachers are eager and anxious to bring visible 
cr cc’MTr demcn~tr?t'ons cf higher intelligence 
to their pupils, and when you have goods of this 
cicss to display you will And a public only too 
ready and willing to welcome you. 

The reason you are not welcomed now is be¬ 
cause the diaphanous bunk you have spread re¬ 
garding the morale and magnlAcence of your or¬ 
ganization has been seen thru repeatedly. Of course, 
for the sake of argument. It must be admitted that 
you go on each week—that you never close. Ever>’

familiar sound. The result has been the placing of 
orders for machines by directorates of other shore and inland resorts In their 
realizing that their more venturesome fellows had struck a vein of acceptable 
profit plus a vehicle of publicity without an equal. 

I anticipate the mental query: “Can a vogue for flying last?’’ And I 
may mention that—as explained in my 1919 article—the outbreak of the 
warNnecessltated the abandonment of highly profitable “air lines’’ I was then 
operating, in addition to providing paasenger-carrylng airplanes to the prin¬ 
cipal British seashore resorts and parks, and my having to return over a 
hundred passenger fees, which had been paid in advance. With the end of the 
war the aircraft corporation who.se machines I had In the majority of instances 
u.sed in my ventures decided to “carry on” the strenuous showman methods 
I had applied, and with such excellent effect that this firm alone carried 
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during last summer and fall, and, as certified by official records, without a 
single serious accident. Keep in mind that this concern was but one of many 
aerial transportation enterprises, that thousands of other passengers were 
carried at the London flying ground (Hendon) and bv !nnum»‘rable British 
ex-service men who owned their own machines, and in addition to these 
facts, when it is considered that the United Kingdom can be comfortably 
packed away in the area occupied by New York State. It needs no •e’^ions 
mental effort or straining of the intellect to grrasp the financial possibilities 
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rf/O where enterprise is associated with park 
and resort management and methods, gen¬ 
erally, applied in the direction of “giving the 
people what they want and plenty of it.” 

Perhaps, after all, it may be a little difficult for many summer entertainment 
caterers to realize that the “dangerous” days of flying are past and that, 
where facilities permit, no deeper thought need be given to establishing 
aviation as a staple and permanent attraction than that applied to the In¬ 
stallation of a new riding device. This new source of profit an^ publicity 
represents the most modern and acceptable form of catering, and the time 
has arrived when the public looks to park and resort directorates to provide 
the ways and means for indulgence in aerial tripping, and, quite independently 
of the profits to be directly derived from supplying this want, the resource¬ 
ful entrepreneur will exercise his inborn vision and realize the value of the 
attendant aerial publicity, of which it would be mighty hard to figure the 
value in dollars and cents. 

THE PUBLIC DEMANDS FLYING 
and a little thought should be given to my views of the effect of the back¬ 

wardness of the Government to appreciate ftie full extent of this asscr- 
, tlon, am* ’ ■» experience of the summer caterer where the ^ding of 

modern attractions has resulted in augmented attendance will serve 
for a foreknowledge of the prompt response to the Innovation of 

aviation as an up-to-date attraction on the part of the residents 
of any amusement resort sphere of patronage. An ordinarily 

alive advertising man or press agent of any resort “wouldn’t 
do a thing” with this accentuated public interest and would 
command publicity space in local press organs offering scant 
courtesy to the usual stereotyped “press stuff” of a resort. 

Park and resort advertising men—and I speak from ex- 
perience—are “hard put to it” at times ^’hen editors de- 

mand something more than a continuous "rehashing” of 
. 1 the literary virtues of the bathing beach, moving picture 

fbeater, rides, grames and what-not of Its attractions. 
The scope for aviation publicity has no limits, and I 

need not refer either to personal experience or 
suggestions as to the pos.slbiIities embraced in co- 
operating with the leading local press org.ans to 

mutual advantage. 
Since I found that the balloting and “vot- 

ing” for a (limited) number of free 
trips formed the strongest incentive to the 

general business of passenger-carrying, 
can strongly recommend this form 

publicity. Then there 
are the “aerial deliveries” news- 
papers and manufactures 

nearby points, with the additional 
revenue of “aerial weddings,” 

honeymoons” and ever}'thlng 
ready wit and business 

sense of enterprise can suggest. I TRIED 
them all, and found none a-wanting. To 

those who find unusual interest in this article— 
so far—I may here mention that I purpose its be- 

ing more than a “recitation” or a strong recom- 
mendation to give serious thought to aviation as an 

added attraction to any resort. Circumstances and op- 
portunity provided a “tide” in my affairs which many 

years of successful showmanship prompted my “taking at 
the flood.” 'fo those who may assert that their lack of 

knowledge of aircraft or of the men that know how to fly is 
a deterrent to their taking up the subject seriously I would 

mention that neither did I know, and the 'words “aileron,” 
“fuselage,” etc., might have been garnered from the tombs of ths 

Pharaohs insofar as my knowledge of their meaning was con- 
cerned. What I DID discover was that the expert flyer who re- rgards his calling seriously Is a man to be depended upon, a hard 

worker and one who can be thoroly relied upon to undertake his part 
of any arrangement in which his flying would be the essential factor 

Given expert co-operation of this character the veriest novice at resort 
managing in aviation matters will appreciate that the 
greatest (apparent) obstacle to the establishment of 

' aviation as an attraction and financial investment 
does not exist. 

THOUSANDS OF EXPERT PILOTS 

are available for engagement upon a basis of salary 
and commission. The demobilizing of the air forces released tens of thou¬ 
sands. Many of them returned to their former businesses with an ambition 
to possess a machine of their own, but large numbers found their aerial train¬ 
ing and natural aptitude to practice care in flying and attention to their ma¬ 
chines decided their wish to stay in the game. Quite a number of them last 
season either possessed the means to purchase a two-seater or were able to 
influence backing by business men who foresaw the advantage of a partner¬ 
ship in this new direction of modern commerce. 'To my personal knowledge 
a large percentage of these fellows “cleaned up” front 

310,000 TO $15,000 PROFIT 

during last summer, and with the operation of only a two-seater (1. e.. with 
the pilot and one passenger as Its carrying capacity) and an initial Invest¬ 
ment of from $4,000 to $5,000. Ba.sed upon this success several have attracte*! 
the attention of Investors and are now directing the organizing of more ambi¬ 
tious ventures In aerial transportation with from $25,000 to $250,000 in In¬ 
vested capital. These figures (which c-,n be verified If desired) should add 
weight to my recommending consideration of aviation as a summer resort 
enterprise. 

It should be taken into consideration that the ex-service fliers who ac¬ 
complished this result of their small investments were mere boys and In the 
majority of instances without business training. Many were college ‘graduates 
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bank and offlce clerks and youn^ men who had left the work bench for the 
servics of their country and had chosen the skies as their sphere of lighting. 
With such consideration it may be readily appreciated that the conduct of 
their respective flying ventures were mure upon hapahasard lines tnan ex¬ 
ercise of business training and with the attendant inability to grasp oppor¬ 
tunities that the moie experienced in commercial enterprise may have seized 
upon. I need not add that my inference in this view is in the direction of a 
thought of the increased profits possible where the passenger-carrying busi¬ 
ness could have been upon a systematic and businesslike basis, such as are 
established and maintained under the necessarily keen management iden- 
tlfled with successful resort directing.

'With Grandpa Most of us like to turn back the pages of dead 

yesterdays and live over in our memory the J 
light of other days. Xowhere is this more en- Cy 

>jyable than In recounting the events of the oldtime 
■county fair, when profiteers dared not rule the land 
and before these great United States followed the example of Russia on the 
prohibition question. Few of the secretaries, general managers, heads of 
departments, commissioners of agriculture and other moguls w’ho, 
wear diamonds that shine like locomotive he.adlights and ^— 
who annually gather from the four winds that wisdom may 

ooze from their systems and vibrate from their vocal cords 'fjg 
in an effort to enlighten their comrades in the conduct and 
management of fairs, and who annually sit at banquets / ; 
where appear the daughters of Eve, arrayed in little more / 
than a side comb and a smile—banquets that would / 
make the Feast cf Eeishazzar resemble a 20-cent noon- / 
day lunch or the handout at a woman’s club celebration. / 
Few' if any' of these present-day officials of fairs would / 
be willing to admit that the oldtime secrete / knew / 
anything about fairs, yet he was wise in his -ay and /

feast it was. The good mothers and those sainted

long rows, around which the people, rich and poor, the high and 
the low', the learned and the unlearned, gathered to enjoy the feast.

Great "hampers of grub” were brought by every 
family and the negroes usually looked after the food and arranged the big 
spread at the noon hour. ’There was never a thought of charging anyone for 
any’thing to eat. Such a procedure would have brought disgrace on anyone.

Barry?” I replied—dramatically—"I’m going 
down—down—to hell.” "Good-by,” said 
"Zip,” "I won’t see you no more.” 

Later In the season, or it may have been a 
later sea.^on, the show was due to Sunday in Idaho 
Falls and the 24-hour man Instructed to arrange 
w’lth a town dentist to be at his office around noon 
to treat a tooth for one of the showfolk. 

