worked 1 plain round, commence rib knitting for the top as follows:
knit 2 and purl 2 for about 60 rounds, bearing in mind always to
knit the same stitches and purl the same stitches as before, which
forms ridges of elastic knitting

; when the above number of rounds
are worked, continue knitting all plain but one stitch,, which is
purled down to the heel as a mark for the narrowings, to shape the
calf; after working sufficient rounds for the knee, commence
narrowing for the calf by knitting 2 together each side of the
purl stitch, every six rounds, for about twenty-five times, and this
forms the calf ; then work sufficient rounds for the leg and ankle
which brings you to the heel ; and after dividing the stitches, 25 on
each of the two needles, and 50 on the third, which contains the
seara-stitch, having 25 stitches on each side of the seam-stitch, you
then work the heel with only two needles, always slipping the' first
stitch and knitting 1 row, and purling 1 row, (in the purled row the
seam-stitch is knitted, and in the knitted row the seam-stitch is
purled.) If the heel should be required to be made stronger, use finer
needles and the worsted double, for about 40 rows, narrowing- 1
stitches every low each side of the purl-stitch, by taking 2°to-
gether, and this will round the heel for ten rows

;
place the two

sides of the heel together, and with the third needle slip the purl
stitch, then pass the needle through one stitch each side of the
purled one, knitting the two together, and passing the purled one

You can

also place a new heel to an old stocking, by cutting off the heel,

so as not to interfere with the stitches in the leg ; then knit a new

heel, working in the loops at the end of the row by knitting a loop

with the last stitch, until the heel is completed ; and finish the heel

in the same way as the new one.

To join two plain pieces of Knitting or Weaving together, so

that it looks exactly the same as the other part of the work, is by

undoing the work until the loops are quite straight and clear ifi

both places, placing them side by side, and with a darning needle,

and the same material, join on in the end loop, pass the needle in

the two end loops in the other piece, and through the same one as

before ; having one clear loop first on one side, and then on the

other, until the work is complete.
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Pattern, No. 77. --FOR CHILD’S SOCK.
Needles, No. 18; any cotton the size of Manlove’s knitting cotton, No. 30,

or either white or coloured wool.

Cast on 21 stitches on each of the tv/o needles, and 29 stitches
on the third ; and for the top purl 1 and twist 1 for 30 rounds,
always purling and twisting the same stitches as in the last round ;then work for the leg in the following pattern, and the middle stitch,
on the needle which contains the 29 stitches, is always purled as a
guide to shape the leg, and the following pattern requires seven
stitches for each pattern.

1st Round.—Knit 2 together, knit 1, make 1, knit 1, make 1,
knit L, knit 2 together, and repeat.

2nd Round.—Plain all but the seam-stitch, which is to be purled
