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4n decownt of four firts of fallitions Shining Suiflances, commu-
nicated to the I'ublifler fromwery good hands, Loth in printed
Lapersand in Lesters not printcd.

Wo of thefe four fubftances have been already fpoken
of in two of the late Tranfactions, vid. I b, 131,
2.788,and Namb.134.p.%472 ; and they are,one of them, the
Lactitioms Pafte of Dr, Balduin, fhining in the dark hke a
glowing Coal, after it hath been a while expofed to the Day
or Candle-light ; the other, the Bomontan Srone caicin’d, v hich
imbibes light from the Sun-beams, and fo renders itagain in
the dark, whereas the former needs no Shining Sun, but doth
the effet in quite overcaft weather and even in amifly day,
To thefe we fhall now add two other forts.  The omeis by the
Germans called Phofphorus Smaragdinms, faid to beof this na-
ture, that it colleéis its light not fo much from the Sun-beamws,
or the illuminated Air, asfrom the Fire it felfy feeing that, if
fome of itbe laid upon a Silver or Copper-plate, vnder which
are put fome live coals, or a lighted Taper, it wiil prefently
fhine, and if the fame warter be fhaped into Letters, one is
able to read it, The orher iscalled Phofphorus Fulgurans, which
is a matter, made bothina liquid and dry form, and notonly
thineth in the dark, and communicates a fudden light to fuch
bodies as *tis rubbed upon; but, being included ina Glafs-
veflel well clofed, doth now and then fulgurate, and fometimes
alforaife it felf as’twere into waves of light: Differing very
much from the Balduinian Stone, whichis te be expofed to
fome fhining Body , asthe Day, the Sun, the Fire or fome
lighted Candle, to receive light from thence ; whereas this
Fulgurating fubftance carries its light alwaies with it, and when
put inadark place , prefently thews the fame. Of whichwe
have this further affurance given us, thatalictle portionof ir,
having been kept two whole years, nath not yet loft its power
of fhining: So that’cis kelieved , if a confiderably big piece
were prepared of it, it would fcrvc for a perpetualor,at leaft,
a very long:- la(’cmghght.
So far this communication;the efiet of which’tis hoped will
in due tme appear here amonglt us, if the Author be compe-
