" Tnspector General Breckinridge's ans
nual report to the general commanding
is this year, as formerly, a searching re-
view of the conduct of the army, and an
expert criticism of #s organization .ot
the most interesting and valuable char-
actér. It is an unusualy voluminous
document, with many excellent photo-
aphie illustrations, and will prove en-
f:rtalning and instructive, not only to
officers in the service, but to legislators
who will be called upon to consider
needed reforms in the service. Itisno-
table that nearly all the inspector gen-
eral's suggestions weré adopted by Sec-
retary Root in his recommendations to
€ONgress.

Gen. Dreckinridge says:

“All experience shows that we may
periodically have war and our late
mere mobilization shows what inexperi-
ence may cost and cause us and our
childern to endure.

“Sanitation, where there are no fam-
{ly tles nor modern conveniences, is
more difficult to teach and enforce
among greenhorns than the manual of
arms or musketry, and the more troops

under canvas and learn tactics and
f:ctical operations on the ground, and
how to take care of themselves, the bet-
ter it will be for the army, especiaily
for the new organization called out
for the defense of our country’s flag.

“Our present transport fleet has ex-
cited the admiration of foreigners,
and is perhaps as fine as lavish ex-
‘penditure of money could so quickly
make it, under a department of the
‘government which was almost a nov-
dce in this work and not controlled
entirely by men who have made such
matters a life study.”

GIVE ENTIRE SATISFACTION.

Locomotives Sold (o France Demon-
strate Thelir Excellence—~An-
other Order Placed

The locomotives built and shipped
some months ago by the Baldwin
works for the state rallways eof
ance, the flrst American engines
ever run in that country, have in the
short time they have been in the serv-
ice demonstrated their excellence to
the entire satisfaction of the French
officials. As a copsequence the Bald-
wins have just been favored with an-
other order from the state railways
for ten passenger locomotives of the
Atlantic type, with 84-inch driving
wheels and similar in design and size
to those in use on the Reading's At-
lantle City route. The locomatives are
to be completed by the early summer,
20 that they can be used in connec-
tion with the rush of travel to the
Paris exposition,

The covsolidated locomotives for the
Finlaud state rullways are being com-
pleted at the works preparatory to
shipmert in s few dayvs. There are
6lzo being ~hipped fise freight engines
for the Chicagn & Northwestern rail-
way, two passenger engines for the
Wabash and two for Denmark. The
latter ergines are of the same design
and weight as those previously bullt
4t the works for the Dauish state rail-
ways.

MARCONI IS OUTDONE.

. |
Prof. Fessenden Discovers a Coherer

of Greater Sensitiveness.

Recetver Which Is So Sewaitive That
It Is Claimed It Will Be Pos-

. sible to Wire Across

3 the Atlantic,
» A recelver for wireless telggraphy,
that is 2,000 {imes more sensitive than
the ‘“coherer” of the Marconl system
has been diecovered by Prof. Reginald
'A. Fessenden and his assistant, Prof.
Kintner, in the electrica. laboratory of
the Western Unlversity of Pennsylva-
nia. .

Prof. Fessenden said: “Although we
have improved the receiver so that it is
2,000 times as sensitive as the orig-
inal one, we realize that we have not
yet begun to see the limit. Marconi, in
his brilllant experiments, has demon-
strated that messages can be sent over
90 miles. As our receiver iz several
hundred times more sensitive, it is clear
that the messages can be sent by our
method very much farther, though just
what the limit is I would not like to
say. It at least should be possible to
send messages across the Atlantic with
poles less than 200 feet high.

“The ultimate distance must be
checked by actual experiment before
it becomes a scientific fact in the atrict-
est sense.”

It is the intention of Prof. Fessen-
den to continue his experiments until
he is able definitely to announce what
are the possibilities of his system. He
is fully convinced that the use of wire-
less telegraphy as a means of commugi-
‘cation acfoss the Atlantic is within the
range of achlevement by science.

LOST BLOOD BUT NOT LIFE.

A Woman in a Cincinnati Hoapital
Survives Though Deprived of
Life Fluigd.

That a person can live for some days
with virtually no blood was demon-
strated recently by a case at the Cin-
cinnati (0.) hospital. A young woman
operated upon was afterward seized
with violent hemorrhage from an inter-
nal wound, and, despite the efforts of
the doctors to stop the flow, she contin-
ued to lose blood until the pulsations ot
her heart were no longer perceptible.
As usual M such cases artificinl blood
was Injected into her veins to take the
place of the blood lost to prevent com-
plete cessation of the heart's actlon.
The artificial blood consisted of a sa-
line solution composed of common
tablg salt and water. The injection was
made through a vein in one of her arms.

Almost half a gallon of the solution
was used before the heart’s action be-
came anything like normal, and for two
days she lived in this way, the water be-
ing absorbed into her system and new
blood taking the place of water, the
hemorrhage having been stopped. In
sizing up the ecase it will be seen that
there was little blood in the woman's
circulatory system when the water was
Injected into her veins. Her weight be-
ing 120 pounds, allowing her normal
blood supply at the usual ratio, one-
fourteenth of the entire weight, of
which amount a fifth is alwaysretalned
in the lver, blood vessels and tirgsues,
it will be seen that there was little
more than a pint of blood In the entire

circulatory system going to stimulate-

the heart’s action. The young woman
recovered and has gone to her home.

