WORLD'S FAMOUS CURIOS3ITY.

Man Who is Still Living with Only
" cHalf of His Brain. :

Kansas Clty. Mo.—Qeorge [.. Chap-
man, & world-famous curiosity among
medical men, was exhibited to the
classes of the Kansas Medical college
recently. He is a wonderful example
of a traditlon current among medical
doctors that the average person has
a large surplusage ot brains.

As the resuit of a gunshot wound re-
ceived when he was a boy and the
subsequent surgical operation which
followed Chapmar had a teacupful—
or, to reduce the quantity to more ex-
act terms, six ounces—of his brain
removed when he was 13 years old.

Instead of dying. as everything indi-
cated he would, Chapman lingered be-
tween life and death. His head was
almost frozen in an effort to keep the
temperature down. Part of the right
ear was actually frozen off in this
manner. But after spending two years
in bed, not being able to stand as a
result of the injury, he finally became
able to get around.

A huge scar remains whe-e the sur-
geons removed the skull and braim
from Chapman’'s head. The brain sub-
stance here lies beneath a single thick-
ness of skin and it ia possible to ob-
serve the pulsation of th: cerebral
blood vessels by watching the bare

skin which covers the unprotected

brain.

In sleeping it he lles on the right
side of his head it fills with blood,
practically drowning the brain. He'ls
then completely paralyzed and help-
less until some one turms him over,
when his brain dralns and resumes its
functions.

Chapman makes his living by travel-
ing about and exhibiting himsell to
medical colleges, taking up a collection
at each place. He is In great demand
as an lllustration of the relations be-
tween the hemispheres of the brain
and the muscles of the body. He has

exhibtted himsell all over this country )

and in Europe and Canada.

DEVIL'S TOWER MADE RESERVE.

: Rock Rises 800 Feet Above Surround— .

ing Country.

- Deadwood, S. D.—President  Roose-
velt has issued an order setting aside
the Devil's tower. a peculiar geograph-
fcal formation in northeaatern Wyo-
ming. as a national monument and a
federal reserve. Nearly 2,000 acres of
land also are set aside with the tower.
This reserve will be under the care
o! the gereral land office nf that dis--
trict, no eatries will be aflowed on it,-
and every effort will be made to pro-
tect the tower froem injury.

This Devil's tower is a chimney-ltke
mountain of rock that rises 500 feet
above the surrounding country, and for
almost 300 feet is nearly perpendliculsr
and devoid of any growth of vegota-
The top of the tower (5 large
enough 1n area for a basehall team to
play a good game and is coverced with -
the disin-
tegrated rock and’ bearing mnss, ‘cac-
tus and fcros.
~ Two men are known to have-climbed
this tower at the risk of iheir lives.
