Exhibitions in the virtual space
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The First World War could also be described as a forgotten war in Estonia. Since the conquest of Estonia in
the Great Northern War at the beginning of 18th century, the Estonian territory had been part of the Russian
Empire, and just like with previous wars, Estonians were drafted into military service to fight for the foreign
state, but all of that remained somewhat distant. The scale of the war and its proximity had indeed made it
more significant, than, for instance, the previous wars with the Turks, or the Russo-Japanese War, but as
everything is measured in comparison with something, then we must also look at what followed it, to get the
sense of what the war meant for Estonians in the long run.

The power vacuum in the Russian Empire at the end of the war made it possible to seek independence for
many nations from within the former Empire. So did the Estonians, and the act of declaring independence
inevitably resulted in the Estonian War of Independence with Russia and with Baltische Landeswehr. The war,
that was fought with three separate sides, which lasted from 28 November 1918 to 2 February 1920, and

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Return of the Estonia's Blue-Black-White [muuda]

On September 22, 1944, Soviet troops invaded and conquered Tallinn. The blue-black-and-white flag that had been flying in the Pikk Hermann
tower for only 3 days and was replaced with a USSR flag. When the Supreme Council of the Estonian SSR passed the Language Act in January
1989 by which Estonian became the state language and February 24th was declared Independence Day once again, the way was opened for the
use of the old symbals of the Republic of Estonia. In the evening of February 23, the Estonian SSR flag was lowered in the Pikk Hermann tower,
and on the early morning of the next day, the anniversary of the Republic of Estonia, on February 24, 1989 a blue-black-and-white flag was
hoisted on the tower once again over more than 45 years.

The following series of photos depict a blue-black-and-white hoisting on Toompea on the momming of February 24, 1989. The event was prepared
for several days. Mountain climbers Mikhail Sobelman and Alexei Kovalchuk went to clean Pikk Hermann tower form moss and branches. They
also took blue-black-and-white flag to the tower and prepared it for hoisting. KUnnap had also cleaned the walls and so he was aware of what was
happening before.

"Uurali kaja" on soome-ugri ja samojeedi rahvaste teemaline pusinditus Eesti Rahva Muuseumis.

Naitust valmistati ette aastatel 2008—-2016 ja see avati ERMi vastvalminud majas 2016. aasta oktoobris.
Ekspositsioon hélmab 1100 m2, paikneb kuues saalis ja neid Uhendavates k&iguteedes ning I&bib kahte
karrust. Fookuses on riigita soome-ugri ja samojeedi rahvad ning nende kultuur. Eksponeeritud on 19 uurali
rahva etnograafilisi esemeid, multimeediavahendite abil on esindatud 25 rahvast. Oma rahvusriigiga eestlased,
soomlased ja ungarlased on sel naitusel kasitletud vaid riivamisi.

Pdhiosa naituse etnograafilistest eksponaatidest, nagu réivad, tarbeesemed ja todriistad (ligikaudu kimnendik
ERMi soome-ugri esemekogust) parineb 20. sajandi esimesest poolest ja keskpaigast, vanimad eksponaadid
aga iseqi 19. sajandi algusest. Neid tdiendavad multimeediainstallatsioonid, sh puutetundlikud ekraanid info ja
mangudega, spetsiaalselt ndituse jaoks valminud soome-ugri rahvaste lugudel pdhinevate animafilmide
paneelid, valgusjogi jms. Ekspositsiooni elustab ka hiiglaslik, kogu nditust kattev heliinstallatsioon.

Naiituse ilesehitus [muuda]

"Uurali kaja" esimeses sissejuhatavas saalis saab Ulevaate uurali rahvaste arvukusest ja asualadest,
keelkonna keelepuuinstallatsioon néitlikustab soome-ugri ja samojeedi keelte sugulust ning véimaldab kuulata

vanimaid Uhistivega sénu. Teine saal jAtkab teemat: siin selgitatakse uurali rahvaste geneetilise suguluse
kUsimust, ndidatakse videomaterjali abil nende tanap&eva eluclu ning tutvustatakse eri autorite vaateid-
tahelepanekuid soome-ugri rahvaste kohta alates vanimatest kirjapanekutest kuni nltidisaegsete teadlaste ja
kirjanike méteteni.

Keskne osa jaotub nelja saali vahel: valgusijoel liikuv klilastaja suunatakse esmalt permi, siis volga, seejarel
