1. As compared with last month, the index numbers of cost of Hving of different workers in vari-
outs cities increased agreenbly, excluding Tientsin, whose index fell 1.0%. Among those cities,
the index of Sian, whick advanced 48.6%, ranked first; the indices of H 2 and Lanch
2which went up, 22.4°5 cm.d 20.03% respectively, ranked next; those of the other cities rose di-

wversely from 1.2 to 16. 1%, On the average, the ad t wwas 11.9%.

2, When Nov:embcr, 1942 was taken as the base period, we found that, in the order of the nu-
merical importance, t!xc index of Sian increased 149 folds, the indices of Lanchew and Kifeiyang
98 and 75 folds respectively and those of K Ch king and Chengtu diversely from
55 to 62 folds. The average increase was 80 folds,

3. As compared with the first half of 1937 (Jan.—June, 1937=100), the index of Hofei, which
expanded 8736 folds, was highest; the indices of Kunming, Hangchow, Sian and Tsingtao,
which increased differently from 7304 to 7952 folds, were next; those of the other cities, which
went up diversely from 2760 to 6855 folds, werz last. On the avergge, the increase was
5688 fotds.

4. As ed with the previ month, the increments of the average indices of different ex-

penditures of various citics, in the order of the magnitudes, were clothing, rent, food, fuel gand
light and miscellaneous expenditures. The increment of clothing was 15.3%5 and that of miscel-
lancous expenditures 4.6%.

5. As 1 d with N ber, 1942, the increm:nts of the average indices of different exgen-
ditures of various cities, in the order of the magnitudes, were rent, fuel and light, ford, clothing

and miscellancous expenditures. Among the increments, those of rent and miscellancous ex-
penditures were 161 and 61 folds respectively.

As compared with the first half of 1937 (Jamn.-Fune, 1937=100), the increments of the average
indices of different expenditures of warious citics, in the order of the numerical importance, were
clothing, fuel and light, miscellanzous expenditures, food and vent. Among the increm'cnts,
those of clothing and rent were 8784 and 4707 folds respectively.
