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We have been asked time after time
for a list of transmitting stations, but a
list of stations is not much use without
amp. Hereunder you will find as
nearly complete a map of stations in
Great Britain and Ireland as it is

possible to obtain.

When listening -in you will be able
to look up the station at once, without
referring to books, and find exactly
where it is on the map.

This will help you considerably in
determining the efficiency of your set
by comparing how strongly you are
able to hear certain stations.
