For centuries you Japanese farm women have been in practical
bondare,....to back=tiring toil on the land, to the drudegery of 1ll-
equipped kitchens and homes, tec child-bearing and rearing. Yon
had 1ittle time or opvnortunity to improve the living conditions
of your family and your cultural 1ife,

Now democratic reforms are freeing farm women from this bond-
agpe., The agricultural coonerative law gives women who till the
spil equal riehts with men in improving conditions cooperatively,
Now that this law pives farm women new oprortunities to enrich
their 1ives in respect to eating, clothing, housing, education,
and entertainment, farm villagers can lead a 1ife not inferior to
city neonle,

But, wait a minute, the new cooperative law only rives you
the opportinity for better l1iving, You personally must take part
in formine and running the coonerative associations,

Agricultural cooperative associations are democracy in practice,
Membershin is voluntary. You can join as many cooperatives as you
wish, Only active farmer-memhers have voting rights to elect offi-
cials and to decide policies, Tvery farmer-member, including el-
ipihle women, has only one vote, the same as his neiehbor, Officers
are elected by secret, written ballots, Most important, agricul-
tural coecpneratives can operate free from domination by hosses or

the povernment,

FTQUAL RIGETS FOR WOMEN

Aericultural cooneratives seek to realize a modern and advenc=-
ed apriculture life throueh cooperation among farm people, irre-
spective of sex. Women who work in the field have egual rights

with men.

The membershin rules of cooperative associations make all men
or women elieible for votine membhership if they work in the field

90 days (3 months) or more each year, This equality imposes re-
sponsibhilities unon women, If vou want to gain the rewards of the

new democratic cooperatives, yon must share in the activities.

WHAT CCCPFRATIVE COFFERS V'OMI'N

Farm women who qualify as full members of a cooperative, can
attend meetings, voice opinions, and east votes, You and other
women memhers can ask the coonerative to engage in special enter-
prises af“ecting your lives, or you may joln with other women to
orgpanize a cooperative association for a special enterprise, Here
are a few opportunitiess:
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BETTFR NUTRITION ... Poor nutrition amongfbapanese people
mal*es them nonr in constitution and easily attacked by infectlous
disease such as tuberculosis and typhus, Infant mortality in
Janan is hieh. In rural districts peonle eat almost the same food
and prepare it the same as 100 vears ago, EKitchen work 1s still
slow, hard drudreery. o0 the cooperative law orens the way for us
to establish a dining room in the villare school., Mothers can act
cooneratively to feed their children good food under the guidance
of nutrition exnerts. This will lessen the household tasks and
build healthy hanpy children., Yrur daughters can go to the kit-
ctens to heln and to learn, Then they will know how tr cook nut-
ritious meals economically and easily.

You can also establish dinineg rooms at the cooperative ascsocla-
tion buildine, These dining rooms could he used during the busy
season for joint ecookine, They also would be available to every
villacer for eatine when housewives are sick, Labor and fuel would
be saved throueh this cooneration, Housewives would save time and
work if they had coonerative broad-baking plants, and warehouses
where nrocessed or half-processed fond could be stored.

BFTTFR CLOTHIVG ... For centuries hand-sewing has been indivi-
dnal farm women's work in Japvan, Yet modern machinery can spin
and sew with speed a hundred times greater than that of hand by
settineg numbers of women in a factory to take charege of various
processes, If you could start a small factory in your village,
yeu c¢onld do the sewing and patching ceoperatively with small
macrines. This would save the tnil of housewives and make a new
working nlace for young eirls, too, Just like the cooperative kit-
chens,

FASTITR WASHFING ... Hand washineg takes too much time for farm
women., Conneratively vou could buy an electric wasthine machine and
save much time and toil, In the bhusy seasons of sprine and fall,
this machine would be narticularly useful, as it is now, many
farm women don't have time to wash their c¢lothing durineg the bhusy
weeks of farmineg,

FOSPITAL AND NURSFRIFS ... Many strone women die or become sick
hecanse of imnroner diet and care before and after child birth,
Yueh sufferine can be avoided if women estahlish coonerative a nlace
where they are taught how to care for themselves before child birth,
how to bear babies in peace, and how to bring up bables. A day
nursery could be establishea where bhabies would be fed nutritious

fond and taught eood hahits, MNothers would get ruidance in bring-
ine up their children and improving home 1ife, A1l this would im-
prove the health of children and reduce the death rate of infants,
and alsp vwonld eive eond information about bhirth control,
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BETTFR LIVIYNG ... Both men and women should read newspaners
and marazines, attend discussion meetings and keep pace with the
progress of t%e nation and the world, The establishment of ¢n=-

onerative libraries, movie theaters, and meeting halls will make

SUBJECT: Fleld Trip to Fukuoka, Kumamoto, Kagoshima, Miyazaki,

and Oita Prefectures to observe and discuss progress
of Land Reform and Agricultural Cooperntive Frograms

l. In compliance with CP Order 225-9, 12 Aupust 1948, ¥p R, 8,
Hardie, Head, Eeconomice Branch, NR/A, travelled to Fukuoka, Kumamoto,
Ragoshima, W yazaki, and Oita frofocturu from L4 to 21 August 1948 to
observe and discuss progress of the land reform and agricultural co-
operstive programs and other problems relating to the econ mie status

of farmers, particularly taxes and credit,

2. Comments in relation to land reform, land reclamation, abandoned
land, agricultural cooperntives, ferm taxes, [arm credit situation
included in memo for record, NR 313 (19 Aug LBJA, dated 19 August 1948
concerning the Tohoku region may also be applied to prefectures visited
in Kyushu, Notable exceptions and points of specisal interest follows

