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INTRODUCTION

The words in this dictionary have been collected from the various
military works translated from English into Arabic from 1883
to 1886, and some which had been previously translated from the
French. Some have also been taken from Army Forms now in use,
and others given by Egyptian officers serving in the Egyptian Army.

In a number of cases two or more words have been in use in offi-
cial documents. As a rule only that one which seems most exactly to
convey the sense of the English has been given in this list, or that
which is in most frequent use in the Egyptian .service. Thus the
word ‘‘forage” is translated Gle (‘aliq), while tExe word e (‘alaf),
which is only occasionally used, is not inserted.’

In some cases thereis no arabic word which gives the sense of
the European word employed. The latter is then transliterated into
Arabic in the manner which has been in general use hitherto (vide
“‘blockhouse” for instance), or, if no transliteration has been in use,
the term is explained in a short arabic phrase (vide ‘‘abatis”).

The following abbreviations have been used in the English
column throughout the book :—

“Inf.” stands for ‘‘Infantry;”

“Cav.” » “Cavalry;”

“Art.” » ¢“‘Artillery;”

“Fort.” » “‘Fortification;”
“B.S.”  » ‘‘Bugle Sound.”
“Med.”  » ““Medical Department.”

The following is the system adopted in the column giving the
‘‘transliteration,” or representation of the Arabic words in English

letters. There are, it will be seen in some cases, several alternative
letters used in the transliteration. The reason is that a number of
the words given in the central or ‘‘arabic”-column are of Turkish
and some few of Persian origin, and do not always follow the same
rules as Arabic. For the same reason the alphabet given below
includes some letters not found in pure Arabic. No attempt has been
made to distinguish between such letters as > and %+, 3andJ, ete.,
where these sounds are similar. This could not be done without
mtroducing conventional signs, and the ‘‘arabic” column gives the
correct spelling when required in these as in all other cases of ambi-

guity :—

The ¢‘hamzah” (*) when not at the commencement of a word is
indicated by a (). At the commencement of a word it is not shown.

It will be noticed, however, that this () is frequently omitted in
words such as ‘“ Qaish” — belt — in which the hamzah is scarcely
pronounced or is omitted in ordinary conversation.
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In some few words it happens that two separate arabic letters
are transliterated in a way which might lead the reader to sup-
pose that they are only one letter. Thus the word “‘tashih” (£2°)
in the translation of ‘‘correction on sight for derivation,” might
be supposed to represent some such sound as (#=). In these cases,
to avoid ambiguity, a dot is placed between the two letters in the
transliteration to show that they represent two separate arabic
letters. For instance, the word ahove referred to is written
“‘tag.hih.”

An apostrophe () is sometimes employed to indicate that the aleph
of the definite article J' is not pronounced.

The !, », and « of some words, especially those which are not ot
arabic origin, are pronounced short, as if they were only vowel
points, and have therefore been transliterated as short vowels.

The vowel points 4, 7, and * (when not followed by !, s, or )
have been transliterated a, ¢, 7, 0, and «, according to the colloquial
pronunciation. No rule for this can be given.

The vowels and diphthongs used in the transliteration should be
pronounced as follows :—

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The consonants used in the transliteration should be pronounced
in somewhat the same way asthey are pronounced at the beginning
of English words. The exact sounds (especially those of the gutturals)
can however only be learned from a native.

It should be noted that g is used to represent the hard sound as
in ‘“get”, and ; the soft sound as in “‘jet”.

The transliteration represents as far as possible the ordinary
colloquial pronunciation used by Egyptian officers—not the literary
arabic sound or (in the case of non-arabic words) the correct pro-
nunciation used in the language from the words are taken. Thus the
word 424! “‘advance” is transliterated ‘‘ilerey” and not ‘‘ileriya”
as it would be in Turkish.

In some cases the colloquial pronunciation variesas in the
word »5(large), which may be represented indifferently as ‘‘kabir”
or ‘‘kebir”, and the word <t2i (cartridge) which may by repre-
sented as ‘‘feshenk” or ‘‘fesheyk.” This is especially the case in
words which are not of arabic origin. Also it occasionally happens
that in the ¢‘arabic” column two different modes of spelling are
in ordinary use as in the word ‘‘gun-carriage” which may be
rendered c'4»: (ghundaq) or o'4y (qundagq).

There is also an apparent discrepancy between the transliteration
of a word such as 4= (wagh)—the “‘face” of a fortification—and
the colloquial pronunciation of the word 4-» which is generally
“‘wishsh.” The reason is that in such words the colloquial
pronunciation is not used when the words are employed in a
scientific sense.
