San Francisco, March 16.—Lincoln 
Beachey, one of the most daring avia¬ 
tors in the country, met death here 
Sunday afternoon about 4 o’clock, 
when his new monoplane in which he 
was flying fell 2,600 feet into the bay 
between the Transport Docks, the fatal 
accident being witnessed by thousands 
of spectators at the Panama-Paclflc 
International Exposition. The Impact 
was so great that the machine, with 
Beachey strapped to it, was buried in 
the bed of the bay in forty feet of 
water. The body was not recovered 
until 5:35 Sunday evening. 

Yesterday was the first time in sev¬ 
eral years that Beachey entrusted his 
life to a monoplane, and the fatal fall 
is attributed to that 

The daring birdman was making his 
second flight of the day in which he 
decided to use his sensational perpen¬ 
dicular drop for the climax. The plane 
was at an altitude of about 7,000 feet 
when he shut off the power. For sev¬ 
eral thousand feet the machine 
dropped head on for the earth, and in

Intiir ate and Important Revelations Appertain¬ 

ing to the Larger and Finer Phases 
of the Business 

David W. GrlfAth’s pictorial cycle had two premiers this week, one on 
Monday afternoon for the press, while the general public saw The Birth of a 
Nation on Wednesday evening. Ever since the Liberty Theater has been 
practically sold out twice daily. One may see at any hour of the day a long 
line approaching the box-ofAce, purchasing seats days in advance. In the 
balcony and gallery particularly the capacity has been tested, thus proving 
that the masses will pay “theater prices’’ to see a photoplay. 

No previous Aim production has ever been exploited with such total dls- 
regfard «{ expense. Never in the history of the theater has such an advertis¬ 
ing campaign been attempted. The late J. M. Hill’s exploitation of Denman 
Thompson, wherein he spent 310,000 in the New York dallies in one issue, 
no longer holds the record, for at least 325,000 was spent by the Mutual Film 
Corporation before the opening. 

At the private showing it was observed that not one person left his or 
her seat until the Anal reel had been completed. For two hours and forty 
minutes an audience representing the best brains of the metropolis sat under 
the spell GriAith had woven. In the foyers during the one short intermission 
the predominating opinion expressed was that this GriAith effort created an 
epoch of greater signiAcance than either Quo Vadls or Cablria.

After such a poignant disposition of the merits of the two masters there 
came a babble in several languages simultaneously. GriAith must have heard 
it all, for he was but a step away.

Speaking of Casey, the rotund king of booking agents is being featured 
by william Morris on the New York Roof Garden. The scheme is a “Pat 
Casey Night.” No one knows as well as Morris that the ingratiating Pat has 
a tremendous following in and out of the profession. If Pat is scheduled to 
tango on this occasion—it will be some night. Morris, by the way, la develop¬ 
ing into the greatest dispenser of “dope” for the press since the days of the 
late Will A. MacConnell. The way he did involve the Castles in a word 
painting controversy must have made “Yours Merrily,” John R. Rogers, green 
with envy. Business on the New York roof has been the largest since Morris 
began his regime there.

As many 

more own New York City homes and 

A few merchants still consider ad¬

pay. Didn’t I place an ad in such a 

magazine and not get back even 

enough to pay the cost of the ad?” 

Advertising—the trade paper kind— 

is n»>t a toy. Neither is it an expense, 

if properly handled. It is today a vital 

comes to buy your nam-; will have 

been so impressed on his mind that 

you are sure to get the first call from 

him. 

Therefore, it Is necessary to lay out 

your campaign in advance—then stick 

to It. If you haven’t time to prepare 

your ads, let the solicitor write them 

up fur you, subject to your approval. 

In buying a bill of goods you don’t tell 

the salesman to fill a box with any¬ 

thing and ship it along; yet a great 

many prepare their copy in Just such 

haphazard a manner. Whether your 

appropriation be $100 or $1,000 for the 

year, arrange the copy in such a way 

that you will be represented at least 

every other we«-k during the year. It 

is the constant hammering that gains 

out in the end. Hasn’t it been proven 

in the present great war that constant 

iMvmbardlng will destroy the strongest 

fortification? If you can’t shoot big 

shells at first, shout what you can, but 

keep at it. The time will soon come 

when you will see the advantage of in- 

creasiug your space.

