Sinllar assurances were given by Japan as to the
treatment which would te accorded to ietherlsnds prisoners
of war and civilian internees.

The manner in which these assurance%ere observed
by the Japanese Governrent will be seen by evidence

which will te produced.

1l1. Evidence of the Cormission o
Ltrocities by Japanese rorces.

It will be impossible in any reasonable length of
time to put before the Tribunal detailed evidence of all
the offences committed by the Japanese against the
recognised laws and customs of war, and therefore a rethod
has been devised which will be relatively short and which
will not omit any important ratter. In order to rpresent
the evidence in a manner which ray be easily followed, it
has been classified by areas, and in each area it will be
shown that the nistreatment of pI isoners of war, civilian
internees and native inhabitants was similar. This
similarity of treatment throughout the territories occupied
by the Japanese forces Wwill, it 1s submitted, lead to the
conclusion thset such mistrestment was the result not of the
independent acts of the indivigdual Japanese Cormanders and

soldiers, but of the genersl policy cf the Japanese forces
and of the Japanese Governrent.

Islands has already been presented. That which will now be
presented will relate to other areas.

V. Evidence of the acts of the said defendants and
of their subordinates which demonstrate their
responsibility for the breaches of the laws of war.

I. Evidence_of Japanese assurances in relation
to_International Conventionsg.

Geneva i.ed Cross Convention of 27 July 1%29.

,Japan was a party to this Convention and duly rati-
fied it. :urthermore, in a letter of 29 January 1942 signed
by Togo, Shigenori, as loreign . inister on behalf of Japan
and addressed to the Swiss iinister in Tolyo, (rrosecution
Docurent : 0. 1469-D), Japan agreed strictly to observe the
GCeneva Conventien of 27 Jfuly 1929 relative to the led Cross
as a signatory of that Convention. |

Ceneva F::coner of '.zr Convention of 27 July_1929.

Japan signed but did not ratify this Cenvention,
nowever, in the abeve-mentioned cerrunication cf 29 January
1942 it was also stated that, although not bound by the Con-

vention relative te the trea%ment of prisoners of war, Japan
would apply mutatis rutandis the provisions ef that Convention
toc American prisoners of war.
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
