They will thrive well in any kind ot soil, except
possibly a heavy clay. Where there is a choice
of location they should be planted in a light
loam or a moist, sandy soil with full exposure
to the sun.
The Gladiolus as a cut dower is unexcelled.

We find that the finest and largest flowers are
produced where the bulbs have plenty of mois-
ture, but ample drainage is necessary to pre-
vent the bulbs from rotting. Cutting the spike
too close to the ground weakens the bulb.

In the fall the bulbs will be ready to take up
a few weeks after blooming. Dig before severe
frosts come. Dry the bulbs in the sun for a
day or two, after which the stalks may be cut off

close to the bulb. Store in boxes or in shallow
baskets in a dry, cool place. The bulbs should
be examined in the winter to see that they are
not becoming too dry or absorbing too much
moisture.
