JiRIEF A.NSWEItS.

Hyacinths.—Wlien you pick the Hyacinth
spikes for vases do not pull them. If you do the
stem will separate at the bulb, thus admitting
water and causing decay. Cut the stems with a
sharp knife above the surface of the soil. When
the foliage begins to fade lift the bulbs, dry them,
separate the young bulbs from *the older ones,
and store in paper bags in a cool room or cellar
till October, when they may be replanted. The
old-fashioned Hyacinths are hardy, and do not
require lifting, but the Dutch sorts are liable to
rot in summer in a tenacious soil and damp sea-
son, and the only safe way is to lift them and
keep them dry during summer.

Asparagus and Begonia.—A subscriber com-
plains that the leaves of her Asparagus plumosus
and Begonia turn brown and drop off as soon as
they develop, and asks the cause. Her room is

heated with hot water and lighted with gas. It
may be that the gas affects the plants, but it is

more likely that they are suffering from copious
applications of water and insufficient drainage.
Repot the plants, giving more porous soil and
providing thorough drainage, then apply water
only when the soil appears dry. Avoid over-pot-
ting, and over-watering. Soil constantly wet.
except for certain plants, will cause dropping of
leaves, a stunted growth, and finally death.

Acacia lophantha.—The beauty of Acacia lo-

phantha as a foliage plant is such that it deserves

a piace at every home. Ifis easily started from
seeds, and will make a fine display the first sea-

son, either as a pot plant or b^ided out. It re-

quires plenty of root-room, and should be shifted

whenever tne roots begin to crowd in the pot.

Most persons prefer to grow the young plants as

a single stem, but if a bushy plant is desired the
top may be pinched out, and the plant encour-
aged to grow stocky and tree-like by shifting,

and thus giving more root-room. The plants
ought to bloom the second or third season, start-

ed from seeds. The bloom is yellow, tassel-like,

m clusters and fragrant.
To Improve a Calla.—When a Calla has been

kept for several years in one pot or can it some-
times becomes spmdling or sickly. This is most-
ly due to clogged drainage, water-logged soil and
exhaustion. Take the plant out, wash the roots
dean, repot in fresh, porous soil with good
drainage, setting an inch deep, and do not water
freely until growth begins. Every plant needs a
season of rest annually. All do not take their
rest in the same way, but it must be afforded to
suit the habits of the respective plants.
Maidenhair Fern.—The wild Maidenhair Fern,

Adiantum pedatum, is a summer plant, and the
fronds diem autumn. The roots are hardy, and
rest during winter, throwing up new fronds in
the spring. This being the habit of the plant it

is not suitable for window decoration in winter.

BRIEF JLASTTEMS.

Tuberoses.—For early flowers these should be
f (;arted in pots, watering sparingly till growth
begins, then freely. Bed out in partial shade as
soon as the earth becomes warm, or shift into
larger pots and plunge in coal ashes. Keep well
watered throughout the season. If allowed to
dry out, or if water is retained about the roots by
clogged drainage, or if the sun shines all day up-
on the budding plants the buds are liable to blast

Cinerarias from Seeds.—The seeds of Cinerarias
germinate promptly, and the little plants are
healthy and grow well for a while in the spring.
During the dry, hot weather, however, they suf-
fer, and as soon as they lose their thrifty charac-
ter the green fly attacks them, and they die. It
is important to keep them in a healthy, growing
state from the start, and to do this potting and
re-potting should be carefully attended to. Keep
the pots in a tray ofmoss in a cool, shady place
protected from wind and storm, and do not let
the plants get pot-bound. Shift into larger pots
as soon as the pots occupied are fuU of roots. Al-
ways provide good drainage. Place chopped to-
bacco about the plants, and if green lice appear
dust it over the foliage. By attention to these
simple requirements anyone can be successful in
growing Cinerarias, and find great pleasure in
fiieir culture.

Chinese Hibiscus.—The Chinese Hibiscus grows
and blooms freely bedded out in a partially shad-
ed place during summer. At the north, however,
on the approach of cold weather, the plants
should be lifted, potted firmly, and kept in a
rather cool place, sparingly watered during win-
ter. They are not hardy.

The single-flowered sorts are the
most desirable for winter-blooming, and the fad-
ing flowers should be regularly removed to pre-
vent seeding, which is prejudicial to free and
continuous blooming.

Hellotarope.—The soil for Heliotropes should
be composed of turiy loam, leaf mould and sand.
As the pots fill with roots shift into ones a size
larger, always giving good drainage. If the soil,

drainage and shifting are neglected the foliage is

liable to an attack of the fungus which causes it

to turn black and dry up.

Night-blooming Cereus.—There are several
night-blooming plants of the Cactus familywhich
are erroneously called Night-blooming Cereus,
The true night-blooming Cereus is easily distin-
guished by its slender, roimded, spiny stem,
Those night-bloomers mistaken for it are mostly
species of Phyllocactus, with smooth, leaf-like
stems and branches.

Rex Begonias.—These are among the most
beantifal of the foliage Begonias.- They thrive
in a warm, moist atmosphere when potted in
rather large pots of soil composed of equal pro-
portions loam, sand and leaf-mould, with good
drainage.

CaUa.—The common CaUa will usually bloom
the second or third year from the time the small
offset is potted. It is well to give it a season of
rest of six weeks either in winter or summer.
When resting water only enough to moisten the
earth and keep the fleshy roots from shriveling.

Pronunciation of Takesima.—The Holland
bulb-growers pronounce this name Tack-e-si'-ma,
giving the accent upon the third syllable, and
the i the long sound. The Lily is from Japan,
and the name of Japanese origin.

Cactuses.—Cactuses should have a dry atmos-
phere and a porous, sandj soU. As a rule water
sparingly. If these requirements are neglected
the roots are liable to decay and the plants will
turn yellow and die.

