BAD CRAFTSMANSHIP 
That playwrights who grind away on different but never new forms 

and dispositions of the “eternal triangle,” and scenario writers, hampered 
with the limitations of a far less expressive art, who are given to the 
same sort of thing, are guilty’ of bad craftsmanship is undoubtedly true. 

Brander Mathews, in his “A Study of the Drama.” says: “-\nd it 
(the drama) must please the whole people, the crowd at large, for the 
strength of the drama lies in the breadth of its appeal. It misses its 
appeal unless it has something for all—for young and old, for rich and 
poor, for men and women, for the educated and uneducated. More than 
any other literary form it has preserved the communal quality which 
characterizes all primitive poetry’. Of all the arts the drama is essen¬ 
tially the most democratic, for it can not exist without the multitude. 
It has been called ‘a function of the crowd.' It can not hope for success 
when it seeks to attract only a caste, a coterie, a clique—it must be 
the art of the people as a whole, with all their divergence of cultivation. 
And this it has been whenever it has achieved its noblest triumphs.” 

f The sex theme, ninety’-nine times out of a hundred, appeals only to 
a morbid, decadent and perverted class, which despite a widely held 
notion to the contrary, is not numerous—and which, outside of the larger 
cities. Indeed, hardly exists at all. 

Whenever plays and films of this sort enjoy grreat vogue—and we 
must admit that that is all too often—rest assured that it is due to the 
advertising they receive and which springs from widespread disapproval 
condemnation, denunciation and execration. These fan the curiosity of 
normal people, especially young people, into flame, but there is no ap¬ 
peal They mostly’ find the content disgusting and revolting. 

That most frequently resorted to Is 
artistic justification, .\nother is that 
“it inculcates a great moral lesson,” 
etc., etc. 

But these arguments are all not only 
misleading, but downright false. 

Preaching is bad art. It is antiquated 
art—old stuff—discarded and scrapped 
years agone. 

Blander Mathews says: “We have 
outgro\^’n this sign post preaching. The 
artist can not evade his moral respon¬ 
sibility if he chooses to handle life, 
but he is no longer required to get up 
in the pulpit. It is not the artist’s 
business to prove a thesis, but to pic¬ 
ture life as he sees it and feels it and 
knows it." 

Shelley touched upon the same point 
and stated it most admirably in the 
preface to the “Cenci,” viz.: “The 
highest moral purpose aimed at in the 
highest species of the drama is the 
leaching of the human heart, thru its 
sympathies and antipathies, the knowl¬ 
edge of itself, in proportion to the pos¬ 
session of which knowle._,je every’ hu¬ 
man being is wise, just, sincere, toler¬ 
ant and kind.” 

There is the crux o* issue—to in¬ 
culcate in the huma* h3..rt knowledge 
of itself, a lofty aim and one that can 
only be attained by the most resolute 
honesty.

Government employment Divi»l ’ti 
of thi' Department of Ijihor, was enthusiast'- 
when an offer for nnlimited space at the show 
was offen'd to him by officials of the Exposition 
Company.
