
With the death of Casimir's grandson Duke Bolesław in 1355 
the Bytom branch of the Piasts became extinct and in the 
following inheritance dispute his widow Margareta of 
Sternberg had to cede the northern part of the duchy 
including the lordship of Koźle to Duke Konrad I of Oleśnica, 
while the remaining part was bequested to Duke Casimir I of 
Cieszyn. Bytom remained divided until in 1459 Duke 
Wenceslaus I of Cieszyn sold his portion to Duke Konrad IX 
the Black of Oleśnica and the duchy was reunited under his 
rule.

The Duchy of Oświęcim, or the Duchy of Auschwitz, was one 
of many Duchies of Silesia, formed in the aftermath of the 
fragmentation of Poland. It was established about 1315 on 
the Lesser Polish lands east of the Biała river held by the 
Silesian branch of the Polish royal Piast dynasty. Briefly 
semi-autonomous, with its capital in Oświęcim.

Duchy of Oświęcim

The Duchy of Oświęcim was finally sold to the Kingdom of 
Poland in 1457. Annexed by the Habsburg Empire in 1772, 
the remaining ducal title ceased to exist in 1918 with the 
lands being reincorporated into the Second Polish Republic.

Duchy of Oświęcim

The Duchy of Zator was one of many Duchies of Silesia. It 
was split off the Duchy of Oświęcim, when after eleven years 
of joint rule the sons of Duke Casimir I in 1445 finally divided 
the lands among themselves, whereby his eldest son 
Wenceslaus received the territory around the town of Zator. 
The fragmentation of the duchy continued after Wenceslaus' 
death in 1468, when in 1474 his sons Casimir II and 
Wenceslaus II as well as Jan V and Władysław again divided 
the Zator territory in two along the Skawa river.

Duchy of Zator

After the death of Casimir II in 1490 however both parts of 
the duchy were reunited, and in 1494 Jan V as the last 
surviving brother became its sole ruler. As Jan himself had no 
heirs, he decided in the same year to sell the duchy to King 
John I Albert of Poland, under a guarantee that he would 
remain duke until his death. Jan was killed in 1513 and Zator 
was united with Poland. At the General sejm of 1564, King 
Sigismund II Augustus issued privileges of incorporation 
recognizing both Duchies of Oświęcim and Zator as part of 
the Polish Crown into the Silesian County of the Kraków 
Voivodeship, although the Polish kings retained both ducal 
titles and the name of the Duchy survived in the legal acts (it 
had however no special privileges).

Duchy of Zator

The Duchy of Cieszyn, also Duchy of Teschen, was one of 
the Duchies of Silesia centered on Cieszyn (Teschen) in 
Upper Silesia. It was split off the Silesian Duchy of Opole and 
Racibórz in 1281 during the feudal division of Poland and 
was ruled by Silesian dukes of the Piast dynasty from 1290 
until the line became extinct with the death of Duchess 
Elizabeth Lucretia in 1653.

Elizabeth Lucretia of Cieszyn, was a reigning Duchess of 
Cieszyn (Teschen, Těšín) from 1625 until her death. Born as 
the third child and second daughter of Adam Wenceslaus, 
Duke of Cieszyn, she was the last ruler of Cieszyn from the 
Polish-origin Silesian Piast dynasty. After her death, the 
Duchy of Cieszyn reverted to the Bohemian Crown as a 
completed fiefdom and was onward ruled directly by the 
Bohemian kings, then members of the House of Habsburg. 
Subsequently, Habsburg dynasty bore the title until the fall of 
the Empire and the liquidation of the Duchy of Cieszyn in 
1918.

Duchy of Cieszyn

The Duchy of Opole and Racibórz was one of the numerous 
Duchies of Silesia ruled by the Silesian branch of the royal 
Polish Piast dynasty. It was formed in 1202 from the union of 
the Upper Silesian duchies of Opole and the Racibórz, in a 
rare exception to the continuing feudal fragmentation of the 
original Duchy of Silesia.

