I offer for sale the following varieties from my 
garden: 

The Incomparabilis and giant Leedsii classes 
have trumpets, or crowns of medium length; the 
Barriis and small Leedsiis have short trumpets 
which are often termed cups. White trumpets 
and Leedsiis are all white or nearly white. Bi¬ 
color Trumpets, bicolor Incomps, and bicolor Bar¬ 
riis have White or whitish perianth segments and 
yellow, red-stained, or red trumpets, crowns, or 
cups. • 

Plant Daffodils in early September, if possible, 
as they make root growth in early fall, but they 
may be planted at any time after digging in July 
until the ground freezes. In a mixed border plant 
three or more bulbs of a variety 6 to 8 inches 
apart and 4 to 5 inches deep, according to size of 
bulb and character of soil—deeper in light than 
in heavy soils. Leedsiis, white Trumpets, Poets, 
and bicolors produce the finest flowers when grown 
in partial shade. 

Early orders will be appreciated. All bulbs re¬ 
maining unsold by October 1 will be planted back.

BARRII CONSPICUUS. Yellow Barrii. Strong, robust 
grower and very free bloomer. Large flowers of beautiful form. 
Broad, soft-yellow perianth; short, wide-mouthed cup of yellow 
with distinct rim of orange scarlet. Although an old variety 
it is still one of the most popular and desirable. Dozen, 75 
cents. 

BATH’S FLAME. Yellow Barrii. A large flower and one 
of the finest of its section. Deep yellow cup deeply edged with 
orange red. Each, 30 cents. 

BEDOUIN. Bicolor Incomparabilis. A. large flower with a 
broad white perianth; cup fiery orange scarlet, elegantly fluted 
and crinkled at brim. Strong, free grower; tall. Each, 30 cents. 

BERNARDINO. Bicolor Incomparabilis. A very beautiful 
flower with broad, creamy perianth and a very large pale cup, 
prettily fluted and heavily stained deep orange apricot.

VARIETIES FOR THE ROCK GARDEN 

The following varieties which have small to medium size 
flowers and rather short stems are admirable subjects for the 
rock garden: Buttercup, Cresset, Dosoris, Gold Else, Golden 
Sceptre, Jonquilla, Mrs. Robert Sydenham, Obvallaris, Peter 
Barr, Thalia. 
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HARDY LILIES 

The following varieties are of the easiest culture and thrive 
in ordinary garden soil, either in full sun or partial shade. 
All are stem-rooting and should be planted from six to eight 
inches deep: 

DAVURICUM. A popular early-flowering lily from Siberia 
which prefers full sun. The flowers of rich orange flushed red 
and with black spots, are borne erect in umbels of three to 
five. As bulbs are small, plant five inches deep. Height two 
to three feet. Each, 25 cents; five for $1.00. 

ELEGANS. Very hardy, early, dwarf Japanese lilies which 
vary in shade from light yellow to deep red. Height one and 
one-half to two feet. Each, 25 cents; five for $1.00. 

FORMOSANUM. A hardy form of the Philippine lily of 
refined and graceful appearance; long narrow foliage and 
beautifully shaped, long, wide-mouth trumpet of purest white, 
sometimes lightly covered externally with reddish brown. It 
is very fragrant and one of the most graceful of the trumpet 
lilies. Flowers about as large as the common Easter Lily, but 
with a somewhat smaller tube. Easily grown from seed and 
will flower in eighteen months. Height three to five feet. 
Blooms July and August. Each, 50 cents; dozen, $5.00. 

LONGIFLORUM. The pure white trumpet lily grown 
largely for Easter. Increases rapidly from stem bulbs or seeds.

REGAL. One of the hardiest and most popular lilies which 
should be grown by every flower lover. Blooms in July or 
August and produces many large, fragrant flowers. Trumpet 
shaped, ivory white with a reddish-brown blush on the ex¬ 
ternal petals.

One of the oldest, best known and most worth¬ 
while of all our hardy lilies. Flowers are orange-red and 
spotted purple on reflexed petals. It increases rapidly from 
bulbils which are produced freely in the axils of the leaves.

An early-flowering group of hybrid lilies 
bearing a large umbellate head of flowers with shadings of 
orange, yellow, and crimson.
