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I almost decided to go to Brown University for my graduate work.
Had I done so Dr. Colvin would have been my professor of psychology.
Since Professor Colvin frequently teaches in the summer session of
Columbia University my personal associati;)n with him as ‘colleague has
partially ameliorated my regret at not haying had him for a teacher. I
am pleased tha-t Mr. Huang has made himself the medium through
which Chinese educators may come to appreciate not only Dr. Colvin’s

" knowledge of educational psychology but also a tittle of his charm of
personality. -

Many years ago I lived in a small town in the mountains of South-
eastern United States. Most of its young men found their wives in a
neighboring town some twenty miles away. The young women likewise
found their husbands in the neighboring town. Gallantry, if not truth,
compels me to infer that it was the young men rather than the young
women who were too well known at home to quality as husbands there.
