goods are every year imported into the

ocountries commercially adjacent to the
Philippine islands, and more than half
that amount is composed of the-class of
articles produced or manufactured in
the United States and offered for sale
by its people. Two tables just prepared

by the treasury bureau of statistics

present some startling facts as to the
¢onsuming power of the countries in
easy reach of*Manila as an entrepot
and distributing point.
From Manila to Hong-Kong and Can-
ton, the gateway to southern China, is
but half the distance from New York to
Havana, and from Manila to Yokohama,
Port Arthur, Shanghai, Bangkok or the
strait settlements, isin each case a dis-~
tance but little if any greaterthan that
from New York to Havana. The great
ports and cities of British India and
Australasia, while somewhat more dis-
tant, are much nearer to Manila than to
any cther general distributing point,
for the great class of merchandise
which the countries in question pro-
duce.

The importations into these coun-
tries, Japan, China, British Australasia,

and British Indiaand strait settlements,

as above indicated, amount to nearly
$1,000,000,000 a year. Those of Japan,
which a decade ago were less than $50,-
000,000, are now more than,$100,000,000,
and steadily increasing. Those of
China have increased 20 per cent. in the
last decade, and now amount to nearly
$200,060,000 a year.
India and the strait settlements, which
show an increase of about ten per cent.
in the decade. are $300,000,000 annually.
More than half of the imports of these
four great countries are, as above indi-
cated, classes of articles produced in
the United States and offered for sale
by its people. Of cottor and cotton
goods alone the imports into these
four countries amount in round pum-
bers to $130.000,000 per annum, and of
this amount but little over $10.000,000
States, the
great cotton-producing country of the
world. TImports of iron and steel intox
the countries in question amount to
over 330,000.000, and of this $7.000,000,
worth comes from the United States.

The treatment has been abundantly
tested in the Karl and Olga hospital,
Sturtgart. 1is notes show that tuber-
culosi=. taken in its first stages, was
invariably cured by the cinnamie acid
treatment. with the aid of dictetic and
hygiene measures, vontinued for a pe-
riod of several montls, while-in the
ciase of those in whom the discase had
advanced to the sccond stage 70 per
cent. were cured. The injected drugs
act direetly on *he diseased tissues,
Prof. Landerer says, cicatrizing them
and checking wubereular agzlomera-
tion. Severdi specialists on lung dis-
rases express the opinionthat the dis
eovery is most important and well sup-
ported by experiment,

| STRENGTH OF NEW GUN.

&5

Ts Made of Cast Steel and Withatands
an Enormous Powder
Pressure.

The entire system of buﬂdinJ mod-
ern great guns promises to be changed
as the result-of a remarkabic exhibi-
tion of power displayed on the Bandy
Hook proving grounds by an eight-inch
gun made of cast steel. The weeapon
was built at the Otis works of Cleve-
land, O., after a design of Dr. Gatling
of gatling gun fame. i

In the test the new piece succegsfully
withstood powder pressure in the
chamber of approximately i37.000
pounds to the square inch. The service
pressure demanded of the present army
bnilf—up gun are 16 tons to the square
inch, 'and the navy weapons are sub-
jected to pressure of 15 tons to the
square inch. It will be observed that
the new cast steel gun far exceeded the
army pressures. .

Six shots were fired from Dt. Gat-
ling's weapon, the first powder ¢harge
weighing 132 pounds, the next two 133
pounds, and each of the last thtee 142
pounds, with the result that the new
gun exhibited no sign of strain.

The test was conducted before the
board of fortifications, of ‘wkiich Gen.
Miles is the head. He was so astonished
and pleased at the remarkable showing
of the cast steel gun that Yic seized
Dr. Gatling by both hands and cqngrat-
ulated him warmly. The results ob-
tained are a complete surprise to many.
ordnance and artillery officers.
