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Bhagwantrao Amatya writes to Vaidya Brothers the disturbed
political condition of Kolhapur State in detail and says that he
is not in the good graces of S, Jijabai and hence relies on the
help of Shahu Maharaj and theirs also. He incurred debts and
wanted money for the marriage of his son from them.
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This is a supplementary letter’ writen by Bhagawantrao to
Vaidya Brothers informing that the sword sent is worth preserving
as it is made at Bedar.
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That is a list of persons who were debtors of Vaidyas and
were iucluded in the list of debtors, printed on 21-1-1740, in
the previous volume,
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Hari Raghunath Jog accepts to execute the construction of
a lake of Narayan near Tiveri harbour.
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Krishnambhat Nawathe writes to Vaidya Brothers that he
would pay his debt on receiving back the sum of Rs, 2000 advan-

ced to some persons at Harapanalli, He showed his gratitude fot
taking every care of Gopalbhat, his younger brother.
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This 1s a permit granted by Pant Sachiv to Balambhae opder.
ing ofhcers to give protection to his man Rew hee Gharue whe
with 50 bullocks is carrying purchased Goods from  Satara o
Konkan. It s to be noted Chimanaji Narayan used Slmnk;u‘nji

Narayan's scals.
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The account shows that Pratapji Somavansi and Vyankatrao
Gangadhar Hanmante had incurred debes from Vaidya Brothets.
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Ramchandra Gopal Karkare writes from Satar~ - Vish-
wanathbhat who was at Naghur about the money trans? :ions and
collections from Visaji Ballal Jog, Ganeshpant, Mahadyi Ram
Damle, Mahadaji Kamalakar, Ratnaparkhi, Baburao Koner, Parash-
ram Naik Joshi, Prataprao Silimbkar, Bhikaji Naik Raste, Keso
Krishna Sembekar and Pantapradhan. The house probably at
Wai was complete.

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This is an account of Vyankatrao Gangadhar Hanamante
with Vaidyas. He had taken money even in 1720 from Vaidyas
as a loan ( see Vol. I, letter nos. 3 and g ).
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Balambhat Vaidya sent Bhagwantram to get Rs. 3000 from
Govind Samaraj.  But he was unable to pay and wanted a
month’s time when he would get money from Yadaba Naik,
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Jagajivan Parshuram (Pratinidhi) asks Vishvanathbhat to
pay Rs. three thousand to Vishnu Vishvanath Pandit,
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Koner Ram writing from the camp near Shrirangpattan assures
Balambhat and Vishwanathbhat Vaidya that he would pay off
Malharpant’s loan with interest upon his return to Satara next
month, and he should not trouble Malharpant Barne sent there
for securing Mamlat for which you should take him to Moropant.
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Mahadaji Krishna and Hari Krishna Kane agree to farm the
Sardeshmukhi, Sahotra and Babati of Nanded and request Balam-
bhat and Vishvanathbhat to accept guarantee for payment of
half the amount within 3 months.
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These entries of payments are found in the monthly accounts

of Vaidyas for Bhadrapada from which the date of the paper
is fixed,
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Purushottambhat Shewade writes to Ramaji Naik Wakade
that he will pay Rs. 15,750 on account of the revenue of
Babati of Nanded before next Vaishakha, on any account, though
the revenue of Nanded is not recovered, The Vaidyas have stood

surety for it,
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Vaidya Brothers undertake to pay Babati, Sardeshmukhi and
Sahotra of Nanded, if not paid by Kane Brothers, to Wakade
for Purushottumbhat Shewade. The transations, being intricate,
are worth studying.
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This letter is written by Bhagwantrao Amatya to Shahu,
describing his woeful condition inflowery language. The Marathi
paper is worth reading.
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The letter describes in strong language how Bhagawantrao

is reduced to poverty on account of his Vatan being stopped by
Shahu. The whole handwriting of this letter is of Bhagwantrao,

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Pratapji Haibatrao Silimkar of Prant Gunjanmaval informs
Balambhat Vaidya that he would arrange to pay the debt after
the return of his son Kanojirao from the war, who is expected to
return after Kartik.
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Pratapji Silimkar of Bhor State pays Rs. 50 with Akal-
mahamad (Vaidya’s servant ).

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Private account of Vaidya Brothers containing the statement
of money-given to Sakhubai, the widow of Bhaskarbhat when she
went to Kashi.
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This account gives transactions of Vaidyas with two impor-
tant persons Antoba Bhide & Raghuji Bhosle.
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~ This is an account of the sums of money paid to Raghuji
Bhosle from 15th November 1741 to-23rd June 1750 and the sums
recoverd from time to time in the intermediate peric 1 by Vaidyas
and showing in the end the balance due from him after. calculating
the interest in both ways. This contains the sums of Rs, 10,000
and 25,000 paid to Bhosle for the release of Chandasaheb which
took place on 13th April 1744, Thete is also in the
papers a list of 7 conveyance deeds executed by Raghuji on
account of the loan of these sums.
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An order of Senadhurandhar, Raghuji Bhosle, to Mokadum,
informing that Vishvanathbhatis granted the Mokasa of Charthane
for covering the expenses of a Palanquin (qi@@ ) and also other
haks,
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An Order of Raghuji Bhosle to Deshmukhs and Deshpandes
of Yedalabad Paragana, informing, as stated in No. 69.
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This is a bond of debt of Rs, 10000 with interest, executed
by Raghuji in favour of Vaidya brothers.
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Bapuji Ganesh Jog of Nandiwada describes to Balambhat
Vaidya the disappointing condition of crops in the Konkan, the
season being unfavourable. Govind Hari Jog requests to send
the woollen garment which, Krishnambhat Kale, owing to much

luggage, did not bring, with the Sankhol merchant who has gone
to Satara side.
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An account of money transactions between Ranoji Bhosale’s
agent, Shankraji Prabhu and Vishwanathbhat,
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This is an extrct of a ledger of Vishwanathbhat, giving
things included in Ksherij Mushahira; ordinarily Mushahira
means remuneration, Kherij Mushahira includes also things, such
as pearls, sweetmeats, bedding, etc. This also gives a hault of
Vishwanathbhat at Nere.
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Baswantrao Khaskhel orders Abaji Raghunath, Kamavisdar
of Khedebare, to arrange to take rice to Balambhat Vaidya by
engaging oxen with resonable rent to carry the loads.
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This Khata named Parawangi Rajashri Swami is peculiar and
requires explanation, The meaning of {gr is ivery comprehensive.
It means ‘on behalf of ’, ¢for’. It seems Vishwanathbhat was

fond of hunting,
