On 25 Esfand the Tohran workers of the SXPI struck for higher pay, daily
allowances of petrol, etc. The government quickly cgreed tc mect their de-~
mands but in the long dravn-out talks which heve follcwed nothing at all has
been done {or these workers.

On 9 Farvardine thHe Isfahan workers in the ool Epinning Plent and in

the Shahnez spinning plant went out on strike. A day later the workers in

" the leather factory at Isfahan went out on strike to demonstrute their

solidarity with their brother workers. 3By tixe 16 Farvardin some 6,700 workers
at Ysfehan, including the personnel from the Seyendeh Rud and other mills had
Joined the strike. At last the govermment of the dictator_was forced to do
somsthing about the legitimate complaints of the workers and the Minister of
Labor himself pretended to %lt§ = perscnel in‘erect in the case. On 2¢ Fare
vaxf;iine the kind governnent anrounced the.*‘.: the strike had been settled. The

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} " fused to d§ any of thc things that had been promised and t: find that the
governnent had no in erest at all in them once the commission had gone back

to Tehrer. On t}\;e 6th Khorciad eighfy of these wretched workers of Isfahen paine
I‘ully collected enouth money to send telegrams to Tehran protesting that their
coz_:d'it'ion‘wz;s worseAthan._ before, ﬁpre funds available to the workers, thousands
of; tuch telégravm ‘would be .'éént to Yossaudeq himself,

On. the 10th Farvardine, the uﬁéerpaid workers ol the spinning plant af
Semnan went on strike and as a result of order§ sent from Tehran 190 .oi‘ them were
at once dismirced from théir posts,

On 22 Farvardine many workers at Abadan and Khorramshahr went on a 24=hour
strike of protest apuinst the dictatorship at Tehrar, hs a repressive measure
the povernment withheld their pay for this period. .

On 14 Ordibehesht at Tehran 2,500 workers of the Tobacco onopcly plents

stopped work after their repeated and reasonable requests had received no

attention at all from the government. Five duye later this strike ended after
the govirnment had faithfully promised to meet their legitimate demands. But

from that date until the present absolutely nothing hzs been done for them.

On 16 Ordibehesht the' wave of 1éga1 strikes and protesis seemed to grow
for on that day workers a%lthe Kashan spinning plent, workers in the factories
at Bushire and employees of the sugar refinery at Turbat-i-Haydarieh went out
in protest over low :alaries and‘lack of housing facilities,

On 19 Ordibehest the laborers in the Kalkatechi plant at Tabriz went out
in strike to protest against the brutal arrest of their reg:resentativas by
the police. Some 600 workers vent out in protest to be met by police brutality
in force as & result of which many were seriously injured and many others were

thrown into prison.
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On the 20th Ordibehsst coms 400 workers of the Azerbaijan factory at Gazvin
went out on strike c}aiming that they could not even fced their families unless
they were jivon et 50% increere in weges.
On € Khordad, 800 of the rug weevers at Kamaden struck and on the seme
day workers at the Tehran silo‘weré beaten and arrested because they-dared to
" complein. . |
The above list rcp?esenta but a’very, very few’of the strikes that have
takén plece in every corner of our écuntry. Thile "ossadeq presents himself
=5 ths indespensible man and as the greet frisnd of the_peopla. the working
- rasces sink deeper and deeper into poverty end woetchedness. Tzt will he do
whenvhundreds of them are reduced to begging on.thé étfeets of Tehran?
Unfortunately the patiern by which the lossaceq dictatorship represses
the toilers is only teco clear. In the first csse, the police are inétructed
to beat wni arrest the leaders of the strikers and fhnir follcwers so that
the workers wiil be afraid to demonstrate for their rights. If this reasure
fails then the government pretends to také an irerest in their condition. A
comnission arrives, headed-by some psrsonal favorite ol the dictator,'which

promises the workers everything they ask. - These poor, siuple people are made

heory guickly, easily and at no costtto anyone., Then the commissicn gocs off
and werkers wait in vain for something tp h&ppen. Again they are forced to
strike but by the second cr third strikes they are so worn. by hunger &nd dis-
$1lusiomment that their efforts zre less effective even than before.
