Through my Little Folder 

which will tell you briefly about the different things I have 

to offer for sale and I hope you will not cast it aside until 

you have looked it over carefully and see if there is not 

something listed that you would like to plant. 

Announcement 

At the beginning I want to tell you about some 

changes that have been made in my business since last 

spring and some more that will be made in the near fu¬ 

ture. First, I have bought my son’s interest and he has 

moved to Kansas City to engage in other work. Second, 

I have sold the land where my nursery stock is growing 

and it has to be cleared for the new owner bv April. I 

now have no ground of my own to grow trees on and it 

will not pay me to lease land and continue the growing 

of trees. Too much hard labor and not enough pay, be¬ 

sides I have reached an age when it is time to retire as 

this springs work rounds out 40 years of nursery work,be¬ 

ginning at Lees Summit, Mo., in 1887, with the Butter¬ 

field Star Nurseries. So when the last tree goes out 

this spring that ends the fruit tree department. No more 

trees will be grown by me. But I expect to continue 
the growing of Berry Plants, Shrubs and Flowers 

as long as I can wield a hoe. Now some people will 

say or at least think, well if Jenkins is quitting the tree 

business it wont be safe now to buy his trees—he will now 

label up and sell you anything you call for.

The Dr. Paillou tree i$. a vigorous grower, has dark 

wood. The apple runs from large to very large in size, 

has juicy, white flesh and the flavor is reminiscient of the 

Stayman and of the old Geniton at its best. The color, 

however, is superior to that of both of those good apples. 

Any man who Wants a new fruit to bear his name 

to perpetuate his memory after he is dead and gone must 

think he has something extra good to hand down to 

posterity so we have confidence in this new apple. We 

feel that it will prove a valuable addition to the list of 

good varieties and take its place along the side of the 

famous Dr. Stayman’s wine sap, and we are glad to have 

a part in its introduction.
