the even hour without the fraction—for instance, if train leaves at 5:10 or 5:45, use simply " five."

In using our code, word your telegrams so they can be construed but one way. For instance,

DO Sot write it this way: Eight hundred carnations, etc., as we would not know whether you wanted
800 carnations or only 100 sent on 8 o,clock train.

If custumers
telegraph the price in ordering floral designs we shall understand it to be the retail rate [unless otherwise

stated], from which we allow a discount of 25 to 35 per cent.

TELEGRAPH CODE FOR FLOWERS .

We answer telegrams at purchaser's expense in all cases when we cannot fill the order, unless

instructed to 1;he contrary. See our code words for such cases.

Assume.—Do not answer if cannot fill order.

Abrog-ate.—In case you cannot fill order telegraph at once.

Anticipate.—Answer at once, stating whether you can or cannot fill order.

Ambition.—If you can only partially fill order, do so, and reply, stating what.

Admiral.—Order must be sent on train mentioned only.

Adjacent.—If cannot send on train mentioned, next one will do.

Affable.—Send prepaid by baggage master, if no express messenger on train.

Decorate.—If cannot send all on train mentioned, send all you can, and send balance on next train.

Admission.—This order is a substitute for my regular order.

Dancing-.-If cannot fill exactly as specified, you may substitute according to your best judgment.

Ancestor.—This order is an addition to my regular order.

Durable.—These flowers are for funeral purposes, and colored flowers must not be substituted for white.

Affection.—Fill if possible, even at extra expense.
