on’s Horel to a very crowded assemblage of the
Inhabitants. At sepper His LExcelieney Lhe
(iovernor gave severally the healihs of the
King, Queen, and Royal family, which were're-
ceived with much epplause, and drank with
three times three. The merry dance was kept
op until an early hour the follewing morving,

We are sorry to have to record an unfortu-
pate accident which eccurred on board the
Mercury the same cvening. It sppears that
thecrew on the occusion of Her Majesty's Birth-
Day were sllowed a litile more induigence than
asusl.and were amusing themselves with lettiog
off fireworks, Lieutenant Van Cats de Raet,
who was the officer of the watch, was also en-
Joying himself on the quarter deck, snd had fir-
ed off his pistels (wice, when he called to the
corporal of marines to hand him another car-
tridge, which he immediately complied with, by
teking one out of his cartridge box and giving
it o the officer, mentiecing at the same time
that it was » ball-certridge ; but as the Lieute-
nant intended to fire into the ses, he did not
think it necessary to order the bail to be teken
off. He aecordingly loaded his pistol, and in
the act of shutting the pan, it went ¢ff, snd the
ball passing through the head of the corporal,
who stood in his front, ihe poor feliow in-
stantly dropped srdexpired. His name we are
told was Homeyer, and thet he bore an escel-
lent character among his sh-pmates.

His Majesty’s cosrvette Comet saluted His
Ezcellency the’Governor on Sunday morning,
which was returned by the artillery company.

Within these few days past a most exireor-
dinary instance of the productions of nature oc-
curred on the plantation Malpays, belonging to
G Doyckinek, E:xq.

project, however miscarried, and Morillo in-
stead of proceeding to Sun Fernando, directed
his forces against the Independents at Truxil-
lo, where, as we have stated above, he intended
to attack them on the }2th.

The Spanizh coemmissioners hed, notwith-
standing, proceeded to the rendezvous sppoint-
ed for them, to meet those of the kndependents
if they were to be found.

An order has come out from Spain, onder the
signature of the kirg, to allow the importation
of all books, without distinction, into the Spa-
nith provinces.
