Make the surface as smooth and as fine as possible, sow seeds in rows, covering
each sort of seed in proportion to its size, a good general rule being to cover twice the
diameter of the seed, and press the soil down firmly over it. Do not plant seeds when
the ground is wet. Never allow the ground to get thoroughly dry while the plants are
small. The soil should be kept moist but never wet.
