The new regulations preseribing the .

uniforms of maval eficers have been
issned. Few material are made
in the existing dreas, but for the first
time in many years provision bas been
made for distinguishing the admiral
from other flag officers, and whils Ad-
miral Dewey’s modesty will not be
shocked by a revival of the gorgeous
raiment of that grade, he will be con-
spicuous enough to satisfy most of his
admirers.

* To distinguish the admiral the fol-
lowing points are to be noted: He will
bave on his sleeves near the cuffs two
stripes of two-inch gold lace, with one
one-ineh stripe between, set oné-quar-
ter of an ineh apart. A rear-admiral
will have only one two-inch stripe, with
& balf-inch stripe just above it. Cap-.
tains have four of the half-inch stripes
and ensigns have one. The epaulets of
all flag officers are the same, but those
of the admiral are embellished with
four silver stars of five rays each, placed-
equidistant from each other in the mid-
dle of the strap or frog of the epaulet,
with a gold foul anchor one angd one-
eighth inches long, under each of the
two outer stars,while rear admirals have
only two stars, one near each end of
the frog, with a smaller silver foul an-
chor in the center. :

-Bimilar devices go on the shoulder
wiraps, the admiral’s straps being
three-eighths of an inch longer and
one-eighth of an inch wider than the
straps of other officers. On each aide
of his collar the admiral will wear fogr
silver stars, with a gold foul anchor un-
der each of the outer stars. Rear ad-
mirals have two silver stars and a all-
ver foul anchor. The cocked hat of the
admiral will have a strip of two-inch
gold lace around the outer rims of the
fans, passing under the peaks. For rear
admirals the gold lace is half an inch.
narrower. The admiral’s sword belt is
embroidered on each edge with half-.
fo¢h gold braid and has quarter-inch
gold braid in the center. Rear-admirals
are entitled to half the width of gold on
the same belt.

The cap for the admiral is exactly the
same as that for rear-admirals, and his
coat, waistcoat, trousers, mackintosh,
overcoat, cloak, cravat, scarf, shoes,
rubber boots, shirt, collar and gloves
are the same as for all commissioned
officers in the navy.

THE ARMY CANTEEN.

8o Far as War Department Is Cone
cerned Matter Ls Settled im Favor
of Maintaining Present System.

With regard to the question of the
maintenance of canteens at United
States army posts, the acting secretary
of war said that so far as the depart-
ment is concerned the matter is set-
tled in favor of maintaining the present
svstem. When the subject was brought
up by the case of the Camp Meade can-
teen the matter was thoroughly in-
vestigated by the department, and re-
ports from officers in all branches of
the service showed that from every
standpoint the army canteen as now
operated is infinitely better for the in-
terests of the soldier than the old sys-
tem of post traders and low groggeries
on the outskirts of the poets. The regu-
lations under which the canteen
operates are already formulated, and
there will be no need for further action
by the department.

AN EXCITING CHASE,
Wild Buffale Escapes from the Oeme

tral Park Menagerie and Has
& Lively Time of It.

A wild buffalo escaped from its pen
In the Central park menagerie, New
York, at 9:30 o’clock in the morning
and was lassoed and captured after
cne of the most exciting chases ever
kunown in the park. The buffalo spread
terror among women and children,
frightening several horses, causing one
carriage to be overturned and several :
equestrians to be thrown, swam both
park lakes, tossed its keeper into the
air and ran down a bicyclist before it
Was made a prisoner.

Fifteen mounted policemen and all
the menagerie attendants and park po-
lice available joined in the hunt. At
the last a crowd of 3,000 persons wit- -
nessed the capture.

The escaped buffalo was a cow, one
of the largest in the herd.

CAUSES A DELAY.

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METAL MANUFACTURES.

k The Remarkable Growth in the Ex-
portation of This Class

oo of Goods.

¥
. Owing to the remarkable growth in
the exportation of manufactures ihe
bureau of statistics has prepared fig-
ures showing in what lines of metal
manufactures there was an increase
during the last-decade. During the last
six years these manufactures have more
than doubled, and the figures since 1880
are eighe times larger than for 1860,
For 1889 the exportations of manufac-
tures have exceeded the importations
and now average $1,000,000 a day.

