THE
PREFACE.

THE Languages whereof you have Iiere an Account, being thorc of Nations con-
qiier'd long before the Relbration of Polite Literature, can be but little knou'n or
regarded beyond the Limits ot their Refpe6tive Territones. And iincc Divcrfity of
Languages is Generally granted to be rather an Inconveniency than the Contrary,
'twill be expeiled I Ihould here give fome Account of the End I propofed in this

Defign. I {liall therefore offer in tew Words the Reafons that induced mc to an Undertaking
io Laborious, fo little Diverting, and fo much out of the Common Road.

Having engaged to Add rome Account of our Bnii/h Antiquities to what had been publifh'd

by others ; Nothing alter fome Conlideration, feem'd more proper to begin with, than an Eifay
of tracing out the Original Language, beyond what had been hitherto attempted ; nor any
means likelier to prove Effeilual therein, than the adding an Account of the Ancient Languages
oi Scotland and Ireland and the other Diale6b of the Britijh, to that Excellent Di(5lionary of

the WelJ}}, publiQi'd long lince by Dr. 'Dwies. This proceeded not from any conceited Opinion,
as fome might be apt to imagin, of the Plauliblenefs of thefe Languages. Moll of us commonly
hear or read too much to be Ignorant that the Generality of People are rather difpofed to a Ri-
diculing than a Favourable Reception of any Thing in that kind. This did not I own in the
leall dil'courage me, as well knowing that the fame prejudice in the like Cafe, prevails in all

other Great Governments ; and that in any uncommon Undertaking, the Judgement of Men of
Diftindlion ( or at leail particular Experience in the Subjedt propoied ) is to be only regarded.

The Inducement I had, was no other than a feemmg Probability that fuch an Ellay might in
this Curious Age, contribute not a little towards a Clearer Notion of the Firfl: Planters of the

Three Kingdoms, and a better Underltanding of our Ancient Names of Perfons and Places. And
that the few Britij\:i and /r///j Manulcripts yet remaining, fome whereof have not I prefume
been throughly underdood in thefe Latter Centuries, would thereby be render'd more Familiar
to fuch as are willing to beftow on that Study, fome part of their leifure Hours. Another
Profpeil was, that fuch a Work would be an Acceptable Service, to all that are Curious in the

Antiquities of the Ancient Gauls \ whofe Language will I prefume, upon a diligent Examina-
tion, be found to be in a great meaiiire retriev'd in the Second Title of this Volume, or Com-
parative Focahukry. By an Examination is here only intended a Comparing of the Gaulijh

Words colleiiled by Ticardus ' and publifh'd by leveral others fince, with that Vocabulary. I

lay no Itrels herein, on the ArmoriQ Words, becaufe we cannot dillinguifh what they may
have borrow'd from the French. The Reader may confine himfelf to the Welp and Trtp only.

I am fenfible Mr. Camden, Boxhornius and others have long fince taken notice of the Affinity

of our Britip with the Chic; but there being no Vocabulary extant of the IriJI} (or Ancient
Scotijh) they could not collate that Language therewith, which the Curious in thefe Studies,

will now find to agree rather more than ours, with the Gauhjh. I own that the Gatd/Jh Words
out of Ancient Writers might have been liable, becaufe unintelligible, to Alteration by the fe-

veral Copyifls by whom thole Books have been tranfcrib'd till their Publifhing in Print; and
we are further to confider, that as the Gauls were a People that confifted of three leveral Na-
tions, ot fo many different Languages *, fome of thofe Words attributed to them in general,

might have been Celtic properly fo called, fome ^juitanian and others Bel^ic ; and therefore

not to be all deriveable from any one or two Languages now extant. All this 1 fay I Ihall rea-

dily acknowledge ; but 'Fontanus's Celtic Glojfary is not the only Medium we have for tracing

out the Remains of that Language. An Etymologilt that's Mafter in fome meafure of the Britiflj

and Irijh, will find it a Nearer and a more Satisfaitory method, to pcrufe ihe Learned Menage's
EJymologicon., taking Particular Notice of the Words he candidly owns, he knows not whence
to derive-, and of a great many others which he fetches much further off, than he would ( I

prelume ) had he been acquainted with either of thofe Languages. A Third Means which
might prove no lefs ufeful, is a comparing of the Proper Names of Pcrlbns and Places amongft
the Gauls with thofe in Britain and Ireland. For though the Generality of the Former be now
either Scripture Names or mixt and ufed indifferently amonglt the Inhabitants of Neighbouring
Countries, yet there are bclides what the Romans have mention'd, ffan///^ Names enough extant

in Infcriptions and Manufcripts for fiich Obfervations. And as to Places, tho' their Towns^

