The same 'paper states, that the
number of letters despatched from
Calcutta last week to Bombay to be
sent by the Hugh Lindsay amounted
to seven hundred and eighty-two ;
and that the charge for Steam Post-
age on them amounted to 1728 Rs.
This number was independent of the
Government despatches.

Steamers for India.

The following accountof the Steam-
ers now building in England for the
West of India is extracted from a
London paper, and will be found in-
teresting :—

- “They are to be of 600 tonsburthen,
200 horse power, and to mount on
their bows two 68-pounders, each gun
carrying upwards of one thousand
musket balls when loaded. They are
to be manned and officered from the
Indian Navy ; but to be equipped for
general service, such as transports,
packets, &c. They are to leave the
Thames on the 1st of July next, and
to steam out to Bombay, which they
are expected to reach by the 1st Sep-
tember. It is supposed that these
vessels will go against the south-
west monsoon, and keep open the
communication with the Red Sea all
the year round.”

Malacca Steamer.

A Steamer is now building for Go-
vernment by the Howrah Dock Com-
pany, which was intended by Lord
William Bentinck- to be attacbed to
the Government of Penang, Singa-
pore and Malacca, for the purpose
not only of carrying about the public
functionaries, but of acting as an
armed steamer when necessity might
arise.

Insolvent Court.

In the Insolvent Court on Saturday
last, Mr. Macnaghten filed his report
regarding the Estate of Cruttenden
and Co. His report was in substance
that a fair proportion of assets bhad
been realized under Mr. Macintyre’s
direction ; that his management of
the Indigo factories had neither been
judicious nor fortunate, nor such asto
entitle him to a remuneration. As to
a dividend Mr. Macnaghten thought
that there would be assets in hand
next February snfficient to divide
twelve per cent. . In his opinion the
Estate might be wound up in three
or four years, and the total out-turn
would be thirty-five per cent,

e

In the Insolvent Court last Satur-
day, permission was given to declare
another dividend of one per cent. on
the estate of Palmer and Co. The ac-
counts shewed that there were assets
in hand sufficient for a dividend of
two per cent. but as there are some
Indigo factories yet unsold, the As-
signees have decemed it right to keep
in band a sufficient sum to meet
their outlay.

Appeal against the proposed Act.

A petition has been drawn up to
the Governor General of India in
Council, by the British born subjects
of His Majesty in India, and now lies
for  signature at the Exchange in
Calcutta. It prays that the right
of appeal to the Supreme Court from
the decisions of the Mofussil Courts
which was granted by Act of Parlia-
ment, may not be taken away. ‘The
petition occupies a whole column of
the Hurkaru, and would take up
more than a page of the Durpun.
We are therefore reluctantly obliged
to omit it.

3. That until such time as new
laWs are framed and the Mofussil
Courts of Justice reformed, by more
enlightened and honest men being
appointed to the situations of Sudder
Ameens and Principal Sudder A-
meens, we consider it ruinous to our
interests to be made subjects to such
‘Courts and Authorities.

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To the Editor of the Gyananneshun.

Sir,—The letter published in the last
Number of the Gyananueshuo, contain-
ing an account of ‘Rajah Pratapchund,
has pleased ‘many of your readers, and as
they are eagerly keeping their ears to
Burdwan for further information, I send
you the following particulars which I have
beard, and request that you will insert
them in your paper,

The royal Jogee, on leaving Burdwan,
went to the house of Goorooprisad Moo-
kerjee in Kanchuunugur. Two of the old
malees, who had acéommodated him in the
garden, were discharged from service by
Prannauth Baboo, and desired to go to the

Rajbattee in the evening.  But instead of

going there for fear of death, they went to
the Rajah (at Kanchunnugur) who being
acquainted with their unhappy case, ask-
ed what salaries they received in the gar-

den.

The malees replied, ¢ My Loyd in
your time our salaries were 4 Rs. but
since that we received only 3.2 The Jo-
gee said they would from that day get 5
Rupees from him per mensem, and made
them a present of 16 Rs. each. Afterthis
when he was retiring to Bistoopoor from
Kanchunnugur, he met wi th his old sowar
Nemoo in his way, and asked if he knew
him.  The sowar respectfully prostrated
before him and said, ** My Lord 1 perfect-
ly know you : you are my master Pratap-
cliund Bahadoor.? He then asked Ne-
moo where he was gaing? =**Where? my
Lord, (replied Nemoo) I have no place to
go to but with you.” This sowar and the
two malees are, I hear, now with the Ra-
Jjah.

The affairs at Bistoopoor are detailed in
the letter of Narud. I therefore need not
say anything about them, but shall give
some particulars omitted by your corres-
pondent, The Magistrate kept the Jogee
in - very rigorous confinement, such as is
not even done in the case of a great crimi-
nal. He was allowed only two pice a day,
and could see no person whateyer..  With
a view ‘to be released from this; Pratap-
chund sent & man, named Radakisto Gho-
saul; with 4 letters in Bengalee addressed
to cettain respectable persons in Calcutta,
and “a petition for submission to the Go-
.veinor General in Council, The Ghosaul
had nearly fallen into a trap by | bringiug
these papers. One of the Baboos to whom
he delivered a note, sent him to the Police
for imprisonment, but fortunately for him
the Magistrate did not see any reason to
confine him.

Coolin Marriages.

For a long time the' enemies of our re-
ligion have been'opposing the system of
Coolin marriages, ;- W heneyer they have
written on  the subject we . haye forced
them to desist by refuting their arguments.
The English papers and the Sumachar
Durpun have again taken it up, and. are
loading the Coolin brambuns with abuse,
We have however . this time refrained
from giving any reply. .. But we now
hear that the Legislative Council are a-
bout to turn their attention to this matter ;
we must therefore again take up our peu.
Certainly the Council will hear both sides,
and then determine what is best.

