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Washington Asparagus. 

ASPARAGUS 
CULTURE—Sow seed in drills about 18 in. apart 

early in Spring or Fall after soaking in warm water 
1 to 2 hours. Thin plants out to 3 inches apart and 
give frequent thorough cultivation, keeping plants 
clean from weeds. Roots can be transplanted 
either at one or two years old either in the Fall or 
Spring. The roots should be transplanted into a 
permanent bed in the richest soil that you have, 
harrow and work very deep. Open a trench about 15 
inches deep and put in about 8 or 9 inches of well 
rotted manure, cover it with a few inches of soil 
and then place the root with the crowns facing one 
way about 12 inches apart and cover with 4 inches 
of soil, rows 5 feet apart. The growth should be cut 
In the Fall of the year and a top dressing of stable 
manure should be applied, this to be worked into the 
soil in the very early spring. It is also advisable 
to sprinkle a little salt over the bed. Only light cut¬ 
tings should be made the second year. After the 
cutting season is over it is advisable to spray with 
a combination of Bordeaux and Arsenate of LeaJ 
which will prevent rust and also kill the Asparagus 
Beetle. 

100 roots will set a row about 150 feet. An ounce 
of seed will plant a row about 50 feet long. 2 lbs. 
to the acre. 

MARTHA WASHINGTON. A variety prac¬ 
tically free from rust and other diseases, but is 
also larger and more vigorous. It grows large, 
straight shoots. It has a tight pointed bud and 
does not branch out until well beyond the time 
for cutting. This variety is especially adapted 
for market purposes, also very fine for home 
gardens. 

PALMETTO. An old standard variety for all 
purpose. It is a vigorous growing dark green 
variety with pointed tips and very early. 

BROCCOLI 
CULTURE—Same as Cauliflower. 

WHITE CAPE. An excellent variety form¬ 
ing rather loose heads of a creamy white color 
and of a good flavor. 

ITALIAN GREEN SPROUTING. This is a 
comparatively new and distinct variety of Broc¬ 
coli. It produces a large head much like Cauli¬ 
flower in shape and formation, although of a 
bluish-green color. When the central head is 
removed the plant produces many branches, each 
bearing small heads. 3 to 4 inches of these 
small stems are as desirable for use as the heads. 
If the heads are gathered when ready, the plant 
will continue to produce for a period of from 6 
to 8 weeks. When planted in early spring it 
will develop in about 90 days. However, seeds 
may be sown in August, and if frozen down dur¬ 
ing winter, it will sprout out very early in spring. 

It is served in the same way as Asparagus. 

BRUSSELS SPROUTS 
CULTURE — Sow seeds in cold frames or open 

ground. Transplant the same as cabbage in the 
early Spring and up to July. Make rows 3 feet apart, 
having the plants standing 15 to 18 inches apart in 
the row. Cultivate the same as Cabbage. An ounce 
will produce about 2,500 plants. Matures about 
125 days. 

PERFECTION. Stems grow about two feet in 
height and are thickly set with sprouts forming 
small cabbage-like heads.

BEANS 
DWARF GREEN POD VARIETIES 

CULTURE—l lb. will plant 100 feet of drill. 1 bu. 
to the acre. Bean foliage is very tender and should 
not be planted until after danger of frost. The first 
of May is usually a safe time to plant, most any 
soil will bear a good crop. A rich sandy loam will 
give biggest returns. Sow seeds in rows 18 inches 
to 2% feet apart, dropping the beans 3 inches apart 
in the row, cover about 2 inches deep. Hoe as soon 
as seedlings appear. When they begin to form a 
second or third pair of leaves, hill the rows slightly 
toward the plant, repeat the hilling process as the 
plants grow' larger. Bear in mind, however, that 
beans should never be cultivated while the bushes 
are wet with either dew or rain. For succession of 
young tender pods, sow every other week up to 
August 15th. A frequent picking of pods will keep 
the plants bearing. If* the soil is not fertile, use 
B. & H. Lawn & Garden Fertilizer which should be 
drilled in the rows before seeds are dropped. 

B. & H. IMPROVED RED VALENTINE. 
Our B. & H. strain of this popular variety is 
without doubt the heaviest yielding of any of 
the early Dwarf Green Pod Beans. The pods 
are long, tender and almost straight, nearly 
round, smooth and of a healthy green color 
and have only, a few strings when young. Can 
be picked in about 45 days from time of plant¬ 
ing. The plant is a strong and vigorous grower, 
holding the pods well up off of the ground. 
In recent years this strain has become immensely 
popular with the market growers for early and 
medium early planting. See page 6 for prices.

BURPEE STRINGLESS. The pods of this va 
riety are absolutely stringless in all stages of 
growth from the time the first pod forms until 
full grown and ready to dry up. They are very 
crisp, tender and of fine flavor. The pods are 
also thick and meaty, round and slightly crease 
back; comes into bearing in about 45 days. It is 
a very profitable bean for the market gardener 
and we strongly recommend it for home gardens. 

