him to ; tb o s e  who claimed him, (as in the case 
o f  the Spaniards.) S tifling  every feeling of re 
senlineut, every imptrise o f  despair, Ihey^ aclec 
thus even when'they found ihemscLes helrayed, 
when they felt the rope  round their uecics and 
and the chains on their feel, placed there hy that 
Very sovereign whom they had so venerated 
Aud yet. (oli I exam ple  dangerous to the virtue 
of nations t )  ye t  those sanguinary monsters made 
their insulated iiioiiarciis Ireiuiile, while those 
infinitely less worthy rulers, whose persons have 
been respected, have re turned  only cruelty  and 
vengeance for the c lem ency exercised towards 
themselves. M odera t ion  is no doubt f^ften the 
offspring o f  weakness,' and beiiow it is a t  once 
despised and punished even by those win* find 
ilieir profit in preaebing it as a virtue. Tliese 
are the Carbonari luousieis, whose blood has 
been shed, and who are still left to groan 
chains! These  are the C a li  lines who are every 
wherc^ persecuted in order tha t  every iiiisecahl 
relic o f  them may be destroyed I Those , tuiwe 
ver, who arc determined a t any rate  to find them 
guilty , wheu facts fail, have recourse  to pro­
phecies. de la ting , that * the  luoderu Liberals, 
had they no t  been p u t  down aud dispers-*d, would 
have finished hy being like  their predecessors. 
They have been, therefore, aud si ill are to be 
punished for crimes (orelulU hy their ene 
mics. * B u t  their code was so faulty ,’ say others, 
that it  would undoubtedly have led to  anarchy. 
T n is , too , is merely prophetical. One thing 
however, is certain  i we haveseeu that it did not 
produce  anarcliy in the .first instance, aud time 
was u o t  afforded to observe what might have 
been ils ultim ate  effect!  b u t  evedsupposing  it 
had been defective, i t  did not shut tlie dou 
agaiust alt .improvement, as it  couiained an ar 
t id e  recoromeudiiig the modification or erasure 
o f  whatever experience m ight prove to be oh 
jec tiouabie . T hey  p u t  m restraint, however 
(urge the objectors) on the will o f  their sove 
reigus, by forcibly exloriiiig from them a reform 
in their goveriimeul t A nd, if they bad not taken 
these means, by what other could they have ob 
laieed. their ul(jecl} W hich  e f  their ru le 's  vo* 
iiiiitarilj  yielded to the desires o f  their  people 
even a fte r  these h%d been expressed in a Ihuusaiid 
ways? Shall we Eiiglisb coudeiuu such means 
Can we so forget the history o f  o u r  own country? 
D o  we liot recollect what> outrages those sove 
reiugs bad cuiHiiiitled t One overturned - what 
he tuuiid establislied hy those who restored to  
h im .  bis lost k iugdum , on the express coadilion 
that he should preserve the conslilu tiou ; the oiher 
persisted in break ing  the promises he hadmade uu 
re-ascendiog the throne j and both inveighed a- 
gaiust those who expressed the least desire (hat 
ilicy sboufd observe their oaths. And 'w hich  w f 
those two aionarcbs, after the fatal eveui, which 
o f  them , wheu no longer com pelled , has perform 
ined spuiitancously even a part  of wliai ue was 
so warmly solicited to  do ? B u t ,  it  may he said, 
the sovereigns did nu t yield to ihcir solifcitaii.uus, 
because they Saw that only a few frenzied beings 
. . . .  A few trenxied heiugsl I f fo rc ig n  power bad 
nu t  assailed their kiiigduius, those tew would 
never have been opposed, and would have ren-
d. eredr~ their  country  happy ; those few foriued 
Ihe most iulellectiiat part o f  the nation, since 
none but ignurunl men can prefer to live under 
ail arbitrary  goverumeiil. I f  we cou ld  hut rear 
Ihe Severe! wishes of all bo8<>ms—if the lips now 
shu t  could but u tte r  wlipt is concealed hy fear 
ill a million o f  hearts*--iheii should we see wlie- 
th -r the lovers o f  liberty are few or many ! B u t  
;;iaii(iiig even that they are few^ why are foreign 
for^ces itiaiulaiiied in the couiilries in which even 
those few no l«jpg-r rX'st ? W h o  are they to 
repress ?-—T h e  aUseiit. the imprisoned, o r  the 
d ead? ' Oh I M onarchs «/t £ i i r o p e i  open y o u r  
eyes: neither frenzied nor few are those of 
your wohap^iy siibjecis, so barbarously recoin 
peiised for the most Uprighi iiitenlious, the most
e. templary conduc t,  and the most constant uhd 
extraordinary loodcrhUoUi Y e s ;  such were truly 
the virtues bf the L ibera ls  who have been so 
grossly c a lu m n ia ted ; such were jhose o f  the 
Carbonari o f  Italy strd Spain, wbo have been 
declared heretics by P iu s  the Seven th , exiled, 
h r  the monarchs o f  the  earth , from the laud o f  
Uieir falheis, and sentenced hy tha spiritual ruler 
o f  these m onarchs to exclusion from the repose 
and enjoyments of heaven.

