The letters A, B and C in this list indicate Watermarked, unwater-

marked and changed colour stamps respectively. Those stamps that are



not so marked are stamps which either I have not seen or, having seen,
I do not recall whether they are watermarked or unwatermarked. As for
the 3c. and 16¢. stamps, everyone knows, of course, that they are unwater-
marked, so there is no need of marking them the same as the others. In
order to avoid repetition, the words “imperforate between” are not written.
For example, “vertical pair imperforate between” is simply listed as
‘“vertical pair”. The reader will naturally know that this is an imperforate

between variety.

CHINA AIRMAILS

Collectors should be warned against a so-called Canton to Yunnanfu
flight. Such a flight was projected for the end of November, 1929, but
was not carried out. A few days previous to the proposed flight, the
plane, the “Golden Horse” was damaged in an accident at Wuchow and the
flight from Canton to Yunnanfu was called off. However, mail had been
deposited in the postoffice, marked “Canton-Yunnanfu First Flight”, and
was dispatched to Yunnanfu by the ordinary route, as the dates on the
Canton and Yunnanfu postal cancellations will indicate.

In closing, it will be of interest to collectors of first flight covers to
know that the Shanghai to Hankow mail service is, some day, to be ex-
tended up-river to Ichang, Chungking and, eventually, to Chengtu, in Sze-
chuen province, covering a route from Shanghai to Chengtu that now takes
three or four weeks in about as many days.
