Strawberry Gultnre

For field culture, set one foot apart in the rows, with rows

3^ feet apart, requiring 12,450 plants to the acre. For garden

culture, set in beds IJ by 1| feet apart.

Strawberries will thrive in nearly all classes of soil; like other

plants, however, good soil and proper culture will produce

better plants, better fruit and more of it than poor soil and neg-

lect. Any soil suitable to corn, potatoes and vegetables will

produce good strawberries. Prepare the ground in the same

manner as you would for any garden crop; the more thorough

the preparation the better the results.

Planting should be done with a spade, “dibble” or garden

trowel. In this operation force the planting tool straight into

the ground 6 to 8 inches and work it from side to side until an

opening has been made large enough to accommodate the roots

of the plant spread out fan-shaped into the opening. When the

roots are in position, force the planting tool into the gronnd at

the side of the plant and by pressure force the dirt over against

the roots. Firm the dirt around the plant by pressure of the

feet. The plant must be well firmed.

It is of the greatest importance that strawberries be planted at

the proper depth. The point of highest attachment of the roots

on the crown sliould be just under the surface of the ground

when planted. (The “crown” is that fleshy part of the plant

from the bottom of which grow the roots, and from the top the

leaves.)

Mulch the strawberry bed with straw, leaves, slough grass, ^or

coarse manure. This will protect fruit from dirt in rainy

w'eather and prevent freezing and thawdng in early spring.
