Final d ra ft of the charter proposed 
for the city of Glendale was adopted 
by the board of freeholders last 
n ight; the official copy will be filed 
with the city clerk today and will be 
presented to the board of trustees a t 
its regular session Thursday night.

The law provides, it was pointed 
out a t the freeholders’ m eeting last 
night, th a t the board of trustees 
shall, w ithin fifteen days, cause the 
proposed charte r to be published 
once in the official newspaper of the 
city and, too, shall have booklets 
printed containing the charter in full 
lor free distribution , in o rder th a t 
the voters may study the  docum ent 
before voting for or against it.

The proposed ch a rte r contains 
close to 15,000 words. I t was 
unanim ously adopted by the free­
holders, four members of the board 
being absent. Those present were 
B ert P. W oodard, chairm an; Dr. Jes­
sie A. Russell, secretary; A. W. 
Beach, C. E. Kimlin, R. M., McGee, 
F. L. Muhleman, May E. Myton, W. 
R. Phelon, Mabel L. Tight, F. H. j 
Vesper and G. B. W oodberry. Those 
absent were George H. Bentley, C. 
W. Ingledue, Henry Johnston and C. 
D. Lusby. Before the charte r is f i l- ; 
ed the members of the board absent 
last n igh t will be given an opportuni­
ty to attach  their signatures to it, a l-' 
though this is not one of the require-1 
m ents of the law.

Some of C harter Provisions
The charter provides for a m a n a -; 

gerial form of governm ent for the 
city. I t proposes th a t the officers 
of the city shall be five mem bers of 
the council, five members ;of the 
board of education, five lib rary  trus- - 
tees, a city assessor, a city tax col­
lector, a city m anager, a city con-1 
tro lle r, a city clerk, a city tre a su re r , , 
a city attorney, a city engineer, a  j 
stree t superintendent, a superin te n - ! 
dent of buildings, a police judge, a 
chief of police, a fire chief, and a 
health  officer. The council, of 
course, may provide for subordinate 
officers, clerks and o ther employes.

Of the officers named, the mem-1 
bers of the council, board of educa­
tion, city treasu rer and the city clerk 
shall be elected from the city a t

This read justm en t is not a piece of 
work th a t will be accomplished in 
th is generation. It m ust be, very 
largely, the work of those who are 
now only school children; and the 
scheme of the ir education m ust be 
bettered if they are to grow into the 
men and women capable of managing 
the large program  of economic read­
justm ent. Among the changes cited 
by the speaker as necessary factors 
in the betterm en t of ou r education­
al scheme were sm aller classes, th a t 
the pupils’ individuality may be de­
veloped, th a t his own peculiar bent 
and his own ta lents may be discov-

This Clock Is Unusual
An Illinois artisan , form erly a 

m aster clock builder and instructor, 
lias, a fte r  five years’ effort, produced 
an unusual astronom ical clock in 
which the earth  is illum inated by 
phosphorescent rays from the sun 
and moon, says Popular Mechanics 
magazine. By means of correctly de­
signed pinions the m iniature eartli 
is made to revolve 365% tim es while 
m aking one circuit of the sun, and, 
as it is tilted  a t a tw enty-three and 
one-half-degree angle, the seasonal 
changes are plainly shown. The 
moon m akes the circuit of the earth  
in exactly the righ t tim e, keeping one 
side earthw ard  continuously and go­
ing through all the  phases and eclip­
ses. A large dial above the  regula­
tion clock dial keeps accurate track  
of the seasons, m onths, * days and 
hours.

War Not Over for Them
A tiny news dispatch says Ameri­

can hospitals are receiving 5,000 dis­
abled and sick war veterans every 
month, ^nd discharging 3,500 cured. 
This means a,m onthly  increasing roll 
of patients. This is not, however, 
the worst to be told. The increase 
is not lim ited by need of hospital 
trea tm en t; it  is kept down by lack 
of hospital facilities.

The United S tates is trea ting  the 
heroes of the w ar much as the pro­
verbial “ poor rela tion” was treated . 
The nation is neglecting the very 
men who, when the nation was in 
sere  need, gave no thought to their 
own lives and com fort. I t is little  
wonder th a t the national com m ander 
of the American Legion should com­
plain: “ Disabled veterans are not
getting  w hat they deserve from a 
gratefu l nation .”

The nation was grateful, all right, 
back in the war days, when the foe 
threatened. The nation was grateful 
indeed when the flower of American 
manhood rose up in arm s and w ent 
forth  to give battle. The nation 
promised much to the boys who 
fought “ Over There.” And th is is 
the nation th a t sang so loudly and 
often: ’’W hen you come hack.”

Well, they came back, many jof 
them ill and disabled. About half a 
million of those brave boys were dis­
charged from service “ with disabili­
ty.” Yes, they came hack. But it 
seems th a t the nation has forgotten 
th a t they came back; has forgotten 
the fine promises th a t were made 
upon th e  eve of battle. The nation 
has forgotten its solemn duty.

