Planting Peonies 

If you are ready to plant your Peonies when they arrive, wash off 

all packing material and drop the roots into water. Just before plant¬ 

ing, remove the labels so the wire will not cut the roots. Dig a hole 

2 feet in diameter and from 1 to \/i feet deep. Place the Peony root 

in the hole so the eyes on the root are 2 inches below the level of the 

ground. It may be necessary to place more soil back into the hole in 

order not to have the eyes more than 2 inches below the level of the 

ground. Be sure the soil is tramped down well so it will not settle 

any more. Hold the division erect in the center of the hole with one 

hand, with the other draw in the soil and pack it firmly about the 

root so that just the eyes show. Give the root a pail of water and 

then fill in the balance of the hole and firm the soil tightly. Just as 

soon as the Peony appears above the ground, begin to cultivate at 

least twice each week until August 1st. By keeping the soil loose 

during the first growing season, there should be no loss.

One of the very good early dark reds. The plant is very tall and 
holds its flowers so erect that it makes a fine showing. One of the 
finest of all red Peonies as a landscape variety. A great dark flower 
that looks almost black and unusually rich when viewed from a dis¬ 
tance.

8.8 ADDIELANCHEA (Brand) 

A Peony of the rose type. Creamy white with base of center petals 
yellow. Guard petals are prominently flecked with crimson; the 
crown petals slightly so. A fine Peony, comparable to Enchantress 
and Grace Loomis. A Brand Division #3.00 

8.6 ARGENTINE (Lemoine) 
A late midseason globular white, with symmetrically arranged pet- 
als of splendid substance.

We have experimented with the propagation of the French Lilac for over 20 years to find how 
to grow it in a practical way on its own roots. We have discovered how to do this successfully. 
Before we were able to do this we never had any success with French Lilacs in the Minnesota cli¬ 
mate. We have never had any trouble with our French Lilacs dying out since. A French Lilac must 
be on its own root to do well in a severe climate like that of Minnesota. 

Growing an Improved Lilac on its own root is a slow process. It. actually takes us two years 
longer to produce a Lilac of a given grade on its own root than it would take to produce the same 
grade on privet. Yet we insist on sending out only those Lilacs that will prove satisfactory, so our 
customers can depend upon receiving only genuine own-root plants. 

We have a wonderful deep rich alluvial soil; the soil in which the Lilac revels. This contributes 
to strong thrifty tops with a large, well-balanced root system.

Why Lilac and Peony Prices are More Stable 

Than Those of Iris 
If an Iris rhizome is planted in July, it will give sale plants the following year. One plant will 

often produce in this time from three to five good rhizomes. Since Iris stock is so easily multi¬ 
plied, many people go into the business of growing it, and the market is soon flooded. Hence the 
price, even of the newer varieties, drops very rapidly. 

On the contrary, a Peony root, planted for the purpose of reselling stock, cannot be divided for 
at least two years. Even then it seldom produces as many salable divisions as an Iris gives in one year. 
Consequently, Peony prices do not drop as rapidly as Iris prices. 

Now selling stock of the Lilac is produced even more slowly than that of 
the Peony. 

A Lilac cutting is first grafted by skilled hand labor. The graft is then 
planted and given thorough cultivation for two years. By this time the root 
on which the graft was made has disappeared and own roots have been formed 
on the scion, but it is not yet ready for sale. 

It is taken up from the bed in which it was planted and transplanted without 
division to the field. Here it is allowed to grow for two years more, and if 
weather conditions during this time have been favorable, it becomes a salable 
plant. Thus, it is evident that it takes at least four years of time and much 
skilled labor to produce one of our Own Root Lilacs. Prices of stock produced 
so slowly must remain comparatively high.

No garden is complete without perennial Phlox. The color range is so large, 

the colors so bright, and the period of blooming so long that every garden should 
contain a good planting. 

Plants begin to bloom in late June, and with proper treatment continuous bloom 
may be expected until frost comes. 

Water heavily during dry spells. The flowers should not be allowed to go to 
seed. Cut the first flower spikes when they are in full bloom and use for home 
decoration. Or, if left longer on the plant, they should be cut as soon as the blooms 
fade. In this way a second setting of bloom will come on and thus the season will 
be prolonged. 

This plant likes a well-enriched soil and a sunny well-drained location. Fall 
planting can be made from the first of September until the ground freezes. Phlox 
can also be planted in the spring. 

Plant so that the crown is just beneath the surface and use plenty of water if 
the ground is at all dry. If the soil is dry as winter approaches, stir the ground 
well about the plants and cover with a good mulch.

It is important to mulch Lily bulbs in the fall with welbrotted 
manure, straw, or marsh hay. This is not usually necessary as a pro- 
tection against extreme cold; but the continual thawing and freezing 
of winter tears the roots of unprotected bulbs from the soil, often 
heaving the bulb above ground, and the first warm, sunny days bring 
tender shoots above ground before danger of frost is over. 

Lilies, unlike most garden flowers, are more effective if planted in 
small groups scattered through the border than in large masses. Also 
they will do better and be more effective if planted in connection with 
slender growing plants, such as small shrubs, ferns, and herbaceous 
plants.

When to Plant 

The Oriental Poppy is best handled 
during its dormant season in the sum¬ 
mer. After blooming, the Poppy first 
ripens its seeds, and then the top dies 
to the ground. In late August it be¬ 
comes thoroughly dormant for a period 
of several weeks and then a new set of 
leaves appear. We begin to fill our or¬ 
ders when the plant first becomes dor¬ 
mant and we continue to send out 
plants during the fall months. 

A plant during the dormant season 
appears dead, and you may not be at 
all pleased when you receive a consign¬ 
ment of these roots. But carry out the 
following directions and in a very short 
time your plants will show signs of life. 

How to Plant 

Dig a hole so deep that the root ex¬ 
tends straight down its full length with 
the top two inches beneath the surface 
level. Pack the soil well about it. Water 
heavily if the ground is dry. Mulch 
lightly the first winter. Cultivate early 
the next spring and until blooming 
time. 

Caution 

Many cover their perennials with 
leaves and during the course of the 
winter the leaves pack down and smoth¬ 
er the plants. This is especially disas¬ 
trous to the Oriental Poppy. It is bet¬ 
ter to cover with 6 inches of wheat or 
rye straw, sudan grass, or wild hay, any 
of which is perfectly safe.
