NARRATIVE SUMMARY

For the month of November VMFA~314 flew 522,1 combat hours and 448
combat sorties with aircrews averaging 24 sorties, The bomb damage
assessment included 75 structures destroyed, 14 structures damaged, 29
bunkers destroyed, 3 bunkers damaged, 2 secondary explosions, 5 secondary
fires, 21 fighting holes destroyed, 13 road cuts and 425 meters of trench
line destroyed.
