Zy zyn van Loa
Guayra nsar Maracaybo bestemd, en hadden
omtrent I1C00 man aan boord. Te Maraenybo
zullen zy met eene talryke krygsmagt vereenigd
worden, en het geheel zal naar St. Martha en
Ris.de-la-[lache vertrekken, waarschynelyk ten
einde het garnisoen van deze plaatsen te ver-
sterken, Hunne lastste bestemming worde ge-
meld Porto Bello te zyn, waar zy van voorae-
men 2yn te landen.

Asn de reeds gedane nadeelen san conzen
hapdel door de Spasnsche kruizers hebben wy
met leedwezen er by te voegen, het nemen van
de schooner Admirasl van der Capellun, Dit
veartuig verscheen op Zondag moryg=n voor de-
ge haven zyode in bezit vap het scheepsroltk der
lcaper op deszelfs reis naar Puerio Cabello om
te regtgesteid te worden, hetzelvre was cenige
dagen te¢ voren genomen geworden, tusschen
Arubs en dit eiland, door den kaper Centello
van 6 stukken en omtrent 100 man, te St. Joha
Porto Rico te huis behoorende.

Op den avond, heeft de eigenasr van de Ad-
miranl ven der Kapellen, een santal vrywilligers
byeen gebragt, en dezelve met geweren, pisto
len, &c. geweapend, en aan boord van de u;hoe-
ner Mendez afgevaardigd am zyn vasrinig na
te jagen, ten einde hetzelve te hernemen, Mmaar
wy hebben met leedwezen te melden, dat 2y op
Dingsdag moargen zonder hetzelve tesug kwa-
meo.

Op Zoudag avond vergaderde een sants! per-
2onen v56r het huia van den Spasnschen gene-
raal Morales, alwaar geiyk wy vernemen, zy
zyn perzoon beledigden, en zich als eene mui
tende party gedroegen, zoo dat men het nood-
2akelyk vond eene milituire magt te zenden om
dezelve te verspreiden,

Op Dingsdag ontvingen wy berigten dat de
Centella de schoener de TweeVrienden enTwee
Zusters naar dese haven, genomen heeft. De
eerste werd eerst genomen en op het ooster end
van Aruba ten anker gebragt. De kaper ging
op de jugt van de Twee Zusters. I[n dienzelf
den tyd gingen verscheidene inwoners aan boo.rd
van.de I'wee Vreienden, en door middel van list
gelokte bet hun dezelve in de haven te brengen
De Centella kwam weldra met de Twee Zus.
tess, en ankerde haar ook in de haven, Eenige
betoogingen had ploats tusschen deinwoners en
den kommandant van de kaper, die nicttegen
stastde de beide vasrtuigen Hollundsche viag
hadden, en in Hollandsche hasen waren, de on
beschanradheid had van te ondernsmen dezelve
vit de haven te krygen, ten einde nsar Puerto
C.bello op te zenden, muar zyne verme'ciheid
wepd zeer gord tegengeguann, en de Centelia
was verpligt te vestrekken zonder die vasrtui
xen.

Wy hebben tevens te meld«n, dat omtrent
Gien z=lfden tyd, de Centells, de Columbisan
eche flechera kuper Balesteros van een stuk ge-
rchot en 25 man io Aroba bragt, welke by in
de Gulf van Maracaybo na een gevegt van drie
uren natn. Men meldu dot verscheidene dooden
sanbeide zyden waren, de kieine flechera heeft
zich in dit ongelyke gevegt met gronte d-pper-
beid verdedigd, tot dat dexelve duor enteren
genemen werd. De kapl. van de Ceptella was
zwear gewond op drie verschillende plaatsen,
en is thans op dit eiland in een zeer gevasrly-
ken staat.  Dic kapt. van de Balesterns en een
gedeelte van zyne manschappeo, zyn gevangen
oan boord de Contelty,

