There are special express rates every-
where now on all seeds. In the main the rate is 20 per cent less than the merchandise rate.

NO CHARGE FOR PACKING OR PACKAGES. Everything will be securely packed and labeled
and delivered free at the cars, without extra charge for barrels, boxes, sacks, etc.

PREPAID STATIONS. If there is no agent at your railroad station the freight has to be prepaid
and in such case we must, request you to send sufficient money with your order to cover the amount-
We must also make the same request of customers living at such great distances that freight or ex-
press charges nearly or quite equal the value of the goods.

ORDER EARLY. Do this for two reasons. We can give your order more careftil and prompt attention
if received before we get into the rush of the spring shipping, and second, our assortment is complete
early in the season and your order will not have to be held while we write you for permission to sub-
stitute for varieties that may be out.

The above represents our exhibit at the St. Louis Exposition last summer as it appeared in August.

The potatoes, which were the chief attraction all through the season did not make as much show at the

time the photograph was taken as later. At this time there were but 20

varieties on exhibition, 10 on each side, shown in wire peck baskets. A
little later additional shelves were put in and 8 or 10 more varieties were
added, This number was maintained during the fall, new specimens

being sent in every two or three weeks.

In addition to'the potatoes, we exhibited about 80 varieties of Field

Seeds and 130 of Garden Seeds, making a total of 210 varieties of seeds,

these being shown in glass show bottles and globes, interspersed with

photographs. Our old friend Pat looked down upon the scene with a self-

satisfied smile on his countenance, as he thought how clever he was in se-

curing just the potato of his choice.

Thousands of farmers visited our booth during the continuance of the

Fair and registered their names for our next catalogue, at the same time

giving expression to their satisfaction with our little exhibit. Among these

people were not a few of our old customers, who testified freely to our at-

tendant as to the good results secured from planting Olds' potatoes and
seeds.

We were restricted to a very small space but we "got there" just the

same, the Jury of Awards awarding Gold Medal on our exhibit of seeds

and potatoes.

The exhibit of potatoes was by no means as large as has been
shown by us at fairs and expositions in years past, but quality counts
after all.

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WHITE VICTOR.
Our great specialty has always been choice seed potatoes and we have been continu-

ally testing and experimenting with new varieties. Our Mr. Olds, who was brought up
on a seed potato farm, began in 1888 with a very modest 4-page catalogue describing
some 20 varieties. For many years potatoes were the only thing offered, the list being
changed and added to from year to year, while Mr. Olds gained quite a reputation as an
authority on potatoes. The first variety introduced strictly our own was Early Wiscon-
sin in 1891. Then followed World's Fair in 1893, Wisconsin Beauty in 1894, Joseph in

1897, Vigorosa in 1898, Pingree in 1899, Pat's Choice in 1900, German Early Rose in

1901, Clinton and Vornehm in 1903, Early Roser in 1904. Certainly a list to be proud of.

Now comes White Victor, which bids fair to outyield everything. In fact it did beat
everything in this section last season, with the exception of Pat's Choice. Our field of
White Victors, while growing, attracted the attention of everyone who passed. The foli-

age completely covered the ground, and was a beautiful sight.

This new potato originated with Mr. Frank Jensen, of Waushara county, Wisconsin.
In a field of Blue Victor, Mr. Jensen discovered one potato that was the same as the
rest, only white around the eyes instead of all blue. These white eyes were cut out and
carefully planted by themselves for 2 or 3 years and the result is a pure white variety,

with all the good qualities of the famous old Blue Victor. The white skin seems to be
firmly established and in our field of several acres not a single one was found that had
reverted back to the blue color.

