H. W. Selton Karr, the eminent Eng-
Yish scientist and explorer, belleves he
has discovered the site of the Garden of
Eden in Somaliland, Africa. In an ar-
ticle in & New York paperon this sub-
ject he says: “I have found the Gar-
den of Eden in about latitude eight de-
grees north, and near the meridian,
passing through Aden and the cemnter
of Arabia, about 82 miles in & straight
line southwest of Berbera, on the

Somali coast, and on the east of the|

fartile country at the headwatersofthe
Nile and Abyssinia. It may be inferred
from the text that Eden was a large
country and that on the east of it lay
the garden, the home of primitive man.

“My first approach to the Garden of
Eden was from the west, while track-
ing a lion.
