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BISTORY OF AMARILLO ATR FIELD

One year after the start of its construction,
Amarillo Army Air Field typifies the determina-
tion and energy of the Army Air Forces Train-
ing Command, with a completed building
program and a steady production of graduate
mechanics and technicians, quardians of the
Flying Fortresses, realized even during the latter
days of 1942.

Amarillo Army Air Field is located ten miles
east of the City of Amarillo, deep in the heart
of the Panhandle of Texas.

Since the field was built on a typical barren
plain, great care has been taken to enhance
its living conditions. More than 25,000 trees,
shrubs and bulbs have been planted and care-
fully nurtured, and in addition a systematic pro-
gram of soil-erosion prevention has been estab-
lished and elimination of dust during the windy
season has been accomplished by sowing the
entire area with native grasses.

On April 1, 1942, Colonel Edward C. Black
was relieved of his command at Sheppard Field,
Texas, and ordered to activate an AC Technical
School at Amarillo, Texas.

Colonel Black issued General Order No. | on
April 20 and set up his headquarters in the Am-
arillo Building; the permanent party was housed
in the Amarillo Hotel. Field construction was
started at the same time. On May 26, the War
Department designated the new installation as
Amarillo Field.

The first large contingent of permanent party
men arrived on the field on September 2 and
the first group of potential students arrived the
following day. Headquarters offices were moved
to the field on September & and the first class
of students entered uoon their course of studies
on September 7, under direction of Lieutenant
Colonel Paul T. Hanley.

On October 22, Brigadier General Julian B.
Haddon assumed command. Lieutenant Colonel
Benjamin E. Cheney, the Executive Officer, soon
followed the Colonel, who had been transferred
to Grand Rapids, Mich. Colonel Cheney was
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succeeded as Executive Officer by Colonel Ed.
gar T. Selzer, who had iusf returned from fﬂ"&ign
service. Major N. C. Voshel, the Adjutant, was
one of the first officers to arrive after headquar.
ters were established.

The field was so near completion by Armistice
Day, November [, that General Haddon
opened it on that day to the public, and a crowd
of Panhandle citizens, estimated to number 40.-
000, visited the technical school to view some
of the results of their outlay for war expendi-
tures.

The official name of the field was changed on
December 2 to Amarillo Army Air Field.

On December 23, the first class of graduating
students were complimented upon the success-
ful completion of their studies at the technical
school by Major General Jacob E. Fickel, com-
manding the Third District, AAF Technical Train-
ing Command, Tulsa, Okla.

On March 6, General Haddon was ordered to
Washington, D. C., for temporary duty. He was
succeeded on March 18 by Colonel Edward W.
Raley, with Colonel Selzer serving as Command-
ing Officer in the interim.

On April 19, Brigadier General H. S. Burwell
brought the benefits of many years of distin-
guished leadership to Amarillo Army Air Field.
He continued to stress the primary function of
this technical school: The training of expert me-
chanics and technicians to service Flying Fort-
resses and keep them flying around the globe to
assure an Allied victory.

Late in May a new activity was added to the
Field with the assumption of basic training. This
branch of training has grown to be one of the
major activities of the Field and has as its mission
the education of Army Air Forces personnel in
the fundamentals of soldiering.

On July 19, Colonel John K. Gowen, Jr.. as.
sumed command, becoming the Field's sixth

In “Structures” they begin fe work
on airplanes a3 a whole, sharting fram the bottom on
wheel amemblies and momenclature of all parts, and
working through fo sheet motal and flight controh.
Here is thair first contact with empinnage, the tail
assombly, and other large sssomblies which uwp to
now have been studied in mock-upr. “Struchurer” i
wnuiﬂhing of a milsstons in the lives of tudents for
it s here that they h-gin to “roam” all over a Flying
Fortress and really discover what makes i tick. It &

While in “Fundamantali” the student iz alie intraduced to "Tech-
nical Orders” Ream: and reams of information and instruction
are on fle in the library of this department, and the studeni musi
familiarize himaell with their contents. Supply forms, correct pre
eodures and many others are kept religiowsly and up to
date. Evary airplone has a maintanance shook that tells its while
life history at a glance, Mot even & rivet may be romoved without
the fact being noted. An accurate record of every airplans that
[saves the factory for duty with the armed forces is hept from fhis
tima 1o the day its junked parts are disposad of. Even pilats ro
lisving one anothar while in the clouds musl note thess relisfi—so
that every hour of life in any alrplane is recorded a3 to not anly
how many hours i flies, but wha is pilating it!

Amarillo Army Air Field has the only twin-engine
setup for student instruction in the whole Train-
ing Command, "Trouble" is the most important

word in this department, meaning that here

students check airplane engines mounted on test
blocks by running them wide open—with test
clubs [short, wide propeller blades) to put a more
than ordinary load on them, and also to keep them
cool. Here again, students study various inspection
forms, but it is under the heading, "General Op-
erating Trouble," that they work and study, They
are here to learn actual operation of airplane en-
gines. Most students note that "Engine Operation”

is also the noisiest school in the system!

INSPECTION NO. 1—PRE-FLIGHT AND DAILY

Mockup, Scale Load Computor,

"Pre-Flight and Daily," as the title implies, is the
final test of all parts of an airplane before it might
safely be taken off the ground, and the daily in-
spection thereafter. The study here is not unlike &
combination of other branches, except that, if
possible, it is more rigid. It is at this point of re-
pair and maintenance that there must be no guess-

work, for it is the final test before actual flight; it
must be right!
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Many have beoen the inventions fer flying am
airplane without tho standard propasllers as we
know them, but none have approached the power
and driva of the modern “blade,” The Flying
Fortress, with twelve of them cuMing into the air,
be it normal or rarified, is probably the gueen of
them all,

Students learn the hydromatic and Curtis elec-
tric systems, removal and installation, construction
and operation, and why the propeller is shaped the
way it is.

student now lives, works and plays as he
would under actual battle conditions, He
walks his post during his trick at guard duty
with the thought that an snemy may be
lurking just over the hill; he repairs and
overhauls B-17's, clad always in helmet and
gas maskl An enemy chserver MIGHT dis-
cover his skillfully camouflaged field hangar!

All his studying of tha past is now put
ta tast in the field, and the chances are
that, having made the grudu to this point,
he will graduate. Graduation is also in
the field—in front of a dugoutl Tha
grind is ovar. It has not been easy al any
time, and tough many times. There has
been little liberty; few trips to town; the
individual student has besn one of thou-
sands; he's virtually lived in fatigue clothes;
he has worked at one time or othar on all
thraa shifts, which go around the clock!
Yes, it was a grind. But now—on Gradua-
tien Day—will any student say the rosult
is net worth it? Prebably not, for the stu-
dant, now an expert airplane mochanic, has
been privilaged to learn, at first hand, the
mightiest weapen of war—the airplane!
And, when peace finally comes te the
United States, and millions of soldiers re-
turn to civilian life, the cne who has been
o successful student of the School will hold
an enviable position in a world that will
undaubtedly have many opportunities for a
man with his particular talants and technies!