“Zip’s” manager—at that time Ed Maxwell 
—Captain George Auger and I 'went with 
"Zip” to the dentist and found him ready for 
business, but he couldn’t quite figure out what 
kind of a nondescript he was to operate on when 
"Zip” removed his cap and disclosed a small, com¬ 
ical cranium with a knot of wool on the summit 
of the same. 

Maxwell explained, as "Zip” took the chair, 
that "Zip” had no power of articulation. “Which 
tooth is it?” asked the dentist. “I don’t want to 
make a mistake and pull the wrong one.” The 
naughty tooth was located finally, and the "ivory 
jerker” grabbed it firmly with his forceps. A 
twist or two follow’ed and—that’s all. “Zip” 
yelled; "What the blankety blank you doing, you 
blankety blank so and so.” After the dentist had 
mustered up sufficient courage to resume his task 
Maxwell explained that the "pulling of ‘Zip’s’ 
tooth had restored his voice.” 

I little thought, when in my boyhood days I 
saw “Old Zip” and many other wonderful freaks 
in the days of the dime museums, that I would in 
later years become closely associated w’lth them. 
Enough that Ls interesting and amusing could be 
related about "Zip” to fill volumes, but, as I have 
some “nice things” to say about the rest of the 
freaks, I must confine myself to just a few of the 
incidents in and around the life of this "happiest 

of them all.” IN 1896 my wife and I joined the Bamum & 
Bailey Show w'ith our Marionette act as one 
of the many side-show attractions, and It was 

then that I became closely acquainted with some 
of the world’s greatest freaks, including "Zip,” 
"Krao,” "Wild Men of Borneo,” "Lalloo” (double 
body boy) and many others. 

Ernest Warner, manager of the "Wild Men of 
Borneo,” was lecturer that season with the B. & 
B. Show. Cob W. D. Hagar had the side-show 
and other privileges, and Lew Graham had charge 
of our department. 

I W’as deputized as assistant to Mr. Warner, tho 
lecturer, thereby getting my first real experience 

as a “demonstrator of freaks.” 
"Zip” and I, during the i’off” houri, would 

usually indulge in a little "travesty” to the amuse¬ 
ment of the butchers and ticket sellers. 

One day in a Pennsylvania town, where the 
"blue laws” prohibiting the exhibition of freaks 
compelled the show to lay off one or two of them. 
Including “Zip,” he w'as w’rapped In a tarpaulin 
—^the day being a rainy, chilly one-—and sitting 
back of our Marionette stage playing solitaire, his 

favorite pastime. 
I had occasion to pass around and 'back of the 

stage and gave him the usual "high sign.” He 
mumbled in his guttural manner: "Where go.

atvthat time and described “Zip” in flowery lan¬ 
guage as the "connecting link between human 
and the ape creation.” "Zip” is still on exhibition 
under the management of Capt. O. K. White, and 
is still making the same old speeches and playing 
the fiddle as in da>'s of yore. 

I estimate his age at 60 or over. Reports 

have circulated in late years that the original 

"Zip” died some time ago and the present "Zip” 

very cleverly substituted in hLs stead, but, to the 

best cf my knowledge and belief, the "Zip” we 

have W'ith us today Is "only and original,” and is 

not a "dead one” by any means. 

During my many years’ experience wrlth the 
tent shows I became well acquainted with 
"Krao, the Mls-sing Link.” Miss Krao, as 

she is known to her close friends, and Krao Farinl, 
as she is known in private life. 

"Krao” is one of the most interesting as well 
as highest salaried anomalies in the world, and 
has been on exhibition since girlhood. Her good 
traits are many; her bad ones none. 

Kind, gentle, charitable, thoroly educated and 
loyal always to her friends and employers 

Last summer I was informed that “Krao” had 
retired from the road on account of ill health, but 
I am glad to state that she has recovered and is

•The Wild Men of Borneo” (Pluto and Wano) 
were for many years a leading side-show and 
museum attraction. But little Is known of their 
ancestry, as the facts were very secretly guarded, 
but they lived and passed away at the Warner 
household in Waltham, Mass. They were rightly 
named Pluto (bad) and Wano (good), altho 
neither was very bad. Wano died about fifteen 
years ago, and Pluto followed shortly after. They 
were aged about 70. 

•‘Lalloo,” the famous double body boy, was a 
great feature freak In his day, and commanded a 
large salary. He was a fine looking, high caste 
Hindu. 

His sunny disposition and love of sport led 
him Into a life of dissipation, which brought on 
his untimely ending, lie died in Mexico about 
twelve years ago at the age of about 30. , 

Strange to say almost Immediately after the 
death of “Lalloo” there appeared in this counCly 
from South America a similar freak in the person 
of Joseph Llberi, almost a “double” of “Lalloo.” 
I am personally acquainted with Llberi, and know 
him to be a polished gentleman and of steady 
habits. 

The Korean Twins were almost a "double” of 
the Siamese Twins of years ago. 

Another freak that created a great sensation 
in this country years ago w’as “Jo-Jo,” the dog¬ 
faced boy, brought over from Russia by Nick 
Forster. 

He died abroad about nineteen years ago, and, 
strange again. Immediately after his death “Li¬ 
onel,” the lionfaced boy, appeared—a perfect 
“double” of “Jo-Jo.” Convincing proof that “na¬ 
ture repeats” even In the most extreme cases. 

The B. & B. Show, on its return from E-rope 
(i think In 1901), brought “Lionel” with It, in ad¬ 
dition to a number of other wonderful freaks and 
attractions. 

never seen one that I could truthfully say was 
over seven and one-half feet In height, and wheh 
they reach that height they're “going some.” 

Of the giants of late years the most perfect and 
largest were Colonel Cooper, Captain Bates, Cap¬ 
tain Urlch, Shields Brothers, Hugo, Oeorge Pen¬ 
dleton and George Auger. Among the giantess-'s 
the most famous were Mrs. Bates and Ella Ew¬ 
ing, the Missouri giantess. Miss Ewing passed 
away several years ago at her Missouri home, and 
she was an exceptionally fine woman—kind, char¬ 
itable and loved and esteemed by all who knew 
her. 

Among the midgets the grreatest of all no 
doubt were Tom Thumb and wife (Mrs. Count 
Magrl). 

'Lucia Zarate, the Mexican midget, W2ia the 
smallest, altho possess'ng but little, if any. Intel¬ 
ligence. She died years ago while en route from 
the Coast, on the train, near LeadvlUe, Col. 

The Adams Sisters were very popular midgets 
and very puritanical In their Ideas. They would 
never exhibit on Sundays. Jennie Quigley, Ad¬ 
miral Dot, Commodore Foote and sister and Queen 
Mab were very attractive and accomplished 
midgets, while today we have Hans and Gretel, 
Princess Wee, Speck Brothers, the midget ath¬ 
letes; Nick DeBarcey, King and Prince, the box¬ 
ing midgets, and dozens of others. rE number of living skeletons was limited to 

Colonel Coffey, the dude skeleton; Eugene 
Ferrerl and Isaac Sprague. In late years we 

have had Artie Atherton and Eddie Masher, both 
very attractive. Atherton is married and has 
reared a good-sized family. 

Of armless and legless wonders we have had 
several. Among the notables may be mentioned 
Charles Tripp, Ell Bowen, Jessie Feary, Mrs. 
Leake, Walter Stuart, Lizzie Sturgeon, Lutes 
Brother^, Randlon and several others. 

Charles Tripp perhaps is the peer of them aH* 
having exhibited since a boy, and Is still exhibit¬ 
ing with one of the big circuses. 

Albinos, or “White Moors,” as they were form¬ 
erly known, have been and are plentiful. 

The Lucasey Family and Rob and* Annie Roy 
were the most prominent of their class. 

Bearded ladies have always been considered a 
good attraction. Madam Myers, Annie Jones, 
Madam Devere, Madam Rosa, Baroness De Bar- 
cey and Grace Gilbert, all have exhibited for 
years, all married, and were and are very pleas¬ 
ant ladles to meet. I am well acquainted with 
Grace Gilbert, who Is a native of Michigan and 
has a host of friends. 

And now for the “fat ladles”—the dear, jolly 
“mountains of flesh.” as they are so often alluded 
to by the side-show orator. And what would a 
side-show be without them? 

The common expression of the country yokel 
on circus or carnival day is not “Let's see the side¬ 
show,” but “Lot's see the fat gal.” 

We have had “Big Elizas,” “Big Winnies” and 
“Big Everythings.'* 

Also a number of male specimens of bigness, 
including Chauncey Morlein, Fred Howe and Jack 
Wilson. All of them sufficiently big to tip the

P. J. Stauton was outside manager of the side¬ 
show and the “right man in the right place.” 

Harking back a few years to the season of 
1894, which was my first season with a circus 
side-show, found my wife and I with the Ringling 
Bros. Colonel Hugh Harrison was then manager 
of the Annex, with James W. Beatty as assistant. 