MASTODON TUSK.

Sent from Almaka to a New York Man
~Is a Very Fine Specimen and
of Unusunl Sige,

There is In the care of J. A, North, of
62 Pearl street, New York city, a fine
specimen of a mastodon tusk, recently
received from Alaska, Originally {t
was, by the estimations of scientifio
men who have seen it, nearly 15 feet
in length, following the curve, but {t is
broken at both the base and the tip, and
in ite present condition measures ten
feet eight inches in length and about
ten inches In diameter at the thickest
part. It is of p very fine quality of
fvory, and weighs 173 poungds. The
tusk forms, roughly speaking, a curve
of about 120 degrees upwiuard. Resides
this curve there ia something of a
spiral form, the tusk bending slightly
to the left base and taking a more pro-
nounced curve to the right a little fur-
ther along. At the base and there is a
hollow for two feet, the encircling
fvory being less than an inch in thick-
ness. The color is o clear black at the
upper end, and when discovered it was
all of this color from age, but the main
surface has been scraped, and is now
the soft tint of old fvory.

Thesd
amount to over 2,600 volumes, com-
prising encydfopaedias, dlctionaries,
atlases, gazettprs, manuals, and stand-
ard reference|books, particularly in
history and shatistics; the best col-
lected editiond of_the writings of the
fathers of thy: republic and miscel-
laneous material on government, po-
ltical and ecymomic acience.  With
the above are feetain books upon top-
ics likely to bk under discussion dur-
ing the presan¢ eesslon, such as
finance, subsidfes, interoceanic canals
and colonfal afimimistration.

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A CENTURY'S DEVELOPMENT.

What Changes the Yenrs Since 1800
HMnave Wrought In the Stataas
of Women.

The progress of woman, her develop-
ment and the enlargement of her sphere
of aetion from the year 1560 to the
close of the eycle, 1899, is recounted in
& calendar of the century issued by the
National American Woman's associa-
tion.

It is full of interesting inciderts and
gives many historical facts and much
data of value to the student of woman's
advancement through the last 100 years.
That the attainrment of many thicgs
now enjoved as a matter of course was
only gained by hard and persistent
struggle ard the utmost perzeverance
and courage on the part of a few women
is also clearly shown.

In 1800 married women were rot per-
mitted in any country to control their
property ror to will it away at death;
to all futents and purposes they dicd not
own it. The legal existence of the wife
was so merged in that of her husband
that zhe was =aid to be “Jead in law.”

Al possessions passed into the hancs
of the husband at marriage. If a rrwr-
ried woman worked for wages shecould
not legally colleet them, as they be-
longed to her husband., SbLe cculd rot
make a will, sue or be sued. Few occu-
pations were oper. to women.

No college in the world admitted
women. Men had =0 long dore the think-
ing for the average woman it was unij-
versally believed that po woman was
capable of masterirg the Lighest
branches of learning.

In 1803 a man sold his wife as & cow
In the Sheflield market (England) for
8 guicea. Newspapers commernted upon
1t as a eommon occurrence. The pul-
pits at this time gave frequent exposi-
tions of the necessary subordiration of
women, quoting from St. Ambrose as
though inspired: “Adam was beguiled
by Ese, not Fve by Acdam. It is just
that woman should take sa her ruler
bim whom she incited to sin, that he
may not fail a second time through fe-
male levity,”

It vas vprr such condlitions that the
curtain of the nineteenth century rose;
the certury which the prephetic voice
of Victor Hugo has proclaimed 10 be the
“century of waomen.”

TO AID SCIENCE

Apea to Be Used by Dr. ko
covering an Antitoxin .
Malaria,

" Dr. Rubert Koch, the gre- t German
bacterioligist, is now ergamed in an
extraordinary esperiment Ujsti ering-
outangs and malaria germs, e has
been appointed Ly the German guv-
ernment to investigate the nature of
madaria, and to tind, if possible, some
cure for it. All the great nations of
Europe are now deeply interested in
the question of malaria, Lecause of
their activity in colonizing the trop-
ics.

Dr. Koeh bhas now goue to the is-
land of Java, in the Dutch Last In-
dies, to pursuve his studies. Ie has
selected this feld for bis labars both
on account of malaria and because
of the abundance of those great apes
called orang-outangs.

He will cause euch one of 20 orang-
outangs, nuw in his pusscsizion, to be
infected with malaria by the bites of
the anoplieles mosquitoes.  Then bhe
will have each ape bitten by some
othier insect or fed upou some local
herb. From time to time he will take
specimens of blcod from the apes in
order to observe changes in it.

Dr. Koch hopes, as an ultimate re-
sult of his experiments, to be able
to prepare an antitoxin which will
Eerve man as a protectlon against
malaria.

C. Loring Brace, secretary of tlae
Children’s Ald society of New York
city, says: *“Childrer are not much
in demand {n New York. It is rare-
Iy that we lave an «ffer from anyone
here to adopt one of our bairns, Bue
from the country round and from thow
west we get many letters asking for
children. Last year we placed 231
homeless children in gnod courntry
bomes. But in the ity there is no
call for tkem.

“Perhaps people dn prefer dogs, I
don't know about that. Dogs are o
much less trouble, sa much less re-
sponsibility, many «f them say.”