a. ~and Reform' The land reform program is progressing satis-
factorily in all prefectures visited, For all practicable purposes the
arable land purchasing program will be completed by 31 December 1948,
No problems of especial interest were noted,

bs Agricultural Cooperative Yrogram: Agricultural cooperative
of ficials in all prefectures visited reported receipt of instructions
relating to the dissolution and liquidation of both local »nd prefectural
Nogyokal organizotions. From all appearances this problem is being dealt
with in » satisfactory manner., Branch mansgers of the Central Cooperstive
Bank for Agriculture and Forestry stoted th t altheugh they had received
notifi~ation of the bank's appointment as 1iquidator of prefectural Nogyoksi
organisations, they are awaiting further orders from the Central Cooperative
Bank in Tokyo as to how to proceed, In all prefectures visited temporary
arrangements have been made for the continu tion, under the Bank's super-
vision, of vital economic activities now being performed by the Nogyokal
pending receipt of further orders, Cooperative officials charged with the
responsibllity of liquidating Nogyokai assets were unanimous in their
opinion of the need for settling the question of retirement allowsnces for

Nogyokail employses st an early date,

¢, land Reclamationt In Kyushu as in the Tohoku distriet,

Japanese officials are of the opinion that they must comply with reclamation
land purchase "quotas® forwarded to them by the Ministry of Agriculture and
Forestry, In Kagoshima t'ey were most vociferous in expressing their inability
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to purchase as much land as had been allocated without buying land totally

unsuited for agricultural use. Time was taken in all prefectures visited
the land reclamation purchase program in accordance with the

philosophy expressed during recent conferences between NR/A and Ministry

griculture and Forestry and to state that clarifying instructions are
currently being formulated, It is of utmost importance that the Vice-
Ministerial instructions (now in preparation) to cancel the "quotas” and
establish the idea that reclam:tion lands will be purchased on the bagis of

sound technics=l surveys be dispatehed to prefectures at the earliest,

d. Farm Boonomic Conditions' The picture of deposit withdrawals,
mounting credit demands, and vicious tax collection practices in Kyushu is
substantially the same as that reported for Tohoku, In all prefectures
visited all officials (except tax of (1cials) were unanimus in their opinion
that the economic condition of farmers is extremely precarious, Although
one hears but little complaint of heavy collection quotas, agricultural
officials and cgricultural credit interests state bluntly that farm prices
aust be fixed on & basis of realistic parity with actual prices of the com-
modities farmers muet buy and, secondly, that tax coliection practices to
which farmers are being subjected must be improved immecintaly, Several
branch managers of the Central ¢ rative Bank for Agriculture and Forestry
expressed the need for agricultura eredit facilities to meet the needs of
farmers during those periods when credit reserves availsble from within

agricultural industry proper are inadequate.

o. Black Market Activitiest Officials were reluctant to express
an opinion on the question of the percentage of farmers who sold 1947 rice
on the black market. Estimates given varied betweon 1 to 10 percent, and
in the majority of instances the figure was less than 3, In no prefecture
would officiale state that the amount of 1947 rice sold exceeded 1 peroent
of the total prefeetural production, Although in some prefectures, officials
considered the source of black market rice to be abou} evenly divided as
between inequitable individual guota alloc-tiéns and sales from legal réeten-
tion allowances, prevailing opinion held that most of 'the black market rice
{n Kyushu came from rice legally retained by farmers L0 peet their own

f‘il’ needs.

£, Agricultural Cropst In eharp contrast to Tohoku in which all
prefectures reported a good rice ocrop and were confident of their ability
to comply with the 10 perceat incresse rice production program, all prefec-
tures visited in Kyushu reported a riee erop inferior to that of last year,
Reasons given for this situation were constant in all prefectures, namely!
(1’ constant rain throughout the menth beginning about the 23rd of June,
during which time there were but few sunny daye caused for a fallure of the
rice to tiller properly; (2) rice borer infestations, M{litary government
officials in Oita Prefecture reported that rice inspected on some 50 farms
had averaged approximately 12 tillers per plant, Special concern was ex-
pressed in all prefectures in regards to the rice borer problea. Local
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Japanese officials believe that DDT in sufilclent amounts Lo combat this
{nfestation 1s in the possession of the Ministry of Aprieulture and Forestry
and that the problem is one of distribution, They emphasized, howsver,

that distribution would have to be sccomplished in the near future, if

this insecticide is Lo be of material bemefit,. in Biyasaki Frefecture, crop
sollection officisls st ted that although they consilered the farmirs report
of 40,000 echo of rice as being infected by borers to be high, in their
opinion at least 10,000 cho had been severely ‘amr ged,

g. Bquitability of Colleotion wotast Fractieally all offielals

were agreed that the alloeation of quotas among individual farmers in the
villages had been made on ns equitable A basis as circumstances pereit,
They recognized, however, that diserepancies hed ocourred, A1% no
specinl praise of the tion quota system was noted, it would appear
that the system has been accepted by all concerned, Food collestion offi-
eials anticipate, however, that the system may act Lo mignify the problem
of inequitability in the assignment of collection quotas among individual

farmers,

h, Use of land over the 4,000 feet sea lovel! Xo Kyushu prefecture
reported plans for the development or use of land nbove L,000 feet sbove
sea level,

{, Ixperimental Stationst Fuluoka prefecture reports no new
prefectural experiment stations established since Lthe beginning of the
occuprtion but added that a new vegetable experiment strtion had been
started last Kay by the Ministry of Agriculture and Forestry, Fumamoto,
Kegoshima, ¥iyas:ki, and Uita Prefectures reported that no new prefectural
or national experiment stations had Leen est:!lished sinece the beginning of