Tbe railroads are the larest I uysw ef , 
snpplles in the United States, and am Hte 
laiest em|il<i.\ers of labor, one man lu iwqry 
seventeen of the country's (sipulation iMtng 
de|a-ndeut directly upon tbe railroada, ag 4e- 
pemleuf upon other employers who are depaadant 
U|M>n the railroads. It is clear, therefore, that the 
welfare ef the railroads is closely related to tbe 
public welfare generally. The railroads have 
teen forced h> curtail their eipeusea In every 
possible way. This naturally led to rwluctlon In 
uumbar of eoiployeea; auppllea were purchased 
in aiiiaUer quant,ties; la fart, a general suo- 
lienakMi of every acivity not indispenaable to 
actual service. Tbe railioada eouteud that an 
increase of one-half rent per mile on their 
iwsaeiiger business will assist them greatly In 
bringing back normal miMlitlons. 

Perhaps tbe showman, the moat csinstant 
traveler, la better able to detect the results of 
enforred and neo-ssary curtailment of operating 
ei|iense by the railroads, and thus is more 
literally Informed as to existing conditions 
througtiout the country than tbe "stay-at-boine," 
the reader of biased (lolitical writings or the 
self'ip|s>inted guardians of public safety. 

The Ignorance of the fanner In matters of 
puiilir welfare, the quick-witted political de¬ 
signer. the spasmodic demands of the public at 
lucid periods to change everything and every- 
Ixsly that M>me new test might be made of an 
untried remedy for all financial evils, these and 
many kindred barriers to gvsid times haa un¬ 
doubtedly served to Increase the general feeling

formation of cirena pe»»p!e or others who have 
performing antniala of any ktml or character, 
the following Information may be of value, and 
for that reason I am lendtog It: 

The Ftste of Texaa, on P'ebrnary 2ft, Issued 
a quarantine against the Importatton of any 
and all riassea of live stock, InclDding cattle, 
horses, mnlea. Jacks, Jennya, sheep, goats ami 
other rnmlnanta and awlne. other domestic 

run through Arizona and into CaliforoLa, where 
we have a cieau bill of health. 

If that bappeua, our circus will oi>en In Albu¬ 
querque; th.n run threngh to California, 'i'tie 
exact date 1 can not now tell. Against that, 
today or tonMirrow, we aioo ahuuld know whether 
Texas will give os a apecial permit to open, ae 
advertised, on March 21, at Fort Wurth. If 
that la so we will make that date and go 
through 'Ieras; then run through Arizona into 
California. 

At any rate, ao far as Sells-Floto la con¬ 
cerned, we have a way out to practically open 
onr season on time. There may be a difference 
of a Week or two from what we expected, and 
we suggest that all iierforuiera and othera who 
are engaged be In Denver to take tlie re.;ular 
cirena trains on our regular tour, ami not de¬ 
pend upon meeting uh in Fort Worth or any 
other Place now advertised where we are goJng 
to open.

(Juveruuient will have to close up every gtwk 
yard in tbe United Htatea for at least sixty 
days, and, thereby, cattle won't be aliip|>ed into 
Isolaled parts of the rsMiutry and this infectious 
disease starleil. That there la siAiie sense to 
what 1 am saying is laiseil <ai opinions of veter¬ 
inarians 1 have siMikeu to, that the disease 
breaks ont in various p.ai'es, anil the only way 
it can be traced is that some cattie. or hay, or 
grain, or something else in a car is carried from 
some stiM'kyard tu some particular place. 

•As a matter of information, the dls4‘ase starts 
with little sores, or pimples, on the lower lip 
of tbe cloveu-r«s>te<l animal, and in tbe course of 
a little while it forxus into a little suppurating 
nicer, mucus runs from tbe animal's nose, and 
it seems to have a mad desire to bite Its hoofs. 
Any place that this mucus touches becomes 
infectcsl. T’or Instam-e, If the animal is eating 
bay and a |iart of that bay Is shipped somewhere 
else, and another animal cot It, that animal 
would become Infecteil. A horse conld carry It 
Id Its tall, or you could carry It on yon cluChes. 

Whether thU information Is of any conse 
quence er out, 1 am writing It, aa yon know. In 
tbe spirit that It may be worth while, ami 
with the telejrnnn that yon will receive from 
me Saturday or Snnday morning, yon will have, 
protiably, deftolte knowleilge of when and where 
we are gidng to atart.