Azalia Seeds.—Azalias are shrubs with very
small seeds, which, like most shrub seeds, are a
long time in germinating. They cannot be sown,
as annuals, with any degree of confidence. The
plants may come up a few weeks or months after
sowing, or they may not germinate for a year or
more, or perhaps not at all.

ABOUT T»II.MIJ]»IS.

Belonging to the lily-of-the-VaUey
Family we find growing in the moist

ILI) woods and thickets of the States east

tr^ of the Rocky Mountains, six er seven
species of Trillium. They are spring-

growing and
spring - blooming
plants, always
with a whorl of
threeshowyleaves
borne upon a
strong, radical,
scape-Hke stalk,

mostly a foot high,
and producing
from the center a
flower with three
sepals, three pet-

als, and six an-
thers.

The common
species are readily

d i s t i ng uishable.

T. sessile has
broad, blotched
stemless leaves,

and a stemless,

fragrant flower in

the center of the
whorl. T. recurv-
atum has rather
small leaves nar-
rowed into slender
stems; flowers
stemless, with re-

curved sepals and
erect or unopened petals. T. erectum has
broad, stemless leaves and open, ill-scented
flowers borne on a stem two or three inches
long. T. cernuum has broad, stemless
leaves and bears a small flower upon a
stem which turns abruptly at its base, hid-
ing the little flower beneath the whorl of
foliage. T. undulatum has broad, pointed
leaves with short stems, and white, purple-

veined, open flowers with a wavy margin.
T. nivale is a diminutive species, less than
six inches high; flowers smaU, with a short
stem, and vtdth filaments and anthers of
equal length.

The most attractive and beautiful of the
genus, however, is T. grandiflorum, shown
in the engraving. It grows from one to
two feet high, bears handsome foliage, and
a long-stemmed, large, open, pure white
flower with showy green sepals. It

blooms rather later in the season than the
other species mentioned, and the flowers
are succeeded by large, globular berries
which, unlike most of the others, are black
in color. In common wdth others, it has a
thick, fleshy root, and is easily transplant-
ed to the garden, where it thrives in a

rich, porous, moist
soil, and a shady
situation. The
accompanying
sketch of this spe-
cies was prepared
from a dried,

pressed specimen
sent to the Editor
from niinois. It

will give the read-
er a general idea
of the appearance
ofthe various spe-
cies described, if

the variations
noticed are borne
in mind.

Pine Apple.
—I wonder how
many readers of
the Flokal Mag-
azine know that
the Pine Apple is

a flne decorative
plant? Cut the
green top from a
Pine Apple and
plant it either

in a pot or the
ground. When cold weather comes pot it

for the house, give plenty of water and a
warm temperature, and you will eventually
have a flne plant. I have one which is q
little more than four years old. It is a
beautiful plant about two feet high and
more than five feet in circumference,

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For Sbade and Swn.—For a dense
shade under trees or between buildings use
the old-fashioned Myrtle or Periwiikle,
Vinca major, and Lily of the Valley. These
do not mind lack of sunshine or soil im-
poverishment caused by trees. For a hot,

sunny exposure use Century plants, Cac-
tuses, and succulents of various kinds.

Portulaca revels in sunshine and makes a
gorgeous bed. Petunias, Phlox Drum-
mondi. Zinnias and Vinca rosea thrive and
bloom well in a sunny bed if kept well wa-
tered, and they will also endure a season
of moderate drought. All of these flower-

ing plants can be raised from seeds. The
others should be obtained as small plants.

To I>estroy Black Onats.—The
little black gnats or small flies which in-

jure plants may be destroyed by dusting

about the plants with insect powder. The
plant window should be enclosed by a cur-

tain of cloth or paper to keep the insects

from escaping while the air is impregnated
with the dust, otherwise the work may be
in vain. These flies appear in the larval

state as "white worms" in the surface soil,

and can be destroyed by watering the soil

with hot red-pepper tea, hot tobacco tea

or camphor water. Apply these liquids

while the soil is dry, otherwise the result

may be disappointing.

UUTe of Perennial Pea.—The Per-

ennial Pea, Lathyrus latifolius, is a true

perennial vine, and will live and grow and
bloom beautifally in any rich, sunny, moist
soil. There is no plant more tenacious of
life. Once started it will live for scores of
years. A subscriber in Michigan, eighty-

four years of age, who purchased a plant

of Perennial Pea from the Editor during
the first year of his business life, writes,

"Mrs. Dr. N., of Hammonton, N. J., in-

forms me that the Perennial Pea plantyou
sent to me thirty-one yeaas ago is alive and
thrifty." Can any subscriber make a bet-

ter report?

'^ANY plants throw up suckers or
sprouts from the base of the stem or
from the roots, and an enquirer asks
if these should be removed. Their

removal depends upon the character of the
plant, or its habits. The Chrysanthemum
always throws up branches from the base
after it is through blooming. These can
be taken off and started as cuttings, or
some of them may be allowed to remain
for future blooming, the old stalk being
cut away. The same is true of Cinerarias
and many other plants. The Begonia
rubra issues strong shoots from the roots,

as also the various species of Asparagus.
These should never be disturbed. They
should be allowed to replace the old stalks.

Where the plant is of a shrubby character,

however, and the health and blooming
qualities are satisfactory, it is well to re-

move any suckers that appear, as they will

draw upon the vitality of the plant, and
soon weaken or destroy it.

Crown End ol Oloxinia.—

FLORAii sister writes that on the smooth
part of her Gloxinia tuber, the part she
takes to be the base, there are two large
sprouts which appear like young leaves

starting. She wants to know if she shall

place this end downward in planting. If

there is a vestige of green sprouts it indi-

cates that this is the crown end, and should
be placed upward and protrude above the
soil. The roots are small and fibrous, and
do not have the appearance of sprouts.

They issue from the base, while the greeHi
leafy sprouts issue from the crown.

late, giving it a peculiar and attractive ap-
pearance.
Now that the readers have their atten-

tion turned to th^se interesting native
flowers many strange things about them
will doubtless be noted and reported.