Duchy of Opole and Racibórz

After Bolesław I the Tall and his younger brother Mieszko I 
Tanglefoot backed by Emperor Frederick I Barbarossa had 
retained their Silesian heritage in 1163, the Duchy of 
Racibórz was formed in 1172 as a territory for Mieszko. It was 
centered on the towns of Racibórz, Koźle and Cieszyn. 
Mieszko's small share was enlarged the first time in 1177, 
when he received the territories of Bytom, Oświęcim, Zator, 
Pszczyna and Siewierz from his uncle High Duke Casimir II 
the Just of Poland. In 1202 Mieszko occupied the Duchy of 
Opole of his deceased nephew Jarosław, forming the united 
Duchy of Opole and Racibórz.

Duchy of Racibórz

In 1327 Przemysław's son Duke Leszek paid homage to King 
John of Bohemia, whereafter his duchy became a Bohemian 
fief. After Leszek died without issue in 1336, King John 
seized the duchy and granted it to the Přemyslid Duke 
Nicolas II of Opava (Troppau), forming the united Duchy of 
Opava and Racibórz. The Duchy would suffer several 
territorial changes until in 1521 it was again merged with 
Opole under Duke Jan II the Good. As a Duchy of Opole and 
Racibórz, after Jan's death in 1532 it fell back to the House of 
Habsburg, Bohemian kings since 1526. The fief was given in 
pawn to Margrave George of Brandenburg-Ansbach from the 
House of Hohenzollern, later briefly to the Polish House of 
Vasa and finally would be annexed and incorporated into the 
Kingdom of Prussia by the 1742 Treaty of Breslau. The title of 
a "Duke of Ratibor" was acquired by Landgrave Victor 
Amadeus of Hesse-Rotenburg in 1821. King Frederick 
William IV of Prussia in 1840 granted it to the landgrave's 
nephew Prince Victor of Hohenlohe-Schillingsfürst, in turn for 
his renunciation of the Hohenlohe inheritance in favour of his 
younger brother Chlodwig.

Duchy of Racibórz

The Duchy of Bytom was one of many Silesian duchies. It 
was established in Upper Silesia about 1281 during the 
division of the Duchy of Opole and Racibórz among the sons 
of Duke Władysław Opolski. The duchy's capital was Bytom 
(Beuthen), formerly part of Lesser Poland until in 1177 the 
Polish High Duke Casimir II the Just had attached it to the 
Silesian Duchy of Racibórz.

Duchy of Bytom

In 1521 the Duchy was recreated due to actions of the last 
Silesian Piast, Jan II the Good. Jan however died without 
issue in 1532 and the Opole line of the Piasts became 
extinct, whereafter Opole and Racibórz as reverted fiefs were 
fully under the sovereignty of the Bohemian Crown. It would 
then fall to Margrave George of Brandenburg-Ansbach from 
the House of Hohenzollern, who had signed an inheritance 
treaty with Jan in 1522 and finally reached the consent of the 
Bohemian king Ferdinand I of Habsburg. From 1645 until 
1666 Opole was held in pawn by the Polish House of Vasa, 
as it was a dowry of the Polish queen Cecylia Renata, 
afterward fell back to the Habsburg kings of Bohemia and 
finally in 1742 it would be annexed and incorporated into the 
Kingdom of Prussia.

Duchy of Opole

Duchy of Opole was one of the duchies of Silesia ruled by 
the Piast dynasty. Its capital was Opole (Oppeln, Opolí) in 
Upper Silesia. After the death of Mieszko's grandson Duke 
Władysław Opolski in 1281, his sons again divided the Duchy 
of Opole and Racibórz and the Duchy of Opole was 
recreated for Casimir and his brother Bolko I, 
contemporaneously with the establishment of the duchies of 
Cziesyn and Bytom on former Racibórz territory. In 1327 King 
John the Blind of Bohemia reasserted his influence over the 
Duchy of Opole in an attempt to stabilise the situation.

Duchy of Opole

The Duchy of Silesia with its capital at Wrocław was a 
medieval duchy located in the historic Silesian region of 
Poland. Soon after it was formed under the Piast dynasty in 
1138, it fragmented into various Silesian duchies. In 1327, 
the remaining Duchy of Wrocław as well as most other 
duchies ruled by the Silesian Piasts passed to the Kingdom 
of Bohemia as Duchies of Silesia. The acquisition was 
completed when King Casimir III the Great of Poland 
renounced his rights to Silesia in the 1335 Treaty of 
Trentschin.