American exportations of manufao-
tures have increased 110 per cent., while
other countries show little or no tin-
erease. In 1889 metals and their manu-
factures formed less than 20 per cent.
of the total exports of manufactures,
while in 1898 they were over 44 per cent.
The imcrease in the exportation of met-
als and their manufactures in the dec-
ade was 339 per cent., while the increase
of all manufactures of this line in that
time was but 110 per cent. The increase
of partly metal goods was only 55 per
cent.

In this estimate only articles com-
posed exclusively of metals are includ-
ed and those made up in part of met-
als, such as railway cars and agri-
cultural machinery, are among man-
ufactures of other classes, The rapid
increase in expor¥ation of goods made
entirely of metal is shown by the fact

" that exports of brass and its manyfac-

tures were but $321,137 in 18589 and §1,-
320,003 in 1898. Instruments for sciea-
tific purposes increased from $1,033,338
in 1889 to $2,770,883 in 1898, and in the
year about to end will reach $4,000,000.
Bicycles, of which there were no ex-

2" portstions in 1889, amounted to $6,846,-

829 in 1898; clocks and watches in-
creased from $1,355,319 in 1889 to §1,-
737,480 in 1898; =zinc and manufactures
thereof from $28,884 to $1,339,668; cop-
per and its manufactures from $2,348,-
934 to $32,180,872; and iron and steel
from $21,156,077 in 1889 to $70,406,885
in 1898, while in the fiscal year 1899 the
total will exceed $90,000,000. '

TESTING EXPLOSIVES

New and Deadly Compounds Being
Experimented With.

P

Army Board Looking for as Exple-
aive That Will Be Safe to Ham-
dle and Be Powerfal in

Its Effect..
s

Important tests with thorite, 5 new
high explosive, are being conducted by
the board of ordnance and fortifications
at the Sandy Hook proving grounds.
Little is known in the war department
of the characteristics of the new ex-
plosive. It is the invention of Prof.
Tuttle, of Oregon, who asserts that it is
perfectiy safc, and was willing some
weeks ago to put a red-hot poker into
a charge of thorite, declaring it could
be done without causing it to explode.
It is believed to have picric acid as its
base. Testa of the explosive by the in-
ventor are said to have been very satis-
factory, and it may prove to be the
material the army has been seeking.

Besides thorite the ordnance depart.
ment of the army has been experiment-
ing with jovite, emmensite and wet and
dry guncotton, paying more attention
to the last-named explosive than to any
other. So far nome of them has given
the reaults desired before adoption for
service use,

Capt. William Crozier, military at-
tache of the Americau delegation to The
Hague conference, was instructed sev-
eral weeksago to stopin England on his
way home and ascertain if possible the
ingredients of liddite and the secret of
the fuse used by Gen. Kitchener's army
ip the Sudan with suclt excellent ef-
foot. It is untrue that he bas been di-
rected to contract for any quantity of
the explosive. Military officers in Eng-
land have apparently been unable to
secure all the information concerning
the explosive the authoritiex would Hke
to have. It ia recalled that emmensite,
discovered in and used by France, was
kept secret, but this government final-
ly obtained information of its ingredi-
ents, and has been testing it for some
Years at Sandy Hook.

Tests of jovite were made by the army
officials several years ago and were not
very successful. The nacy department
bas tested jovite with considerable suc-
cess, and if it keeps satisfactorily it
may be adopted by the naval service.

WON'T GIVE MODELS AWAY.

estion to Leave Miniature Wae-
shipe at Parlas Afier Expesition Is
Over Not Well Reeelved.

Tt has been suggeusted that models of
shipasof war, which form an attractive
feature to visitors at the navy depart-
ment, be presented to the French gos-
ernment after the exposition in Paria
next year. The proposition if made
seriously will not be 80 considered.
The models are of great value, baving
been made by experts at the Wash-
ington nary yard, each costing about
$5.000, They are accurate reproduc-
tions in miniature of the various types
of war vetsels, and afford many people
their only opportunity of seeing just
what a warship looks like.

This is especially true when the mod-
els have been displayed in inland cit-
ies such as Omaha, where they formed
the most attractive feature of the gov-
ernmental exhibit at the exposition in
that city. They create a greater in-
terest in the service and have been the
best investment the navy department
has made for the educational system
which inspires greater appropriations
for the navy.

No good reason bevond an exoitable
benevolence has been given for pre-
senting these models to the French
government, to whose people they
would not have the interest which they
claim from Americans.

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DEEP SEA EXPLORATIONS.