Villages and Brooks, may tor the niofl: part have New Names, yet their Cities and other places

of the ^o;«<:« Geography, and {dism England) their Greater Rivers and Mountains whether

tnention'd by the Ancients or not, may be well prefiim'd to retain either intirely or in pare the

fame they Originally had. Some other Particulars relating to the Ulefulneft of preferving ( at

leaft in Writing) thcle rnoft Confiderable Remains of the Ancient Celtic, I have propoied in

the Epiftle before the Britijh Etymologkon, and in the Preface to the Irifl} 'DiSlknary.

The Reafbn for publifliing this Volume firft, will be I prelume Obvious to every one; as

well in regard a frequent ufe ol Britip and Iripi Words, falls in of Courfe, in the Remainder

of the Work ; as that 'twill be indifpenlably Necellary towards the better underftanding lome

Manufcripts in each Language, out of which the Materials thereof are chiefly fupplied.

TIT. I. The Comparative Etymology which is the Fuji Title ( or SeiElion ) of the follow-

ing Ghjfo^aphy-i conmts wholely of Parallel Obfervations relating to the Origin of DialeitSj

the Affinity of the Britip with other Languages, and their Correfpondence to one another.

What I aim'd at therein, was the fiiewing by a Colleilion of Examples methodized, that Ety-

mology is not, as a great many till they have confider'd it with fome Application, are apt to

be perfwaded, a Speculation merely Groundlefs or Conjedtural. And becaufe we have hitherto

nothing elle in this kind relating to thele Languages, nor to any other in the fame Method; I

have been more Copious in Confirming the Obfervations with Examples than had been Ne-

cellary, had there been any fuch Rudiments of Etymology before, or that fort of Study more
Generally known. As for thofe Variations of Orthography I have inffanced in out o'i Roman
Infcriptions ; I have made ufe of none, but where the fame occurr'd frequently. I am not

Ignorant that Divers of thofe Examples were no other than the Erroneous Orthography of the

Vulgar ; but in regard they are common, they confirm neverthelefs for being fo, the Particu-

lar Obfervations they are applied to ; fmcc a Change of Letters is but a Confequence ofa Change

in the Pronunciation. I have commonly inferred, though nothing Neceflary as to the Examples,

either the whole Infcriptions, or as many of the Words as made Senfe; to the End that fome

few Notes of Reading intermixt, might render the Examples the lefs Tedious. And I was the

more willing to infert the Various Orthography of Roman Infcriptions, becaufe a Competent

Knowledge thereofmay be fbmetiraes Ufeful m the Reading fuch as are Obfcure.

TIT. II. The Comparative Focahulary does not fo much Anfwer it's Title as was at firfl

intended. What I once propofed was only a Table of fuch IriJ}} Words as agreed with any
Diale(5l of the BritiJh ; but afterwards refledling on tfie Scarcity of Ur. 'Davies\ T>tElionaiy and

the Great Ufe a Latin-IriJ}j Focahulary might be of; I concluded 'twas likely to prove much
more Acceptable, if more Copious ; and therefore ( having leifure enough on Account of the

Printer's being otherwifc employ d ) improved it to a fort of LatmCeltic 'Difiionary., taking in

only the Common Latin Words and omitting the Participles, Adverbs deriv'd of Adjedives;

and very frequently other Derivatives and Compounds, as unneceliary in any Diilionaries ex-

cepting fuch as are intended for the tranflating of Latin.

TIT. III. IV. The ^rmoric Grammar and Focabukry were written in French h^ Julian

Mamir Jefuit, about jo years fince; and publifli'd by Order of the Bilhop of ^emper. The
Author was one of the Maflers at the Jefuits School in that Town, and afterwards a Famous

tSMiffionaire in Bafs Britany, where he gain'd that Reputation, that his Life has been elegantly

written by one of his Order. His Vocabulary tho' not very Confiderable, was yet fb far as

I could learn, the moft Copious extant ; and fb fcarce that 'twas my Fortune to meet but with

only two Copies, and thofe in Con-vents. The Tranflator has every where retain'd the Author's

Orthography, as moft ufeful to fuch as fhall perufe any of their Books; though in order to our

Readier Pronunciation, I had in the foregoing Vocabulary, ufed the General Alphabet laid

down in the Second Page.