‘When Adishur was sovereign, being anxi-
ous to obtain bramhuns learned in the vedas
to perform some sacred rites, he wrote to the
King of Kunouj to obtaiu these holy bram-
huns. This King first sent him five persons,
but when he saw their appearance and
conduct he was dissatisfied with them, and
entreated that the King would sehd himn
five' Coolin bramhuns who:were acquaint-
ed with the vedas. ~ According to his re-
quest they were sent ;. and after:they had
performed the sacrifices, at the reqilest of
the King, they took up their abode in this
country., Afterwards their descendants
multiplied greatly ; but on this subject it is
unnecessary to enlarge. After a long time
Bulial Sen, a King of the physician caste
conferred great honour on these Coolin
bramhuns whom Adishur had brought; but
all thatis said about Bullal Sen Raja’s esta-
blishing this order, is mere mistake.! The
Coolins have existed from time im memoyj-
al; of this there is abundant proof. To this
day those who are possessed of the nine
good qualities are called Coolins. T'wo per-
sons of this character it is right,according to
the laws of Munoo, to give daughters in

marriage ; to those who have them not, it
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is improper to give them.  On this point
Munoo has written plainly.

That such persons can take several

to marry many wives is no crime,”  On
this account the Coolins do so, and they
have the example of their worthy pro-
genitors to support them. What ignorance
it is to say that it is contrary to our laws
for Coolins to marry many wives!
Were it so the whole race of the Coolins
were fallen. How astonishing that any
should dare to insinuate that these right
worshipful personages are fallen! Itis
evident, then, that in taking many wives
We must

now say a few words respecting the mise-

ry pretended to be in this wdy entailed on
the females.

Formerly some Coolins had several
wives, we confess; but at that time suit-
able persons were few ; and as the geue-
rality of Coolins maintained their purity,
when one had once lowered himself a lit-
tle, many were anxious to give their
daughters to him.  In this way they con-
tracted many marriages. Now Coolins are
to be found, and for a small sum they will
form alliances with iuferior families; on
this account the practice has almost died
away. A few persons for some particular
reasons have two or three wives ; but in a
short time this will die away, without Go-
vernment having any occasion to interfere 3
why then shouid they put their hand to the
rites of our Hindoo religion, and thereby
merely contract guilt? This will only
grieve the minds of the people. 1f credit-
ing the statements of our enemies they
pass a law on this subject, it will be diffi-
cult to carry it into effect ; if enforced by
the strong arm of the law, the property
and the honour of many will be destroyed,
but no good will accrue to G()Qernment.
If the law run thus, ¢ No person will be
allowed to marry a second wife; if a per-
son have no family, or his wife be sick, or
unfaithful, then what must the man do?
If it be written in it, that in such cases, he
may take another wife, then the evil a-
gainst which the law is to guard is still
‘We therefore think that this

practice cannot be abolished by law. If

for the benefit of the females of the coun-
try Government wish to pass this law, be
it s0; but let them pass a law of this kind
that no man who has a virtuous wife,
shall be unfaithful to her. Eunactments
of this Kkind come within the province of
good governments, as may be abundantly
proved by many of our Hindoo shastras
respecting the duties of rulers, For exam-
ple, it is written ; ¢ the person who is un-
faithful to his wife shall by the King’s
orders have his nose and lips cut off, and
be banished from the kingdom; because
the guilt thus contracted may destroy both
King and people.” Again, ¢ The King in
whose kingdom there is no thief, or adul-

terer, or slanderer, or dacoit, or rebel a-
gainst the Government, that King shall
go to heaven.

Since
the time of the Moosulmans this salutary
restraint has been taken away, and gra-
dually the Hindoos have sunk into immo-
rality, first with Moosulman women, and
now they have begun-to have intercourse
with others, through whose influence they
eat and drink what is forbidden, and com-
mit many other wicked deeds by means
of which their property is wasted, and
then they have recourse to forgery, and
other wicked measures in order to provide
means for obtaining their guilty pleasures,
by which themselves and others are ruin-
ed. We therefore pray that the above law
may be quickly passed ; it will easily be
carried into effect ; the country will be
benefited, -and rulers and ruled will be
made happy thereby.—Chund.

SIirR,—We send you a fewlines respect-
ing a most daring dacoity, which you will
obligeus by inserting in your Durpun. With-
in the 24-Pergunnas, near the thanna of
Sulkea, in Howrah, about 2 o’clock in the
morning of the 24th February, a band of
armed men to the number of 50 or 60, with
torches ‘and with the greatest clamour,
came to the house of the head mistry of
Mr. James Mackenzie, the ship-builder,
and . after wounding the mistry most se-
verely, carried off all his property. By this
daring act all the inhabitants, both Na-
tive and European, have been thrown
into a state of dismay ; for the Magistrate’s
court was not far distant, and the daro-
ga’s thanna is in the neighbourhood, yet
even in such a place such a robbery has
been committed. We had hoped that the
daroga of the Police would have appre-
hended these miscreants ; but we are sor-
ry to say, that he has not done so, but has
endeavoured to conceal it from the Ma.-
gistrate by stating in his report that it
was merely a petty theft that was com-
mitted. = We bave no meauns of going to
the Magistrate, to inform him of the im-
proper conduct of his daroga. We hope,
therefore, that by reading your Durpun,
he may be putin possession of the facts
of the case, and be led to investigate this
business aright, and repress the wicked. If
so, the lives, honour, and property of us
the ryuts will be preserved, and we shall
again be able to live there in peace and
happiness.