BOUNTIFUL. Considered the most productive 
flat green podded stringless bush bean. The 
plants are very vigorous and disease resistant. 
Pods average 6 inches long by % inch wide, 
are thick through and of a light green color. 
They are very brittle and absolutely stringless 
at all stages. Under favorable conditions the 
first picking can be made in 45 to 50 days from 
time of planting. 

3. & H, Improved Early Red Valentine. 

EXTRA EARLY BLACK VALENTINE. The 
seed of this variety are black, the pod dark 
green and about six inches long, slender, 
round and nearly straight, stringy, fibrous and 
fine grained. It gets tough 
very quickly, however it has 
the following good virtues: 
Being very hardy, it will 
stand early planting and 
shipment to a long distance.

Pods of this DWARF GREEN POD BEANS—Continued 
variety are a little longer, straighter 
and more slender than Burpee String¬ 
less and are very prolific. While it is a 
favorite variety for canning, it is high¬ 
ly recommended for market gardeners. 

DWARF HORTICULTURAL, or 
ITALIAN. The pods of this variety 
are about five inches long and used ex¬ 
tensively on this market as a shell-out 
bean, in the young stages it can be 
used as a snap bean; however, as pods 
begin to mature, they color up a green¬ 
ish yellow splashed bright crimson. 

TENNESSEE GREEN POD. One of 
the very earliest and most productive 
of the green pods, known in some sec¬ 
tions as Dwarf Kentucky Wonder, pods 
6 to 7 inches long, broad and flat, 
nearly stringless and of an exception¬ 
ally fine flavor. The plants are large 
and will continue to bear much longer 
than any other variety. The flavor of 
the bean is somewhat similar to that 
of the Kentucky Wonder. It is there¬ 
fore highly recommended for home 
gardens and to those who want a 
dwarf green pod bean of an exception¬ 
ally fine quality and one that will bear 
over a long period of time.

PENCIL POD BLACK WAX. An improved 
prolific black wax, having beautiful yellow 
straight pods of from 6 to 7 inches long, well 
rounded, meaty and deeply saddle-back. They 
are always solid, brittle and entirely stringless 
and of excellent quality. 

IMPROVED GOLDEN WAX. The pods aver¬ 
age five inches long and are quite fleshy, 
straight, broad, flat, and of a rich golden yellow 
color. Absolutely stringless at all stages. Vines 
grow erect and bear the pods well off the 
ground, thus preventing rust and rot.

CULTURE—These should be planted about the 
same time as the dwarf varieties in hills 4 feet each 
way. If not convenient to secure poles, a trellis 
can be made by placing a good strong wire 6 feet 
high between two rows and as beans begin to start 
a runner, tie small twine to the wire and run down 
and tie loosely to the bean stalk just above the 
ground. After vine is well over the wire, pinch off 
end of runner. This causes the vine to spread and 
secure itself to the wire. If well rotted manure is 
not convenient, enrich the hill with a liberal supply 
of B. & H. Lawn & Garden Fertilizer. If planted 
in corn, wait until the com gets 4 or 5 inches high 
before planting the b^ans as the bean is a faster 
grower than com. Plant 2 beans to each hill of 
corn, thin out to one. 1 lb. will plant 150 hills. 

McCASLAN POLE. A very prolific white- 
seeded Pole bean. The pods are about 8 inches 
long, deep green, meaty, stringless and of ex¬ 
cellent quality^ It is a wonderfully fine bean 
for use in green stage or as a winter shelled bean.

WHITE KENTUCKY WONDER The very 
earliest white seeded variety, pods 6 to 7 inches 
long, round, nearly straight, tender, fleshy and 
6tringless, and of excellent quality. While this 
is an excellent snap bean, it also makes a very 
fine dried bean for winter use. 

LAZY WIFE. A late productive sort having 
medium green pods 6 inches in length, broad, 
flat, slringless. fleshy, brittle and of excellent 
quality. Dry beans, round and white. 

RED SPECKLED CUT=SHORT. A very 
popular variety for planting with corn, produc¬ 
ing an abundance of straight, flat, light green 
pods 3 y2 to 4 inches long, the pods being 
produced in clusters, making it a very easy bean 
to pick. 

NANCY DAVIS or STRIPED CREASEBACK. 
A vigorous and productive bean that bears quan¬ 
tities of fleshy pods nearly 8 inches long and so 
round and fat as to be distinctly crease-backed. 
A fine bean for either the home garden or mar¬ 
ket, and particularly fine for growing in com. 

WHITE CREASEBACK. Very early and 
moderately productive, pods 5 to 6 inches long, 
light green, uniform, round and slender, slightly 
stringy; beans small, oblong and white. Is 
used quite extensively as a dried bean for 
winter use. 

HORTICULTURAL, or SPECKLED CRAN¬ 
BERRY. Is grown exclusively for shell bean 
unless used while quite young, pods straight, 
flat and are about 5 inches long, pale green 
becoming streaked with red when matured.