W h o  is there, seeing such victims of tyranny 
and injusiice come to find among us mere shelter 
from the storm , and a p itlauce o f  bread ^  
I'lstaiu their fainliiig s trength , would not e x t lW  
his arms to receive Ihein, aiid m ake them , as 
fa r  IIS p r a c t i c a b le ,  the oi-jects o f  liis benevolence 
and his care?. — ^0-

GIRAPFE, OB CAMEEEOPAROALIS—^ 

HUMAN SACRIFICES.

A t t r a c t e d  by the appearance of .scattered 
heaps of Iuiiis, w e -w a lked  some distance from 
the western bank o f  the N ile ,  and  northw ard 
fiom tile T em ple  "of G a la b ih a e ,  through the 
remains of an  a n c ie n t , tow n, constructed  of 
unbaked  biicks, a roaterial appropria ted  to'all 
the private buildings of an ir^d ity  in E g y p t  Snd 
N ub ia ,  and  even to* their defensive  waits ; the 
stone p r  the  mountains being reierved' for sa­
cred an\l royal edifices alone. T h e  destruction 
of Ibis sVCtlameiit w ar, bo w ere r ,  too complete 
to  enable hp to decide either on its age or cha­
rac ter .  I ‘ had shared in the vengeance  d ire c t­
ed  towaid# the lemples, and baiog less able to

withstand its ravages, had been raised to its ve­
ry foundations.

Our ramble wat, however, very amply re­
paid by the discovery o fa  toiuh, excavated out 
of the aolid rock, wbicb, from its appearance 
and style of ornament', seamed to h« ot very 
liigli a.iUquity. Some few of the villagers y«i 
remaining .with us called it by ihe Hums oi 
‘ ;i3eit-el-Walilee,’ or the House of.W ulilee, 
from ail ancient traiiiiion, staling it • to hate 
been the abode of a thief or magiairaie, wtiich. 
that term signifies.* j

. Ou eiiteiiiig the long passage, which led to. 
ihia ancient io inh, I was giatilied, beyond.ex­
pression, with the beautiful bas-reltela w bich 
are  sculptured on both sides, couiaiiiiiig spiii- 
ted pictuiee of hiatoiical ev irts in which ii is 
more than probable, the eiiiombed Hero was 
the  chief actor. 1 had met with iioliiing in 
Eg) pi more perfect in its original execution; 
and the solitude lu which it was now coudemiitd 
securing it fioin frequent visits, had cunliibuted 
10 preserve that perfectiun a'.uiost uiiimpuiied. 
i  exaiiiiiieii it wiih a delight whicu ineie-sed 
with (he scrutiny of atientiuu hestowed upon 
ii, and found (h»t it was only by an entry 
Kilo the uiiuuitis of- detail that one cou d ap­
preciate the cuiiiiecied beauties of this sculp, 
tured story.