“The war is over.” Those four 
words you have heard often since 
November 11, 1918. “ The war is 
over,” declared politicians in con­
gress as they voted away w artim e 
legislation.

The w'ar is not over for those vet­
erans discharged “ with disability .” 
The w ar will not be over with them  
for many years to come.

All other officers, it  is declared 
in the offered docum ent, m ust be ap­
pointed as provided for. I t was the 
desire of a m ajority  of the members 
of the board to center responsibility 
in the council, hence it was decidon 
best to  have m ost of the officers ap­
pointive and subject to the pleasure 
of the council which, in tu rn , is un­
der the control of the  voters.

I t  was though t best to m ake the 
trea su re r and city clerk more or less 
independent of the council, therefore 
both officials are to he» chosen di- j 
rectly by the people.

Election Is Set for March
The hoard of freeholders, as is 

prqvided for by law, last n igh t set 
Tuesday, March 29, as the date of 
election when the voters w ill e ither 
accept o r reject the proposed char­
ter. If the ch a rte r is accepted by 
the people, it goes to the sta te  leg- ] 
islatu re to be ratified.

Of course, if the ch a rte r becom es! 
operative the term s of the p re se n t! 
city officials will come to an end, 
for the ch a rte r provides th a t:

“ Elective officers shall hold office) 
for a period of four years from and 
a fte r 8 o’clock p. m. of th e  th ird  
Monday of April following the day I 
of election, and un til th e ir  sucoes-! 
sors are elected and qualified; p ro­
vided, th a t the clerk and treasu rer 
elected and the th ree members of the 
council and the th ree  m em bers ot 
the board of education receiving the 
highest num ber of votes for said of­
fices, respectively, a t the firs t gen­
eral municipal election held under 
this charter, shall serve from 8 

¡o’clock p. m. of Ju ly  5, 1921, until 
I 8 o'clock p. m. of the th ird  Monday 
I of April, 1925, and un til the ir suc- 
i cessors are elected and qualified, and

! cil through ordinance. The board of 
i freeholders, it was sta ted  by indi- 
j vidual m embers last night, desired to 
) invest a num ber of powers in the 
| council, where it is proposed to cen- 
| te r responsibility. The city mana- 
! ger, too, comes in for a g rea t deal 
: of responsibility. The proposed char- 
i te r holds th a t the city m anager, a t 
¡the tim e of his appointm ent, does 
I not necessarily have to he a resident 
; of the city.

Operation of the board of educa­
t io n ,  largely governed by the sta te  
j  laws, is not changed to any extent 
j  under the charte r provisions.

The position of contro ller is con- 
j  sidered an im portan t one by the 
■ board of freeholders and the propos­
e d  charter provides he shall he t#ie 
general accountant of the city. One 

| o f the provisions rela ting  to th is po- 
jsition is tha t:
| “ All orders for the purchase of 
1 goods, m aterials o r supplies, and all 
| orders or contracts proposed to be 
¡entered into by the city by v irtue  of 
I which any money shall o r may be­
come payable by the city, except con- 

i tracts, the expense of which Is to be 
! paid by assessm ents upon properties 
) benefited or affected thereby, shall 
before feecoming effective, on behalf 

) of the city, be presented to the con­
tro lle r and have endorsed thereon 
his certificate th a t th e re  rem ains un­

It is refreshing, whenever one gets to thinking that life chiefly 
consists of breakfast, dinner, supper and going to bed, to hear of 
some real progress that is being made amid discouragements in this 
old world. For although goodness knows we haven’t risen very far 
as yet above our fellow-animals, the little vfe have attained is being 

j more widely spread with every year. Perhaps it is bettetr for the 
whole world to advance a little than for a favored part of it to reach 
perfection.

John Higginbottom is a missionary in Allahabad, alluring city 
of tradition and century upon century of historical lore. But he is 
not content with transforming Hindoos into Christians, or substitut­
ing the Bible for the Vedas. Higginbottom is teaching high caste In­
dians how to farm.

There was an Indian prince, he narrates, who had arrived with 
j  a “penurious” retinue of twelve servants and a single motorcycle, 
j The first argument arose over his highness’ fingernails. The nail 
bn the little finger of the left hand is allowed to grow several 
inches long by high caste natives, a mute proof that they know not 
manual labor. Having induced the prince to indulge in a manicure, 
Higginbottom noticed that the costly jewels on the young man’s 
fingers interfered with his work of filling a silo.

“If one of those diamonds should fall out of its setting and a 
cow should swallow it,, the poor cow would die,” Higginbottom re­
marked casually.

Now one of the tenets of the Hindoo faith is that animals are 
sacred. No Hindoo will kill one—not even a tiger in self-defense. 
The Indian prince removed the rings.

There are 20,000 square miles of agricultural land in Gwalior, 
where this unique missionary works. With such efforts its 3,000,000 
inhabitants should have, in a very few years, a farming community 
that need not be ashamed of its output. Higginbottom is accomplish­
ing something. Progress is reaching to Gwalior.