Na Aroba veriaten te hebben, cirtrok do
Ceantella voor dit ciland zamen met de Baleste-

ros, welke by bemande, en op Woensdsg mor-
gen verschenen 2y voor deza haven- De Cen-
tella kwam terstond binnen, en de Balesteros
biecf voor da haven. et oogmerk van des-
zells komst werd gezegd te zyn (maar voor des-
zelfs waarheid staan wy biet in) om de schoe-
ners de Twee Viienden en Twee Susters op te
eisechen.  De eisch werd echter niet gedsan
daur het schyat det eenige personen den kom-
wandant van-den Centells zouden verwittigd
hebben, om beter te doen em te vertrekken.
Dit onderoam by terstond uit te voeren, e
wendde 2yn vaartnig tot dit cogmerk, masr
de eigenuar van den Admirssl van der Capel-
len, hed in dien ze!fden tyd een srrest kiaar
gemaalit, en de Centella werd ook belet te ver-
trekken. Op onderzoek beyond men dat de
schipper.en eenige matrozen van Admiraal van
der Capellen aan boord vao de Centella gevaa-
gen waten, Zy werden terstond aan land ge-
bragt em in viyheid gecteld,

Niets verder gebeusrde dien dag dan dat de
Balesteros tegensden avonhd binnen kwam; en
men geloofde sigemeentyk dat deze twee vaar-
tuigen, hier zouden gehouden worden, tot dat de
rchooner Toevaliig en Aduiirawl van der Ca:
pellen, thans te Paerto Cabello ter teregtste!
ling zynde, zouden tetug gegeven worden, naar
voor redenen welke ons onbekend zyn, werden
deselve toegestaun omtrent 12 uren in den
nacht van dien dag te vertrekken.

Deze twee kupers zeilden loefwsards, es op
den volgenden morgen hLield de Centella bty en
kwam de bark Groot Kwartics, schipper Andre
n9 Sunches, nan boord, die naar K'ein Caragao
vertrokken ir, om levensmiddelen voor eentge
personen die daar zyn om gras te plukken te
brengen. Toen de kaper gasten ean boord de
baik kwamen,begonnen zy terstond het scheeps-
volk van de bark op de ongehoordste wyze te
slaan, wearaan dan de schipper zyn deel had;
en na datzy hunne wrask gekoeld hudden, brag
ten zy den rch'pper asn boord van de Centella,
slwasr by ontvangen werd op de gongbsordes
door het grootste gedeelte yan het scheepsyolk,
gewapena met hendspakken, kouppels en tou-
wen, en dwoengen hem tot het kwarter dek te
gaen, alwear hy zyne papiescn asn den koin-
mandant overgaf, die dezelve doorgeleszen heeft
«n hem aan boord van zyn vasrtuig zond om
hem ep deze'{de beestachtige wyse te beharde-
len als toen by ean boord kwam. Een van de
manschappen bragt hiem ean’ zwaren slag op de
rog toe op het oogeablik toen hy over de boor
den stapte, em zich in de boot die iangs he:
vaertuig was te doen valien ; de kommsandent
en bet scheepsvoik van de Centella scholden de
inwoners dezes eilands ook op een onbehoorlyke
wyze, eo drygden dezeive op dezelfde wyza te
mishandelen indien 2y eenigen hunner in zyn
magt kregen, en drygden Andreas ea zyn vo'k
ook op te hangen, en hy debkt dat hun leven

in gevaar zoude geweest zyn, indiem de kaper
hen in deo nacht ontmoet had in plasts voor o-

ver dag. Voor dat uy de Groot Kwartier toe-
stemden om te vertrekken, voerde hy weg alle
de levensmiddelen die san boord waren, n som-
mige van de kieedingen van de mutrovzen. Op
de eankomst in d¢ haven was men verpligt den
schipper van boord te dragen, en wanneer wy
hem op Donderdag avond zagen, waren zyn
haofd en borst bedekt met, wonden,

Zu ks vreezen wy, is slechts eene voorberei.
ding ven de vyandelyke daden die wy te ver:
wachten hebbea vun de barbaren die aan boord
van de Centella ayn, wanneer zy beschermloo
2e vasrtuigen van deze haven ontmocten.

De volgende is ecne lyst van vaartoigen onlangs
genomen door de Spaan-che krnizers, en in Paer-
to Cabello om in tegt betrokkea te worden op
gezonden, waar zy allen verbeurt verklaard wer

Er waren twee vaartuigen van La Guayre
Bisteren aangekomen, maar wy hebben geene
nieuwspapieren met dezelve ontvangen.