White Victor is a very handsome potato, just the right shape, a little longer one
way than the other, (see colored plate on front cover) has a good thick skin, well netted
and russeted, which indicates quality; creamy white in color, few eyes and shallow, sym-
metrical in form and quite uniform in size. Some varieties the past season grew too
large to be desirable. This could hardly be said of White Victor, however. While there
are no small potatoes, none are extra large. Its most striking characteristic, however, is

perhaps its strong vitality and large growth. We had White Victor in the same field

with Carman No. 3 and Rural New Yorker, as well as a number of other varieties. All
were treated just alike and our field notes under date of July 1st say "Largest in whole
field." This was a noticeable thing every time we visited the field. In season it is about
medium early, quite a little earlier than the Rural type varieties. This alone will recom-
mend it for many sections. Another very Strong point is its Keeping qualities. It re-

mains firm late in the season and unlike some others that possess this quality it cooHs
up dry and floury the whole season through, fall as well as spring. We want all

Some years ago Charles Goy, an educated Swiss Gardener, brought a lot of potato seed balls from
Switzerland. The first year one hill attracted his attention by its very large growth and by the russet skin
and very fine quality of the tubers. After the third year this one out-yielded all other varieties every year.
Mr. Goy had Freeman, Burbanks, Bovee, Early Ohio, Early Rose, Six Weeks, Sunrise and others, and he
says the new one out-yielded them all and was much the best in quality.

Vornehm much resembles the old Snownake. It has the same creamy white skin
and thick netting, with the peculiar rich, nutty flavor belonging to that variety.

We introduced this potato last year as a successor to Early Rose. We named it

after the originator, Mr. E. L. Roser, of Ohio. We also considered this an appropri-
ate name because better than Early Rose. Early Rose was long considered the best
early potato in cultivation, but it finally had to be discarded. Here is something equal
to Early Rose at its best and a heavier yielder. We do not think it is quite as early
as Early Rose, but otherwise it is about the same. This is its history:

In 1901 Mr. Roser mailed us two small tubers for testing:. After testing- the potatoes carefully two
seasons we were so well satisfied that we bought the entire stock, which was only about 10 bushels, with ex-
clusive rights. Mr. Roser says:

ing its crop just a little before such standard late varieties as Carman and Sir Walter
Raleigh. We call it medium in season. Manistee is a seedling of Early Rose but is not
like it except in color. The tubers are broad and flattened. Our illustration well repre-

sents them. Although of such large size, they have proven very satisfactory for the
table, the flesh being pure white and cooking up dry and mealy. We have seldom seen
a larger growth of vines than our grower had last year, (see illustration at bottom of

page) and there were no missing hills, showing the perfect health and vitality of the seed.

40 varieties planted. We named it

THE CLINTON READY FOR THE TABLE.
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SWEDISH SELECT OATS.
"Swedish Select Oats. A pedigree variety introduced from Russia; now probably the

best American oat." This was the inscription for this variety in the "Outside Cereal Exhibit"
made by the U. S. Dept. of Agriculture at the St. Louis Exposition last summer. This exhibit was a very
extensive one showing: practically all known varieties of grain. We are very proud of the fact now that we
were the first seedsmen to eaatlog this great oat. We introduced them last year as "the most satisfactory
of all varieties tested" (about 36 in all) at the Wisconsin Ex. Station. This was the statement of Prof.
Moore, State Agronomist. Now when the Dept. of Agriculture at Washington comes forward and calls
them the best in America, it means something. We were criticised last year by Prof. Carleton of Washing-
ton for using the Wisconsin name "Wisconsin No. 4" as well as the name "Swedish." Inasmuch as their
reputation is not now confined to Wisconsin it is well perhaps to drop this name.

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SOME POINTS ABOUT SEED CORN.
Corn on the Ear.

The above illustration shows a photograph of a bushel crate of our Fire Dried North-
ern Grown Seed Corn ready to be snipped out on the ear. So far as we know no seedsman
has ever before offered Wisconsin grown corn on the ear put up in crates. For the past
few years several of the Illinois and southern Iowa men have been shipping corn in crates,

but no seedsmen have seemed to dare let their customers see northern seed before it

was shelled.

A farmer should see his corn on the ear, if he wants to, is the conclusion we have
come to. Prof. Holden, of the Iowa Ex. Station, is advising farmers to insist on buying
their seed that way. 111. and Wis. Experiment Stations are doing the same. It is all

right, too. See your corn and know what you are getting. It makes a lot more work
and expense for us, as the crates are expensive and the ears have to be very carefully
packed. We have some splendid ears this year, however, and really want our customers
to see them. Of course they are not quite equal to the big ears such as are grown in the
corn belt, but they are splendid for Wisconsin.