The attractions, besides our Marionette act, 
were Allilab’s Rooster Orchestra, Bob and Annie 
Itoy, Albinos; Major Winner, dwarf; Frank B. 
Hubin, lecturer and magician; Mrs. Hubin, snake 
charmer, and one or two others. Quite a contrast 
with the big Ringling Annex of che past few years. 

This country has had on exhibition some won¬ 
derful giants and midgets. “Chang,” the Chinese 
giant, was the greatest of them all in his day. 1 
am not going to speculate on the exact height of 
“Chang,” or any of the giant family. Frankly, I 
don’t believe that any of them would ever allow 
a measurement taken cf themselves. They all 
range In height from eight to seventeen feet (ex¬ 
hibition measurement), but, believe me, I have

Uuqua, and this got the boys and girls In¬ 
terested. And she talked to the boys and girls 
themselves, and I can Just Imagine her smile 
as she talked to them, and she got them all 
very enthusiastic about the Junior Chautau¬ 

qua that was coming to Winchester. 
“And what do you think was the result of all 

her good work? 
“L.et me tell you. When the big Chautauqua 

tent came to Winchester there were eighty en- 
thu^astic Juniors waiting for It to go up! Why, 
that’s more than some towns have which have 
had Chautauqua for two or three years. And, bet¬ 
ter still, nearly half of thesq, thirty-two, earned 
their own tickets. Isn’t that a splendid record? 

“And Margaret Shannon, who was the Chau¬ 
tauqua Junior leader at Winchester, said; ’They 
had excellent town meetings, the children showed 
much originality and Interest. They had a “fine” 
pageant, and their mark for behavior was 98 per 

cent.’ Wasn’t that great? 1 think so, 
and I know you do. 

- “Would you like to know the name 
of this lady who made such a success 
out of the first Junior Chautauqua at 
Winchester? It Is Mrs. Walker Bond. 

“Perhaps the best work, so far as 
financial results go, which was ac¬ 
complished this summer by the Junior 
chautauquans was that done at Rocky 
Mount, N, C. Down there they de¬ 
cided they wanted a swimming pool 
for the hot days. 

“So they consulted Esther Jenkins, 
the Chautauqua Junior leader, as to 
the best way of getting what they 
wanted. Of course Miss Jenkins knew 
of no better way than Just to get it, so 
they started a campaign for $2,000. 
A pretty big goal for small folks, 
wasn’t It? 

“But In the one week that Chau¬ 
tauqua stayed at Rocky Mount those 
energetic Juniors, organised and en¬ 
thused by Miss Jenkins, raised $1,100. 

“And we have a letter from Rocky 
Mount saying that the grownups of 
Rocky Mount became Interested, and 
’have taken up the matter with city 
authorities in an effort to secure swim¬ 
ming pool facilities much larger than 
those contemplated by the hoi’s. We 
now have the co-operation of the city 
and the virtual ^promise of the Aider- 
men that they will 'oear a large por¬ 
tion of the expense of installing a 
swimming pool at Rocky Mount. 
Plans, costs, etc., are new being In¬ 
vestigated.’ 

\ “Now, how many other towns want 
a swimming pool or a gj’mnaslum or 
playground apparatus? Well, the 
best way to get It, according to the 
tested experience of Rocky Mount, is 
—Just to get It, that’s all.’’ 

The 1920 Chautauqua season will open i 
about the middle of April with more £ 
promising prospects than ever before. 

The Redpath-ilarrlson Southern circuits— 
two of them—open In Floridau The Eillson- 
White system opens in Louisiana. From that time 
on there will be other circuits opening in all parts 
of the country, and each one has better prospects 
than ever for a great season. 

• This article will not permit of a detailed ac¬ 
count of all the activities that each system will 
put forth, but, in order to show the growth, power 
and prospects that the Chautauqua movement has 
In store for those engaged In this line of aetU’lty, 
we will give some details about one system that 
la a fair lineup for all the rest. 

These facts show the growth of this system. 
In 1916 the Mutual Chautauqua presented pro¬ 
grams in 71 towns. In 1917 they had 150 towns on 
their two circuits, the follewing year they dropped 
to 106 towns. In 1919 they went to 14$ 
towns, and when they start the 
seSson for 1920 they will have four -- 
circuits covering 308 towns. These I , 
are all right here In the Midwest, 
where travel Is easy and people are 
thoroly alive to the Chautauqua move¬ 
ment and what it Is accomplishing. 

They have Just recently purchased * 
14 new tents and entire outfits. The 
Carnle-Goudle Tent & Awning Com¬ 
pany, of Kansas City secured the con- 

, tract for this equipment. Fourteen 
all of the same size and build, 

.^eans something that a lot of tent 
makers* do not comprehend. It’s a 
peal order. These tents are 60x120, 
and when arranged for Chautauqua 
audiences seat 1,600 people each. 

The Mutual System therefore has 
a guaranteed sale of tickets of $427,- 
000 before they leave the city. That 
is guaranteed them. Then they have 
the single admission tickets, which is 
a big item for a popular Chautauqua. 
If prcperly advertised the door sales 
are always run up even In proportion 
to the sale of season tickets. ’This 
makes for scientific figuring and con¬ 
servative management. It takes the 

children with greater force, for the reason that 
they are a part of it. Moving pictures attract more 
children than the chautauqua, but It Is question¬ 
able whether, as time goes *00 and parents and 
educators more fully realize that It Is the purpose 
of play to release all possible roles in the drama 
of adult life, even the movies will function as well 
as the Juvenile department of a modern chautau¬ 
qua. The follow’ing is the kind of thinking that the 
Juvenile chautauquas are creating and fostering. 
This article was taken from The Junior Courier 
as sent forth by the Pennsylvania Chautauqua 
Association of Swarthmore, Pa.:

• — business, and so this year there will 
be perhaps twice as many of th^m 
In the field to do summer work than 
there was last season. 

The cities are doing a greater 
business than ever, but in the smaller 
towns and communities the summer 
is fast becoming the theatrical sea- 
eon; Instead of the opera house It Is 
now the tent.

At first thought this accomplishment seems 
impossible. It is ardently desired by all 
park owners and managers as well as the 

concessionaires, who are the largest Interest of 
almost any park In the country. 

The parks, with few exceptions, go to sleep 
about the middle of August and awaken for'-La- 
bor Day, then hibernate for the winter. So com¬ 
pletely has this custom prevailed that many-of 
the park employees look upon this intervening 
period, between early August and Labor Day, as 
one of rest or as a time In which to look 
about for. winter's employment. They get to 
work late In the afternoon. If at all before even¬ 
ing, because little or no business is expected, 
fcyllng that they will not be discharged for 
delinquency on account of the approaching 
Labor Day, when, if It does not rain, all avail¬ 
able experienced help Is needed and so much 
depends upon the day that the employers can 
not afford to risk inexperienced help on this, 
one of the three Important and,profitable days 
of the entire season. It is not strange^ there¬ 
fore. that the park people had come to look 
upon the dull period toward the close of the 
season as one of the Inevitable results of cir¬ 
cumstances for W’hich there Is no remedy. To 
talk with any park manager about reviving the 
closing period of the park season was only to 
mjet with a shrug of the shoulders and the 
laconic response: "It can’t be done.’’ "It 
would be a waste of time and money,” or yet 
another ami most familiar one, "'We have 
tried at enormous expenditure of money. Noth¬ 
ing can be done.”

An Open Letter to the Vaudeville Managers of the United States and Canada: 

Gentlemen—^There is a subject I wish to bring before your notice, a subject which, if 
unchecked and unheeded, may cause both of us much regret and which may lead to great 
bitterness of feeling and prolong this dispute into regions none of us dream of. 

During the long and acrid fight which has been waged between you on the one hand and 
us on the other hand many severe things have been said and written (by us based on proof 
and on the actual facts, and by you on the statements of discharged employees, reports from 
the private detectives in your employ and the wild imagination of your subsidized press 
agents). 

But during the last years, because you have ceased your personal recriminations and 
your ill-advised tactics, there seems to have fallen upon us both a period of more polite and 
gentlemanly demeanor. 

What the Poet calls “sweet reasonableness” was in the air. 
Everybody noticed it. Everybody commented on it, and no one was more pleased 

than .the writer of this open letter. 

But when lions fight, when the masters of the forest engage in combat, then certain 
smaller fry reap a goodly harvest and eat their fill, and THEREFORE IT IS TO THEIR 
ADVANTAGE THAT THE LIONS CONTINUE TO FIGHT. 

These remarks are prompted by the fact that when I returned to New York I was 
shown extracts from the recent columns of the Green Sheet. 

In one of them I was depicted as calling you Judases, jaguars, tigers, etc. This is an 
absolute lie. 

In other extracts the whole intent was to misquote, misinterpret and malign me with 
the clear intention of making you believe that I was attacking you personally and publicly 
and in the vilest possible way. 

The object of this is easily seen. If there is no fight between us, if the lions are not so 
busily engaged in tearirg at each other’s eyes and throats as not to notice what is going on 
around them, then those who live on carrion lead a very precarious existenie. 