Mr. Oole't parents were William H. and Miry 
Cole (nee Cooke) of tbe old circus family of 
that name, who came to America with bis 
maternal grandfather, Thomaa Cooke, who 
brought with him bla own Royal Circus, In tbe 
aailiug vessel Roger Stuart, chartered for tbe 
occasion, before steam became generally used In 
croMSlng tbe sea. Departing from Greenock, 
Scotland, on September 8, 1836. and arriving In 
New York ilx weeks later, llie show at that 
time consisted of forty adults, twenty-live chil¬ 
dren and forty-eight horses and ponies, and to 
far aa records Indicate was the flrat show to 
cross the Atlantic as an organixed circus. It 
opened at an amphitheater built at Vauxbill 
Garden, on the Bowe-'y, and after a auccestfiil 
aeaaon here, the aggregation ex|)lbited In Boston. 
Philadelphia and at tbe Front Street Theater, 
In Baltimore, which burned down on February 
8, 1838, destroying all of tbe live stock and 
pa'-iphemalla belonging to the Royal Cirens.

It waa always Mr. Cole's iK>llcy to hunt up 
freab territory, end. in order to ilo this be not 
only studied tJie map. but watclied tbe proitrees 
of tbe t'oiintry and tbe railways in every dlrec- 
tbm. and it <was no unusual tiling to often con¬ 
tract and bill towns tiefore tbe railways were 
cranpleterl In onler to lie tbe first on tbe ground 
and reap tire goblen barvesl.

(be p<Tpendloular drop, tbe wings cruniple<l and 
the machine, turning over aiul over In Its fall, 
pluuged into the hay. It Is lM‘lleved, in making 
the i)erpendlciilar drop, he fell at tbe rate of 
‘JUO milca per bour. 

At tne morgue last evening Hr. Havid E 
(Stafford, autopsy swrgsoo, after examlulug tbe 
body, Mtat^ tost Beachey was still alive wiieu 
be struck the water, and bad sustained no major 
Injury, with the exception of a broken leg, aa 
n result of rl e fall. ‘‘His face.'* said tbe sur feoD, "wsH discelored from cboklng and straug 
lug, which indicated that death waa due to 

drowning. That be had made a desperate at 
tempt to release bimself Irom tbe mesh of 
twisted wires and rods was shown by the cuts ou 
bis bands. 

Tbe tragedy was witnessed by Beachey's 
fliiDcee, Miss Mercedes Walton; his brother 
Illllary Beacbey, and his sister, Mrs. Roy A. 
la^. When the mother heard of Beachey's 
fate abe swoonevi,. nud is now in care of a phy¬ 
sician. 

Friends of Beachey, who were deeply con 
cerned in tho trial of the rew monoplane, say 
that during tlie last few weeks Beachey was 
haunted by fear of death. Before making tbe 
•econd flight be made the following remark: 
“You never can tell whether y«u will come down 
right side up or not. If she goes wrong I'll 
head for the hay and see if It as soft ss they 
say It is.” 

Ldncoln Beachey. was bom in Ran Francisco in 
Reptember. 1887, He performed bis first West¬ 
ern flight at Oakland, Cal., in 1003. when be 
piloted a dirigible balloon. In 1006 be cir¬ 
cled the capitol at Washington. In 1907, while 
making a flight over New York City, bis motor 
failed, and the wind whirled the dirigible across 
the river, vrreokiDf It. 

His first beavier-than-air machine, a mono 
plane, was wrecked at 8t. Paul In 1010. He 
made a successful flight in Ix>s Angeles, but 
then wr<>cke>l another flyer. 

Beachey was tlM> flrst man to circle the capitol 
at Washington In an aeroplane, May S, 1011 
He then startled the world by flying over 
Niagara Falls, and later won the flrst Inter 
city aeroplane race In America, flying from 
New York to Plflladelpbla. He was one of the 
most prominent flgures In tbe 1011 Chicago avia 
tlon meet. 

Early In 1011 he announced that be had made 
bis last fllglit, asserting that he felt partly 
responsible for the deaths of nine aviators who 
had tried to emulate him. When tbe deeds of 
the daring Frenchman, Pegond, were chronicled 
be returned to flying. In October, 1011, at 
Hammoodsport, N. Y., bis machine swept sev 
eral ioectstors taom a roof, willing one. lAst 
season be and Barney Oldfleld, automoblllst. 
appeared at a number of parka and fairs 
throughout tbe country. 

Through the destli of Uocoln Beacbey avia¬ 
tion has Inst one of Its most daring scholars, 
and his toss will be deeply regrette<l.