Such reports are always gladly received by
the Editor.

A Few Hardy ETerblooming:
Roses.—Here are the names of a few se-

lect everDlooming Roses that are hardy
south of New York, when planted out in
the spring so as to become weU established
before winter: Hermosa, rose-pink; Appo-
line, shell-pink; Queen's Scarlet, crimson-
scarlet; Madam Louis Henry, cream-yel-
low; White Maman Cochet, white; Arch-
duke Charles, variegated; Clotilde Soupert,
peach-white. Marie Guillot, the finest
formed of white Roses, Francisca Kriiger,
deep yeUow, and La France, one of the
sweetest and handsomest of all, might be
added to the lisi^ but are not always hardy
at the North. With proper protection in
winter the above named Roses may be suc-

of every leaf. It is propagated from cut-

tings of the young wood, and is of tne
easiest culture, requiring only partial

shade, a rich loam, plenty of root space, a
rather warm temperature and liberal wa-
tering. Sponging the leaves weekly with
soapy water will keep off red spider and
any other pests that might attack it if ne-

glected. A young plant begins to bloom
when but a few inches high, and for

months afterward you may expect it to

continue its display of flowers. It is cer-

tainly the most desirable novelty for the
window garden that has been introduced
for many years, and deserves a place in

every window collection.

Although new with us this Acaljrpha has
been known as a garden plant in some
Oriental countries for nearly a century.
A colored drawing of it dated 1812 is in the
Kew herbarium. It was then named Ca-
turus sx)eciflorus. Sir Joseph Hooker de-
scribed it as A. hispida, and Rumphius as
Cauda felis or cat's tail. The specific name

; Sanderiana was given it by Mr. N. E.
Brown, of Kew gardens, when it first flow-

ered at the Sander Nurseries in 1896. A
vmier in the English Garden says:

"Under cultivation the plant has exceeded the
expectations formed firom the collector's descrip-

tlon, the specimens shown by Messrs. Sander at
the Ghent Quinqennial, and at the Temple Show
this year being really wonderful, whether viewed
as examples of cultural skill, or as decorative
plants. I have seen the plant under cultivation
ever since its introduction, and firom its behavior
I should CcJl it a gardener's plant par excellence^

as it grows freely, and is practically always in
flower. The tails attain a lengrf,h of twenty-one
inches, and the thickness of a man's thumb,
whilst in color they are of a vivid crimson, and
in consistency resemble the plush-like &brio
known as chenille."

Camatfons.—To have stocky, thrifty
Carnations for winter-blooming secure
young plants in the spring, pot them in
small pots and shift them into larger pots
as they grow till they occupy five-inch
pots; then plunge the pots deep in the soil,

in a sunny sitution, and cut out any
blooming stalks which appear during the
summer. In September take the pots op,
shift into six-inch pots, and encourage
growth till frosts appear, when they should
be given a place in the conservatory or
plant window. Keep close to the glass, so
that they may have plenty of light, and
syringe regularly. Avoid keeping the soil

too wet. Thus treated there will be no
complaint of spindling plants or Bpaiing
bloom.

That all may understand
the question sketches of the
flowers submitted havebeen
prepared, and appear upon
this page. Number 1 is a
flower of medium size, the
perianth sulphur yellow,

and the crown or cup of
medium length and of an
orange color. This isknown
as Narcissus bicolor brevi-

florus. Number 2 is white
with a very shallow, frilled

orange cup, and is a variety

of Narcissus poeticus. Num-
ber 3 is a double flower,

white, the same size as the
Poet's Narcissus, and is real-

ly a double-flowered variety
of Narcissus poeticus. It is

often called the Gardenia-
scented Narcissus, the flow-
ers having a fancied resem-
blance to a Gardenia or
Cape Jasmine flower, and
deliciously fragrant.
There are many hybrids

among the members of the
Narcissus family, and the
classification has baffled the
eflPorts of all the botanists who have at-

attempted it. Scientific nomenclature, on
this account, varies greatly in different bo-

tanical works upon the subject, and the
florists in many instances have a classifica-

tion of their own. N. bicolor breviflorus

is a hybrid and usually classed as a Pseudo
or bastard Narcissus. The flower of N.
Poeticus submitted is probably of the vari-

ety described as N. poeticus patellaris, as

it has broad "petals" and a saffron cup,
while the true Poet's Narcissus has medi-
um "petals" and a scarlet-edged cup. The
double flower. No. 3, is regarded as a mon-
strosity, and a writer in The Dictionary of
Gardening describes it under the name of
Narcissus poeticus petallaris pleno albo
cum crocero. Oh! Doesn't that settle the
question?

Crimson Ram1>ler.—The Crimson
Rambler is highly praised by some as a
thrifty, hardy, free-blooming, and beauti-

ful double cluster crimson Rose for a trellia

or wall, or wherever a climbing Rose is de-

sired. It is not an everblooming Rose, as

is the Empress of China. It blooms but
once in a season, and that during the sum-
mer. In certain seasons and situations it

is troubled with mildew, and on this ac-

count is discarded by some persons who
have repeatedly tried it; but generally the
reports concerning it are good, and seem
almost flattering. It is worthy of a triaL

Damping OfF.—This is mostly caused
by a fungus which covers the soil and at-

tacks the tender stems of young plants at

the surface of the ground, causing them to

turn black, and the plants to fall over and
die. The best remedy is to give more air

and remove the fungus by picking it out
with a pin or fine knife blade. If the
plants are large enough it is well to pot
them off singly or transplant them. The

J J| be, and see how it can be improved by
dividing hedges and clumps of shrub-

bery. I think the more ground one has
the less they feel the need of adorning it,

as a general thing. Look at farms that

you have known from your youth up, with
the one stiffclump of Lilacs, the tiny patch
of a "poseybed," and not a shade tree or
hedge row on the place. Now, instead of
this suppose the Roses are planted in a
hedge between the vegetable garden and
the orchard, the Lilacs and Syringas make
a shady walk down to the henhouse, a
double row of Sunflowers in front of the
plum trees to cut off the view of the pig
pen. And in the town lot let the driveway
be arched with trees, the sheds completely
covered with grape vines, in front ofwhich
may be a hedge of Roses or flowering
shrubs. Cover the fences with Morning
Glories, and the barn with Ampelopsis.
Let the porches be overrun with Wisteria,
Trumpet Creeper, Honeysuckle and Climb-
ing Itoses. Hedge off the vegetable gar-
den, and make delightful little walks and
cosy nooks. And see then if life is not
better worth living. Maude Meredith.