Duchy of Silesia

The subdivision of the Silesian duchies increased over the 
following generations and accompanied the fragmentation of 
Poland. Henry's III son Henry IV Probus upon the death of 
his uncle Władysław in 1270 ruled at Wrocław and in 1288 
even became High Duke of Poland, until the male line 
became extinct with his death in 1290. He was succeeded by 
his cousin Duke Henry V the Fat, son of Henry's III brother 
Bolesław II, who once again re-united the duchies of Wrocław 
and Legnica under his personal rule.

Duchy of Silesia

The Duchy of Legnica or Duchy of Liegnitz, was one of the 
Duchies of Silesia. Its capital was Legnica (Liegnitz) in Lower 
Silesia. Legnica Castle had become a residence of the 
Silesian dukes in 1163 and from 1248 was the seat of a 
principality in its own right, ruled by the Silesian branch of the 
Piast dynasty until the extinction of the line in 1675. Formed 
by Bolesław II the Bald, Duke of Lower Silesia at Wrocław, 
Legnica shared the fate of most of the others Silesian 
duchies, falling into Bohemian, Austrian and eventually—after 
the First Silesian War—Prussian spheres of influence.

Duchy of Legnica

On 12 January 1409, after the death of his last surviving brother Rupert I without male issue, 
Wenceslaus II became the sole heir of the Duchy of Legnica; two months later, on 19 March, he 
designated as his heirs the brothers Henry IX and Louis II of Brieg, grandsons of Louis I the Fair. In 
1413, Wenceslaus managed to unite the Diocese of Breslau and the Duchy of Liegnitz in one state, 
trying in that way to save the title of Bishop to his successors. On 16 March 1413, Wenceslaus II 
resigned from the government of the duchy and gave it to Louis II. That decision triggered in several 
war between Henry IX and Louis II, because the older brother Henry IX resented that the whole 
principality was given to Louis II. Henry protested to Wenceslaus II and tried to convince him to 
revert his decision, but the Duke-Bishop maintain the inheritance over Louis. In 1417, the tired and 
old Wenceslaus II sent to Pope Martin V his resignation from the bishopric. Soon, Rome decided to 
approve it and on 17 December 1417 was chosen the new Bishop of Breslau: Duke Conrad the 
Elder. Wenceslaus II then retired to the Episcopal seat of Ottmachau, where he spent his last years. 
He died on 30 December 1419, and was buried in the local collegiate church of St. Nicholas. After 
the transfer of the Chapter all the Bishop's remains with their tombstones were moved to Neisse. 
Since 1682 Wenceslaus II's remains and tombstone were placed in the Church of St. Jakob.

The Duchy of Llubin or Duchy of Luben, was one of the 
Duchies of Silesia. It came into existence in 1348 as a partial 
duchy of Legnica. It existed until 1453 and in the 16th century 
it was used as a dowry by Brieger duchesses. The place of 
residence was the city of the same name, Lüben (today 
Lubin in the Lower Silesian Voivodeship in Poland).

Duchy of Lubin

The marriage of Duke John Christian and Anna Hedwig was considered morganatic and in 
consequence all the eventual children born of them were excluded from the succession of the 
Duchy of Legnica-Brzeg. The status of Anna Hedwig changed considerably when she was 
raised to the rank of Baroness by Emperor Ferdinand II on 7 December 1627. Shortly after, 
on 18 February 1628, August was also raised to the Baronial rank with the title of Baron of 
Legnica, a title who was secured for the future children of the couple. From August's six full-
siblings, only two survive infancy: Baron Sigismund and Baroness Johanna Elisabeth of 
Legnica, by marriage Baroness Berka von Dub und Leipa. None of them leave descendants.

After the outbreak of the Thirty Years' War, the young August and his family fled to Poland, 
first to Toruń and later to Ostróda, where his parents died in 1639.

August was raised to the Comital rank with the title of Count of Legnica by Bohemian royal 
order at Regensburg on 12 January 1664.