The Albatross te Carry a Party of
Scientists on a Most Interest-
ing Expedition.

One of the most important scientific
expeditions in recent years will be dis-
patched from San Francisco in August
by the United States fish commission.
President McKinley has heartily ap-
proved the plans of the fish commission
scientists, and the Albatross has been
thoroughbly overhauied and prepared
for the coming voyage. Prof. Alexan-
der Agassiz, of Harvard university, will
be at the head of the party, which will
return about May, 1900. It is to secure
knowledge of the inhabitants of the
ocean at greater depths than have hith-
erto been explored that the expedition
has been organized.

The Albatross will proceed directly
from San Francisco to Tahiti, one of the
Society islands, where the waters of
the occan are believed to reach their ex-
treme depth. Soundings recently made
show the depth of the water there to be
514 miles. Deep sea dredges have been
worked below the surface on the bed
cf the ocean where the water is three
miles deep, and strange creatures, un-
like anything ever scen before, have
been brought up. The purpose of the
Agassiz expedition will be to secure
specimens for the benefit of the sci-
entific world. Twenty thousand miles
will be covered by the expedition, and
owing to the superior equipmeant of the
Albatross gratifving results are ex.
pected. In addition to the Society
islands, the waters of the Paumota
archipelago, the Friendly, Fiji, Mar-
shall, Ellice, and Gilbert islands will be
explored. From the Gilbert isianda the
Albatross will tarn back via the Ha-
waii islands for San Francisco.

Junesu, Alaska, June 6, via Beattle,

Wash., June 12.—The grand Jjury of the
United Btates district court for Alaaka
has made a sensational report on the
conduet of educational matters in
Alaska. The report reads:

“lr: the hope that it may be able to ef-
fectually reach some remedial power or
authority, the grand fury desires to direct
attenmon to the deplorable condition of
educational uffairs i Alaska.

“The blame cannot justly be la'd at the
doors of congress. Retween the years
1884 ard 1897 inclusive there was appropri-
atel for education in Alaska an aggregate
of $415,000, a sum wkhich had it been judi-
clously expended, ought to have given
Alaska a school system fairly commensu-
rate with the requirements of our people.
We do rot urndertake to say that there has
been any dishonest or direct misappropria-
tion of any part of this large sum of money,
but we do aver that a considierable portion
of it has been frittered away,

“For the reason that it bejlaves a large
sum of morey has beer. uselessly expernded,
and, the truth not beirg made manifest,
will contirue to be expended under the
cirection of the general agent of education
. Alaska while yet the reglect of our
educatioral interests is prolonged, the
grand jury would hesitate to refer even
casually to his extraordicary scheme for
revolutionizing the mode of travel and
transportation of mails and supplies in
Alaska by the Introduction of domesticated
reindeer frcm Siberia. But we submit that
his utter neglect of the duties for the per-
formance of which he ta pald a salary and
the consequent demoralization of aur edu-
cational system demands and justifies even
& harsher criticism than that which fol=
lows.

“We charge that this man is untrathfut
and he has persistently embodied in his
official reports concerning educational
matters in Alaska that wkich he knew to
be absolutely faise. He has charged time
and time againin his offictal reports that the
ciergy of the Greco-Russian church op-
pose the teaching of Erglish in their
schools ard threaten parents that if they
allow their cbildren tu jearn Ernglish their
boys wiil be taken away arnd put irto the
American army as 30cn as they are oid
enough to do duly as.ac.diers. Wiereas,
the truth s, that Iirng.is2 las alwuys oeen
taught in the pr:..ipal Greco-Russian
scheols. If he has been gulity of deliber-
ate falsehood in his official report onm
schools and education in Aliska, what re-
llance {s to be placed on those he makes
concerring the use of reiniveer in .Alaska?
The pla:n simpie truth is that cach and
every attempt at the use ¢f reirndeer for
transportation in Alaska has begn a fau-
ure.

“The grand jury theref>ro earnestly pro-
lests against any further recommendation
for the importation or damestucated rein-
deer. and respectfuliy bLogs and prays on
behalf of a lorg sufferiuu people that the
Loncrabdble secretary of tite inerior may ia
his wisdom see fit to rejieve Alaska of
the fncubus of an of.ui why entivae
neither the reapect nor the confldence €
ary corsiderable poruosn o¢ her peuple,
white or native, ana WwWisse days of use-
fulpess so far as Alasxa is concernad, were '
long since burled.”