T I T. V. There being at prefent no Profpedl: ofreprinting Ht.'Davies'i Diflionary ; I thought

it not amifs to infert after the Armoric Vocabulary out of fome Notes of the DoiSor's own, Mr.

H. Salesbur/s Manufcript Didionary ' and fome other Papers, ' a Colk&ion of^fords omitted m
that Book. It's not fo valuable as 'twould otherwife have been, in regard thofe that are Ob-
folete are not exemplified. However many of them being Words well known to be Authentic,

and all coming from fuch Hands, I thought this Opportunity of Preferving them was not to be

omitted.

TIT. VI. In the Co>«?^ Grammar I thought it Pertinent to premife fome Direiflions towards

the reading Britijh Manufcripts in General ; and have given the befl Account I could of the

r Author of the Latin-WeiP} Grammar. Lond. izmo. IJ9J. i Communicated iy the Reverend Mr. H.

Alteration in Onhography of feveral Centuries i'o far as I could trace it. And because the Great
Number of Oblblete Bni/J)} Words is a Dilcouragemcnt from perufing our MSS. I have in-
lertcd a Table of ilich as occurr mof I commonly in the Hiltorits or Romances according to the
Orthography of the Thirtecnih and Fourteenth Centuries ; and have added at the end a Parallel
of the Modern Coifj//)} with that lVe//?j (whether any where Ipoken at prelent or in Manulcript)
which comes ncaiclt to it.

TIT. VII. Having feveral years (incc written the Catalogue of BrKiJh Manu(aipts in Wellh
and Latin\ the Engiilhing ot it on this Occalion leem'd Unnecellary ; and 'tis therefore printed
as 1 had it by mc, with the Additions that occurr'd, inlerted. The MSS. in that Language
being not very Numerous, I thought an Alphabetical Method, with References by Abbrevia-
tions to the Studies where they are now extant, and often to the Particular Titles or Pages of
Miicellanies, the molt ulcfal. The Abbreviations are explam'd at the ikginning

; and tho' the
Particulars of Milcellaneous Volumes are cnter'd in their Places ot Alphabet ; the Volumes thcm-
lelves are alfo inlerted with (orae General Account of their Contents. The Initial and Final
Words are frequently added, and Ibnietimes other Particulars that feem'd Remarkable with oc-
calional Notes.

TIT. VIIT. The Author of the EJfAy towards a Br'tt'ijh Etymologkon having every where
travell'd with me, had acquir'd a more than Ordinary Knowledge m the Diaieds of his Native
Language ; and leem'd otherwile well qualified for hich an Undertaking. I have in the Epiftle
before it, mcntion'd the Convenicncy of printing ( in an Eiymologicon ) the Greek in Latin
Charaders, and of uting indifferently any Cale or Tcnfc. And the fame Reafon holds for his
having Recourfe fometimes to any Oblblete Orthography. The Reader is not to cxoed that
the leading EtighJ}) Words, are conflantly render d by the Proper W<;ljl) now in ule, that being
not requilite in an Etymologicon ; and therefore in luch Cafes the Lutin-Celtic or Comparative
Vocabukry is the rather to be confulted. He is alio dcfircd to take notice that by the Abbrevia-
tion 'Dial. C. is not always intended that there are fuch Words in the CormJ]}, but iometimei
only that the Welfi Words would be fb according to the CorniJ}} Idiom, and that they are in-

ferted only as Tranlitions. In Etymology, fuch Readers as arc not acquainted with each Lan-
guage, are apt to fufped the Derivations from Compound Words; but it often happens that
there IS an Analogy betwixt each word out of which they are compounded, as for inflancein
thefeOw^and iriljh words; Euplek^s, /•/i^'% ; hho\\\h, y^mhujU ; Euboulos, Hybuyll, Sec.

To this Etymologicon he has added for the Satufaction of the Curious in fuch Studies a fhort
Appendix, confilting of fomc fuch common words, in mofl of the Languages of Europe as may
be prefumed to be of the mofl Ancient ufc; as the fitteft Subjeit of Etymology.