CULTURE—These should not be planted until the ground has 

become thoroughly warm, should be sown in well enriched land 
with the rows 2% feet apart, dropping the beans 10 inches apart 
in the row, eyes down. The beans should be well hilled to hold 
the pods off the ground. B. & H. Lawn & Garden Fertilizer sup¬ 
plied at the rate of 10 lbs. to every 100 feet of row will ma¬ 
terially increase the yield. This can be done before or after 
planting. 1 lb. will plant about 150 feet of row, % of a bushel 
to the acre.

CULTURE—One of the earliest vegetables the garden yields 

and one of the first to be sown or planted in the garden. Beets 
should be drilled in rows and covered about inch deep, soil 
should be packed firmly after seed is covered. After plants are 
up about 3 inches high, thin out to 3 inches apart. The row’s 
should be about 14 inches apart. The soil should be loamy and 
fertile, and wrell pulverized before seeding. For an extra early 
supply, sow seeds in hotbeds or cold frames about the middle 
to the last of February and transplant to open ground about 
the first of April. In order to have a fresh supply of young 
tender beets, they should be sown every two wTeeks up to the 
middle of July. 1 oz. to 50 feet, of drill; 5 to 6 lbs. to the acre. 

EARLY WONDER. A selection from the Crosby’s Egyp¬ 
tian, very early, uniform and nearly globed-shaped with 
small top and tap root. Skin dark red. flesh deep blood 
red with little zoning. 

IMPROVED CROSBY’S EGYPTIAN. A favorite variety 
with most market gardeners.

CABBAGE, B. & H. Select Stock 
CULTURE—For early crop the seed should be sown in hotbeds or in boxes in the house in December or 

January. Summer crops can be sown outside and then transplanted where they are to remain. Plants 
should be transplanted in good, rich, clean, light soil in rows 2% to 3 feet apart, plants 14 to 18 inches 
apart in the row. according to the variety of cabbage. Early Cabbage should be planted close together, the 
later ones farther apart. 1 oz. of seed will produce from 1500 to 2000 plants. 

EXTRA EARLY JERSEY WAKEFIELD. A 
well known and extra early popular variety. 
Heads cone shaped and very solid and extremely 
uniform in both green color and size. It is 
usually the first cabbage on the early market. 

B. & H. SPECIAL CHARLESTON WAKE=

CELERY 
CULTURE—It requires rich, loamy, moist soil. In 

early Spring, drill the seed in rows about 12 inches 
apart. As the seed is rather hard to germinate, the 
soil should be firmly packed after a very light cov¬ 
ering and watered frequently. They should then be 
transplanted from the 1st to the middle of July in 
rows 3 feet apart, and set 6 inches apart in the 
rows. At the time of planting, care should be taken 
that the roots are firm in the ground. In home gar¬ 
dens, celery is often planted in double rows, that is, 
2 rows 10 inches apart, then 3 feet to the next 2 
rows, which provides ample soil for hilling which 
is necessary for blanching and whitening. In hill¬ 
ing, care should be taken not to cover the crowrn of 
the plants. 1 oz. will produce about 3,000 plants. 

GOLDEN PLUME, or WONDERFUL. A com 
paratively new variety closely resembling the 
Golden Self-Blanching in crispness and flavor.

Thin out. leaving 4 of the strongest plants 
in each hill. They do best in rich loamy 
soil. For succession of this crop make 
plantings at intervals until July 10th. F-2 
Dust is an effective remedy against insect 
enemies of this crop. This should be ap¬ 
plied frequently with a duster. 

B. & H. LONGFELLOW. Those de¬ 
siring: an extremely long, dark green cu¬ 
cumber should plant our Longfellow; it 
grows 12 to 14 inches long, handsomely 
shaped, and a beautiful dark green color, 
2 to 2y2 inches in diameter, making a splendid 
slicing variety.

ENDIVE 
CULTURE—For early use, sow about 

the 1st of April; for late or Fall use, 
sow in June or July. This should be 
drilled in rows 14 inches apart and cov¬ 
ered very shallow. When 2 or 3 inches 
high, thin out to 1 foot apart. Before they are 
fit for table the plant should be bleached. This 
is done by drawing the leaves together and 
tying with soft twine or rubber bands. This 
should be done when plants are dry. It re¬ 
quires about 3 weeks for the plants to be properly 
blanched. 1 oz. of seed will drill about 100 feet row. 

KALE 
CULTURE — The large 

majority of Kale seed is 
sown during July and 

August for winter greens. The Si¬ 
berian while not nearly so curly as 
the Scotch, is hardier and is sel¬ 
dom winter killed. The seeds are 
usually sown broadcast 3 lbs. to the 
acre. Some are very successful 
growing Scotch Kale in 18-inch 

drills. One-quarter to one-half pound is sufficient 
for the average family garden.