Beginning on the left hand, or sou hern wall 
of the passage, ilie first onject is the H ero  h im ­
self in pursuit of his euemiea. H e  is represen­
ted btaudtng in his chariot d raw n  by two fiery 
horses, with (he reins fusleneil to nis girdle, 
and his quivers hung aiouud  ihe ca r . ;  he is in 
the  act o f discharging an  a n o w  -amidst an a r .  
Hied inu li i iude , whom his flying coors-rs irain- 
pie undernea th  thc'ir hoofs, dispeise ih*ir squa­
d rons,  and scatter  the ir  bows and broken a r­
rows in every diieotion. T h e  .co s tum e  of the 
H ero  resembles tha t  o f  the T h e b a n  warriO's, 
consislii’g  of short, robes and a -close heluie ', 
from which the  E g y p i ia u  serpent is seen to is­
sue ; he draw g.the bow with ilia left h< nd aud 
p reserves an a lt i tude  o f  perfect firtnness, though 
diiving at the utmost speed ; the steeds of his 
car are-ulso crow ned w ith  waving plumes U) ou 
their heads, after the . manner of those in the 

'Bculptured battle pieces on the walls of the 
^TliebaiktcmpIeS at'’ M ed ina t  Abou ; while ins- 
cjipijve tubhita of h ieroglyphics denote  probab. 
ly the -name and  rank  of tho iiluairions chief, 
and Ilia a rm s  are guarded by th e  vulture , the  

-protecting hinl of war.
H e  is foltowed in the pursuit of- his flying ene­

mies, who every where fall before his unerring 
shafts, by two smaller chariots, o f  the same cuBS- 
tructioii as his own, and drawn also hy brnrses 
fu lly if f ire ;  tliese, however, have nut (he dislinc 
lion o f  (he feathered bcad-dress. Each of these 
cars Contains two persons, a  warrior and a cha­
rioteer, both o f  wlium are represented standing, 
lo  the first o f  these cars the charioteer bolds l i e  
reins in one Iraiid and a short whip in lh« other'; 
while ill the second, the charioleer.is addressing 
Ihe warrtur, a t  Ihe same luoineiit checking liis 
horses with his band turned back toward the chief 
ill the most exjiressive inauncr. These were most 
probably aids*de-camp, or atteiidaiils destined lo 
Convey the orders, or lo guard tlie peikoii o f  Ihe 
principal Hero ; yet it is worthy o f  rem ark , that 
among the iiuineruiis hosts, both of followers 
and enemies, he is Ihe only one who rides alone. 
Seeking a pre-eminence in danger as well as in 
skill, aud regardless o f  the inipeliionS firs with 
which his coursers almost fly along the plain, 
slaiiding in warlike inajesly erect in his car, and 
dealiii'g death around the field. I f  such were ihe 
conduct o f  the leaders in those early wars, where 
personal intrepidity  was the torrent that here 
down all before it ,  and where individual courage 
effected more Ilian skilfu l arrangemenla, Iheir 
prowess deserves lo be thus commemorated in 
death, and the entrance lo their tombs lu be the 
records o f  Iheir deeds.
'  T h e  compartment succeeding that in which Ibe 

battle scene is depicted , scems to represent the 
bringing in Ihe Spoils o f  war, and Ihe prepara­
tions for a feast, in which are seen persona leading 
bulls, lions, gnats, ostriches, gazelles, .monkeys, 
grey hounds, and ihe Girajfe or CameleopardaUty 
beaulifnlly represented, ■f Among these were 
seen interspersed, bound captives, female slaves, 
and children ; some h e a r in g  large logs o f  ebony, 
or other wrrod upon Iheir shoulders, ana amidst 
this triumphant processsioii are seen fruits, flower 
and elegs"! arlicles of domestic • nse and orB ? 
Qient. T h e  whole i t  preceded by b*i expressive 

g ro u p ,  appearing lo depict a  lamenting rtolhef*'

•  nans'rYemen iM goavemenrs
qui soot d*nno faidilie anclenne et dietingude, se nom- 
ment qdel4u«fols‘'TYiaS. Hans FOnsIln on denne ce