In the cveniog, the ownrr of the Admiral yup
der Cuapelien, having collecied a uumber of
volunteery logether, and armed them widk
mushets, pistols, cutlaszex, &c dispatched them
in the schoener Meondez in pursuit of bis verss)
for the parpose of zetaking her; but we tegret
to add, that on T'uesday mosning they returney
without being able to come up with bt

On Sonday evening » nuwmber of persony
assembled in Front of the house of the Spunish
General Morales, which they yfierwards eq
tered, and we uonderstand offrred some imhg
nities to his person, aud otherwise behaved
in such a rivtous manoer, that it was foung
necessasy to seod a mititary force 1o disperse
them.

On Tuesday accounts reached this of the
Centells having taken possession of the schoo
vers T'wo Friends aud T'wo Sisters, both bouad
to this port  ‘The furmer of which having been
ceptured fiist, was carried to the esst end of
Araba, and there brought to an anchor. 'The
privateer then went io pursuit of the Two Sis.
tera.  In the mesntime several of the inha.-
bitants proceeded on bo.rd the Two Friends,
aod by mesns of sirstagem succeeded in re-
taking her, wnd carried ber down to the harb-yy,
The Centella soen afier returned with the Twe
Sisters, and anchored ber also in the barbour,
Some remonstrance now took place beiweeg
the inbabitants yad the communder of the pri.
vateer, Who notwithstanding thet the vessels
were both under Dutgh colours, and io a Dutel,
port, he bad the impudence tosttempt Lo take
them oat of the hurbour, in order to send thegn
to the judgement court of Puecto Cabello, bui
Lis temerity wai very properly resisted, and
the Centella was obliged to pail without them,

We should likewise mention, that ubout the
same time the Centella cuisied into Aruba the
Columbien flachera privateer Balesteros, of 1
guo and 25 men, which she hed coptured in 1he
tGiulf of Muaracaybe, afier an action ¢f three
houre. It is stuted that several fives were logt
on both sides, the littie fechera having defend.
ed herself in the unequal contest with grest
bravery, -until she wuas carried by boarding,
T'te cuptain of the Centella was severely woun-

ded in thtees different places, and is now in this
istand in a very dangerous stute. The captain
of the Balesteras and part of his ciew are prison-
ers 0o board the Centella,

After leaving Aruba the Centella procerded
for this island, ulomg with the Balesteios, which
she had manned; and on Wednesdey maorning
they both appeusred off the harboor. Tha Cen:
teita immedistely came in, and the Dalesteros
kept plying off end on. 'I'he object of her visit
it is suid, but for the truth of which we canaot
vouch, wes to demand thet the schooners Pwo
Friends and Two Sisters shou!d be given up to
her. ‘The demand, however, was oot niade, as
it would seein that some persons had hinted to
the commacnder of the Centella, that ths most
prudent step he couid tuke would be to make
the best of his wey ont of the harbour, T'tus he
immedistely sttempted to put in practice, and
swing round the baad of bis vessel for that par.
puse, but the owier of the Admiral van der Ca-
pellen had in ke meno tine prepared an wrjest,
and the Centella wes accordingly stoped. O
an investigation taking pleee it was foand tiat

the master of the Admiral van der Capetien and

»0me segmen weie prisoners an boaird the Cen
tettu. T'hey were instant'y teken ashure and
set at liberty,

Nothing terther occurred dosing the day,
except thet towards the evening the Bulesteros
aleo came in; wnd it was generaliy suppused
that these two vessels would have been deisined
here, until ilie schuuners Voevailig and Ad
miral van der Capelien, now ia Puerto Cabello
for adjudicative, should be 7estured; bat for
reasons, wiith which we are oot acyueinied,
they were, sbous 12 o’¢cluck the sams night
permitted Lo gov vat ofthe harboor.