Has it ever struck you that the war between us gives a living to a lot of undesirables? 
Thirty per cent of the people who surround you would not be there if there were peace 
between us, and THEREFORE IT is to t'.e advantage of all these people and ESPEI- 
CIALLY THE GREEN SHEET THAT TH ERE SHOULD ALWAYS EXIST BE¬ 
TWEEN US FRICTION, ENMITY AND PERSONAL ABUSE. 

You may say that you cannot understand why this letter is addressed to you, for you 
are not responsible for what appears in the columns. In fact, you have officially disclaimed 
responsibility, and the editor himself has stated that what appears in his paper are but 
“pipe dreams” and “dope.” 

Perhaps you are not responsible, but, if so, why do you, within two weeks after these 
attacks appear, give to that paper two pages of totally unnecessary advertising? 

Contrast this action with your action when The Billboard placed its columns at our dis¬ 
posal and you at once withdrew your standing trade advertisements as a mark of your dis¬ 
approval of The Billboard’s policy. You keep your standing trade notices in the Green Sheet 
and add to them two more pages. What other inference can be drawn than that you place and 
withdraw advertising as rewards and punishments of a paper’s policy? 

If so, can you deny responsibility for the policy of a paper which you favor? 

The Green Sheet tried to stir up trouble between the Equity and the Federation. In a 
similar way it tried to stir up friction and discontent in the Actors’ Equity Association with 
the purpose of disrupting the Equity. 

By its innuendo, misstatements and garbled reports of what I said it tried'to stir up 
trouble between you and me. You know what I said at the La Salle Meeting. If you take the 
trouble to ask those managers and agents who were there you know its reports are untrue. 

And yet you give it two pages of advertising, thus making it appear that you approve 
of its policy, its pipe dreams and its inaccuracies. • 

If you allow this to continue I shudder to think what may be the result. I do not want 
to plunge again into a bitter personal public controversy, but if I am compelled the blame 
will be yours, and I have the ammunition. 

If these slanderous attacks on the Equity, on the Federation and on myself continue in 
the Magazine of Fools, and you by your actions appear to publicly endorse and approve 
them, you cannot complain (whatever happens in the future) that you have not had fair and 
full warning.

Explains the Methods He Uses in Mak‘ 
ing Up for the Part of Lincoln 

Mr. McGlynn, seen In the star dressing room 

of the Cort Theater before the evening per¬ 
formance, was asked to say something about 

his own method of makeup, which proved so 

successful in bis notable characterization of 

Abraham Lincoln. 

“1 do not agree with the theory,’’ said Mr. 

VcGlynn, “that cosmetics which are being used 

so freely in the American theater today should 

be toned down to a great extent where the new 

system of lighting is employinl. On the con¬ 

trary the more light yon have the less makeup 

you require, which naturally follows that the 

less light yon have the more makeup Is neces¬ 

sary proportionate!/, to project the character 

from a dimly lighted or almost darkened 

stage.” 

“Methods of stage make-up,” continued Mr. 

McGlynn, “are to me the same as they were 

twenty years ago. (Makeup for motion pic¬ 

tures is another matter.) 

“In order to get the correct effects for the 

stage lighting I mike up under dim lights or 

amber globes in my dressing room. I shade the 

light bulbs with yellow or brown paper until 
the lighting effect corresponds to that of the 

stage, then with my mirror before me 1 proceed 

to make up to about the character that I want 

the audience to see in the play. If yon have 

a red light on the stage, for instance, it is not 

necessary to make your face up red to appear 

so to an audience. The co-operation of the 

lighting ar.d the make-up, discrlminately bal¬ 

anced, pioduces the desired effect. A large 

nose or large features are more discernible and 

look better in the distance than at close range, 

small features may be pretty, close up, but 

neutral at a distance, and lighting and makeup 

should be applied to accentuate or diminish the 

features accordingly.” 

The buzzer sounded. The dtstingulshed actor 

had but a few minutes in which to make up for 

Lincoln and be generously invited the writer to 

remain. ' 

He applied the different sticks of grease 

paint to his face, penciling hollows and prom¬ 
inence with such lightning rapidity that it was 

no simple task for the eye to follow his 

changing movements, nor for the ear to catch 

all that he said in a low pitched voice paced 

In the same characteristic speed. 

“Lincoln was a sallow man,” he continued, 

“so 1 had the regulation yellowish and slightly 

reddish grease paint darkened up to match bis 

complexion. Ordinarily we put a lot of red 

In this ground cr flesh paint to overcome the 

effects of lights, which color I dispensed ■with 

however on account of his sallowness. A blu¬ 
ish gray paint was next applied “to accentuate 

the depressions or shadows In my own face. I 

never make wrinkles anywhere. 1 don’t believe 

In them, neither in crowsfeet about the eyes. 

By accentuating the shadows then with the 

play of emotion over the face, the wrinkles 
will take care of themselves, whereas if you 

make n wrinkle it is there like a masque. 
“Lincoln had two heavy lines, which extended 

from the side of his nose to both corners of 

his month—these lines were distinctly Lincoln's 

lines, l)Ut he had no wrinkles in his brow, or 

^crowsfeet. One can give character to a heavy 

S^hadow and omit the wrinkles.”

"Out of the thousands of students in tha 
recognised institutions, say fas painting and 
drawing in the country, only an occasional Sar> 
geant or Alexander is turned out—and just so 
among the hundreds that pass under Mr. 
Baker's bands, there must be many faUmes for 
the few successes that do come thru.” 

“What is the particular feature of Vr. 
Baker’s work?” was asked. 

“It is what is known as 47 Workshop,” 
continued the youngest playwright of the lat¬ 
est Broadway success, “a practical experimen¬ 
tal theater, where the process of ttfing out ma¬ 
terial is possible to the student. ’Mamma’s 
Affair’ went thru this process of tryout Just a 
year, to the month, before it was giren its 
premiere in New York City. Speaking for 
myself this tryout was Inraluabte U the ro- 
writing of the play before it was entered in the 
Morosco contest. 

“The 47 Workshop is a fine example of what 
is most desirable la the experimental reper¬ 
tory theater. It Is conducted on the Qnlld 
plan, that Js all the arts contribute toward the 
ensemble. A group of very brilliant designara 
sad decorators supplies the stage settings and 
decorations, another group works on costumes, 
and still another on properties, all of the me¬ 
chanical work in back stage fls •done by Tolna- 
teer gDiups, and experimental lighting is taken 
care of by another group. The actors are seml- 
profe slcnols and In the particular case of 
the Workshop the audience la also a trained 
body requtrsd in making criticism and Is asked 
to offer constructlTe criticism as far as possi¬ 
ble. It is a representative body of many 
distinguished Boston and Cambridge people, 
coming eagerly to all the performances. They 
are not a highly specialized audience. 

“The plays used In the workshop are not 
always those most ready for the professional 
market, but rather those which give good 
promise, but still lark the something that will 
make them real successes, such as only an audi¬ 
ence can see or feel, and ths rcTision is nmde 
according to this general reaction. 

".411 the work under Mr. Baker is creatlTS. 
‘English 47’ in College *47 A,’ advanced, la only 
open to those showing special promise, the lat¬ 
ter consisting only cf critical discnssion of the 
work of the class members, no text books being 
used. The first year requirements are one 
dram.it'.iatlon of a short story from some cur¬ 
rent magazine, one oae-act play and one long 
three or more act play.

Referring to her production of "Alice in 
Wonderland,” now la rehearsal.

“It has been asked why we are not using 
children in the parts of such a play as ‘Alice.* 

“It is because wo are aiming to produce for 
children a theater which shall be within their 
mental scope, both edncatlonal and recreative 
in its nature. We believe that to mltlvage a 
child’s real taste for good art in the theater.

“I am rehearsing my role now, and shall de¬ 
vote both time and effort to the study of the 
character during the intervening months.” 

"Uo you like the role of the Purple Mask in 
your present production?’’ was asked Mr. Dlt- 
richsteia. 

“I like other roles which 1 have played bet¬ 
ter, but the public apparently enjoy this one. 
Its thrills and surprises both Interest and en¬ 
tertain them.” 

Asked for a word about acting and scenery 
Mr. Ditricbsteln said: “There are three things 
to which an audlein-e is en.itied, namely, to 
hear, to see and to understand. Altbo some 
ajtors speak with the necessary volume to t-o 
cjsily beard they cannot speuk distinctly, and 
ti:eir lines are lost to a large jmrtlon of the 
audience. 

“I don’t know bow I produce acting effects, 
for the most part, intuitively, I think I try to 
visualize a character as I see it, and whatever 
comes to me in a natural way 1 incorporate 
into the part. 

“It was very interesting for me to play the 
role of the Great Lover. During the first ten 
weeks I continued to make changes, and elimin¬ 
ations, until, la my best Judgment, I finally 
developed a complete character. 

“I studied three or four men of the philan¬ 
derer type, whom I know, but the man Maurice 
Renaurd, who inspired the character, I did not 
know, personally. I bad only seen him on the 
stage—and only in appearance was he like 
the type of the Great I/rver. 