M[y Oleander.—My Oleander holds
up its six large bunches ofbloom and about
a dozen buds as bright as if it were July,
though the weather is 28° below zero. I
never put it in the cellar, for it is such a
sure bloomer and so pretty that I always
keep it in the window. I have it in a
bushel basket, which is deeper than a tub,
therefore better, as the roots like to go
down. The soil is a rich leaf-mould with
plenty of sand. I water it every day, and
give it plenty of sunlight. I wash it often
to make it look bright and clean. My
plant is two and one-half years old, and
was a mass of bloom all summer, and late
in the fall had sixteen bunches of bloom at
one time. In fact it blooms nearly all the
time. I think Oleanders must need an an-
nual rest, and I try to give that through
the summer, instead of placing in the
cellar in winter. I also give the plant
plenty of good liquid manure, which it

must have to do any good. C. M. P.

CTi HESE flowers did not amount to any-
i'ljli thing with me. I do not know
Jl whether to lay it to the bulbs, the sea-^ son, or the climate. Mine were the
first ever tried in the neighborhood. They
were received one afternoon in April, pot-
ted at once, and next morning a cluster of
buds appeared. This reads incredible, but
it is, nevertheless, true. Every bulb blos-

somed before a leaf showed. The plants
were bedded out, and made a few leaves.
In the fall they were put in a hanging
basket with other varieties, but have not
started yet. Some of them cost five cents
apiece. I think them expensive, as one
would need hundreds to make a border.

[Note.—The plants of summer-flowering Oxalis
are valuable only for summer decoration. Set
thickly in a bed they bloom well throughout the
season. They should be purchased by the hun-
dred or thousand. They increase rapidly, and a
few bulbs will soon multiply sufficiently to plant
a large bed.—Ed.]

Dicentra canadensis.—^This pretty
perennial is popularly known as Squirrel
Corn. It is a native species, being found
in rocky woods from Canada to Kentucky.
It grows about one foot in height, and
blooms during the months of May and
June. The flowers are cordate ovate in
shape, and quite fragrant. The foliage is

green and fern-like. The plant takes
kindly to cultivation. C. E. ParnelL

[Note.—A more showy end handsome species
of Dicentra is that known as Dutchman's
Breeches, D. cucuUaria, the flowers of which are
broader, borne in long racemes, and of a creamy
yellow, often tinged with lovely pink. A third
species, easUy domesticated, is D. eximia, which
bears purplish-pink flowers in panicles. The
genus was originally named "Bicuculla," from
the Latin, meaning double-hooded, and is now
scientifically classed under this name. It em-
braces about fourteen species, natives of North
America and western Asia. Some are variously
known as Dielytra, Fumaria and C!orydalis.—Ed.]

Shoo-Fly Plant.—We found the
Shoo-fly Plant a rank, coarse-grovsnlngweed>
with a flower like a very inferior Petunia
blossom. "We tried it in the window, on
the porch, and in the garden. In the win-
dow I thought it attracted flies. The seeds
germinated quickly. I think from a half
packet I had over one hundred plants. I
transplanted them here and there in my
flower beds, and when they began to blos-
som pulled them up, satisfied with one
more lesson, that is, not to buy every
novelty.

Coal ashes will prevent the
access of worms to the pots but they must
not be plunged on a sunny day: a rainy day
is best, and when there is a promise of
several rainy or cloudy days. By the time
the clouds have cleared away the foliage

of the plant will be hardened, and able to
bear sun. Cuttings will root at almost any
time in fine sand and dirt by covering cut-

ting close with a glass can and keeping
quite moist.

porous soil, with plenty of water the
growth is rapid, and the plant soon covers
an arbor or trellis with its dense, shining
foUage, against which the bright red, ri-

pening seed-vessels stand out in a most at-

tractive manner. The sketch with seed
and pressed specimen was sentby a FLOEAii
sister from Kansas, with the following note:
Mr. Editor:—wai you please tell me the name

of the plant of -which I enclose spray and seeds?

The seeds came from Texas a year ago. It is a
very rapid grower, looping and festooning its

tendrils from place to place, and blooming until

frost comes. It is bright and pretty in spite of
dry and hot weather. The flowers are pale buflF,

ajid quite small with crimped edge. The seed-

pods are pear-shaped, and when ripe a bright
scarlet, each holding from five to ten flat, brown,
seeds. The seeds are covered with a bright red

fruit, as well as for the dense and refresh-

ing shade afforded. Support should be
furnished as soon as the plants show a
disposition to climb, to get satisfactory re-

sults. The seeds of the Balsam Apple and
Balsam Pear may be purchased of almost
any seedsman. Seeds of the Philippine
species are not yet offered.

Oiinese Primroses.—How often we
read the advice to throw away old plants
of Chinese Primrose when their flowering
season is past. Don't do it, unless the old
plants seem determined to die anyway.
Thrifty old plants are much finer than
young ones. The only fault with them is

ihey occupy too much space. They are
plants that will not bear crowding, as the
leaf stems are very brittle. So I put two
or three plants in one pot and then give
them a place where nothing will interfere
with them. A stool near me is occupied
by a six-inch pot in which two old Prim-
rose plants are growing and blooming.