In 1675 his nephew George William, the last Piast Duke of Legnica-Brzeg, died without issue. 
Then August made his claim over the Duchies, as the last living male representative of the 
family (his younger brother Sigismund had died in 1664). The key of his eventual success was 
to demonstrated that the Agreement of 24 June 1626 who deprived Anna Hedwig of Sitzsch's 
descendants from the right of succession over Legnica-Brzeg was valid only if the 
descendants of Duke John Christian's first marriage were alive.

August's claims were ultimately rejected, and in compensation, the Emperor Leopold I 
granted to him a high annual pension. From all the Legnica-Brzeg lands, August could retain 
only two districts: Przeworno and Kantorowice near Brzeg.

August, the last male member of the Piast dynasty, died on 14 May 1679 in his castle of 
Siedminie (Siebenhufen) and 28 September of that year he was buried in the Church of the 
Holy Trinity in Przeworno.

August of Legnica

Frederick I was born in Brzeg. He was the only son of John I 
of Lubin, by his wife Hedwig of Brzeg. The successive deaths 
of his uncle Henry X (in 1452) and his own father (in 1453) 
left Frederick I as the last male representative of the Legnica-
Lubin branch of the Piast dynasty. The seven-year-old prince 
succeeded John I in Chojnow and Strzelin under the regency 
of his mother, the Dowager Duchess Hedwig. One year later 
(1454), Frederick I inherited Olava and Niemcza after the 
death of his paternal grandmother Margareta of Opole; 
shortly after, he also received Legnica from the Kingdom of 
Bohemia. The regency of Dowager Duchess Hedwig ended 
in 1466, when Frederick I was formally proclaimed an adult 
and was able to rule by himself. Throughout his reign he 
focused on the consolidation of his dynasty and the recovery 
of all the lands lost by his predecessors. In 1481 Frederick I 
purchased Brzeg from the Dukes of Opole, and one year 
later (1482) he did the same with Lubin, then in hands of the 
Dukes of Głogów. In 1488 he also recovered the towns of 
Byczyna, Wołczyn and Kluczbork.

Duchy of Legnica-Brzeg

George William was the last Silesian duke of Legnica 
(Liegnitz) and Brzeg (Brieg) from 1672 until his death. 
He was the last male member of the Silesian Piast 
dynasty descending from Władysław II the Exile (1105–
1159), as well as the last legitimate male member of the 
entire House of Piast. Upon his death, the Duchy of 
Legnica-Brzeg reverted to Emperor Leopold as ruler 
over the Bohemian crown lands, which since 1526 were 
integral part of the Austrian Habsburg monarchy.

Duchy of Jawor, sometimes known as the Duchy of Świdnica, 
was one of the Duchies of Silesia established in 1274 as a 
subdivision of the Duchy of Legnica. It was ruled by the 
Silesian Piasts, with its capital at Jawor in Lower Silesia.

Duchy of Swidnica

Bolko II was the last Piast duke to retain his 
independence from the Kingdom of 
Bohemia, however as he had no male heirs 
he signed an inheritance treaty with King 
Charles IV of Luxembourg, who married 
Bolko's niece Anna von Schweidnitz in 1353. 
The duke died in 1368 and after the death of 
his widow Agnes of Habsburg in 1392 his 
duchy was finally annexed by the Bohemian 
Crown.

Duchy of Swidnica

The Duchy of Brzeg or Duchy of Brieg was 
one of the Duchies of Silesia, created in 
1311 during the fragmentation of the Duchy 
of Wrocław. A Bohemian fief from 1329, it 
was ruled by the Silesian Piasts until their 
extinction in 1675. Its capital was Brzeg in 
Lower Silesia.

Duchy of Brzeg

Duchy of Ziębice was one of the Duchies of Silesia established 
in 1274 as a subdivision of the Duchy of Legnica. It was ruled 
by the Silesian Piasts, with its capital at Ziębice in Lower 
Silesia. The area became part of the emerging Polish state 
under its first historic ruler Mieszko I in the 10th century. The 
town was first mentioned in 1234 under the Old Polish spelling 
Sambice. As a result of the fragmentation of Poland, it formed 
part of the duchies of Silesia until 1290, Świdnica until 1322, 
and afterwards it was the capital of a small eponymous duchy, 
remaining under the rule of the Piast dynasty until 1521. In 
1344, a court was established in the town by the Piast dukes.