TI T. X. Having written a Preface before the Irijh Di&ionary, there remains little more to
be faid of that Part, but the Informing fuch as are altogether Strangers to the Language, that

'tis not any Difficulty of its Pronunciation that makes it appear fo Singular, but our not having
at the Prels, thofe Auxiliary or 'Pointed Letters they ufe in Writing; and their retaining in
their Orthography on Account of Etymology, more Confonants than they ufe in Reading; a
Particular Account whereof is given at the Beginning of the />//!) Grammar. One mam Diffi-

culty to Learners, and what may fometimes frullrate their finding out words m the Didionary,
is their ufing indifferently a, 0, or « ; e ox i\ b ox p \ bh or w/6; a' or / ; and dh oxgh In the
old Manufcripts the Letter c occurrs liequently where they now ufe^; as cc eijieachd Yox ag
eifdcacht Attending:, ocus i^and) where now agus ox agas, ike.

modern Orthography (which is that I have foliow'd ) they write ao, they uied anciently rf; fbr

ufing lo many Letters indifferently proceeds partly from the Several Dialctib, but chicHy bc-

caulc there are lb few Books publifh'd. The fame words are on this Account, becaufc ufefid

to Learners, Ibmetimcs inlerted as the Alphabet required, in Different places; but to have had
regard always to the Variety of Orthography would have been a neecilels and too expenfive a

Trouble. When I had tranlcribcd this Part for the Prefs, I was very Delirous the Sheets

fliouln have been peruled before Printing, by lome Native of Ireland or Scotland, well ac-

quainted with the Language ; but not hearing after long Enquiry there was any Pcrlon fo qua-

lified m England; ail that could be done was the fending Tome Copies of the D;.^:ouary when
c Prin'ed,
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Printed, into each Kingdom. What Additions and Corredions have been thereupon retiirn\i,

are all Printed in the Order of Alphabet, at the end, as a Supplement or Appendix.

peat the Sentiments ol Pcrlons ot Reputation tur Learning, as our own ; without relietihing chat

our Deference to iuch Men, ou^ht not to exceed thole Studies they are known to have been
Converlant in ; and without making due Allowance for l^rrourand Prejudice, from which nu
Man can be wholely exempted, by any Advantage of Kducation. Men of Extenlive Reading,
a Happy Memory, ind a Genius lor Diiconrle, ilciicumlpee'f in their Lives and Convcrlatioii,

and endued with an Occ.dional Allurance, can never fail of a Characler; but it often happens
that being too leiiliblc thereof themlclves, they take the Liberty of cenlunng what perhaps
they have but little conlider'd

;
depending on being lecured by their Charader from any Bold

Contradidions. And if, contrary to expeefation, they meet with any Iuch, (ome are fo well

prepared that they can maintain wliat ever they have once alicited, tho' it fliould be with the

Expence of lb much time as is Requilite to the Silencing any Opponents, that have not a like

Proportion of Confidence ; or a Greater Talent at continuing a Dilpute, than isconliltent with
Sociable Converlation and Good Manners. This when duly conlider'd Ihould feem an Argu-
ment of" a Greater Concern for friunour than Impartiality, and no fign at all of that Candour
required in thole Perf'ons whole Judgement we Ihould be willing to acquielce m. Another
Conlideration which ought to difhvade us from regarding Characters at lecond Hand, is that

Ibmetimcs Iuch Leading Men are fo far Slaves to their Ambition, that it makes them a fort of
Ottoman Politicians, fuch as out of Particular Deligns or for fbmc long Profpedfs that none but
thcmfelves mull; know; make no Scruple in Private and as Opportunities of Coniequence are

oHer'd, ofiujuriiig the Reputation of any Perfons they fufpetit to be in the Contrary Luereft;
altho' they can aliord to be either filent or to fpeak civilly of them, when in Company with
their Friends. And fo H.xorbitant are the Projeds of fome Gentlemen ofthislort, that they
can continue the fame Pradlice thro' the whole Courfe of their Lives, and carry it on lb far,

that even they that have but the leafl Dependance on fuch Perfons, lliall allb ( iho' they may
never know whence it comes ) receive a Proportionable llure of the fame lort of Benevolence.
Thcfe Cenlureis of Defign, arc with a little Oblcrvation calily dilfinguilh'd from Men of Can-
dour and Impartiality. Gentlemen that have no Aim but the Truth, commonly propofe with an
An of Modeity and J ullice -txhetlxr[uch and fuch CouJUerattons fnay mtf^an Mataidl Uhju&ions ,

but the Men ofDefign tho' in order to gam attention they lomctimes ipeak favourably, are yet in

the mam when there are any real Objciilions ffiil (with a leeming tendcrnels) improving them,
and when there are not, obtruding foii:e of their own Invention where they fuppole their Au-
thorityimay influence ; which are yet often fo far f train'd as to be too apparenr. It's thi Optnicn