On turning lo ihe r ig ln . ih c  scema of baiila  
are again renewed. , A l  ihe entrance ou 'the  imr- 
theru wall, a  w an io r  leading three male prisoiiera 
fettered by ihe neck and arms, presents them to 
a chief, who nut yet giulted with the food o f  con- 
quest, treads opon ins vanquished enemies, and 
inuk S'luem writhe heiieaiti his fed  in all the 
ago..y ofauttWuig. T o  this suceeeils a scene o f  
human saciifices, where an cxeeuiioner is in Ihe 
act* of hehcadiiig some, while otheis are hurled 
from off »he precipice of a fortreS-s. T hen  follows 
a g iow ing  picinre o f  a chariot ba 'ile , in which 
among the prominent figures, is seen « w . r n o r  
falling from his car, by the woiind of an arrow, 
and the  principal Hero h.,s his arm uplifted 
sa b re s  passing chief. In the next eoiiipaniiient 
a  chief beheads a kneeling prisoner with a Singu­
larly crooked sworo, and Ihe series clos s w ilh»  
represeuiaiiua of Ihe Conqueror crowned as a  
divinity, and iuvesled with the sacred crosier, 
while eiublemaiic .figures Surround Ins Ihroue^ 
where Ire again receives'* (lie presl-iiiaiiun o f  friie r-  
ed caplives, in separate grou iiS of bearded males, 
and tong-rolied tcmalcs.

All the Separate portraits o f  this illuslrions 
Hero are  so perfectly id tn lif ird  by their exact 
resemhiauce o f  features, costume, anus, einhlcms, 
Ac. as to render it iiupussibie lor him lo be iiiis- 
takeu  for any other.

A t the end of this passage to the tom!', which 
is alioul thirty f,-ei long by ten broad, are il.ree 
doors cummuiiiraiing with the fiisi chamher o f  
the lumIt itself, tlie ceiiiral one o f  which is ar­
ched, and exceeds the two olJierg in s  Ze Tlie  
aparimeul to  which it  leads is about Ihe same 
diineusioiis as the passage, crossing it transver­
sely, and is supported by two inassive columns o f  
about five feet III diaincler, and -ten in heig^lil |  
the whole o f  the sliaft o f  each is fluted, after the 
G reek  fashion, aud unlike any" other pillars Seen 
in EgypU and these columns, as.wellas <he c h a m ­
ber i Iscif, are cut ou t of (he solid rock. T h e  
walls ot.lhis apartiueiil have been carefullv oraa- 
meiiled with sculpture, stucco, and painting ; re­
presenting, as in the temples, e ither ofi'cringslo 
the divinities «>r lo the dead, while the rool was 
studded with a field o f  stars. T h e  ia.rgest .and  
moat remarkable figures, however, are. those 
which occupy the two side cunipartmenlsi near 
the doof-Way, uii the eastern wail, in each  o f  
which an executioner. Urge as life, is in Ihe ac t 
n f  beheading a kneeling captive. T h e  figures 
are finely exicnted, and seem lu eX|>rrss Iheir 
preparation for Ibe sacrifice, by giving, them­
selves, (he awful signal of death, each of them, 
while the arm  of their destroyer is lifted fur liie 
bloWv exleading one hand from the bodv, aud 
placing the other emjdialically upon the -heart ! 
W h o  could he insensible to scenes like these) 
'W ho could thus tread, upon a soil once inoisic- 
iied with the blood of immolated victims, which 
flowed under Ihe sanction o f  justice  and refigiuii, 
abd n o t  be carried back lo the distant ages wlii< b 
engendered this surprising combination o f  great­
ness and barbarity , without being lost, in fact ia  
Ihe lybyrinlh of one's awn rrfldctiuiis I

Opposite lu those impressive pictures are deep 
recesses in the western wall, after (he manner o f  
the luiiihs at Silsilis, in each of which are three 
sitting figures, apparently representing youths o f  
both Sex.rS ; the ornaments o f  Iheir heads, and 
Iheir style o f  dress differing respectively ; the 
a ltitude  of all is that o f  one hand laid upon the 
knee, and the «>lbers affectionately interlaced to­
gether , representing, perhaps, the family or off- 
spring o f  the deceased.

From  this o u ter hall a  central dour led to tha 
iiinerinost apparimeiit, which is shou t leu feet 
SQuare, hagiiig a similar recess in the western wall, 
which one contained the figure o f  the honoured 
Chief ' E u T j t ’howcTer* that ignoble passion
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^ h i d i  s ickens a t  tbe  fam e e f  others, has Tented 
i t s r a u r o u c  even against the silent dead, and 
alxMigh fruiu haste or indolence, it  has spared 
th e  lumb itsrlf, the s ta tue  o f  the H ero , to  wJiom 
i t  was a last abode, has been so waiiioiily routi- 
ia led ,  that nothing but a  frag iueul o f  tbe bead 
rem ains 4 the blocks, chipped^ from the broken 
Slatiie, being still found lying on the spot.