These two privateers prosceded to windward,
and cn the [ullawing savrniag the Centeila
brought to end bosrded the drogging sloep
Giout Quartier, Andreas Sanches, master, pro
ceeding trom this poit 1o Litte Cursgao, with
piovisivns for sume persons who are gt present
coilecting gruss on that island. On the priva-
ieeramen eaming o bearil they instantly set
sbout beating the crew in the saost unmerciful
manaer, of which the master had his share; snd
sfter they had fully wieiked (heir vengeance,
they carried the master oo bLoard the Centella,
where he was reccived at the gangway by the
greater puit of the crew, armed with hand-
spokes, biilets of wuod snd rope ende, and fairly
compelled him to run the gantiet to the quer
ter declt, wheie he delivered his papers to the
comnstider, who having perused them, ordered
b on buerd his vessel, the crew bestowing on
bim a repetition of the same brutal treatment
he received when bhe came on bourd  Oae of
the meo struck him such s heavy biow on the
back, just at the moment he was slepping over
the gunwale, as to muke him fall headlong into
the bout alongside; the commander sand the
crew of the C-ntella bestowing at the M me time
the most opprebriocus epithets upon the inbabi-
tants of this colony, end threatning similar
tieatment to uny of them whora chunce shouid
throw in their way, ‘They also threatened to
hang Andreas and his erew, and he thisks their
iives would have been in dunger hud the pri-
vateer fallea in with them at wight in plece of
the day time. Befure allowing the Gioot Quar
tier to proceed, they took sll the provisiuns she
had on board, and a partof the sestmens’ clothes.
On ber arrival io the hurbous the misier was
obliged to he carried from on board ; and when
we saw him on ‘Thureday night, his head, brea«
and back were covered with oumerous wounds.

Such, we feur, is bui 8 prelade to the acts of
aggr-sston to be dieaded from the burbarians
on board tke Centella, when they fail ia with
defenceless vessels belonging to this port.

There were two arrivels yesterday from La
Guayre, but we received no papers by them,—
We ioweser learn verbuliy, that the greatest
treaqgaidity reigned in La Gueyra and Caracas,
and the coumiry arround.  Produce was coming
in to the ma.let in great abunbance, sod consi-
derable shipments hed been made. There have
beeu 1o privateersseen off La Guayra for some
tume past. The 4panish frigate Ligera, with
several vessels under her convay, having provi-
siors on bourd for the reliel of the garrison of
Cumans, passedLaGusyrs on'l'uesday lust, The
Columbians are represented to have 3000 men
at Valencis, and it was supposed they would
shortiy re@eive orders to muke a descent upon
Puerto Cabello, ‘The Spanish chief Alexo had
been taken by a party of Culumbian troeps,
from whom he attemped to escape, and in the
act was shot dead by s sentinel.

The capture of four vessels with provisions fur
the garrison, by the blockading squedron under
commodore Boguier a few days befure, probab-
Jy rendered one or other of these measures
necessary: the ensueing week will probably
bring the result.

FPowerful medicines were administered, but with
out effect, the inflamation not having in the
slightest degree abated. Oa Thaorsday after-
neon her mejesty under went the operation of
copious bleeding and she pasced the night com-
paratively free from pain. Yesterdsy morsing
no material alteration had taken place in the
state of her complaint which contioned to resist
the influence of the most powerful medicines
up to ten o’clock !ast night, whea the fellowing
bulletin was issoed :—

“ There is no improvemeat in her msjesty’s
symptoms since the morning.

In the coarse of the day her majesty had been
gt into s warm bath.

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FOURTBER FARTICULARS OF THE BEJOICINGS
AT THE KING'S CORONATION.

Hyde Park.—Hero the preparations by land
and water guve the promise of splendour and
eileat, bot wot equal to the display in the same
place on the ceicbration cf the last general
peace,

Arrangements were made for a grand display
of fireworks, under the directions of Sir Wil-
liarn Congreve, in which all bis skill ir pyrotech.
nical science wasdisplayed. We have notroom
for a minate detail of the various parts of this
splendid eahibition. We shall just notice, how-
ever, that amongst the other pageants was
triusnphsl car, drawn by clephants, and atten
ded by blacks in the eastern style, and the asr
itself was filled by & band of music, who per-
formed at intervals during the evening. The
car wes splendidly illominated at night. The
car was attended by an Indian mounted on &
crocodiie, and another on a dragon.