“The only thing I think of when I am acting 
is to get my speech over in tiie most natural 
way. I never try to make my voice sound 
well In a scene when the throat actually 
becomes hoarse or closes from excitement. In 
other words I don't strain to produce a nice 
stand when an ugly sound is the genuine out¬ 
come of the emotion I am expressing, and 1 
never listen to my own voice.” 

Referring to makeup Mr. Ditriebstein said: 
"I use very little powder and rouge. 1 don't 
oam a stick of greasepaint,” pointing to the 
m'.keup tray before him which contained only 
black and red water colors, lip and cheek rouge 
and powder. “I often reach the dressing room 
at the last possible moment during the over¬ 
ture, and am ready to go on in five or six 
minutes." 

“Facial expression will, of course, give mean¬ 
ing to the lines In one way or another, and in 
t’.'.ls connection I do not believe that increase 
of makeup would be of assistance. There 
should ba sufficient stage lighting to enable the 
endlence to see all the features of the face, so 
that no expression escapes them, whereas if a 
stage Is too naturally lighted yon can’t see 
any facial expressions, 

“I do not believe in the modem stagecraft- 
one can't create any illusion with a piece of 
dr ipery and a couple of pillows. 

“It requires only cne glance from an audience 
to t'ke in the stage, but in that one glance a 
pleasant, or an unpleasant. Impression is made. 

“Over elaboration in the settings is, on the 
other hand, equally disparaging. 

“The stage is a frame, and must be ade¬ 
quately suited to the atmosphere of play. Good 
acting will not make up for this Inharmonioas 
relation between the play and its settings.” 

“Despite the several strong plays now on 
Broadway,” he continued, “I have an idea the 
people don’t want heavy plays. They want 
a little laugh, a little thrill and a little tear. 
Should you give them mttre they become in¬ 
different. 

“I was in Europe Just before the war for the 
first time In a great many years,” continued 
the finished actor.

Dramatic stock has come into Ite own. It is 
no longer a- makeshift designed to give en¬ 

tertainment to the puhltc during the summer 

lall, or in any way distinctly an adjunct of the 
small town. It has become one of the vitally 

important activities of t'->e theatriosA business 

and it is destined for even far greater things. 

There is a very good reason why stock so 

Boddenly looms large on tbe theatrical horizon. 

It seems to have become a habit to place the 

responsibility for things, good or bad. at the 

door of the world war, and it is the war that 

is responsible, directly or indirectly, for the 
boom in dramatic stock. 

Beginning two years ago railroad transporta¬ 

tion became an exceedingly difflenit proposition. 

Railroad fares were vastly increased, which 

meant an equally great increase in the expense 

of sending road companies on tonr. That bit 

tbe managers a hard blow, but tbe hardest 

was yet to come. The coal shortage added to 

tb« dlfflcnltles of the managers in the matter 

of transportation, as well as did the necessity 

for eliminating ail but -essential travel. It 

became practically impossible to route a pro¬ 

duction with any assurance that it would even 

come close to schednle. 

NEW PLAYS AND NEW AUTHORS 

The result was the establishment of dramatic 

stock companies thmont the oonntry to fill the 
vscancy cansed by the non-arrival of the road 

Bfaows. These stuck companies have not been 

presenting the old time stock favorites, but 

Broadway snreeasea and plays by new anth- 

ors. Ttaia has given stock a tremendooa Im- 

retus that puts it in its rightful place in Amer¬ 

ican tbeatrleala. 

The atock game, to my mind, is the work¬ 

ing or the scientific end of the tbeatrlcat bnsl- 

ness. Now, isn't it true, when one takes into 

consideration the veraatlllty necdK to succeed 

In stock, that the work Involved is a little 
strennons for many producers? A man must 

have a capacity for work, together with a 
thoro knowledge of the bnsiness in general. He 

can’t very well call into conference a stage 

carpenter and say to him, "Build me so-and-so,” 

without knowing how to go about it himself. 

'When tbe stock manager leases a theater, 
the future of the playhouse rests entirely with 

him. His first move is to survey tbe neigh¬ 

borhood or city, to determine tbe probable de¬ 

mands of the public at that particular season 
of the year. 

KNOWLEDGE OP PLAY VALUES 

Another important feature in tbe successful 
operation of stock is a knowledge of plays to¬ 

gether with an apprei-iation of their resp^tlve 

valnes in different localities. While it is true 
that many of the late Broadway successes re¬ 

leased for stock make good stock bills, it is 

also a well known fact that many of them do 

^ not, and npon many occasions we have played 

M to more money and given greater satisfaction 

with new plays by unknown authors than with 

plays that have proved Broadway successes. 

The selection of a competent cast of artists 

with personality and a capacity for study, 

coupled with that indescribable “something” 
that makes friends over the footlights, is 

most important to continuous life of the stock 

theater. Sbakespeait-'s words, so often quoted, 

“The play’s the thing," certainly fits this 

branch of theater entertainment. Once the 

correct scale of prices has been established to 
anch condition, the method of advertising a 

stock company plays no small part in the or¬ 
ganization’s popularity. 

8TOCK MANAGER TAKES RISK

Ton must have a kink for only 
searching ont the worst that is in life, for 
after mang geara on tbe atage, I fall to find 
that In tbeae matters the people of the atage 
differ rerg moch from tbe reel of the world, 
and I think gon wonid find it imposaible to 
proTo gonr contention, goor statement on this 
matter ia like so mang other things written 
in your pamphlet, merely an unsopported alle¬ 
gation for the sake of making an effect upon 
unthinking bcarera. 

Tonr claim on page 4<l, **that consecutive 
polygamy (ale) is as bad as almnltaneous 
polygamy,’’ is too astoonding to need more 
than mention. 

On page 53 you say: “The whole theater— 
as an institution—smells to high heaven. • • • 
The few good plays that are put on the hoards 
are often merely blinds and baits,—’’ 

I saw you in your stody a few days after 
the production of “Aphrodite,” with which 
production you had cleverly made your attack 
upon tbe stage synebrouize, and yon bad at¬ 
tended with sitme others of yoair kind at the 
opening rerformance, in case as you yourself 
said, “we rhoiild miss anything, ns they prob¬ 
ably wonkl never play it again just the same.” 
From your pamphlet I gatlier yiai are equally 
aasiduons in attending other plays if they 
promise to be sufficiently aaiacTouM, yet when I 
sent yon a list of simple plays which had en¬ 
joyed the widest publicity all over tbe coun¬ 
try during the past few years, such as “Peg 
o’ My Heart." “Old Lady 31,” etc., you ap¬ 
parently know nothing of them. 

Why should youi Ton are only concerned 
in pulling down. I was foolish to ask you about 
them. 

Ton complain of all plays that deal with 
•IJects other then of the most respectable 
nd childlike kind. Surely the theater Is a 

i lace of entertainment for grown-up people- 
all plays nre not for all ages any more than 
alt books. Surely there are great plays dealing 
with human frailty and sin, wiilch should be 
played. Just as there aro great .books which 
arc not for Indiscriminate circulation. You 
say on page 4i: 

"The most popular them'es In the theater of 
today are unholy love. Jealousy, envy, anil a 
broad and silly humor.” 

It Is beside the questloo that tbe financial 
history of the theater disproves that state¬ 
ment, but are we to condemn all the theaters 
because this Is so? Are wc to destroy it 
utterly because of a few “sex plays,” the Im¬ 
proprieties of which depend as a rule upon the 
mental condition of the anditor himself, for to 
the evil-minded all things are evil. 

Then must we forthwith condemn and destroy 
tbe Bible for the filth and nastiness which it 
contains and which, indeed, at least In the 
O’d Testament, it jiositlTely seems to revel. I 
do not think the Bible Is nice reading for the

People In Huron, 8. D., remember the little boy, who, w(hen tchool waa over for the day. In¬ 
stead of studying at home like tlie rest of the youngsters, was in the habit of taking long walka 
In the country, accomiwinied only by his pet dog. 'The song of the birds, the whls|>erlng of the 
trees were music to his ears. The great outdisirs i)os.--es»ed a strange fascination for him, and 
he felt that he could aesjuire a far more complete knowledge of life by studying nature—pi'ople, 
birds and animals—than could be obtained by delving into books at buno. 

A'ltlio his father was a prosperous dentist the lad, while stlU at school, and he frankly ad- 
mlta it, 'had a buiiiing desire to make some spending money for himself. He did o<ld >>bs around 
town, picked berries, liuilt Arcs in otlices, sold newspa^iers—always busy, always studying nature, 
aod always trying to Judge u iierson's character and temfieramrat. 

So expert did he tiecomc that he amused the other boys by imitating certain peculiarities of 
•nme of the people around tonm, and w^hen he went to the theater for the first time and saw the 
perforoiance given by the Nancy Boyer Stock Comi>any at the Walker Opera iHouse, Champaign, 
IIL, the seed of the histrionic art was firmly planted in 'bis fertile brain. 