There is another species known as Bal-
sam Pear, which is much hke the Balsam
Apple, but wdth larger stems, foliage, flow-
ers and fruit. Its botanical name is Mo-
mordica charantia, and it was introduced
from India and China in 1710.

Another very distinct species, bearing
straw-colored flowers four inches across,

and large oval red fruit, was introduced in
1820 from India and the Philippines. It is

named M. conchinchinensis.
All of these Gourd vines are well worth

growing, as they are desirable for the grace
and beauty of their foliage, flowera and

EDITOR:—A neighbor was mov-

ing away to another State, and gave
me a pot with a slip of English Ivy,

w nicely rooted, and growing finely. It

was a very thrifty-looking vine. The lady
said to me. "You must dig down around
the roots of this Ivy in a few days, and put
in some pieces of beeMeak, ifyou want it

to grow and thrive well. So, I had some
Bteak one day, and cut oflFsome scraps and
tucked in around the roots, covering them
up and firming the soil around the plant
again. In a week or so I noticed my Ivy
was drooping, so I gave it a good sprink-

ling, and set the pot back on the plant
stand. In two or three days afterwards I

looked at it again, and it appeared to be
dying. I took my trowel and lifted it out
of the pot, and where I had put the beef-

steak the dirt was literally alive with white
maggots from one-fourth of an inch to one
inch in length. I took the pot out-doors

and poured boiling water on, then threw
the dirt out and put in fresh soil and trans-

planted the Ivy, but it did not live. Now,
what was the meaning of that? I did just
as she told me, and the meat was fresh from
the butcher, and it was past fly-time. So,

I cannot account for it. Can you ?

[Note.—There is nothing that will attract cer-

tain insects so readily as decaying aaimal matter,
and whenever this appears you will find it used
as a breeding nest for some insect. Ifyou do not
want insects about your plants avoid the use of
fresh meat as a fertilizer. Bone dust, phosphate,
lime and other materials that repel rather than
attract insects are always preferabie to use for

enriching the soil. * * Just here might be
added—that the plant might have been saved if

the top had been cut oflF and used as a cutting as
soon as it began to look sickly. Inserted in sand
it would probably have sent out new roots, and
become a thrifty plant.—Ed.]

Sweet Peas in tlie Soatb.—Keep
a drill open beside the row to hold water,
and the flowers wiU last longer. In the
South Sweet Peas must not be sown in the
fall, but very early in the spring. It is im-
possible to carry them into the hot sum-
mer. They are spring flowers only in the
South, and where a vine is needed through-
out summer there must be something in
reserve, for we cannot have Sweet Peas.

leaves. These latter are said to be like
rubber, and almost untearable. Mr. Bm>
bank, the originator, notes one curious
trait, and that is that after the first flower
opens, if the spike is cut off with a long
stem and placed in water in a warm, sunny
window, the flowers keep on blooming for
a week like a Gladiolus; and even if cut
and thrown on the ground the buds will
continue to open. So that Burbank should
be ordered in preference to Austria, where
one can afford but one; but the prices this
season are low enough, so that most flower
lovers can well afford to have both ofth^e
novel Cannas, and I am quite sure will feel
well repaid for the investment.

HE first time I saw Chinese Wisteria

in bloom it covered a bay window,
and the great purple clusters looked
like pale grapes. I thought it was the

most beautiful vine I had ever seen, and I

have had no reason to change my mind.
In Central Park, New York, there is a fa-

mous Wisteria arbor which sight-seers are

regularly sent to see in June when it

blooms. On Long Island the Wisteria is

pruned into a drooping tree, and the effect

is gorgeous.
The vine is hardy and rugged, attaining

great length. It twists itself like a strand

of rope, and the flowers are in long clusters,

very purple and rich. The blooms form
into podswhich contain seed beans. These
hang on the vine all winter. The beans
sho^d be soaked in warm water in Febru-
ary, and started for spring growing. Plant
in the seed pan, and give the same
treatment as other seedlings. When it is

planted place It in a simny position where
it can climb. If one wants a tree set it in

an open space and train up a pole for ten
feet. Then prune off constantly.

28x15x15 inches in size. In the bottom is a
layer of flne sand, and an over-layer of
pretty pebbles and tiny shells. Then I

made three small arches of the reftise from
the iron works which is commonly known
as "sea foam." This was broken into

small pieces and fastened together with
crockery cement, and some small, pretty
shells fastened on irregularly by the same
means. Any small odd stones and shells

might be used for this instead of the "sea
foam." When the arches were all

placed in x>osition, one near each end and
one in the middle, we "moved in" the
plants which were gathered from the ad-

joining streams and ponds. Among these
were Mermaid Weed^ Willow Moss, Pond
Weed, Duck Weed, Tape Weed, and some
small plants growing on the edge of the
creek, of which I do not know the name.
These were weighted down with pebbles,

and tne water poured gently in over the
upturned palms. We add tadpoles, snails,

and other little water animals as we find

them in our walks, and these feed uponthe
insects which would otherwise injure the
aquatic plants. I do not have running wa-
ter, as I have gold fish, and these do not
require running water. The tank is filled

§F all lawn beauties the Catalpa is the
most delicate and lovely. It will

grow from a seed to a tree forty feet

high in the course of a generation,
but for years it is more of a shrub than a
tree. It's blooms are as delicate and lovely
as an orchid, white with a rich hint of
chocolate, and are very fragrant. They
are bonte in great clusters, and Roses and
Lilies can not rivalthem. The tree blooms
in June. The seeds are flat, and easily

grown when sown in good soil and cared
for. Ifthe seed is sown in soft, rich garden
soil it will produce a tree which will grow
from five to ten feet in a season. It grows
rapidly at first, and in a few years begins
to assume the character of a tree, and is

then more slow of growth. I have seen a
venerable tree which, when in bloom,
looked like a snow bank, and for blocks
around the delicate fragrance gave one the
idea of Sweet Alyssmn.

tropical tree. A yotmg, thrifty plant wiU in one
season make a growth of six to ten feet, bearing
enormous leaves.

men thus grown is very attractive, and when
space will admit of a large, circular group the
effect is gorgeous. Each plant is cut to the
ground every season, and but one shoot allowed

to grow. Good cultivation and liberal fertilizing

will be repaid by a glorious foliage display.—Ed.]