Duchy of Ziębice

The Duchy of Głogów or Duchy of Glogau, was one of the 
Duchies of Silesia ruled by the Silesian Piasts. Its capital was 
Głogów in Lower Silesia. In 1177, under the rule of Konrad 
Spindleshanks, the youngest son of High Duke Władysław II 
the Exile of Poland, the town of Głogów had already become 
the capital of a duchy in its own right. However, when Konrad 
died between 1180 and 1190, his duchy was again inherited by 
his elder brother Bolesław I the Tall, Duke of Wrocław. After the 
death of Bolesław's grandson Duke Henry II the Pious at the 
1241 Battle of Legnica his sons in 1248 divided the Lower 
Silesian Duchy of Wrocław among themselves. Konrad I, a 
child when his father died, claimed his rights too and in 1251 
and received the northern Głogów territory from his elder 
brother Bolesław II the Bald, then Duke of Legnica. Głogów 
Castle. Under the rule of Konrad's son Henry III the principality 
became smaller, as fragmentation and division continued, and 
other, smaller duchies were split from it like Ścinawa (Steinau, 
Stínava) and Żagań (Sagan, Zaháň) in 1273 as well as the 
duchies of Oleśnica (Oels, Olešnice) and Wołów (Wohlau, 
Volov) in 1312. After Henry's son Przemko II had died without 
heirs in 1331, King John the Blind was able to seize the duchy 
as a fiefdom of the Kingdom of Bohemia and granted it to the 
Piast Duke Henry I of Jawor six years later. As Henry I left no 
issue, King John's son, Charles IV incorporated one half of 
Głogów into Crown of Bohemia, granting the remaining half to 
Duke Henry V of Iron of Żagań in 1349.

Duchy of Głogów

When in 1476 the Głogów line of the Piast dynasty became 
extinct with the death of Henry XI, fights over his succession 
broke out between his cousin Duke Jan II the Mad of Żagań 
and Elector Albert III Achilles of Brandenburg, the father of 
Henry's widow Barbara of Brandenburg. In consequence the 
duchy's northern part of Krosno Odrzańskie (Crossen an der 
Oder) was incorporated by the Margraviate of Brandenburg in 
1482. The truce however was broken by Duke Jan II, who 
continued his attacks on the neighbouring territories and in 
1480 even invaded the royal Bohemian half of the Głogów 
duchy. This action finally brought the Bohemian antiking 
Matthias Corvinus to the scene, who in 1488 conquered 
Głogów, deposed Jan II and made his son János the duke.

Duchy of Głogów

The Duchy of Oels or Duchy of Oleśnica was one of the 
duchies of Silesia with its capital in Oleśnica in Lower Silesia, 
Poland. Initially ruled by the Silesian Piasts, it was acquired by 
the Münsterberg (Ziębice) dukes of the Podiebrad family from 
1495 and was inherited by the House of Württemberg in 1649. 
Conquered by Prussia in 1742, it was enfeoffed to the Welf 
dukes of Brunswick-Lüneburg from 1792 until its dissolution in 
1884.

Duchy of Oels

Oleśnica remained a Bohemian fief, which from 1413 was 
ruled by the sons of Duke Konrad III. While Konrad IV the 
Older acquired the title of a Duke of Bernstadt (Bierutów) and 
became Bishop of Wrocław in 1417, while his younger brothers 
Konrad V Kantner and Konrad VII the White in 1437 reached 
their renewed enfeoffment by Emperor Sigismund. The sons of 
Konrad V, Konrad IX the Black and Konrad X the White 
assumed the rule in 1450 and again paid homage to the 
Bohemian king George of Poděbrady. Thus, after the local 
branch of the Silesian Piasts had died out with the death of 
Duke Konrad X in 1492, Duke Henry of Münsterberg, son of 
the predeceased Bohemian King George of Poděbrady, 
claimed the ceased fief for him and his descendants. His 
claims were finally acknowledged by George's successor King 
Vladislav II Jagellonský in 1495, after the state countries 
Syców (Groß Wartenberg), Żmigród (Trachenberg), and Milicz 
(Militsch) had been split off.