of a great many, vchich in troth I am forry for ( lays a Gentleman that would leem coaccrn'd
for this Undertaking ) that this firjl f^olurne will 7nest but with a Cold Reception, ft confijis

only of Etymology and fVelp and Trip Vocabularies : Now there are not perhaps above ha^ a
dottzen or half a [core in the Kingdom that are Curious that uiaj/. The fVoi Id expeSled according

to his Vtomifc and Undertaking, a Natural Hijlory, which is a Study of e/lablijh'd Rejuejl and
that a great many are Cuiious m, ike. Haifa douzen or half a fcore ! A very Comfbrtable
Number truly towards carrying off an Impreflion; and a Speech of great Encouragement to all

Lovers of the Antiquities of Britain and Ireland. Should we not exped that an Impartial
Man would at the lealt have laid Three or Four Hundred mltcad of half a fcore? Or can we
fiippofe that any who had not fome Unfair Defign, would ever have faid, the World expelled
I ikould publilh that firlt, which (as he knew very well ) I had faid in the Printed Propofals
for Travelling, I defign'd lalt; ixddim^ / couldpropofe no time for it's publifhing, ifitfrouldpleafe
God I might live to write it ? Theie mean Pradiccs I always defign'd to pals by, as no Material
Information to the Generality of Readers ; but finding the Notions, tho' perhaps at firft noc
much regarded, to fteal by Degrees on Ibme Gentlemen of Diftindhon, and fuch as are Perfons

REMARKS ON THE ALTERATION OF LANGUAGES.

TH E Defign of this Firft Volume, being, The giving fome Ac-
count, additional to what has been hitherto publifn'd, of the

Ancienteft Languages of Britain and Ireland , with regard to

their Changes or Akeration into various Dialedts ; and the

Analogy they bear to thole of our neighbouring Nations ; it

feems neceflary to premife Ibme General Obfervations about the

Diflferent Ule and Pronunciation of Words ; whence proceeds the Divifion of

a Language into Dialedts ; which upon further Changes, growing unintelligible,

become in Time diftindt Languages.

I am very lenfible that Etymological Obfervations, have been look'd upon
but as a Trifling and Groundlels Dilquifition ; and the Prefervation of Anti-

quated Languages, thought a Service of no ule to Letters. But as the Learned
' Fofftus and Father i' Befmer have fatisfi'd the Ingenious, as to the Ufefulnefs of

the one; Sol dare prefume that upon the Publifliing the ^Thefaurus Linguarum

Veterum Septentrionalium^ now alinoft Printed, the World will be abundantly con-

vinc'd of the NecelHty of the other. I fliall chule therefore rather to refer

the Reader to thofe Learned and Ingenious Differtations, than detain him by
repeating here what has been already fo well done by others : And fliall onely

acquaint him, that whereas all Languages have not onely their peculiar Ortho-

graphy , but have even alter'd That , diverle times fince their firft ufe of Let-

ters; I have in this Comparative Etymology ^ made ule of a more General Alpha-

bet in the writing the IVelJh^ CorniJJj , Armoric and Irijh ; whereby fuch as are

unacquainted with thofe Languages will Pronounce the Words much truer ; and

they that underftand them, will find no occafion of miftakes. This is not done
out of any intent of propofing an Alteration of the Orthography, the Cornijb

excepted, of any of thele Languages ; for they have lels need of it, than either

Englijh or French ; tho" it niuit be own'd , that fliould it be made ufe of, ic

would prove much eafier to the Learner, and fbmething readier for Practice.

The rea(bn then, I make ufe of this General Alphabet, is becaufe it frequently

removes thofe falle Colours wherewith the different Orthography of thefe Lan-
guages have difguis'd their Words; in fb much, that according to the Alpha-
bet of each Nation, many words that are indeed but the fame as to Pronun-
ciation, appear fo very different, that fucli as arc not acquainted with each

Language, nor accullom'd to Etymological Obfervations, can hardly- difcern

their Affinity. For inftancc, the Weljh word for a J^ver , is according to our

modern Orthography Jfon., according to the Irifli Abban and Amhan^ but pro-

nounc'd by both, Avon.^ excepting that in fome Countries the Irifli Pronuncia-

a Ger.

nunciation whereof moft Languages agree i the fitteft for writing the above

mention'd ; but lliall in the Irifi Dictionary , and upon other occafions, make
ufe of their own Orthography.