T h  e scol|)lure and painting seen on tbe walls 
o f  the tomb are admirably perfect, and may be 
ranked  am ong the  most finished works o f  that 
k in d  to be found e ither  in £ g y p t  or N ub ia .  
T liis  sacred rham her was, no doom , reserved for 
tlie purpose t>f m aking offerings to the illustrious 
dead, the duties  o f  wliich are every wlicre a round  
so  heaulifully depicted. T he re  were several ex­
pressive fig u re s  which caught uiy a tten tion , bu t 
uoue-that interested me uiore Inuii a  g roup  re ­
presented on each side o f  the doorw ay, tlie fi­
gures large its life, and occupying a corresponding 
place with the human sacrifices wiihuul. B u t  
while those startled the soul with h o rro r  at lip; 
coiileiiiplaliou of its hlt>ody purpose i these, on 
th e  coiiirary, pou r trayed  llie leiideresi duties, 
4tiid tlie.sweelesi ties of life. I t  was the mother 
4>f this eutumhed warrior, affectionately suckling 
tile H e ro  in his boytiood, when his infant liiiilis. 
were  not y e t  trained to all the nervous exercise 
o f  war, but when, as i f  in preSage o f  his future 
greatness, the chieftain 's  lieiinet sa t  U{K>n his 
brow . I t  was the same as that which graced him 
in his car, which he wore u| khi the tt.roiie, and 
which was a t last exchanged fo r  the sacred 
c row n, and. even the features in yo u th  and ,iuaii- 
h ood  still preserved their exact resemhiaiice.

T h e  mode o f  in term ent practised in the R oyal

W e  acco rd in g ly  p u rsu ed  o n r  co u rse ,  pass­
ing  a t  noon a tu g g e d  s tra igh t  or c a ta ia c t ,  
Called E l -B a b -A  honliore , exac t ly  resembling 
the  one  at T » e fa ,  w here  the r iv e r  c u rved  to­
w a rd  tlie S. K. It WHS with the g re a te s t  diffi­
cu lty  that 1 could bear the  application o f  niy 
■iglii to the tak ing  a  m erid ian  a lt i tu d e  of the 
sun  for the la 'i i i ide ,  and  when ta k e n ,  still 
g r e a t e r  to read  off the  d istance  from Uie s e x ­
t a n t ,  tbo iigh  th e  read ing -g la ss  was o f  h'rgh 
m ag n ify ing  p o w e r ,  a n d  ex trem ely  c lea r .  T h e  
o b se rv a t io n  gav e  a laiiiocie o f  23® 19’ N .

T h e  «hu res  o f  the N ile  he re  p resented  on 
bo th  sides the  same sterile a s p e c t  as before ; 
th e  yellow hills d e sce n d in g  n e a i jy  to the w a­
ters* e d g e , and the sands apparently  e n c ro ach ­
i n g  upon liie n a r ro w  str ip  o f  cu ll iva i ion  on 
e i th e r  s ide.

Opposite  to  S he ik  A b a sh a ,  w e w e re  balled  
by  som e w re tc h e d  v illagers, to  k n o w  tf we had 
any  corn on b o a rd ,  o f  w hich  they w e re  in  
w a n t ,  but o u r  Harabra  cap ta in  said lie kn ew  

. his b r e th re n  on tha t  side of the w a te r  too  well 
to  v en tu re  am ong  th e m ,  the c e r ta in  conse  
qnetice  o f  w hich  w ould  be the p lunder  of the  
boa t of  all its c o n te u ts  j  he th e re fo re  a n sw e re d  
iu  the negative.

Soon afte r this w e  landed a t  M e r r o w o w ,  
on the w e s te rn  b a n k  of tb e  N i l e ,  w h e re ,  a t  a 
i'ew p a c e s  from tbe e d g e  o f  . the s t r e a m , is a 
ruined tem ple , o f which, a f te r  g rea t  pains, 
~ succeeded  iu transcrib ing  a to le rab ly  a c c u ­
ra te  g rou n d -p lan . . . .