In the goursa of the day @as displayed n boat
race, in which » considerable number of select
candidates displayed their skill and sctivity.

The Serpentine River presented & lively and
briliiant scene. It wap covered by @ pumber of
beata, filled with fashionable company, in con-
stant motion.

Within the rails, which surrounded the erea
destined for the pyrotechnical operations, ren o
row of meroons, which weie discharged at in-
tacvels, ns imitative of wrtiilery, with full of
fect. .

Severs! flights of rockets, some of 50, and
some of 100, escended in the course of the ex.
hibitien.

The reils slong the ioad by the side of the
Serpeatine were adorned with large stars of
vsriegated lamps,

Over the water fall at the end of the Serpen-
tine, @ scaffold was erected, covered with truns-
parent paintings appropriated to the oceasion,
and iliumined by coloured lamps, from bekind
which were discharged various lireworks.

The ice-house at the edge of the Serpentine
was completely covered with lamps, and every
tree in the Park was surrounded by a wreath
of Jamps. There wers six nine pounders, which
fired a roysl salate at 11 o’clock in the maerning,
and slwo fired vollies at intecvels daring the
evening ; and the pyrotechnic display in Hyde
Purk, which commenced about dusk, was en-
livened by a distant view of a grand ascent—
five parachute rockets, which ascended from
Primrose-hill, te the height of pearly a mile
perpendicuolar, illumined the surrounding at-
mosphere for & considerable time,

Never did we see *‘ the many’ 30 highly de-
lighted nor more determined to be pleased with
themselves and every thing abouvt them. There
Was no riot nor distorbance ; nor did we ses
even u ¢asual pugilistic match.

What seemed most to delighe the peeple was
the dazzling splendour of the triumphai car,
s2d the immense platform on which it stood,
when lighted up with moch teste, and the most
brilliant lamps. .

The Chipese lamps were very tasteful, and
and were srranged ameng almost all the trees
on the north side of the Park. The transpasen.
¢y on the south end of the Serpentine river,
represented his majesty crowned, and seated in
8 triomphal cer, drawn by white horses, pre-
ceded by Fame, Victory, &e. ; and followed by
8 gallant troop, which kept malice and eary far
bedind him.

In almost every corner of the gay scene were
Hationed bands of wandering masicisns, to
whose music many parties danced with the grea-
test glee if not with moch tsste.

Upon the whole then we never witnessed !
scene of more perfect gnod humour and gaiety,
or with less of riot and disturbunce.

Green Park.—At eleven o'cluck yesterday
morning, a royal salute was fired by six nine-
pounders, brought thither from Woolwich

At eight in the morning, a splendid balioon,
prepared for the occasion, uppeared oa the bank
of the basin,

By elevea o’clock the inHation wes nearly
completed, It was emblazooed with heraldic
emblems of his majesty’s arms and other appro-
priate ornaments, and inscribed on the iower
part in large pold letters, ** GGeorgs IV, Royal
Coronatzon Balivon” It way covered entirely
by & net, from the bottom ofwhich was suspend.
ed a beaatiful boat, the k=el part of which
war covered with matied silver, and the gun-

wale alegantly carved in burnished gold, At
the bow was displayed o flag bearing his majes-
ty’sarms, snd at the stern an English jack,

At one o’clock this splendid machine srose i
majestis stile, smidst the joyful acclamations
of & countless multitude, misembled eon this
saspicious oceasion.

A brig of wat of 10 guns was worked vp the
river and moored between Wisterloo Bridge
and Blackfriers Bridge, for ths purpose of
firing sslutes. Her masts were necessarily
struck to permit her to pa:s under London and
Blacafciars Bridges, but she was re-rigged with
great expedition, and appesred in the morning
in gay trim, being sdoroed from stem to stern
with the flags of all nations knows upon the
watefs. She ushered in the morning with a
royal salute, and as her guna are of the largest
calibre selocted for the ocession, the unwented
thunder that issued from her portsdisturbed the
slombers of many a sound sleeper. The brigis
one of the smellest of her elass, but the unusoal
vight cf & vessel of war s0 high up in the river,
draw, at & very esrly hour, immense crowds of
persons to see her.