.Vfter leaving sdsMil, and c term in a business college, 'he <^taine<l a position in a matter 
mechanic’s office, but the work there never appeale«l to him, ami he only managed to bold hie 
Job by making himself popular with his felhnv employees thru his powers of mimicry. It 
became noised abroad that the young chap In the matdiine shop was a clever entertainer, and 
when the Big Four Band at Mt. Carmel gave a concert he waa engaged to go there and “put 
on a ahow” for them. 4Ie recited and offered some Impersonatlona and received $10 for his services, 
thereby Jumping into the professional class upon bis very first appearance on the stage. 

He “beat” his way to Indianapolis and went to work In the Busy Bee Restaurant. While 
there he became aopiainted wl'ii Frofessor Rayno, who conducted a d,nnc!ng academy. He men¬ 
tioned bis wish to go on the stage, and the professor taught him dancing, but as a dancer be 
toon diacovered that he had two “left feet.” 

In Decatur, III., he appeared at an amateur night for Manager Flegfried, “’The Man of Many 
Faces,” who suggested to him that If he had some wardrobe for his characteiB be would have 
an act. An actor on the bill In a kiddliug way said to him: “Why don’t you write to Gus Sun?” 
And he did, and got n Jnb. He has the distinction of being one of the few ble-rime acts of today 
that were not at one time or other canceled on the Fun Time. He got fourteen weeks from Kun 
at Stib Tier week. Other managers raised bia salary little by little, hit act Improved and hs 
decided to Invade New York. 

Mart F^l;lcr Golden brought him to the metropolis in 11)09 and h« was handled by Ja(% Levy. 
He opened at I’nlou H'.ll and si'ored n hit, but for seme reason or 4)ther Alonso Poll w.ia the only 
liooker who wo-ihl consider the act. He opened on the Poll Clrcnlt, and w-as moved from second 
to next to closing every week until he reached New Haven, vrtiere Mr. Poll saw the act and 
said that the coliege Itoys did not like the style of act, nml as a cooseijuence the balance of bis 
twenty-three weeks that l.evy had Isioked thru the U. B. O. waa canceled. 

This blow might have efTectually discouraged his anitiirions were it not for hit indomitable 
perseverance, nnd his adventures in the land of disu(ipointments would make a lengthy volume. 
Eventually Muckenfuas got him the Interstate Time at ^’>0. Still determined to get in in New York 
Ed S. Keller biaiked him in Yonkers, the agent liked the act and got him the Colonial, where he 
flopiied, but did manage to get the Orpheum Circuit, over which time he scored heavily, altbo 
be was not allowed to plsy San IFranclsco. 

Back to New York ag:iin. to the Bronx, and he just managed to get by, but bad to play the 
Ofipheirm again, and this time made San Francisco. 

His success over the On'heum Circuit had strengthened him In his resolve to make good in 
New York, and he managed to get l>o.»ked at the iFIfth Avenue In fourth spot, and went over solan- 
didly. Keller then booted him around New Y'ork from week to week at $160 and $175, until he 
fina.ly landed at the I’alace and got a regular route at an Increased salary. 

Then came two and a half years on Broadway under the management of the Shuberts. 
He has played the Palace Theater, New York, seven times In one season, a record held by 

few. If any, other artists. 

^ Mr. Keller's untiring efforts he attributes hie vaudswllle suctess, and this seaaon he la 
receiving the largest salary he ever got. 

He is now In Los Angeles working on his first movie, the lure oif the screen being too great 
for him to withstand. 

He has been called the James Whitcomb Biley of caricature. In not a single one of hla 
Impersonations does ridlcnle enter. His delineations are all of the kindly natnre and the Idiosyn- 
cracles of the various characters are portrayed with a refined vrhlmalcality that delights his 
audiences.

This leads to the conclr.elon that the stage 
is a part of the life of the people, and, therefore, its relationship to them 
must be considered. 

*Tt must be further admitted that there is no greater agency for the 
development of human emotions, outside of the press itself, than the 
amusement game. Literally millions of people dally are more or lass 
influenced by what they see at the theater and the moving picture buow.

"The usefulness of the theater and the motion picture need not 
necessarily be for the dissemination of THE SOBER THOUGHTS OF 
LIFE.

If the producing managers would look

It must be admitted that stock apd 
repertoire have proven the best schools 
for the stage. Their graduates who 
have reached the topmost rung of the 
ladder of success are legion, and. 
cldontally, we might mention that the 
Mars of two of Broadway’s greatest 
present successes are graduates of the 
stock school—and proud of it. We reijer 
to Frank Bacon, who. In “Llghtnln.* ** at 
the Gaiety, heads the list for long rujns 
in the city, and Mias Fay Balnter, ,ln 
“Kast Is West," at the Astor, now near¬ 
ing her five hundredth performance. 
The producing manager should look 
over the stock and repertoire fleld, aiid. 

In turn, the young actor or actress 
should look to stock and repertoire for 
expesience. The training and experience 
the actor will receive there is worth 
more than he will perhaps realise un¬ 
til opportunity knocks at his door. 
Then, If he has failed to accept the 
training offered him, he will regret It. 
Stock and repertoire mean hard w<yk. 
It is true, but after all ‘n any line 
work Is what counts. You may play 
many roles, study part after part, and 
pound and pound and pound lines Into 
your head until there seems to be little 
room left for anything else, but what 
of that? Remember the best way to 
find out the kind of roles for which you 
are best suited is to play numerous and 
various ones, and that Is the opportun¬ 
ity stock and repertoire will offer you. 

Julia Arthur, one of our finest ac¬ 
tresses, once learned twenty-one roles 
in a single month, and Miss Arthur will 
toll you that she learned more than her 
roles In doing so. The case of a per¬ 
son who can feel and act with ease in 
a few weeks Is exceptional. Experi¬ 
ence must be had, and the world knows 
the one-piece production Is not the 
best place to get It. You will get more 
experience playing good parts In a 

,two-blll-a-week stock for twenty 
weeks than you will playing a bit or 
even a fair part with a big road pro¬ 
duction two seasons. 

There are about fifty, or perhaps a 
few more, stocks In the United States 
at the present time, and many more 
repertoire organisations. Go to one of 
them, ambitious young actor or actress, 
if you lack experience. It’s the beet 
place In the world to And out If you 
ARE or ARB NOT worth a continentaL

The big feature of the first day's session 

followed with the address of President Cohen, 
which was as follows: 

Gentlemen of the Oonventioa: 

In submitting to you a brief record of the 
organization eg the pest year I am glad to 
state that it is a record of achievement ami 
realization. The credit for the sweess of the 
activities of the leagne belongs to no individual 
or set of indiridnals, but to all the league—to 
every single member thereof. The city of 
New York stsnding alone would have made 
small headway at the State Capitol without 
the constant, active and Intelllifent co-opera¬ 
tion from the great cities of Buffalo, Bochester, 
Syracuse snd Utica. The spirit back of tils 
team work was by no means confined to the big 
cities, however. It showed to no lltt’e effect 
and adv.antage In the small towns—indeed the 
small town exhibitor has proven the backbone of 
this organization, just as be is the backbone of 
the entire industry. 

SUNDAY OPENING LAW 

a need not acquaint you with the fact that 
thru the efforts of our league and thru the 
stanch support qI our public we have sue- 
ceeded in repealing the law which had ceased 
to ho an eiwesrion off the will of the majority. 
1 refer to that aectlcn o# the penal code which 
made it a c-iminal offense to keep the motion 
pirtnre theater open on Sundays. In place of 
this law we now have a provision which 
permits the voters of every municipality of this 
P*s»o to n-ss on this question by a direct vote 
of the governing body. Under this law motion 
iplctnre theaters are now permitted to open on 
Hunday In every first-class city of the State 
and in moat cities of the second^lssa. The 
leagne has prepared a table of statistics show¬ 
ing that the foHowing mnnicipalities have 
tt^ their legislative bodisst sanctloDed motion 

pictures oa Sundays since the enactment of the 
law: 

Cuboea, Binghamton, Hndson, Ithaca, Oswego, 
Ssritoga, Mt. Vernon. Uth-a, Beacon. Water^ 
town, .Vuburu, and Schenectady. .In W’atcrtowii 
the ci»uncil reimsaed the ordinance over the 
veto of the Mayor. In Beacon the question w s 
referred to a -efcrendiim of the people before 
it was acted upon by the council, an I in Mt. 
Vernon it was referred to a referendum of the 
people before being act“(l upon by the Mayor. 
The proposition to open the theaters was ap¬ 
proved in each pince. 

In Jamestown the common council passed 
an orjlnance prohibiting the opening of the 
theaters, but the Mayor vetoed it after having 
called and heid an infoimal city election at 
which the proiM'sition to open tiie theaters waa 
passed by a vote of fi.'J.Vi to S.fryo. 

In the etty of Sctic-nectady at the re<-ent rfec- 
Uon the ooljr issue in the campaign was the 
question of Hunday motion pteturea, and the 
democratic caniHditc. George B. I/unn, was 
elected Meyor by an overwhelming majority 
against his opposition, Kx-Mayor fllmon, who 
opposed Sunday pictures and who bad vetoed an 
or'IlMince passtd t.v the commen o''nncll. 