Freaks.—We have a Perpetual White
Moss Rose with one branch that bears semi-
double pink Roses without moss. A small

shoot of the pink branch bears white Moss
Roses just like the rest of the bush.

One spring we found a Violet in our com
stubble when in full bloom. The blossoms
are blue like the common blue Violet,

splashed and mottled with white in the
oddest manner. The flowers are as large as

the largest Violets, with long stems that

stand up well from the foliage. It is so

striking I count it among my choicest

plants. My sister found a common Clover

that had a few three parted leaves, and the
rest were fours, fives, sixes and sevens. It

has always been a regret that we did not
transplant it and see if it changed with
cultivation.

These
flowers mature but few seeds here, and but
one or two of these grow. In fact from
the ripened seeds of the pink Ladyslipper
I have never yet succeeded in starting a
single plant. Our most common flowers
and weeds produce a large number of
seeds, nearly all of which, if they have the
smallest chance, grow and thrive. The
seeds of Burdock, Bur Marigold, Beggar's
lice. Crowfoot andmany others have short
hooks and claws attached to aid them in
leaving the parent bush, and with these
they cling to every passing object, and thus

The burs, are also
armed with hooked spines, but the spines are
more slender and pliable than those of Cocklebur,
as a comparison of the drawings b and h will
show.

Figure 3 is the common Spanish
Needle or Bur Marigold. -fiT is the ripened clus-

nently over the head, and attach to anything that
comes in the way. The whole subject of plant
distribution is interesting and well repays the

' the Bloodroot, or to give it its Latin

name, Sanguinaria canadensis. This blos-

som might well be used as an emblem of

mortality, for after being open only a few
hours its snowy white petals fall away and
leave the seed vessel on the naked stem.

The handsome rounded leaves do not come
to perfection until later in the season. At
the time of flowering the leaves are only

about one-third grown, and are wrapped
around the flower bud imtil by the length-

ening of the scape the flower is lifted out

of its green covering. When the stem of

the Bloodroot is broken a bright orange-

red juice exudes, and no doubt to this fact

and also to the color of the root is due the
common name of the plant. A section of
the root seen under the microscope is a
beautiful object, reminding one of some
triumph of the confectioner's art. Among
old country people the root has long been
a sovereign remedy for coughs and colds.

It is extremely bitter to the taste, and
probably does possess some medicinal
properties.

Insects on Cactuses.—Cactuses, like

other plants, are apt to be infested with
insects, such as scale, mealy bug and red
spider. Any of these may be readily re-

moved by a thorough syringing with water,
but if badly infested a good plan is to re-

move from the pot, shake all soil from the
roots, and wash thoroughly with fir tree

oil much diluted with hot water. Direc-

tions are always on the can. Or, a table-

spoonful of coal oil in a pint of milk. Or,

syringe vdth pure alcohol with a perfume
atomizer, the alcohol to

be used ftOl strength. The
mealy bug is an insect

measuring one-sixteenth

to one-eighth of an inch

in length, resembling a
lump of cotton, and se-

cretes itself between the
spines. It increases very
rapidly, and must be mealy BUa.

eradicated at once. Scale insect resembles

a brown, raisedlump, and is easilyremoved
with a hair pin. Thrip is another very

minute insect which only attacks Phyllo-

cactuses. Sponging with alcohol will soon

eradicate it.

N beds of mixed flowers one must be

I

careful to choose plants that bloom the
1 summer through. This is not difficult,— even if one is obliged to use only annu-

als. Another necessity is plants of gradu-
ated sizes, and another that is most im-
portant is the combination of colors. Yel-
low and white is extremely dainty and
satisfying, and in a dull comer such a bed
would be appropriate. Plant in the center
seeds of the great golden Marigolds. These
are as handsome as Chrysanthemums and
larger than Dahlias. They bloom from the
time they are a few inches tall until after

severe frosts. The plants are neat, ui>-

right and branching, the foliage bright and
feathery, and the profusion of blossoms a
clear, delicate yellow. After the Marigolds
are sown surround them with a ring of
Candytuft. Everybody knows the clusters

of white, waxy blossoms it gives. You
want only the white sorts. After this a
ring of yellow Phlox, and last a narrow
rim of white Alyssum. This bed wHl cost
less than twenty-five cents, even if it should
be a large one. It will require no extra
care, and it will bloom all the summer
through, with the rings of color marked as
distinctly as if foliage plants had been
used. Another pretty bed is made with
scarlet Salvia, blue Ageratum and white
Mignonette. Grow the plants in a seed
bed and set them where they are to bloom.
They are prettier in a careless triangle

than in a set design, unless one is particu-

larly gifted in arranging. If there is a
large comer plant Sunflowers and Morning
Glories in it. See that the earth is rich,

keep the weeds down, and let the vines
run on the Sunflower stalks. In the morn-
ings that are to come you will be dazzled
with this glory of purple and gold. Pull
up any pink Morning Glories. They will

Adieu to thee, fair Rhine! How long: delighted

On
Christmas day I picked 329 stems, 150 of them
having stems over nine inches long; the others
all over five inches long. Dec. 31st I picked 246,
mostly long stems. I have been selling them at
the florists at 15 cents per dozen. We have had
very little rain and very heavy frosts, but the
Peas are certainly thriMng, I feel sure that few
of your readers can -oeat them. The vines are
over twelve feet high.