Of the great number of Latin
Toords we find in the Welfh, Cor
nilh and Armoric, pari were doubt-

lefs brought hither by the Firfi In-

habitants , long before the Romans
were a diflincl People ; a7idfuch we
may fuppof thoje words that are fo
Obvious and Necejfary, that a Lan-
guage may not want them even when
a Nation is in the utmojl Simplicity,

^ H 1^ H E following EtymologicoH being an Enquiry into the Origin of a Language, which few, if

' H any living, have been fo converfant in as Your Lordfhipi I prefume (being embolden'd there-

I unto by thofe many Favours fo conftantly receiv'd ) to beg Your Lordflup's Perufal of lome

I fmall pare of it, before it be deliver'd to the Printer : The Author being, as well as my felf,

J^ not willing to publifli any Thing of this Nature, that has not had in fome fmall meafure, Your
Lorddiip's Approbation. The method my Friend has obferv'd in the following Colledlions, is very dif-

ferent ( I prelume not to fay better) from that of other Etymologifts. For in the hrll place, there being

no room here, had he been fo provided, for thofe Copious and Learned Quotations we find in Voffius's Ety-

mologicon of the Latin, and that of Monfieur Menage for the Fretich and Italian ; he has contented

himfelf with the barely writing down,onely fuch words of any Forreign Language, as the BrittJ]} feem'd

moft agreeable unto. And as to the Ufe and Signification of Words, he leaves the Reader to thofe

Accurate Proofs of them, in Dr. Davies's Didtionary, as the more proper Place for fatisfadtion in

that kind.

II. He has chofen rather to omit thofe words, the Origin whereof he could not trace, than tranf-

grefs the Method of Etymology ; as being more content to be found Ignorant , than with Ifidarus

Hijpahifis ( a ) and even fome very late Etymologifts , Ambitious of Remote and difficult difcoveries.

III. He pretends not with the Learned Fezron, to diftinguifli always what Words thofe Nations we
are defccndcd from, communicated to others; nor yet the contrary. For that feems Indifferent, the

End of I'uth Difquifitions being onely an Effay towards the tracing out by Language the Origin of Na-
tions, where Hillory is Comparatively, but Late and Invalid. And indeed feeing the Origin of Lan-
guages out of Dialedts,are owing not onely to the Addition and Change of Letters ; but alfo to an Omif-

fion of them and an Alteration of the Notions of Words ; ( /' ) I cannot fee what Rules there can be

for diftinguilhing thofe Words we have receiv'd from other Nations, from thofe they might have re-

eeiv'd from Ours. I mean from thofe that afterwards planted this Ifland ; or from Colonies that might

have been ienr hence; as umioubtcdly ftlio' Come mainrain the contrary) the Armorlc Britans were •

leeing that at this day, lo iifc no other Argument at prelcnr, the People, whatever fomc of their Anti-
»ju;iries may, do no: pretend to be Gauls, bur call the Nciiihbouring Provinces fuch, and their Liit-
"MgcGalek; whereas they term their own BrecowfX-, as indeed it is, being yet almort as intelligible to
our Corni/h, as the illiterate Country-men of the VVtlt of E'lgl-vid, to thofc ol the North. I grant Dr. Pfi-
Ton (c) that in the main, there is much greater probability for the Antiquity of the Monofyllables •

but it's by no means, as he inlifts, a general Rule. For that the word.s of the fewer Letters are very
frequently lieriv'd from fuch as have more, is known to all from the daily Abbreviations we tind Lan-
guages I'ubj'rt to i

and that it's fo particularly in mod W ords the BW/<77// have borrow'd from the La-
tin, will appear partly (I prefumcj from what 1 have tbferv'd of the Nouns in the Cor;.<///.. Grammar (J)
and partly from lome orlicr Notes in the firll Title of this Volume.

IV. He has in the mam confined himfelf in this Etymologicon, to the Oldcrt or moft Simple Words

:

I mean, to the Terms of fuch Idcis as are prcllim'd lb Obvious and Necenary, that a Language could
not want them; rot taking any notice of iuch words as thcfc in the Frf»f/& Etymologicon : yipocryph
jipozem, Jlfojlropke, Apoffutne, &c

V. He has thought i: molt ullful upon this Occ.fion, to write the Grw.f Words in the fame Letters
with the mljh, that lb the Analogy which when the Charaflcrs arc diflercnt, is not lb Obvious, mi-'ht
be the rcadii r pcrcoiv'd. For that Words arc much dil'guilc-1 by their diverfiry of Lcttcfs, we find very
evident, when we oblerve, that Iuch as are not daily converfant in the Saxon Book,-, do not thu' they
bo well acquainted with the Letters, immediately dilccrn their Identity or Affiuiiy with the prefenc
Englijh.