T o  the east  o f  this tem ple  was a  la rg e  ob- 
i)g c o u r t ,  w hich , being w a lled  u p  tow ards  

the  liver ,  p re v e n te d  the temple from being 
accessible on the e a s te rn  side ; it had only one 
g a te w a y ,  o r  d o o r  a p e r tu r e ,  w hich  w as on the
west, immediately lU a line with a  portico, 
from which it was separated by an open and 
unpaved space. T h e  gate  itself is of massive 
architecture and fine workm anship; bu t as Uie 
court to which it led was evidently uo tau  en ­
trance  to the sac red  building, and differed from 
all a rrangeinen is  iu these edificeSkihut we had 
yet seen ,  I  was at a loss to conceive its pur- 
rose, unless it was used for religious proces­

sions, OT some solemn festivals which required 
to be ce leb ra ted  on a la rge  and uncovered 
space, and at the same time concealed by an 
enclosure from profane view. I f  intended for 
this purpose, its size and situation were adm ir­
ably adapted  to that end, from being  placed 
so as  to receive the priesthood fioiu the very 
threshold of ttie tem ple  door. T h e  portico, 
though suppor ed by tw o  columns only , has a 
very richly o rnam enied  front, possessing, all 
the usual cbaracteristices of Egyptian architec- 
tu ie ,  Blaiiility, and simplicity. T h e  sculpture, 
differing but little in its subjects, is of a finished 
tm d aud the capitals of the-pillars deservedly  
rank among th e  m ost beamifol o f  their age.

1 w as surprised on entering the portico to I.dimensions of the human figpie, from ttiree i*> 
lind two side doors cu t through the walls, and four inches iu thickness, rounded at the head, 
these neither uniform in sixe nor position; squared at the feet, aud gradually car rowing t«u 
although they are evidently no t o f  la te r  da le  word the bottom.

the  priesthood, o f  a bowl conlaluing a pair of  
l ive , hawks, uppareully  male e n d  feiirale. T k e  
goddeiB, clad only by a transparent robe a round 
Uie waist,-showing beoealb itS-.fulds a. furiu of 
y ou th fu l  beauty, her full round busuui exposed, 
aud a «ont««r of most expressive features, receiv­
ed offerings smilingly ; while the young H o ru s  
A po llo ,  who followed in her train, placed his fin­
g e r  on his lips, expressing, like the Grecian alley 
g o r ic * f ig u re ,  the sacred duly of silence. A 
thousand conjectures rushed into roy iiuagiiia- 
lioii on tb^ siglil o f  this Singular and interesting 
p icture , many of which will no doubt suggest 
themselves to others. A  priest, an offcr ingpf 
* iiii^ed’ birds, a lovely female, the Egyptian  
VeuNis, arrayed iu the smiles o f  youth and beauty, 
— and Sileuce, with its finger on US lips ;—These 
were expressive.coinbiiialious. •

On tbe soulUern wall, where ibe Subject of of- 
feripgs are repealed, the exterid^ design o f  the 
side door, coiuiiinuicalMig with the protico, 
s t r u c k  me as particularly  beautiful. T w o  chains 
o f  lo tu s  flowers run petuendicularly  up each 
side, within which, tlie s ta lk , suriiiouuled by ijs 
bud, assumes .the nature  o f  a ptilar, a round which 
is twiifed the giicircliug serpent, whose erect body 
rises on its suinm it, and supports the sacred bon­
net. T h e  winged globe fills tbe centre o f  the 
cornice ; and above, a  large beetle is represented, 
hearing on his head a glubt;, supported there by 
exteuded human arm s, and having spreading 
wings, like those which guard  the central globe 
below, a figure a^ new t o m e  as i t  was b fau li lu ' 
and ijgiienious.

l u  the mouiitai'ii, a few pacM south o f  the tem ­
ple, we found a num ber o f  excavations in the rock  
made for tlie purpose o f  eutum bm enl, and though 
lieWii o u t  without order or reg u la r i ty ,a o J  un­
adorned with sculpu,re, still criiitaining five sar­
cophagi o f  freestone,, suiuewhat exceeding (be

thau tlm tem p le  itself, from  the s ty le  of  their 
oriiam euts co rree jiood ing  with those o f  (he o-

l ii  oiMi o f  the graves We funiid 
two of these sarcopbitgi, placed side by side, p ro ­
bably a union o f  friends.in dea th :  but all o f  them 
had been violated, and (be bones, ibe linen, and

ib e r  parts  of the build ing . O v e r  th e  so u th e rn  j] o ther  fragments v f  tbv'r contents, were still seen 
one  sa t  H c ro u ch ed  l ion , with a  tap e r  bu rn ing  ' scattered a b o u t  thc^jeujrance.