The following cities also enjoy Sunday mov’es; 

Amsfeis’am, Fn^alo Bat”c-g p ming. Dun¬ 
kirk. Fulton, Glen Ctove. Glens Fjlls Ilornell, 
Jamestown. Lockport L-icKawanna. No. Tona- 
wanda. New York Oty, .Nlag-ra Falls. Oneida, 
Glean, Hdehester. tJyracnse, Sahsmaaca, Tona- 
wanda, Troy, White I'lslns. Nothing could t>e 
more c<,ncluslve of the poimlsrlty of the mo¬ 
tion picture entertainment on Sundays except 
perhaps the decisive m.o.iorltles in favor of 
Sunday pictures wheever the question was sub¬ 
mitted to a direct rote of the people. In every 
such case the people have spoken moet em¬ 
phatically, As far as we know—snd otir in- 
formstlcn on the subject is derived tr«m the 
best snsirccs; from the press and from the pub¬ 
lic antborities—the effect .T allowing the mo¬ 
tion picture theaters to open on Snndav has 
h,.«T. nniformir good—public order and decorum 
have everywhere been promnte<l; the exhibitors 
In eve-y part of the State have accepted their 
responsibilities; they have conducted their 

bouses in a decent and orfierty way and no¬ 
where has the religloiia peace and quiet of the 
day been dlstn t>ed nr in any way interfered with 
by having the motion picture houses open on 
Sunday after church hours. That the legalliing 
of the Sunday entertainment has eve-ywhere 
contrllsited to allay the sor-tal and industrial 
unrest and discontent, so prevalent these days 
txith in town snd country, there is no doubt 
whatever. I'nder the present law the Sunday 
opening is entirely a question fo- local public 
sent’mept. In our attitude on this qaestloo we 
exhibitors are entirely satiafled to abide at all 

times by the result of pi^nlar sentiment freely 
and honestly expressed. 

MISTAKE OP THE aABBATAiUANi? 

Before leoring this subject I want to correct 
an impression which is common in the ranks of 
onr opponents on tUs issne. We are not propos¬ 
ing no innovation, the light of the people to 
enjoy healtbfnl recreations an.r tnno<-ent paa- 
timee on Sunday after chu'ch hours has never 
been questioned in the course of all the cen¬ 
turies except, as the late Justice Gsynor point¬ 
ed ont in bis famous decision, in the Biltlsh 
Isles and there only In the latter part of th.- 
17th century. We are only asking to restore 
the immemorial lights of the people. ]>f we 
continne to conduct our houses In mich a man¬ 
ner as to win public approval, if we continue to 
make of our tlieatera more t^n mere places of 
amusement, making them civic centers as we 
did du-lng the great war, we •have nothing to 
fear from the agitation of paid profeasionai re¬ 
form era. 

At thla time there la much talk of hostile 
legislation at AIl>any. We hear of measnres 
for censorsldp, for the curtailing of picture 
exhibitions and other freak bills. None of 
these measures have public sentiment behind 
them, but that does not and ought not to de¬ 
creese osir vigilance in watching sni Increasing 
onr activities in checking them. The l/eglsla- 
tive Committee of your League will continue to 
he os guard, while the Legislatu'e la In teasion. 

While on the gnbject of leglalatiou I want to 
aay that we are .loing oar beat to modify the

THE EDITOR’S SAY 

ON THE DOINGS OF THE DAY 

PRESSING QUESTIONS OF THE 
DAY 

No better text can be found for edi¬ 
torials in the moving picture section of 
The Billboard than the various plani:a 
In the most excellent exhibitors’ plat¬ 
form, adopted at the State convention, 
which has Just finished its labors at 
the city of Utica. We have given far 
more than usual attention to this con¬ 

vention, because there is a general 
feeling in exhibiting circles thruout 
the country tluit this convention is 
but the forerunner of a great Na¬ 
tional organization, the terming of 
which will be the greater; historic 
moment in our history. Notice the 
fairness and equity in all the exhib¬ 
itors’ claims. They want real con¬ 
tracts de.lning not only the rights of 
the producers and the distributors in 
a one-sided way, but also giving prop¬ 
er safeguards and guarantees to the 
exhibitor. They want to do away with 
the deposit system, the most fruitful 
source of wrongs to the motion pic¬ 
ture theater owner. The possession 
of these deposits gives to the distribu¬ 
tor too much arbitrary power. In 
cases where a difference exists be¬ 
tween distributor and exhibitor in re¬ 
gard to Him bills or the delivery of 
reels, the distributor under the pres¬ 
ent system is the ultimate arbiter and 
he is not likely to decide against him¬ 
self. If the exhibitor feels himself 
aggrieved, he has but one recourse, 
taking his case into court and losing 
h’.s time and money. 

ADJUSTMENT IN THE RELATIONS 
BETWEE.N PRODUCER 

AND EXHIBITOR. 

As geared at present, conditions In 
the Industry give the producer an ad¬ 
vantage over the exhibitor. The ad¬ 
vantage is but temporary and more 
apparent than real. In the last 
analysis there is a strong community 
of interest between the three branches 
of the Industry. The producer-dis¬ 
tributor at this time does not realize 
the fact. He believes that ruthless 
exploitation of the exhibitor is his 
be:t policy. He saddles upon the ex¬ 
hibitor a very large proportion of the 
wasteful system of distribution, not 
to speak of the waste in production. 
Heretofore the exhibitors, being wide¬ 
ly scattered and unorganised, could 
offer no effective defense or resist¬ 
ance. This attitude has now Anally 
forced the exhibitors into orgranizlng 
themselves. Their Arst efforts were 
crude, often their leadershi') was 
poor and there were times when It 
was selAsh. If at the Arst sign of 
orgranizatlon on the part of the ex¬ 
hibitor the producer-distributor had 
taken the alarm and had treated the 
exhibitors with commercial common- 
sense, it is quite possible that noth-

A DRAHATIC HOMRNT. 
A dramatic moment wttbont a parallel in tka 

history of motion picture conrentbrns waa 
staged by Chairman O'Reilly when he told the 
conrention toat two of the former Preeidents 
of the State organization were in attendance, 
and that he would Inrlte them to step on ' s 
platform and alt beside him. When he men¬ 
tioned the lumes of Lee A. Ooche and Samuel 
Trigger the conrention broke Into a demon¬ 
stration, most of the members rising In their 
seats and applauding rigoreoaly. Hr. Ochs 
was called upon for a speech and made one of 
his old-fashioned rousing addresses. Whan he' 
gare full credit to the preaent organisation 
and aald that he had made a mistake in fight¬ 
ing them, an it he was man enongh to 
acknowledge it, there was tbnnderons applause. 
He said be wished it understood that althongfa 
he waa no longer aa exhibitor, he waa heart 
and aoul with the State organlaatloa and its 
offiicers. A rising rote of thanks was tendered 
to Hcssrs. Ocha and Trigger. 

At this moment the proceedlnga were inter¬ 
rupted by Mr. Mosrber, of Bnffalo, telling the 
officers of the organisation to leare the room. 
While ererybody was wondering what would 
come next, Cohen, O’Reilly and Berman laft 
the room, and as soon aa they were gone Hr. 
Hosher announced that Buffalo wanted to 
start a parse to buy tokens of appraclatlon 
for the officers. In a few mlntuee a sum, esti¬ 
mated at $600, was collected, after which the 
conrention adjonmed.

Ing more would have been heard of 
exhibitors' organizations. Instead of 
that, the pressure on the exhibitor 
has increased and now he begins to 
feel his power. Honest and construct¬ 
ive leadership has been found and 
we will soon witness a battle which 
In all probability will bo violent and 
for a time destructive, but -It Is bound 
to end In a readjustment of the re¬ 
spective positions of producer and ex¬ 
hibitor and with a better and Juster 
balance of power. • 

THE COMING PLUNGE. 
IJke all slow but powerful move¬ 

ments, the present struggle for a 
proper adjustment is gaining In mo¬ 
mentum like the current of a big 
stream before it takes the plunge 
down the precipice. "When the 
plunge comes it will be found' Irre¬ 
sistible. The exhibitor, discovering 
his power, will then need wise lead¬ 
ers who will use this power, not for 
unlawful encroachment on the prop¬ 
er domain of the other branches, but 
merely for the securing of his own 
rights.

preeent law on the admltaion of minors to oor 
tbeatera. In so far as the law aims to protect 
the mi'rala aad the bealtb of our rtaildren. It 
baa tbe entiro support <tt all good ritUcas. 
Anyone who baa watched the workings of tbit 
law cannot help feeling that It la not only un¬ 
fair bnt entirely IneffeoHre. It does not pre< ent 
the erlls which It seta ent to remore. Let ns 
remember that this law waa not enacted aa a 
aeporate statute but came ae an amendment to 
a law enacted more then two generations ago. 
Tbe original law prkrided for the exclusion of 
minora from all placet where liquor waa aold 
aad from ail places generally which were held In 
bad repnte. In 1000 the Legislature Included the 
motion picture theater la tbe liat of tbeae pre- 
anmaMy diarepntable placea. The very language 
of tbe amendment in which the motion picture 
theater la described at a **klnetoscope” shows 
that tbe motion picture waa then truly - Ita 
infancy. Nineteen hundred and nine saw the 
motion pirtnre Industry like tbe diacorery of 
fold and a motley croi^ repreaentlng all waHia 
of life niahing into the buaincas, small vacant 
ttoreo were converted Into eo-called motion pic- 
tore p-i-lors, and both etblcHly and artistically 
the motion picture ahowed up poorly. Since 
that time motion picture theaters rival In their 
eqn'.pniert and In the provlalon of comforta for 
their pitrona the Oneat theatrical tnatltatiooa in 
ibe land, tbe character of the pictures haa 
ate-idlly improved until Its atandard todav la 
conceded high. The greatest rhange, however, 
baa beea in the personnel of the men who own 
and cendnet these theaters. In 1900 no pro- 
Tlaicn of any kind wna made for children com¬ 
ing to tho motion pictnre theaters. 