The exchange column is tree, and designed to
benefit every subscriber, but if there are many
who have the experience above reported its pur-
pose is not met. The statement is frequently
made at the head of the column that every ex-
change applicant should be respected by an an-
swer, either in plants as offered, or by card or
letter, and this should be regarded as a part of
the terms when insertion is requested. If any
are unwilling to do this they should not offer an
e?i^ange. Of course, it should be borne in mind
tBSft those who oflfer to exchange are very often
persons who have a household to look after, and
sickness sometimes interferes with the exchange
work. But in all such cases the letters should be
carefully preserved, and an answer sent later.
Every person preparing an exchange, however,
should bear in mind that the Magazme goes into
more than 350,000 homes, and should have a sup-
ply that will be likely to meet the demand. As
yet but few cjmplaints about the exchange col-
umn have come to hand. If there are many op-
plicants treated or mistreated as our Kentucky
sister, it will not be too soon to think seriously
of discarding the exchange column and filling its

space with something that will not bring dis-
credit and disappointment to our readers.

QVESTIONS JLNJD ANSJVmua.

Root lice upon Asters.—What will destroy the
little white lice that get at the roots of my Asters?
I had a large bed of Asters last year, and all the
plants blighted. When I pulled them up the
roots were crowded with these root lice. If I
cannot get rid of these insects it is useless for me
to plant Asters, and I do love them.—Mrs. S. E.
C, N. Y.
Ans.—The only sure remedy for root lice is to

lift the plants, wash the roots clean, bathe them
in tobarico tea, and reset in clean, fresh soil. The
soil might be freed of the insects by a liberal ap-
plication of lime and soot, well incorporatedm
autumn or early spring.

Ruellia.—I received the premium plant, Euellla
Makoyana, all right. Thank ycu. I am dehght-
ed with it. And, please, would you, thrcngh the-
Magazine, tell how the name is pronounced, end
if it needs pinching to make it branch.—C. D., N.
J., Feb. 27, 1899.
Ans.—The pronimciation called for is Eu-el'-li-a,

the i having short sound, and Mak-oy-a'-na.
The plant is of branching habit, and does not re-
quire pinching.

Freesias.—My Freesias came up but did not
bloom. What must I do to have them produce
bloom?—Subscriber.
Ans.—To be reliable Freesias should be potted

early in autumn, and kept in a cool place. They
cannot be forced to bloom under four or five
months. If kept in a warm, dry atmosphere the
biids will almost invariably blast.

Starting Palm Seeds.—Palm seeds should be
planted in sand or sandy soil, twice the depth of
their thickness, and kept moist and warm till

germination takes place. If the seeds are plant-
ed when fresh they will germinate in from a
month to three months after planting, and the
plants should be potted in rich, porous soil as
soon as well rooted. The time of germination
depends much upon the kind. Some are much
more prompt and reliable than others. Grood
drainage, moderate watering and partial shade
should be given the young plants.

Wisteria.—The Chinese "Wisteria will thrive in
any good, rich soil, in a sunny exposure or par-
tial shade. The Passion Vine may be planted in
a similar position as soon as danger of frost is

past. It is not hardy at the North, however, un-
less well protected ia winter,

Baby Primrose.—This new and lovely Primrose
Is not as showy as the Chinese varieties, but its
modest, dainty whorls of bloom so freely pro-
duced elirit admiration and praise from all who
see it. It is easily raised from seeds, and plants
started now will bloom the coming winter.

Poppies.—Poppy seeds may be sown in rows a
foot apart, but the young plants must be thinned
out so that they will not crowd each other. If
thinning is neglected the plants wOl blacken and
rot off at the g^^ound.

Climbing Roses.—Among everblooming Roses
the following are hardy and desirable for the
North: Mary Washington, white, Empress of
China, red, Appoline, pink. Madam Louis Henry,
vellow. Even hardy Roses are liable to lose their
branches hy cold when the winters are unfavora-
ble, and to insure safety it is well to protect
them. In the South such Roses as La Marque,
white, Marechal Neil, yellow, Climbing Meteor,
red, and Setina, pink, can be used.

Ampelopsis Veitchi.—A New York paper gives
a practical illustration ofthe utility of this vine,
as follows:
"Over in Brooklyn the courtyard of a bank is cov-

ered with a velvet turf. The yard is shut in on one
Bide by the solid brick wall of the next building, which
is of a common, ugly architecture. This blank wall
was first painted white, but its glare was unpleasant
to the bank people, who had to look out at it, and a
few years ago Ivy was planted at its base. To-day it

is a changing picture of beautiful green, from the ten-
der tint of the first awakened shoots in early April to
the glossy richness of the dark shade of late autumn.
On a breezy day the fluttering of its leaves shows
rythmic waves of verdure; the sunlight glances
through it in artistic silhouette; the rain plays upon
it, brightening and freshening it, and working out odd
designs. There is no moment of any day that this

great grreen screen is not offering some attraction to
the eyes lifted from rows of figures."

The Ampelopsis Veitchi or Boston Ivy is not as
hardy as our native Woodbine, and at the North
should be planted in the spring, so as to become
well established by winter. If the vine is laid
down in December the first winter and covered
with evergreen boughs it is all the better. It be-
comes haraier as it grows older.

Propagating Gladiolus.—The Gladiolus always
produces many small, hard-shelled bulblets about

the roots. Liftthem
when you lift your
bulbs in the taSL
keep them till

spring, then re-
move the hard cov-
ering and plant.
They will soon
make blooming-
sizedbulbs . Ifyou
prefer offsets cut

through the top of the bulb, leaving an eye in
each section. Plant the who e bulb without sep-
arating the parts. This will prevent blooming,
and throw the strength into the forming offsets.

Umbrella Tree.—This is a handsome shade tree
in the South, but is grown in a pot at the North
and wintered in the cellar. It has handsome fo-
liage, and is of graceful form.

BnrEF A.XSTflEnS.