VI. Ahho' the Latitude he has taken in the Derivations, may fomerimcs feem extravagant to fuch
as have not been very Converfant in Obllrvations of this kind

; yet I prcfume there are no: many that
will appear lb to YourLordlhip; and but very few, if any, that may not be fufficlciitly Exemplified by
one Oblcrva:ion or other in the Comparative Etymology; to which he has therefore referr'd, occafionally
in fuch Etymons as feem'd moft remote.

It's to be own'd, this Collcdtion might have been much more Copious. But being the firft EflTay in
its kind, we hopi however it may not prove unacceptable

i and that it may ferve aslt is, to give the
Curious in Languages fome fatisfadtion as to the Origin of Ours.

1 am very fcnliblc, that a great many Gentlemen (and amongft them Perfons of Learning and Can-
dour ) arc pcrfwaded the Derivation of any Greek or Latm from Weljl.\ is a mere jtft, and to be look'd
upon as no other than an Humour of maintaining Paradoxes ; or at belt but as a Gioundlels and very Er-
roneous Opinion. But it lliould fccm they do no: take notice that the Criticksare agreed on the Greek
and Latin's being, as to the main, but of one common Origin; that the Roman Authors themfelvts
dcriv'd divers of their Lati?: words from the old Gaulijh or Celtic, and that feveral of the greateft Phi-
lologifts of England and France, have maintained that to be the chief Remains fif not the whole j of
the Celtifie, which is fpokcn in Wale^, Corninal, and Bafs Bretagne. So that if they had made Etymo-
logical Ubfcrv '.tions, but fomc part of the Diverfion of their fparc Hours, they would not I prelume,
think fu.h Allcrtions fo extravagantly C nor perhaps in the Icaft degree J ridiculous.

As to the Propriety of fuch words as are common to feveral Languages : if the word can be fo de-
riv'd as to have its Origin explain'd in the one, and not in the other ; I think that wherein it's Intel-
ligible has the better claim : It it be Intelligible in both ; then that which has the oldcfl: Records.
But whsn the Kadix is undcrftood in neither; little can be fiid, but that (as above j the Monofyllable
is, if there be no appearance fiom fome circumftances.to the contrary, the Fkelier to have been the
Primitive. 1 hopj therefore, as to the Firft; That in cafe fome words v.'hich are common to the B/-;-
tijh with the Latm, Greek, or French, &c. can be explain'd as to its Origin, more to general fatif-

fadion in ihu Language than in the other ; it will be no Abfurdity to make ufe of Wdjh Derivations in
thofe Forre'gn Languages. I (lull therefore cffer Two or Three words of fuch as 1 take to be Ex-
amples in this kind, to Your Lordlhip's Decifion.

I. The La:in word Diico is fuppos'd by Voljius, to be dcriv'd from the Greek At/xaor iuixtuu monftro :

lit proprie ( la) s he ) Ducere Jit viam ofiendere. Now if Duco was ever equivalent to OBendo in the La-
tin, ss coming from the Greek Deiknuo; the Romans have not onely corrupted the word further than
we, who fay X><i«^w {to jhe-^'\ but alio quite loft its fignification ; and we have retain'd ic P'o^ut's offer in
this is, as ellewhcre throughout his Etymologicon, Ingenious and pbufiblc. But I muft needs fay vihh'Stiem-
hielm, Fe~ron, and others, that being folely intent upon the Greek, he is often at a lofs for what he
might have found in the Celtique {e} Duco we know, is the fame with our Tiiyfi, To lead, as Dux is

no other than our Tuyfig, A Leader, or General. And both our words come from the old Tiiys, a Head
or Beginning For that Tiiys was of that fignification, we find in that we call tke Ears of Corn Tviiys,
which arc lerm'd by the Armoric Britans Pennou it, by the Cornilh Pednou is, and in the Cantabrian
Burua ercincetaji ; which in all three Languages fignifies Heads of Corn If it be objected that the Ori-
ginal fignification of our Tyi'vs [iox Heads] docs not ihencc fo evidently appear; I lliall make it more
plain, by adding that in the Ancient ScotiJI} (which retains feveral Briti/h words long fince Antiquated
amongft us, a.t we others loft amongft them) Tis at this day fignifies A Beginnhig, and Tyidita^i, A
Head, or Chief.