T h e  ro o f  ie covered  
with sp re a d  vu ltu res  and  glare; a f r j e z e o f  crosa^ 
w iu g ed  haw ks, and  lopg vases, .surrounds the  
t o p ;  and  a t  the. bottom of the walls an e x q u i­
site b o rd e r  is  formed from processions o l .sm sl-  
J e r  figures.

Begiiiiiiog nea r  4he d o o r  of the nav e  on 
the  r ig h t ,  i s  first s e e n  p pries t  b e a r in g  loaves 
oh a salv.er ;  a se^ond^ following with vases of 
w ater  ; a third with a pair of .flying birds, r e s ­
tra ined  in th e ir  flight by a s t r i n g ;  a  fourth  
with fru i ts ;  and  oUmms w ith  provisions, Sec.?;

lotus flow ers. O n  th e  shafts o f  th e  co lum ns 
a re  «een  men bearing on th e ir  sh ou lde rs  th e  
y o u n g  bulls o f  sacrifice ; and the  portals o f  rhe 
sekos, o r  body of the  t e m p le , 'a r e  g u a rd e d  on 
eaeb 's ide  by s i l t ing  b irds, w hose  heads  a re  
c ro w n e d  with lo tus wreath.^.

T h e  next ap a r tm en t  is only partia lly  scu lp ­
tu re d ,  and  th e  sanc tua ry  w as c losed  by a 
highly finished doo r ,  so m assively cons truc ted ,  
th a t  the  appearance  of its p re c a u t io n a ry  
s treng th  was a lone  sufficient to  exc ite  a suspi­
cion of its co n cea l in g  either trea su res  or sacred  
property.. A c c o rd in g ly ,  the p lu n d e r in g  spirit 
of its d e s tro y e rs  had  been  no doub t  roused  to  
uew energ ies  by tho -rew ard  wliicb its violation 
profViised, b u t  be in g  p robab ly  una lde  to Force 
ti is  doo r  Itself, they had stripped off the very 
roof, to descend  through it in to  the narrow  
and gloom y c h a m b e r ,  which had been excava­
ted from the ro ck y  m ounta in  against which 
the tem p le  a b u tted .

'^Above this also, and  o n .a  level with the roof 
o f  the edifice, w as a n o th e r  excava t ion  in th e  
ro c k ,  .which has sh a re d  the com m on fate  of 
sac ie lig iuus  violation, and is now left to  silent 
deeolation. T h e  precautions tak e n  by  those 
m yste rie s  p e o p le ,  (he E gyp tian s ,  for thes«cu ri-  
t> of their sa c re d  edijfices, their  a ltars , th e ir  
t rea su res ,  and the ir  tombs, seem to p rove  an 
existing apisrehensioD in th e ir  m inds of fu ture  
spolia tion, and their  efforts to  p rev en t  this w ere  
proportionately  g rea t .  Y e t  neither catacom bs 
nor py ram ids,  colossal statues n o r  lo w erin g  
obelisks, hav e  been  ab le  to  w ithstand u nhu r t  
the shock  of p e r s e c u t in g  barbarism  ; so much 
m ore <i;asy is it to pull d o w n  than to e re c t .

S til t ,  however, th e  powerful engines o f  devas 
laliyn liaye bu t effected b u lf  their purpose, the 
wiqk o f  desirucliop being yet inroraple le .; 
enough remaining to prove the pajient skill 'and 
loft V genius o f  those-who could couslauct Such 
works o f  im m orta lity , and to stamp an dteroal 
odium oo those invaders who, with every advan­
tage o f  conquest on their side, were unable to 
coinpliete Bie aimihilaling task, which they were 
barbarous emtiigli to couceisre.

On descending tu examine the ex te r io r  o f  the