Order aad decomm are maintained in the thea¬ 
ter )>T the employing of large staffs of capa¬ 
ble and ccnscientloua belpk In view of tbe 
pawing good which the rao*ion plctu-a accom¬ 
plishes hi the mind of n child as an educational 
fwtor. does it not seem that the time has 
come for moro efflclest and enlightening. If 
leas drastic, meaauree?

Not all parks can have a car¬ 

nlxal, nor can all secure any great nnmber of plc- 

nlct. but with very few exceptions the resorts 

can do one or the other and there are many 

which can do both. 

Any park which has not made a aystematlc 

effort to obtain picnics on a profitable hasl* 

would do well to look about among the park 

managers for an opportunity to confer with those 

who are most anccesaful with picnics.

He has no picnics on 

Sundays sod holidays, but from the opening to 

the close of the eeaaoa, with few exceptions, 

there is not a day without one or more picnics 

Imagine what this means to a resort tbruont 

the season, and especially the last two weeks 

of August, when most parks have the dull 

period while watting for Labor Day.

else where art and akill enters. There has been 
a great misunderatanding, as a rn'.e, regarding 
the character of the circus and Its people, but 
their life and habits are to some extent like 
those of others engaged In the ordinary pur¬ 
suits. Their kaowleige cf ixmaa nature Is made 
aery keen by reason of their coming in contact 
sritb all classes of persons in all kinds of com* 
muunltles. They soon learn the Important les* 
eon of a temperate life; temperate, as a rule, In 
all things. No matter in what department they 
may be engaged they are for at least one-half 
of the time away from home, and, in keeping 
with the old saying that "absence makes the 
heart grow fonder," it if quite safe to assume 
that the absence of the circns people from their 
borne life and interests intensify their love 
for it.. 

And, after a season of travel and very hard 
work, early hours out of bed and late, hours in 
bed, when they reach their own fireside it seems 
to be a haven of rest. It certainly feels good 
to be there. This may explain, in a measure, 
the fact that the circua people usually seek 
their home in some quiet community. Many of 
them live upon farms where they can escape the 
noise and bustle tbeli\ business keeps them in 
one-halt of th' time at least. Many of them 
make their homes in the smaller cities and 
towns, where they can live, tar from the mad¬ 
ding crowd, wille very few care to live or 
do live in the larger cities. 

MORAL HIGH STAKDIND 

Contrary, perhaps, to the opinion nsnally en¬ 
tertained of the circus profession, the standard 
of mcra’.lty, both mental and physical, among 
circus people is extremely high. As an evidence 
of tbit the further fact may be cited that in 
almost a majority of cases contracts between 
circus people one with the other, employer and 
employees, are seldom matters of documentary 
eTldecce. Their mere word passed is as suf¬ 
ficient and binding to them as any bond. It is 
the custom of many circus employees to make 
their employers their bankers. This is par- 
tlcularly true of the more humble class wboae 
wages are of a smaller scale paid by the em¬ 
ployer. Their agreement always includes their 
malntensnce while trk'veling: their eating and 
sleeping arrangements are also included, there¬ 
fore they have but little need for ready caah 
and prefer ta leave it all in the hands of their 
employer until tbs end of the season. 

The result is this system the circns man 
«t the end ot season draws the bulk of bis 
entire earnings In a lamp sum, and it is a

The women of the clrcni lead arduona Uvea. 
Their work la bard and it demands nnniual 
physical rest. There la no room in any circns 
estabUshment for any anperfluons freight. 
wbeUier in the animate or inanimate, and any 
peraon carried by a clrcna company most he of 
actual use. Thera may be no Idle woman with 
a clrcna with time for goaalp or disturbance, 
and therefore the women of the circus are not 
rapidly recruited. 

It la a general rule among circus proprietors 
not to engage a woman in any capacity nnlets 
she be accompanied by aome relative—father, 
brother, husband, aon, unde or cousin. Most 
women are bom into the clrcna hntinesa and 
«re children of circus people. Some marry Into 
it, but of that data the proportion is rather 
email, and extremely few women enter ti e clr- 
ent world in any other manner except for their 
nsefulness and artistic ability. It is not an 
Infrequent thing to find a woman who repreaenta 
the tblid, funrth and fifth generation of a clrcna 
family in this country. As a rule she baa no 
lelanre time, and is always lurrounded by hun¬ 
dreds of men, who regard her as a sacred ob¬ 
ject, and woa be nnto the man who sronld seek 
to do her hanni 

REXIOION IN THE CIRCUS 
Surprising M It may seem there U • itroog 

nndercnrrent of rellglona feeling among the 
circus people, especially the performer*. The 
danger attendant npon their work and the oc¬ 
casional accidents in wl;ich they ree a fellow 
performer suddenly Iota his or her life aronaes 
in them mneh thought of the futore, and this 
thought frequently fin-ls expression In strong 
religions observance. Many cf them are chnrch 
membera and are regular attendants at Sunday 
service whenever they are able to do ao. Clrcna 
women are even more ansceptlblt to rel’glons 
lafluences than other women, and tbeie are very 
few of them who do not manlfeat their predilec¬ 
tions In that regard. 

On tbo whole the morality of a modem eir- 
cna tronpe compare* favorably with that of aay 
equal'number of any other trade Or caUIng. 
Rigid mies ore set for their deportment; fine* 
are executed and enforced for any violation; 
for the rest they are obliged to behave well. 
The proprietors have complete jnrisdlctlon over 
their employees, which t pastor has not over 
hi* congregation. Would any clergyman dare 
to poniah profanity by fine and drankenneas by 
expnision? This Is the very thing a circus pro¬ 
prietor can do and does. Bnalnesa latereats 
compel strict discipline, and who shall aay that 
the employee is not better off at the end of the 
■ea'on of seven, or eight months of compnlaory 
sobriety, civility and orderly labor?

Instead, 
tbe; bad a hand of four places, a comet, a fid¬ 
dle. a base fiddle and a banjo and the 00I7 hu¬ 
man being who could remain still while these 
(iiur instruments were dealing out barmonT was 
a paralTsed fellow. This band possessed a 
wondeifni leader, for be needed no music. He 
was of doubtful pareatnge and a search war¬ 
rant could hardiT hare located hi* father. To 
look Mm over It was dlfflcult to tell whether 
he belonged to the negro race or to the white 
race, so Mr. Cornet Plajer furnished the music 
for dances and fair* tlx dsTs In the week, and 
biowed his bom In the PresbTterian Church 1 
cb'Hr on 8unda7, his example of serving the 
devU for tlx da7t and acting the part of a 
pious ftand on Rundaj being followed even until 
this dag. This band cAnld plaj but three pieces 
—"Kweet Everlena,’* "Rabbit In the Pea Patch” 
and "Leather Breeches." The first named car¬ 
ried a song with It and was the beginning of 
i-vmmunltj singing, a fashion new coming back 
into vogue with some of our big fairs, whose 
•oH-retarle* imagine the7 originated the Idea.

Sweet Everlena, the first time I teen her. ! 
1 stole a verbena light out of her hair. 

If the crowd wanted a waits "Sweet Ever- 
lena” was played to wait* time. It something 
faster was wanted "Sweet Sverleaa" could be 
hurried up a bit. There was music while each 
class was being shown, and again after every 
award was made. When the band played not 
one foot belonging to a colored person remained 
still, all the young negroes being adorned with 
but one garment, and that a long shirt, reach¬ 
ing almost to their knees. There were no skirt* 
or trousers, and the colored boys could not be- 
distingnished from the colored girls. 

SENSATIONAL FREE ACT, THE GCTDELESS 

WONDER 

An edacated borse, called "The Gnldeless 
Wi nder," mad* the fair "circuit" la those days, 
lie was controlled with a whip, and when 
birched to a buggy bl* only harness was a belly 
band. There was no bridle and no reins. It 
V s often said that his equal would never again 
be reen by any generation. So far as recollcc. 
tlon goes that was the first free act ever put on 
at a fair In this country, and the head of no 
booking agency who possesses a conscience that 
will allow him to look fair managers la the eye 
while be charge* them six time* the worth of 
an act, was over half *0 proud of an art as the 
secretaries who now "sleep beneath the silent 
clod of the valley” were proud of i’The Guide.