Calceolaxias and Primroses.—These are easily
raised from seeds. Get woods earth or porous
loam that will not bake, sift it, shake and press
it till well firmed, then press rows and sow the
seeds. The Calceolaria seeds should not be cov-
ered, but the Primrose seeds should be covered
about a sixteenth of an inch. Moisten the soil

from below, keep it moist but not wet, and keep
covered and shaded with heavy paper till germi-
nation begins, then remove the paper. Avoid
wind and sunshine. When large enough trans-
plant to a tray of good soil setting the plants an
inch apart. Keep in a cool place and regularly
but not freely watered. "When well started pot
and shift as gro^i;h continues.

Stapelia Buds Blasting.—Avoid watering the
Stapslia too freely when in bud. It is liable to
cause blasting.

Seedlings.—New Chrysanthemums and Cannas
are raised from seeds. To get the seeds the finest
flowers are fertilized with pollen from flowers of
desirable varieties. Thousands of seedlings are
thus raised and discarded by those who originate
new varieties^ and the work requires great care
and fiinn, it is not always profitable.

Acacia lophantha.—This plant is eaaily raised

from seeds. Pour boiling water upon them and
let stand for twenty-four hours before sowing.
When the seedlings are large enough pot in
three-inch pots, and as the plants grow shift into
larger pots, thus avoiding pot-bound roots, which
cause the leaves to drop. If you wish a branch-
ing plant pinch out the top when shifting.

Ornamental Asparagus.—The various species
of Ornamental Asparagus in habit axe much like

Boston Smilax, and require about the same
treatment. The plants often seem almost dor-
mant—neither dying nor making progress. But
they are simply resting, and in due time will send
up vigorous young sprouts from the roots. Avoid
watering too freely during the semi-dormant pe-
riod.

Easter Lily.—After the Easter Lily blooms re-
move the fading flowers, and contraue to water
the plant till the stalks begin to turn yellow, then
gradually withhold water until the soil is almost
dry, ia which condition and in a cool place keep
it throughout the summer. In August repot in
fresh son, if the bulb has not divided, and it will
bloom again. If it has divided bed it out. In the
South, and in a favorable situation North, it is

hardy, and as successfully grown out-doors as the
common Candidum Lily.

Pansies.—Sow the seeds in early autumn to
have spring-blooming plants, and in spring for
summer and autumn flowers. Sow only seeds of
the best quality. A bed north of a "wall or build-
ing, shaded at mid-day suits them.

JBRIEJP A.NSWERS.

Rooting Roses.—The best time to start Roses
fix>m cuttings is in midsummer, just after the
plants are through blooming. Make cuttings
four or five inches long and insert in moist sand
where they will be shielded from wind and bright
8un. Make the cuttings with a sharp knife and
remove all but the top leaf, inserting so the leaf
vdth its accompanying eye will be above the soil.
Roots should form in four to six weeks.
Planting Begonias.—In planting Tuberous Be-

gonias avoid setting them beneath the soil, or
pouring v?ater into the cavity mostly found where
the sprouts are produced. If this is neglected
the tubers are liable to decay, or the tops to rot
ofi" at the base.

Climbing Rose.—The Tennesee Belle Rose does
well upoii the north side of a waU or building if
not shadea by adjacent trees. The Empress of
China is also desirable for such a place, and will
bloom 'ilmost continuously.

Ixia and Sparaxis.—Bulbs of these flowers are
not hardy, but if watered and cared for after they
bloom tin the plants mature they are useful for
future blooming. Do not throw them away.

JBMIEF A-X^SWEUS.

Gloxinias.—These grow and bloom freely dur-
ing summer if given pots of suitable size, say
from four-inch to six-inch pots, and kept in a
partial shade, where they wul be protected from
storm and severe sunshine. In potting let the
upper half of the tuber protrude above the soil.

Water sparingly at first, but more copiously after
growth begins. If the plants develop fohage
without buds give less water and more stm.
Started in the spring the plants rarely fail to
bloom satisfactorily throughout simimer and
autumn. The same treatment will apply to Tu-
berous Begonias.

Multiflora Rose.—The dwarf Multiflora Roses
grow only a few inches high, and the flowers are
small, and not very showy. They are cultivated
more as a curiosity than as an attractive, deco-
rative*plant. Sow the seeds in a rather tenacious
but well-drained soil, and cover with porous soil

that will not bake. Pot in small pots at first,

and shift into larger ones as the plants grow. Do
not let the sun shine against the sides of the pot.
Seedling plants of the true dwarf variety should
bloom in three or four months after they are
started.

Black Calla.—Plant two inches deep in rich,
porous soil, and keep partially shaded and well
watered. Usually the best time to get and pot
the tubers is in the spring. Dry off in the fall

and set the pots in a cool, frost-proof place to
rest during winter. This is the treatment rec-
ommended for Arum sanctum. Other species of
Arum bearing very dark flowers are often sold
onder the name of Black Calla. Some of them
are winter-blooming, and should have their rest
in summer.
Tigridias.—These are summer-blooming bulb-

ous plants, and thrive in a simny spot in the gar-
den. Plant in the spring, three or four inches
deep, and lift in tiie autumn, preserving in win-
ter, just as you keep Gladiolus bulbs.

Winter-blooming Plants for Shade.—For a sun-
less window in winter get Lopesia rosea, Crassula
cordata, Vinca rosea. Begonia semperflorens,
White Calla,Chinese Narcissus, Roman Hyacinths
and Lily of the Valley.

Ruellia Makoyana.—This plant should have the
same treatment as Coleus.

when the March winds blew out the oak tassels,
and the Violets bloomed along the borders. We
were glad to have them indoors. Any of the va-
rieties of Narcissus will bloom in water. The ad-
vantage is that they bloom sooner—in fewer days
after being planted. And another advantage is

the beauty of the roots and white bulbs in clear
water when a handsome dish is used, and the
ease with which it can be moved to the table or
window without the trouble of covering pots or
the fear of drainage. The growing plant is as
neat and pretty and as little trouble as a vase of
cut flowers.