&c. This, one acquainted with cur L.anguap, would have been more apt to have derived from
Brig [or Brigin'l a Top-branch, whence the Irifh Barrugal in the fame tenfe, as alfo our \ Brtger tor the
Hair of the Head; and probably the French Perrujue, aud Italian ' Parruca. Brig h maniteftly it ftlf

but a derivative from the Armoric Bar, which ( as well as the Cantabrian Burua ) fignifies the Top or
Summit of any thing. Bar his been alfo ufed amongft us for a Bujh or Branch. For we find that in
Moumotihjhire and Hertford-Jhtre, Mifsletiru), as being the onely Bulh that's never rooted on the ground,
is call'd Y;';elvar, q Frutex defuper proveniens.

4. That 1 may not too muth prclume on Your Lordfhip's time, I fliall onely offer, one other Example,

which I have fomc hopes may incline the Criticks in this kind, however difpos'd before, to a full fatif-

fadtion, that there are ibrae manifcft Tracks of the Britijh in the Romari Language i and confequently

that a knowledge of that Tongue would be ufeful to the Latin Etymologifts, and to thofe that are cn-

gag'd in the Analyfis of fuch Languages as depend upon it. It's very well known to Your Lordfliip that

there is a confidcrable Agreement betwixt the forming of the Verbs in the Britiflj and Latin. Now to

me, it appears that the Variation of the Ferjhis are not accountable for in the Lathi without the help

of the Britijh. For we know that in the Britijh, thofe Terminations of Verbs v/hich make the diftindti-

ons of Pcrfons, are commonly nothing clfe but the Initial Letters of the Pronouns Perfonal. As, for ex-

ample, in the Verb uyv [I am] the v is the Initial of vi, [al. mi] /: So the t in uyt [Thou art] of

Ti, Thoui The e in Tinae, [He is] of fv. He; The » in Tdyn \corr. ydym] We arc, of vi. We; The
X in rdyx.

As to the Second Per-

fon PI. which they terminate in s and we in ;i; ; That, the' it may feem a little wide, is yet reconcile-

able. For that s in the Latin, French, and fome other Languages, anfwers to our x, is what is fuffici-

ently exemplified m p. 59. col. 3. and p tC. col. z.

Nor does this Obfcrvacion onely manifcft the Analogy of our Languages with the Latin, but alfo ex-

cludes theObjcdlion fome might propofe, that whereas we have a great many I,<7?;» words in the WelJJj,

they are onely Provincial or fuch as have continued amongft us ever fincc we were a Roman Province.

For all know, that at that time, there was no fuch word in the Latin, for the Pronoun They, as that

Termination of their Verbs, — ant, — ent,— unt, or — int, which 1 here take to be clearly interpreted

hy OUT iiynt, ox huynt, [Them, They] which is fometimes alfo int or yjit, as idhynt, [To them] odhiur-

lhy?it, [From them] &c. Varro does indeed inform us, that their Anccftors had call'd Father and Mo-
ther, as wc do ftill, Tata and Mamma (f); but what is here taken notice of, was it (liould Icem to him-

felf and their other Criticks immemorial. That there have remain'd fome words amongft us, lince we
were a lioman Province, is not at all to be doubted ; but of what kind thofe were, 1 have already di-

flinguidied in the Comparative Etymology (g). And this Notion of our liaving at that time borrowed

the main pare of fuch words, is in a great meafurc remov'd, when we compare our Language with that

of Ireland, which having not been a Roman Province, could not have thence receiv'd any. I own they

have fince, out of Books ; but they are, as thofe receiv'd into the Englijh, cafily diftinguifhed by Ety-
mologifts.

But what fully fatisfies the Curious, as to the Antiquity of the BritiJ1.\ is the great Number of words
we find therein agreeing with the Greek, and not afall with the Latin j and of others wherein wc are

Regularly in the fame words, nearer the Greeks than the Romans were ; both which being deducible

from the following Papers, and from fome Notes m the Comparative Etymology, I (hall onely iniiance

here, in two forts of Examples, not confining my felf to the Nominative Cai'ej Grammar being but a

late Invention in Comparifonof the Corruption of Languages j and ufing occafionally, as we find it in our

old Orthography, m and b for -v confonant.
